Fixed Farm Expenditure Remain» the 
Same, Although MarfcetValue ef Staple 

Farm Product» Ha» Dropped .TO p,c.
The eighth annual meeting oî the On­

tario Outrai Farmers’ Institute com- 
inemced yesterday «aîteruoou iu the 
Shaftesbury parlors, Queen-street. Each 
electoral district in Ontario was repre­
sented by two delegates, the total num­
ber present being about 160. Repre­
sentatives also attended from the Ayr­
shire Breeders’ Association, the Cream­
eries Association, the Fruit Growers’ As­
sociation and the Shorthorn Breeders 
Association.

The add reps of the President, Mr. James 
McEwing, contained some valuable sug­
gestions. The president was of opinion 
that the fundamental cause qf the pre­
sent disastrous economical conditions 
was to be sought for beyond class legis­
lation or Government extravagance. 
Nothing more wa* to' be expected when 
the fixed farm expenditure remained 
the same, although tbe market value 
of staple farm products had decreased 

per cent. 'Notwithstanding the 
great fall in prices the far­
mers, by their skill and 111-1 
dustry. hud succeeded in increasing the 
volume of agricultural exports from 32 
millions to 63 millions in 45 years, which 

not, however, conclusive evidence of 
increased jirosperity. Among the diffi­
culties contended with1 by the farmer the 
address • iwentioued the closing of the 
British mamtets to live stock, the remedy 
for which was considered to be the es­
tablishment of the dead-meat (trade* 
Moreover, the Americans had for some 
time been {sending cheese through Can­
ada and branding it as Cana-, 
diau, afterwards selling it in the British 
market as such. 1

This, along with the system of -cold 
storage, had raised doubts as to the 
honesty of the Canadian products.

Experiment» Showing Their Superiority 
Over Sieet Rim*.

The pneumatic tire was made over 
forty-five years before the bicycle. It 
was applied to a carriage by a man 
named Thompson of New Borland. It 
was not until forty-five years later that 
the pneumatic tire was applied to bi­
cycles. In 1845, when Mr. Thompson 
thought to make a pneumatic tire tor a 
carriage,it was considered an absurdity 
too great to be mentioned,

I will first consider the matter of road 
friction, and give the result ot tests 
which I have recently conducted. I wo 
box buggies were employed, one hav­
ing the steel-tired wheels, 44 and 48 
inches in diameter, and weighing 254 
pounds ; the other having pneumatic- 
tired wheels, 32 and 84 inches in diame­
ter, the vehicle weighed 282 pound*.
The width of the tires was two inches.
An amount of weight equal to the aii- 
terenfce was placed m the lighter vehicle 
mid care was taken to see that the front 
wheels ot the two vehicles bore exactly 
the same weight. The surface upon 
which the first test was made 
a new, hard Uine floor, and the 
wheels were drawn lengthwise or 
the boards. The amount of power 
required to move these vehicles under 
the following conditions was carefully 
noted by means of a registering spring 
balance. The vehicles empty, it was 
found that the power required to start 
the pneumatic tires from a standstill 
was four pounds, and the power requir­
ed to haul them at a slow walk was 
three and a half to four pounds. The 
power required to start steel tires was 
averaged but three pounds, and when 
started, the power required to draw 
them was but one and a half to two 
pounds, showing an average difference 
ef about fifty per cent, in favor of the 
steel tires.

Next, an obstruction 5-16 of an inch 
high, was placed in front of andagainst 
the wheels ot each vehicle. To haul 
them over this obstruction from a 
standstill required, in the case of the 
steel tires. 25 pounds ; with the rubber 
tires but 11 pounds. Then tth®y _Ter? 
drawn at a slow walk over the 6 16-inch 
obstruction, and it was found that the 
power required to draw the rubber tires 
was 5 pounds and the steel tires 8 
pounds. The 5-16-inch obstruction was

Toronto fir the victim of a gas mo­
nopoly. This monopoly is supposed to 
be regulated for the benefit of the peo­
ple by act of Parliament. As a matter 
of fact the company disregards the law 
and conducts its business just about as it 
likes. We don't blame the company so 

^ much as we do our civic representatives, 
who sit like dummies year after year 
aud allow the company to ride rough­
shod over us. According to a provision 
in the company^» charter we have long 
since i>eeu entitled to a reduction in the 
price of gas. More than that, it can be 
established by conclusive evidence that 
gas can be made aud distributed at 75 
cents and still allow a dividend of 10 
per cent, on every dollar of capital in­

vested. The company not only disre­
gards the law ; it plays the part of the 
dog iu the manger. If the city had a 
plant of its own it would have to pay 
only 4 per cent, instead of 10 on. the 
capital invested. This one item means 
a saving of $96,000 a year, equivalent to 
a reduction of about 20 cents per thou­
sand feet. There is no reason why To­
ronto should pay more for its gas than 
Cleveland and a hundred other cities. 
Tbe present company can sell it for 75 
cents» and still pay 10 per cent divi­
dends. There is another 26 cents per 
thousand feet extra we lose because we 
foolishly baud over the conduct of our 
affairs to an independent and irrespons­
ible board of directors instead of man­
aging them through our responsible re­
presentatives.

statesman whose position for many 
years as the chirtf counsellor in foreign 
matters of the Ciar of Russia gave him 
a unique influence on European interna­
tional affairs. Fortunately for Europe,
II. de. Giers was devoted to a pacific 
policy, and it is ps one of the trustees 
of the world's peiace that lie will chiefly 
be remembered.: His advancement was 
partly, due to hisj marriage to Princess 
Cantajttzene. whose uncle. Prince 
Gertschakoff, brought him into the 
Chancellery as head ol one of. its most 
important doparjments, but was in the 
main the natural result of his business 
-apacitv, tact and courtly manners.

For a" long time he was secretary to 
Prince Gortschakoff, and he succeeded 
him as Foreign Minister. His appoint­
ment was the outcome ot Alexander
III. s desire to kfeep the foreign policy 
of the empire under his own control, 
which he could with difficulty have done 
had his new Foreign Minister been 
man of a more obstinate and overbear­
ing stamp, like Ignaticff or Schouvaloff.

The appointaient, however, though 
sagacious, was not a popular one, and 
as time revealed the extent to which 
M. do Giers’ influence dominated the 
Cznr, it constantly became loss so. /. 
de Giers, who was a Swedish Finn toy 
blood, was of Hebrew descent, and the 
haughty and disappointed courtiers at 
St. Petersburg used to sneer at him in 
private as “the Jew ” But with the 
Czar his position was unassailable. It
