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SAILING THE AIR,

How It Feels to Soar Aloft-In a
Balloon or Aeroplane.

ALL SENSE OF HEIGHT LOST.

Consequently There Is No Feeling of
Dizzi or Giddi and After
Rising a Few Hundred Feet There Is
No Sensation of Speed.

. Comparatively few persons can
look down from a great height without
a creepy sensation running through
the nerves and chasing down the spine,
and one would naturally think these
unpleasant symptoms would be in-
tensified if one were to rise several
hundreds of feet in the air in a flying
machine. But that idea is a mistake,
according to Mr. Charles C. Turner
in an article in the Pall Mall Maga-
zine, in which he tells how beginners
are taught the use of the aeroplane
and describes the sensations of flight.
He says:

“The manner in which a course of
flight lessons begins depends chiefly
on the weather. If it is fine and calm
a pupil is at once taken out for pas-
senger flights, sitting behind the
teacher or beside him, according to
the type of machine, and having noth-
ing to think about except the novelty
of his experiences and the new aspect
in which he sees familiar things.

“His first flight is a great event in
the career of the pupil, and when it
is over he is anxious for the next.
His estimate of the difficulties that lie
before him is more modest, and be is
ready to beslege his instructor with
questions. He climbed into the pas-
senger’s seat and gripped the stanch-
fons with both hands. He need not
have gripped them quite so hard, for
he soon found that the motion of the
machine was not in the least disturb-
ing.

“To start it a mechanic stood behind
the main planes and gave the propel-
ler a turn, and suddenly the engine
was giving out a tremendous roar and
making the machine vibrate. Other
mechanics were holding on to the tail
booms to prevent the seroplane from
shooting forward before the pilot was
ready.

“But almost immediately the pas-
senger observed the pilot hold up one
band as a signal, and on the instant
the machine plunged forward over the
ground like a swift motorcar. Before
he bad time to observe and note his
feelings the sensations had changed.
The machine was traveling forward
with perfect smoothness, the noise of
the engine had curiously softened
down, the ground no longer raced be-
neath the machi®e, and he realized
that he was flying and that already
he was twenty, forty, fifty feet above
the ground.

“Flying has been compared to many
things, but in truth no comparison is
good. = Perhaps 1 may correct one or

two ‘comimon but fflse nofions c¢on-
cerning it. . 2

“There 18 no sense of traveling at a
great bel There 1s not the slight-
est danger of giddiness. To me this
gave no surprisg, for, as every bal-
loonist knows, it matters not whether
he looks down from 20 or 2,000 feet—
the sensation of height is absent.

“To take my own case, I cannot look
down a 100 foot clff for many sec-
onds before feeling unsafe, but I can
look down from a balloon that is two
miles above ground and can gaze at
the scene below for half an hour with-
out a gqualm. It is the experience of
every aeronaut.

“It is impossible also with reason-
able accuracy without the ald of an
anerold to estimate one’s height. You
see trees far below you, and If you are
high enough they appear to be mere
bushes, but you cannot tell whether
you are 400 feet up or 700.

“Again, the sense of speed is almost
entirely Jost when you have attained a
height of 800 or 400 feet. The ground
passes below you very slowly, while if
you get up to 800 or 1,000 feet it is
only by steadily watching the ground
that you percelve that you are moving.
Yet all the while there is that steady
gale of wind opon the face that in-
forms you of your speed.

“In descending a pupil notices that
the speed of the ground rapidly accel-
erates. The chances are that be can-
not distinguish the moment when the
landing wheels again come into contact
with the earth. The machine moves
forward over the ground until its mo-
mentum is exhausted, and he and the
pilot then descend from'thelr gea$=”’

LAMBTON BOY
WINS SUCCESS.

D. N. Hossie, of Moose Jaw. Selected as
Saskatchewan Rhodes Scholar
for 1912,

The following article from the Moose
Jaw Times refers to Mr. Hossie, who was
twenty-one years old last December, He
was-born in Moore Township and isa
grandson of Mr, Joseph Crone, Birnam:—

The committee to select the Rhodes
Scholar from Saskatchewan for the year
1912 have unanimously chosen Mr, David
Neil Hossie of Moose Jaw. There were
six candidates.

Mr. Hossie received his instruction
in the Moose Jaw Collegiate and the
University of Saskatchewan. Principal
Sifton of the Collegiate stated that
he was the most brilliant pupil they have
ever had in their classes, FEach year of
his course there he stood first, and re-
ceived two Gold Medals as well as several
prizes. In the Senior Matriculation in
1909 he made a very high percentage,
one of the highest ever obtained.

