German Idea ot Bnitain

German and Austrian newspapers
are reported to be deeply concerned
about the ‘‘British conquests in
Northern France.” According to
these authorities Britain is not a
faithful ally, but is acting in the dis-
tricts they occupy for military pur-
poses as if it was in actual possess-
ion of the country. Indeed, the
British have simply reduced it to the
level of a crown colony, have intro-
duced the English language and
taken over local administration. This
has created intense friction betweeh
the British and Freneh authorities,
and created indignation among the
French population, who are prevent-
ed from giving it public expression.
All this nonsense is, no doubt, eager-
ly swallowed by the German and
Austrian peoples. The trouble for
them is that nothing ever comes of
this or the previous fables they have
been invited to believe. But the
public everywhere has a short mem-
ory, as has been and is frequently
demonstrated in Canada.

Germans are not alone in trans-
ferring their own motions to other
peoples. To the German mind an
opportunity such as that afforded in
northwestern France to Britain
could not fail to be seized. Once in
on the footing of an ally, Britain will
remain as conqueror and possessor:
The idea that the British Govern-
ment and the British people can be
actuated by other than interested
motives is entirely foreign to the
German, taught as he is that might
makes right and that obligations are
only “scraps of paper” to be torn up
with impunity. The German is as
impervious to the teaching of history
as he is to the claim of honor, and
only the British withdrawal when
the time comes will show him his
mistake. Even then, unless he learns
the lesson of the war alright, he will
be as Joud in his derision of Britain
for not taking advantage of the
chance to establish herself in the
continent at the expense of her
loyal ally.

The Youth aud the City

Canada displays sympboms of city
madness; a Roman contempt for
things provinecial ; undue respect for
metropolitan traits and unfair dispar-
agement of village ways. The youth
freshly transplanted from the small
town too often acquires quickly a
contempt for the place of his up-
bringing and is free with his scorn
against the hamlet that sent him
forth. The native urbanite ignores
the existence of sett!lements. outside
the big leagues. It is charged that
small town folk are impertinently in-
quisitive as to the affairs of their
neighbors. The accusation may be
made as justly that city-dwellers are
prone to be indifferent altogether to
their neighbors; unconcerned as to
whether they fare ill or well. Small
town folk are slow, it is said. Large
town folk lay themselves open to the
counter-insinuation of being too fast.
The city has been discovered by the
people of the lesser towns, but the
lesser towns are largely undiscover-
ed. England prides itself on . the
beauty of old villages off the beaten
lines of travel. The Dominion will
awaken some day to a similar pride.
In England persons of wealth and
culture seek out villages for places of
residences’; we trust that this will
never be done to such an extent here
that our small towns will suffer.
Ontario contains places rich in peace
and beauty; where the extremes of
too much or too little are not met
with. They are peopled largely with
old Canadian stock and the city's
worst problems do not confront
them. Wide streets and quietude;
homes set in the midst of trees that
are survivors of the original forest ;
gardens, clean air, an atmosphere of
comfort and security. We are tempt-
ed to name some of them, but an
adequate list would be too long.

Wasted Brains

If some of the crooks who put
their brains and energy into beating
their neighbors were to use the sama
amount of mental and physical steam
in an honest effort to play the game
they would be miles ahead of where
they are. When you read of the
consummate skill of the yeggman
and the brilliant daring sneak-thief
you wonder if it wouldn't pay the
fellow ten times as well to put his
ability into some legitimate business.
There are men in business who, if
they would' only stop foreflushing
and chicanery, would beat their
neighbors hands down at the buei-
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But they have to be
mine-laying with cold decks and
running skin-games. Some men are
so‘crooked that they would rather
make ten per cent. on adulterated or
shoddy goods than twenty per cent.
on the real thing. They want to
come. If some people took the
pleasure out of doing real things that
they seem to get out of crooked
monkeying, what a heaven the world
would be. “‘Bread of deceit is sweet
to a man, but afterwards his mouth
shall be filled with gravel.” There
is a certain amount of excitement or
gratification in the game of beating
the law, fooling society, or doing
your neighbor, but it gets you at
last to the gravel pit. The man
who thinks he can play fast and lose
with conscience and public opinion,
is worse than a fool. You may be
getting a little gratification out of
your “love’” conquests and the bread
of deceitful relationship may be

Conscript and Volunteer

This war, incidentally, has turned
attention to the reason of German
supremacy in certain branches of
trade and industry.

