Nobody is walking about just op-
posite you on the cther side of the
earth, If any on=2 tried it he would
certainly get his feet wet, for he
would be in the midst of the Indian
ocean. Transfer Canada to the op-
posite side of the world, and the en-
tire country would form an island in
that vast expanse of sea.

London and Paris, if similarly
transferred, would be in the South-
ern Pacific, south of New Zealand.
Denver would be near the middle of
the Indian ocean, between Australia
and Africa.

Behring Strait would be in the far
South Atlantic. 'Chas Panama Canal
would find itself near the west coast
of Sumatra. The Straits of Magellan
would be in the neighborhood of
Lake Baikal, across which the trains

Australia would be an island in
the Atlantic ocean, with Bermuda off

Shanghai would be in the Andes, be-
tween Chile and Argentina. Pekin

Fhilippines would be in the heart of
Brazil. Cape Horn would be in tbe

Sockeye Salinon.

The waters in which the sockeye
salmon are taken includes the
Fraser river and Fuget Sound in
both Canada and the United States.
In 1917 the pack amounted to 148,-
164 cases in Canada and 411,122 in
the United States. There were at
one time forty canneries on the
Fraser river and Puget Sound. The
shortage is attributed to the build-
ing of a dam on Quesnel lake in
1902 without provision for salmon
tc ascend the river; the rock slide
on Fraser river in 1918 which pre-
vented the salmon from reaching
their spawning giounds, and the
failure. of Washingten and British
Columbia to adopt prctective laws.

There are now prospects at last
for the preservation of the sockeye
salmon of Fraser river and Puget
found. A treaty for the protection
of the salmon will be ratified if regu-
lations suggested- by» the United
States Bureau of Fisheries are
adopted by the authorities of British
Columbia and the State of Wash-
ington. The regulations were drawn
up by the Ameriean-Canadian Fish-
eries conference in Seattle in April.

Ironing by Power.

What publicly owned and operated
Hydro-electric power is doing for the
lromes of Ontario was dramatically
illustrated at a recent meeting of the
Light and Heat{ Commissioners in
Guelph. The monthly report present-
ec explained that the peak load for
June, occurring on the morning of
Tuesday, the 10th, when 2,783
horsepower was recorded, was due to
the faot that it was “ironing day,”
and the busy women had drawn
heavily on the electrical energy. The
exceptional calls for power had come
hours.

Preservation of Fruits and Vegetables

In canned goods there are two
kinds of spoilage. The first is called
“flat sour” which includes all forms
of bacterial growth that develop
within the food. The second type
of spoilage to guard against is mould,
a nlant growth thak is distinctly diff-
e »nt from the bacterial growth.
Moulded foods are seldom more than
surface affected because air is necess-
ary for its growth but ‘the “flat sour”
spoilage means that the entire can
must be discarded. Bulletin No. 93
of the Dominion Experimental Farm
“Preservation of Fruits and Veget-
ables for Home Use,” which may be
had on application to the Publication
Branch, Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa, gives full information on
the various methods of canning in-
cluding old and vualuable recipes as
well as new ones which have been
found valuable. Canning has become
the most popular means of preserv-
ing large quantities of fruits and veg-
etables and since these are plentiful
during the summer months and at
other times difficult to obtain it is
important to preserve quantities dur-
ing the growing season for use in
Winter. Moreover the use of an
abundant supply of fruit and green
vegetables is essential to health at
all seasons of the vear.

Editor of the **Guide-Advocate’’:—
Inlast week’sissue of your paper, I notice
that, according to the minutes ot the Wat-
Board of Education published, there was
a motion made that our Municipal Coun-
cil take the necessary steps to dissolve
the existing Board of Education at the
close of the present vear and substitute
Public and High Schonl Boards instead,
as formerly., 1 also notice on the first
page of your paper a statement calling
attention to this resolution and in this
statement you say that, after several
years under ‘the present system, the
action referred to is deemed necessary
for the efficiency and economic manage-
ment of the schools. You further say,
and why I do not know, that it was a
mistake in the first place to create a
Board of Education to take the place of
the Public and High School Boards in
a town the size of Wattord and you men-
tion that the single Board has been tound
a failure in other small towns and that,
with separate Boards, more attention will
be given by each Board to the manage-
ment of their respective schools and
probably the deep interest that existed in
educational matters before the change,
will be revived. I was Reeve some years
ago when the change was made by form-
ing the Watford Board of Education to
have charge of both High and Public
Schools instead of being under two
separate Boards, as it was previous to
that,

I take issue with you in what you say
and | am quite able, T think, to prove
that what you have stated 1s not correct.
I was on the Public School Board for
twelve years. I was also on the Board
of Education for two years.

When the Ontario Legislature, some
yvears ago passed legislation allowing
places the size of Watford to take ad-
vantage of what.larger places had by
having a Board of Education to control
and govern Public and High School
matters, it was done because it was de-
sired to give small places the advantages
and privileges of larger places. If Public
and High School Boards run as separate
concerns were a greater benefit than hav-
ing it under the control of a Board ot
Education, why would all the larger
cities and towns have Boards of Educa-
tion? Everything, I consider, is in favor
of having a Board of Education run the
two Boards. I am not speaking from
want of experience, having been on both
Boards; as stated.

With a Board of Education controlling
both - public and high schools, seven
members are elected by the people, four
one year and three another year, and
three, in cases like Watford where the
County has an interest in the High
School, are appointed by the County
Council, which gives the people who
elect the members a right to select seven
out of teir on the Board of Education and
therefore, these seven have to answer to
the electors of Watford for any money
that is spent tor either Public or High
School purposes. The other three mem-
bers, who are appointed by the County
Council, have a say in High School
matters, being appointed for that pur-
pose. If the Boards are separate, then
the High School Board is controlled al-
together by appointees who are not
elected by the people and who do not
have to answer to the peovle for any
expenditure that they may make. I
would therefore like to kvow which
Board is likely to be the most economical,
the one that has to answer to the people
and elected by the people or the other
that are appointees. The appointees may
not be persons most suitable to the
electors, but simply friends of the ap-
pointing bodies.

There is another thing, that when the
one Board governs both schools they
have a chance of cousidering the edu-
cational matters all the way through *he
Public School until they reach the Hiy"
School and then until they finish up in
High School. Saurely this is much better
than having two separate Boards that do
not have the privilege of being thus con-
nected and having the whole thing in
their own hands to do what is best joint-
ly for both schools. Ifany good reason
can be given why there should be any
change, I should be very pleased to hear
and I may, in such case, have something
to say in reply.

I may say further, and take issue with
vou on the point, that T think both the
Public and High Schools are just as
efficient, if not more so, than they were
before the Board of Education was form-
ed. The records show this. Both our
High and Public Schools, have for several
years past under the management of the
Board of Education, a record second to
none in Ontario. What more do von
want? Weshould be proud ot our High
and Public School staffs that we have
had for several years back and I do|
think that it is not a proper thing to try
to belittle them in this respect in any
way, which has been done by you in
your paper.
