DEATH OF MR. MURDO McLEAY

One of the. very first settlers in
Watford, Mr. Murdo McLeay, passed
to the Great Bevond at the home of

his daughter, Mrs. (Dr.) Smith,
Mitchell. on Tuesday morning,

March 6th, in his 91st year.
Mr. McLeay was a native of Scot-
land, being born in Rosshire, April
15th, 1832. He came with his par-
ents to Canada when about a year
old, the family settling on the Main
road, Warwick, on a 200 acre farm,
where he remained until he was 18
years old when he went to the
then nearest Normal school in To-
ronto. Having obtained his teachers
certificate he returned to Warwick
where he taught school for some
years. Having a liking for mercantile
pursuits he went to Hamilton and
learned the dry goods business then
went into business for himself in the
village of Widdis where he remained
for about three years. Soon after
the opening of the Sarnia branch of
the G. W. railway in 1859 he mcved
to Watford and erected the first
store here on the site now occupied
by MeLaren’s drug store. He was al-
ways interested in the promotion of
all public affairs and filled several
positions of public trust. He was
postmaster of Watford - for eignt
years and was the first agent of the
Dominion Telegraph Company here.
After giving up business he lived ve-
tired for a number of years anda in
1910 went West to live with a
daughter. Some two and a half years
ago he returned to Ontario and
spent the balance of hiy life at
Mitchell with his cther daughter.
While in Widder he married Miss
Janet Glendenning, who died Janu-
ary 15th, 1909. He ie survived by
one son, John A, ' 'a prominent
physician in New York City, and two
daughters, Mrs. (Dr.) Smith, Mitch-
ell, Ont., and Mrs. J. H. Mitchell of
Victoria, B. IC., also one  hrother,
William of Watford. Another son,
Franklin, died suddenly in London,
Eng., more than 20 years ago.

Unfortunately there is no relation
between the cost of producing a
‘bushel of wheat and its selling price
nor does there seem to be any pros-
pect of the selling price being put on
a cost basis, and this is true of most
other farm commodities. The result
has been farming at a lgss for the
last two years, a condition that no in-
dustry can continue to face indefin-
itely. Costs and prices are of course
relative, and the trouble with the
present situation is that things are

have declined to former levels. This
is not true of the things he has to
buy. It takes many more bushels of
grain to buy a binder or pay his taxes
than it did ten years ago, and it
cost him far more ta produce a bushel
than. it did then. This is not an ab-
stract theory, it is a simple statement
of facts that work out to the dis-
advantage of the farmer in actual
practice. When one-third of the far-
mers of one of the best townships of
this county have to mortgage next
year’s crop by borrowing money to
pay thig year’s taxes, it is about time
that some solution was found for the
present economic disadvantage of
the farmer or some halt made in the
public expenditures that are causing
this heavy load of taxation.

EARLY SETTLER OF
ENNISKILLEN PASSES

Matthew S‘tapleton, one of the
earliest settlers in the Township of
Enniskillen, passed away at his resi-
dence here on Saturday, February
14, at the ripe old-age of 86 years.

Mr Stapleton was born in County
Tipperary, Ireland, on March 19th,
1837. Ten years later, on April 1st,
1847, the family left Ireland and
m‘rived in Hamilton on the 24th of
the following month. In 1850 they
came to Ennigkillen and settled on
the 8th line west, where with true
Irish hospitality they kept open
house for all residents of the settle-
ment and where for many years the
Roman Catholics of the neighbor-
hood gathered for worship. Deceased
retired from the farm and came to
Petrolea, where he has since resided,
in 1913. ' His wife whose maiden
name was Margaret Gleeson, died on
December 19, 1916.

OVER HALF A MILLION DOLLARS

Collected’ in succession duties in
Lambton in 1922, Allowance by
Province for Highways in Lambton
$33,212.25, and for County Roads
$57,173.15.

