A number of the Knights 
of the Spade entered house where 
liquor is vended and after having a 
few rounds of the social glass began to 
feel themselves quite at home, so much 
so that they drank without money and 
without price. Some o/ the more 
grateful ones fearing lest they were 
crowding the place rather much and 
making the landlord feel that his place 
was too small for their comfort, kindly 
took part of his stock outside where 
they would have more room, and could 
give vent to their feelings of thankful 
ness without destroying the serenity 
of the house. Oil their way out they 
borrowed a tin dipper,(the landlord for­
getting to supply them with glasses), 
out of which theydrank to his health and 
their noble selves. After having slack­
ed their thirst and feeling, like re­
freshments, they again entered the 
house, and fearing lest the crowd might 
cause too much impure air, they re­
moved a light of glass from the front 
window,and were then ready for lunch, 
hut no lunch being ready for them, 
they quietly walked off with a quarter 
of beef. In the meantime the landlord 
and his lady were seen running around 
the outside of the house wringing their 
hands as if wild with pleasure to see 
their guests so enjoy themselves.

A temperance man in Middleton is 
making himself popular by imposing 
lines upon liquor dealers, or threaten­
ing to do so, unless they give him a 
nice little fee,showing he has the cause 
of temperance very much at pocket. 
Somebody says it would be more hon­
orable for him to be moulding the clay, 
than trying to profit by the liquor bu­
siness.

While we do not uphold the unlaw­
ful sale of liquor, we greatly despise 
men, who call themselves temperance 
men, trying to profit thereby. There 
is a proper way to come at these things, 
let him follow that cause for the sake 
of temperance, if not for his own.

Constantinople, Jan. 16.—Queen Vic­
toria’s speech caused considerable disap­
pointment here.

The Turkish peace delegates have arriv­
ed at Karakunar.

At Thursday’s sitting of the Chamber a 
message from the Grand Vizier was read, 
asking the Deputies to appoint five of their 
number to share the deliberations of the 
committee of Senators.

Ulemas and his officers will direct mili­
tary measures in the event of the failure of 
tho armistice negotiations.

The British Consul at Adrianople has 
a*ked permission to leave, but Minister 
Layard ordered him to remain at his post. 
Mrs. Layard has given assistance to 40,- 
000 refugees within the last five day*.

The British gunboat Torch has embark­
ed a number of refugees at Bourghas and 
the English marines are patrolling the 
streets of that place.

London, Jan. 10.—A correupondent of 
the Times at Vienna declares that Austria 
has made no communication to the Porte 
concerning tho terms of peace, since her 
answer to the Porte’s note of December 
12th, asking mediation. The present re­
port seems founded upon the reservations 
that Austria then made.

The Turkish delegates met the Grand 
Duke Nicholàs at Tirdova Lcmenli, and 
prelimenary notes were exchanged. The 
Grand Duke then announced that be had 
decided to treat only at Adrianople, which 
should be immediately evacuated. The de­
legates having assented, orders were tele­
graphed to Je mil Pasha to evacuate Adri­
anople.

Upon this design being communicated to 
the foreign consuls at Adrianople, they 
telegraphed to ambassadors for instruc­
tions, and were ordered to remain and pro­
tect their countrymen. Djcmeil Pasha then 
prepaied to retire upon the fortified lines 
before Adrianople, where reinforcements 

concentrating. The Russians will 
probably arrive at Adrianople in two days 
and negotiations will then begin. It is 
generally thought, that the wisest policy 
is for Turkey to make peace at once.

The Turks have evacuated Kazan,South 
of Osman Bazar. The Russians have 
thereby secured the head of another Balk­
an pass. 1 All war material has been re­
moved from Osman Bazar to Eski Djuma.

A Council of Ministers, on Thursday,de­
cided to order the Turkish ambassadors at 
Vienna and London toWpiest an explana­
tion of the protests against a separate peace 
recently lodged by Austria and England, 
and to ask how Turkey may count upon 
the support of those countries.

A special despatch says that a formal 
declaration of war by Greece against Tur­
key would not probably meet with any op­
position from Great Britain.

Reports from St. Petersburg 
unite in declaring the Queen’s speech and 
debate on the address, though regarded as 
pacific, have not pleased the Russian Gov­
ernment, and that Lord Salisbury's de­
clarations that the tide of war was ap­
proaching a point at which British inter­
ests might be touched and where it must 
be stopped, if necessary, is regarded 
serious menace coming from such a source 
There is an uneasy sense that the crisis 
from which peace or war may result is ap­
proaching, and that a few days will decide 
whether we are to be mere lookers-on or 
active participants in a great struggle.

It is semi-officially announced that Rus­
sia, as a condition of peace, demands a 
large war indemnity and the occupation by 
the Russian forces of Turkish Provinces 
outside of the annexed territory until the 
indemnity is paid. The armistice will pro­
bably be signed on Monday.

Havana advices state that a email 
force of Spaniards were recently defeated 
by the Cubans near Remédias.

elusions.

We need more thinking men, edu­
cated men among our farmers-—not 
necessarily men who have been within 
college halls, but educated men in the 
broadest sense, wherever their culture 
may have been obtained ; and let not 
the farmers decry the means of culture 
which brings to them these benefac 
tors. The future of agriculture is not 
to be measured by the yard stick of 
those who know everything about the 
business already, but by the chain 
which is modeled by those who 
thoroughly appreciate the possibilities 
of the vocation and see how short of

Most people feel poorly in the spring 
but if they would eat a lemon before 
breakfast every day for a week,with or 
without sugar, as they like, they would 
often find it better than any medi­
cine.

Lemon juice used according to this 
recipe will sometimes cure consump­
tion :

Put a dozen lemons into cold water 
and slowly bring to a boil ; boil slowly 
until the lemons are soft, but not too 
soft, then squeeze until all the juice is 
extracted, add sugar to your taste and 
drink.

Another use of lemons is for a re­
freshing drink in summer, or in sick­
ness at any time. Prepare as directed 
above, and add water and sugar.

But in order to have this keep well, 
after boiling the lemons, squeeze them 
and strain them carefully ; then to 
every half-pint of juice add one pound 
of loaf or crushed sugar ; boil and stir 
a few minutes nqore until the sugar is 
dissolved, skim carefully and bottle.

You will get more juioe from the 
lemons by boiling them, and the pre­
paration keeps better.—London Lan-