On entering the University Mr. Hossie
won an Exhibition of $100 and on the
completion of the first year won a similar
Exhibition. His course in the Uniyersity
has amply fulfilled the expectation raised
by his record in the Collegiate.

While his work in such diverse sub-
jects as Philosophy, the Higher Mathe-
matics, Greek, Fconomics and History
was of a high order, he attained special
distinction in Latin and English. In the
latter subjects he is expected to graduate
with high honors. His taste and appre-
ciation for literature were noted as being
particularly good.

Mr. Rhodes desired the scholars to be
more than ‘‘mere book-worms.’”’ He laid
emphasis on their athletic, moral and
leadership qualifications. As a sugges-
tion he intimated that the scholastic
qualifications might be rated as equiva-
lent to three-tenths, the moral to three-
tenths, the athletic to two-tenths and the
social to two-tenths.

At the Collegiate and the University
Mr. Hossie was an active participant in
football, basketball, hockey, track events
and boxing, exhibiting a fonduess for
these sports and considerable skill,

He has also taken a very prominent
part in the different student societies both
at school and college. In the Collegiate
he was business manager of the ‘‘Out-
look,’” in the University he was Presi-
dent of the Literary Society, Treasurer of
the Athletic Association, Secretary of the
Students’ Representative Council and a
member of nearly every important com-
mittee. He attained distinciion as a
speaker and debater, winning a prize for
public speaking.

, His frankness, candour, sympathy and
consideration for others made him un-
usnally popular.

Otie of his teachers, Professor Moxon,
a former Rhodes Scholar, writes: *‘I
have had many oppoitunities for observ-
ing Mr. Hossie’s interest in and devotion
to the student life of the University. He
did very much for the student in the
early days when traditions were being
formed and his influence will, I believe,
be for lasting good in the University.”’

Ptrofessor Sullivan, of the Classical
Department, who is another teacher, a
graduate of Trinity College, Dublin,
says: ‘‘Asa Classical student he dis-
plays a remarkable aptness of phrase, and
a singularly quick recognition ot the
force of a passage, he has, in fact, a
strong literary talent, and would, I
think. as a student of the Classics, take
full advantage of the Classical Schools at
Oxford. But quite apart from the ques-
tion of scholarship, I have every confi-
dence in recommending Mr. Hossie on
the grounds of character, 1ntellectual and
otherwise., He has intellectual strength,
an attractive personality, and is a gentle-
man in the highest sense of the tgrm.
Mr. Hossie is, in my opinion, eminently
suited to fulfil the ideals of Mr. Rhodes,
and is likcly to find the life at Oxford
congenial, and consequently to derive the
greatest benefit theretrom.”’

Mr, Bateman, Professor of English,
also a graduaté of Trinity College, Dub-
lin, and therefore familiar with Old
Country standards of estimating men,
has a high opinion ot Mr. Hossie. He
says: ‘‘His work with me has been of a

consistently high standard. He is a man

SPAIN'S NATIONAL ANTHEM.

*La Marcha Realle” Was Composed by
Frederiok the Great. .

Frederick the Great was the com-
poser of the Spanish national anthem.
Frederick’s ambitions were varied. He
performed on the flute. He desired to
be thought a poet. He guoted Latin,
but his quotations would have made
Cicero stare and gasp. During that
remarkable friendship which existed
between him and Voltaire the author
of the “Henrfade” exclaimed with de~'!
rision, “See the dirty linen I have to
wash,” holding up Frederick’s manu-
script, which had been sent him to re-
vise. In the fleld the great warrior
carried about his own poems in his
pocket and a bottle of poison, so that
he should not be takén alive. Menzel's
picture dépicts the king with his flute,
and Bach dedicated to him one of his
compositions.

The story of the composition of the
Spanish national anthem is full of in-
terest. A little while after the conclu-
sion of the Seven Years’ war Frederick
at a court reception to the surprise of
every one produced a march which he
had composed. The Spanish ambassa-
dor, both a musician and courtier,
asked for a copy to send to his royal
master, Charles III. That monarch
admired the piece, and it was often
heard at the Escurial. After a time it
was laid aside and almost forgotten.
In 1869, after the deposition of Isabel-
la, Marshal Serrano instituted a com-
petition among composers for a nation.
al anthem. Some 500 compositions
were sent in, but none of them was so
inspiring as Frederick’s march, which
had been exhumed from the archives.
This was chosen and is today known
as “La Marcha Realle.”—London Globe,