Germany has had no such trouble
over the supply of munitions of war
as that which has troubled Britain.
From the moment when war was
declared every German workman
passed automatically under military
law. His part was assigned, and,
whatever it was, he had to obey his
orders. The German worker was
and is just an item in the mechan-
ism of war. He works the hours
ordered ; for the least slackness he
incurs the penalty of the deserter or
coward. That iron order came into
force automatically in Germany—
only now, after nearly a year of war,
are similar, but tentative, regulations
coming into force in Britain. /But at
the last the Briton will prevail over
the German, because he is working
out his own salvation.

VICTOR HUGO AT LIEGE. ~

His First Impression of the Busy Cicy
as Seen at Night.

Bhortly after the Franco-Prussian
war Victor Hugo, the Krench poet,
visited Belgium and subsequently
wrote of his journey:

“The shades of evening drew near—
the wind ceased blowing; lights burne
dimly in neighboring houses; every-
thing became half lost in the dusk. The
passengers said, ‘We shall be in Liego
in an hour.

“At that moment, at the foot of the
hills, which loomed dark and scarcely
visible, two round balls of fire sud-
denly glared like the eyes of tigers.
By the roadside rose a frightful dark
slender tower, surmounted by a huge
flame that cast a sinister reflection
upon forest, rock and ravine. Beyond,
hidden in the shadows, was a mouth—
a mouth of live coal which suddenly
opened and shut, and with hideous
roarings spouted forth a tongue of
fire. It was the lighting of the fur
naces.

“After passing the spot called Fle-
malle the sight was inexpressibly mag-
nificent. All the valley seemed to be
in a state of conflagration, smoke is-
suing from this place and flames aris-
ing from that; in fact, we could imagine
that a hostile army had ravaged the
country, and that twenty districts
presented in the night and darkness
all the aspects and phases of devastat-
ing conflagration—some just catching
fire, some shrouded in smoke, others
swept or encircled by tlames,

Large numbers of3: beef cattle,
many of them in comparatively poor
condition, are finding theiy way from
all parts of Ontario into the United
States. In the case of most of these
animals it would pay the sellers well
to feed them for some time before
disposing” of their stock, for a fat
animal is profitable in two ways : it
is heavier, and it brings a better
price per pound. It seems strange
that Ontario farmers have been so
slow to perceive how much they are
throwing away by this form of
shiftlessness.

It-is depressing for a thoughtful
student of the beef cattle question to
see the large number of heifers con-
signed to the butcher’s block. - :They
are capable of bearing good grade
stock, which would help to inerease
the number of beef animals in Can-
ada. Generally speaking, says one
who has given thought to the ques-
tion, the farmer should never kill a
heifer or a calf, for to cause either of
them to disappear from the whole
number of Canadian cattle is to
create a vacancy that must be filled
up with something else.

One great drawback to the beef
cattle trade in this country is the
poor condition of pastures in July
and August. Generally there is a
good deal of drought during these
two months, and it is quite impos-
sible for cattle to find nourishing
food in dried up grass pastures. The
way to tide over this interval is to
cultivate pasture for the cattle. Sown
at different times, the fodder can be
cut at its very best, the last cut being
blown into the silo for winter use.
It happens that the same crop that
serves usefully for summer feeding
serves just as well for ensilage ;
alfalfa, sweet clouer, fodder corn and
so on. Farmers may as well make
up their minds, advises the Guelph
Mercury, that after this season beef
cattle will be very high in price, and
that it is not too soon to begin
preparations to take advantage of
what is likely to be comparatively a
paramount condition.—Journal.

Soldiers’ Ofiences

There are more than a dozen different
offences for which a soldier may be
sentenced to death while ou active ser-
viee.