The public accounts of the prov-
ince of Ontario for the 12 months
ended October 31, 1922, recently
tabled in the  legislature contain
some figures of interest to Lambton
and Sarnia residents in the way of
grants made by different depart-
ments, revenues and other details.
Guarantees made  under the
authority of the municipal housing
aet include one for. Sarnia of $150,-
000, for loans made ' to residents
building their own homes, and in the
village of Point Edward the loans
guaranteed amounted to $17,196.
The administration of justice for
the county necessitated an outlay of
$5,6567 and the grant to the law lib-
rary was $123.73. Grants to the law
library  schools totalled $54,908.71,
and the ceparate schools $250.10.
The grants to Sarnia public schools
amounted to $989.17 and the sep-
arate schools $160. Grants for con-
tingencies to public schools totalled
$461.32 and the separate schools
$115.20. Industrial arts and manual
training grants amounted to $108.80
and the teachers grants to $130.50
Under the Mother’s Allowance act,
grant: were made amounting to
$6,628 and the department of agri-
culture grants to agricultural and
horticultural societies in the county
aggregated $2,5641.

The revenue received from the
sale of stamps in Lambton was $3,-
084.50 and the succession duties
amounted to $503,974.64.

Under the attorney general’s de-
partment, administration of justice
the disbursement for the Ontario
provincial police in distriet 1, made
up of Esszex, Kent, Lambton, Middle-
sex and Elgin, amounted to $5,695.23

The disbursement for Ontario
Temperance Act enforcement in
Lambton was $3,727.41 and ‘%the
crown counsel prosccutions, $473.95.

The Sarnia public library grant for
organization services, books and ex-
pen: amounted to $260 and to the
industrial, commercial, technical, day
and evening cla ., including grants
for services, travelling expenses and
contingencies totalled $130,481.45
for this city. The department of pub-
lic highways allowance for the prov-
incial county roads in Lambton was
$33,212.25 and for county road $57,-
173.15.

8ir John Simon Grows Sarcastic and
Hints at Opportunism In His
Reply to Former Coalition Pre-
mier—Hon. H. H. Asquith Will
Speak on Proposal During Com-
ing Week.

LONDON, March 5.—Replying to
Lloyd George's appeal uttered .in
Edinburgh last week for a reunioen

of the Liberal forces, Sir John
Simon, one of the leaders of the
Independent Liberal party, in a

speech at Cleckheaton, said Lloyd
George, in dealing with the qualifi-
cations for political life, omitted the
only one that réally commanded pub-
lic confildence, ‘‘the quality of speak-
ing what you really believe, and of
not changing your political destina-
tien with every wind that blows.”
Continuing, he said that united ac-
tion was really the preliminary to
formal unity, and he complained of
the attitude of the National Liberals
in the House of Commons. on several
recent occasions. Fighting Liberals,
sald Simon, would welcome with all
their hearts every newcomer who
would fight alongside them for the
Liberal cause, but he believed Lib-
ralism would become impotent if it
| took over the liabflities of the past
four years which drove the last
coalition into political bankruptey.
The reply of H. H. Asquith, leader
of the Independent Liberals, to Lloyd
George’s new mowvement for a re-
union of the two Liberal forces will
probably be forthcoming .when, he
speaks at Cambridge on Wednesday.
The London Chronlele, Lloyd
George’s -mouthpiece, expresses the
hope that Mr. Asquith wifl ‘ba &s plain
last week. He will not likely dis-
‘a8 to the neeéd for rewelding & united
Liberal party, says the Chronicle,
and adds: '""Unless the party cleavage
is healed the party will perish. 'The
new orientation of our politics with
a strong Labor party en the left and
a modernized Tory party on the
right renders it as ceftain as to-
morrqw'’s sunrise. The Liberal rank
and flle are eoming to realize this,
and if the leaders were preveated
from agreeing they would, we believe,
strive hard to agree without them.”

SEIZED THREE CITIES.

French Continue to Advance Into

German Territory. ,

PARIS, March 6.— Three. great
German cities with nearly 1,000,000
inhabitants — Karlsruhe, Mannheim
and Darmstadt are now as good
as ocecupied by a French expedition-
ary force, ’ -

The Darmstadt railway center and
the Karlsruhe and Mannheim ports
were taken over Saturday, although
the cities themselves had not been
ocolipied.

Troops headed by armored aato-
mobiles and eavalry moved forward
at dawn across the Rhine, meeting
only a chilly, sleepy welcome. Not
more than 1,000 soldiers were en-
gaged for the occupation of each
strategic point. 3

The occupation of the cities thcin-
selves, demanding the use of at
least two divisions, can be only a
matter of time. In order to fill the
gap behind, as these troops are
brought up,_ colored soldiers are
likely to be moved in.