The first on the list of death offences
applies to a commanding officer and
reads, ‘‘Shamefully delivering up a
garrison when in command of troops,
withoat due necessity — punishment,
death.”

A :oldier can be shot for throwing
away his rifle or sword in the presence of
the enemy, for cowardice, or for leaving
his commanding officer in order to
plunder. If he forces his way past a
sentry on active service he may be
sentenced to death, or for assaulting any-
one bringing up provisions for the troops.

Soldiers are expressly forbidden while
on active service to commit any offence
against a resident of the country in
which he is fighting under pain of death,
nor may he break into any house in
search of plunder, or discharge his rifle
intentionally to createa falsealarm on the
march.

A soldier while acting as sentry who is
found sleeping at his post may be shot.
Any man causing or joining in a mutiny
is liable to be shot. Desertion or attempt
at desertion while on active service is
naturally a death offence.

Bal d Rations an Important Factor
In Home Economics.

“Oh, dear! This eternal planning
and contriving, from meal to meal,
over what to serve next.”

A common enough exclamation, sure-
ly, and one familiar to the family man,
who too often considers wife’s work
more or less of a sinecure and wonders
why she frets so easily over trifies.

Just throwing things together fin
bulk, regardless of the food's effect on
the general health and efficiency of
those who must eat it, is a wasteful
and even a dangerous process.

Nowadays the thoughtful housewife
“balances rations” as skillfully and
carefully as does the careful stock
feeder. She feels that what is good
for beasts of the field is surely worth
applying to man,

A few hints on balancing rations from
the home economics department, Col-
lege of Agriculture, University of Wis-
consin, follow:

Fat, protein and ecarbohydrates
should be distributed through the day
so that no meal will contain an ex-
cessive amount of any one foodstuff.

Don’t serve two or more foods rich
in the same foodstuff at one meal
For example, macaroni and cheese
with meat, rice and potatoes,

Don't serve the same fobd in the
same form twice in the same day ex-
cept with such staples as bread, butter
and milk. Never serve such a combi-
nation as tomato soup and tomato sal-
ad, or creamed peas and cream of pea
soup in the same meal.

Work for flavor contrasts between
different courses of a meal. Seek to
have pleasing combinations of flavor,
color and form in each course.

Plan to serve a fruit or vegetable at
each meal. A mixed diet of vegetable
and animal food is safest and best.

PARIS AND BERLIN.

Both Know What it Is to See Foreign
Armies Within Their Gates.

Paris has had severe experiences in
the way of surrenders to invading
armies. On March 31, 1814, the allied
armies that had hemmed in Napoleon
entered the French capital and oc-
cupied it with a force-of 230,000 troops.
After Napoleon’s escape from Elba and
bis defeat at Waterloo the armies of
the allies again entered Paris July 7,
1815. Thus the great city had to sur
render to its enemies twice within
sdixteen months. Fifty-five years later
~Jan. 28, 1871—the city surrendered
again, this time to the victors in the
Franco-German war, after a brisk bom-
bardment.

Berlin has seen foreign troops enter
its gates no fewer than three times in
the last 200 years. The first time,
curiously enough, the conquerors were
Austrian troops under General Had-
lick, who entered Berlin in 1757, when
Frederick the Great was engaged in
fighting the French on the Rhine. Dur-
ing their stay the Austrians imposed a
fine of £30,000 on the city, as well as
commandeering a huge quantity of pro-
visions and equipment for their troops.

It was only just over three years
later when both the Russian and Aus-
trian troops, then allies of one another,
entered Berlin. This time the city was
fined £300,000.

The time that will be best remem-
bered, however, was the entry of Na-
poleon into Berlin after the victory of
Jena. Napoleon inflicted a very heavy
fine on the Germans and forced them
to feed his troops.—London Tit-Bits.

Saved His Dog.

Tord Rosebery is a great lover of an-
imals, and on one occasion he actually
went so far as to risk his life for a
favorite dog. His lordship was on
board a steamer when suddenly his
dog fell overboard. Much distressed,
Lord Rosebery asked the captain to
stop the ship—a request which was re-
fused.

“If it were a man overboard,” said
the captain, “why, then, of course”—

“Oh,” said Lord Rosebery, “that can
be easily managed,” and, to the cap-
tain’s astonishment, he leapt overboard
after the dog himself.

Naturally, the steamer was promptly
stopped, a boat was lowered with all
speed, and both dog and master were
rescued, none the worse for their expe-
rience.—~London Tit-Bits.

6963 Corp. S. Stewart,
No. 3 Co., 1st Batt.,
1st Brig., Canadian B.E.F.,
France, July lst, 1915.

Dear Sir,—It is with the greatest regret
that I am writing to inform you of the
death of your son Roy. He was killed in
the awful fighting our battalion took ‘part
in on June 15th.

He was wounded in the arm during a
charge and, like the brave lad he was, re-
fused to go back tothe dressing station,
butstill kept going forward, He was struck
under thearm by a German hand grenade,
which exploded. He died peacefully in
about ten minutes, without recovering
<consciousness., He suffered no pain, but
passed quietly away.

Although we had no time to bury him,
as we had to drop back before a strong
«counter-attack, he was, I believe, buried
by a party ot another battalion later.

His death is greatly mourned by the
few of his friends who are left. He was
very popular with all of us and a brayer
or better lad never left Canada with this
contingent. I hope you will accept the
deepest sympathy from us all 1n this hour
©of your sad bereavement,

I am forwarding his belt to you at the
first opportunity. It was always his wish
that it should be sent to you if anything
happened to him,

SILAGE AS A FEED
FOR BEEF GATTLE

The following method has proved
very successful with me in feeding cat-
tle, writes a correspondent of the Qi
ange Judd Farmer: The calves are alk
lowed to run with the cows during the
summer and early fall, then weaned
and put by themselves on pasture.
Later they are allowed the run of a
stalk field and put up at night and fed
a ration of grain and silage. In this
way they are kept in a thrifty condi-
tion during the winter.

In the early fall I put young stock
in the feed lot and begin to feed for
the market. If I have to buy a few
calves I select those showing breeding
and quality, even if they do cost more.
In some cases when nothing but com-
mon & ean feeders could be bought
they wi obtained at a low price and

turned on a short feed.
The average farmer should not select
too heavy feeders, as the markets now

The Aberdeen-Angus came to us
from Bcotland and has long since
become a rival of the other beef
breeds. His greatest popularity is
found in the middle and western
states, although many have gone to
the south and southwest. These
cattle are prized for their early ma-
turing qualities. In the economic
use of food the Angus is second to
no other breed. In recent years
it has carried away its share of
prizes at fat stock shows and in
block contests. The quality of meat
is second to none. The bull shown
is a typical Aberdeen-Angus,

seem to discriminate against heavy
stuff.

My feeding plant is very simple in-
deed. In fact, any corn belt farmer
could afford one like it. It consists of
a shed like structure 66 by 36 feet, six-
teen feet to the caves, and covered
with galvanized roofing; a silo 12 by 32
feet. The straw and clover hay are
put in the shed so that the cattle have
free access to both at all times.

My steers were given corn.fodder
with the ears left on during September
and the first haif of October while
they were on pasture. On Oct. 25 they
were put up in the feed lot and given a
ration of corn, clover hay and straw.
As they were already accustomed to
ear corn, they were given a generous
feeding twice daily. As they were to
be fed but three months, their corn ra-
tion was increased daily. On Nov, 19 I
commenced feeding silage. It took sev-
eral days to get them accustomed to
eating silage, and as the silage was
quite rich in corn they were fed a little
less ear corn. It was quite noticeable
that they ate less clover hay and straw
after silage was added to their ration.

After pitting or steming the fruit wash
and place out in the direct sunlight,
spread thinly on a cheese cloth screen,
say two and a half by three feet—(a con-
venient size to handle in case of rain).

Shake the screen a few times daily in
order to turn the fruit,

Peaches, etc., should be gared and
sliced and spread as above, but turned
oftener.

To keep flies off, simply spread a piece
of mosquito netting over the screen,