In some quarters it is asserted the
new French advance has not got so
much to do with turning the thumb-
screw on ‘Germany =as with. check:
mating the refterated refusal of Geni:
Godley, British commander,.at Co-:
logane, to aliow. the PFrench to. use
the main left bank. Rhine - rajlway

It is stated that with the further S
move forward to Marburg’it will be
possible for the French to organize
a direct raflway system on the right
bank of the Rhine from Essen to
Strassbourg, via Frankfurt. - But to
do this it will be necessary to oceupy
Frankfurt.

It is reported here Frenc¢h and
Belgian Governments have agreed
on a settlement with Germany which
would render the Versallles Treaty
null and void, at least as tar as
France, Germany and Belgium are
concerned.

If, as is unlikely, the occupation
of Karlsruhe, Darmstadt and Mann-
heim should lead Chancellor Cuno to
offer the olive branch Wwhen the
Reichstag opens Tuesday, the French
and Belgian Governments, acting
jointly, will present thelr terms.

Premiers Theunis and Poincare
drew up this plan last week after
considerablé differences In the

French Cabinet. War Minister
Maginot, backed by President Miller-
and, urged that the new treaty

should be drawn up without regard
for neutrals or former allies. The
moderates won, however, and it is
probable the offer, when it is made,
will be indicated to all the Govern-
ments interested and will be found
not altogether to ignore their inter-
ests.

Must Face Theft Charge In

Windsor.

LONDON, Ont., March §,—Charg-
ed with the misappropriation of
$3,000 of the funds of the Essex Pro-
vision Co. of Windsor, now defunct,
Hughson Johnston, of South Lon-
don, employed by London Motors,
Limited, as a stock salesman, was
placed under arrest by the local
police Friday night, and was taken
back to Windsor to stand trial. Pro-
vincial Officer Moran had charge of
the prisoner,

Johnston’s wife was asphyxiated
by illuminating gas at her home on
Elmwood avenue here two weeks
ago, leaving a family of eight chil-
dren. He is a former resident of
Windsor,»where for a time he worked
with Rev. J. O. L. Spracklin as a
prohibition officer. He had taken a
prominent part in prohibition mat-
ters in the Border City, and was one
of the committee which brought the
famous ‘‘Pussyfoot’ Jehnston to lec-
ture there.  Before his arrest John-
ston told a reporter here that he did
not know why the Windsor warrant
had been issued, but that he had de-
termined to go at once to that city
and have the matter cleared up.

Early last week Albert Ward of
Toronto, a special investigator for
the Ontario License Commission, ar-
rived in the district; and Belore’s
arrest is the result.

$200 fine and costs. '

At that hearing he repeated the
statements made at the inguest—
that Marr had met the bootlegger and
bought the “moonshine” unknown to
him. Three bottles had been pro--
cyred, he claimed, and one comsum-
ed on the journey back te Fingal in
Marr’s automobile. - Marr, he alleg-
ed, had become so Intoxicated.that
he had run the ear into a railing on
a hill gyest of this city, and fearing
that some person might come along
and see the other two bottles, Belore
stated that he had placed them in his
pockets and had taken them home;
giving them to Marr the night of the
latter’s death.

Belore described the liguor as be-
ing ‘“‘white’” looking, and possessed

bail until Wednesday afternoon,
when the preliminary examination
will take place. He seemed quite
unconcerned about his position when
arraigned in court.

HANGS ON TO THRONE.

King Alfonso Denies Rumor:-That He
Will Abdicate:

MADRID, March 5.—King Alfonso,
in the course of a'striking speech at
the inauguration of the new Library
of Fine Arts Saturday, gave definite
denial to rumors of the possibility of
his abdicalion. S o

After a speech of the director of
fine arts, in which he announced the
approaching foundation of a new
art school, the king arose and said:
“It will give me much pleasure
to lay the foundation stone of the
new school, and if possible, also the
last stone. I say this because of the
recent rumor published in a news-
paper indicating that I was\about to
abdicate. I am not a deserter.

“I desire to remain at my post. I
am always ready to do my duty, and
even to die if necessary in executing
it.

“The King of Spain could never
abdicate in order to avoid dealing
with the problem and difficulties
presenting themselves.”

Alfonso said the Madrid news-
paper which published the rumor
was misluformed, and had acted in
an incorrect manner.

Ex-Kaiser Sentimental.
LONDON, March &5.—A special
correspondent of the Daily Chronicle
writes:
