for such an assertion, were open -««—»-
charge that they were disposed to favor the 
plaintiff in the case, whoever he might be.
The charge was that being anxious to obtain 
fees connected with the issue of process in 
their courts, the justices were disposed to 
decide in favor of the plaintiff, and that 
their petition therefore was not a strictly 
judical one. He did not for an instant wish 
to say that there was anything in this, or 
that he had anv doubt that justices of the 
peace as a whole were fair and impartial in 
the discharge of their duties.

Still it was unfortunate to have even * 
breath of suspicion cast upon the manner in 
which their duties were discharged and if 
there was any such suspicion it was the pur­
pose of the bill to remove it. The bill pro­
posed to empower the governor in-council to 
divide the province into magisterialMistricts.
In each district a trial justice was to be ap­
pointed before whom all trials should take 
place. Other justices would discharge their 
functions of issuing writs, entering up judg­
ments,' and issuing executions as usual, but 
whenever a defence was put in any case, and 
it came on for trial, the trial would take 
place not before the justice who issued the 
writ, but before one of the trial justices.
There were other features more or lees of 
detail, but the one he had mentioned invol­
ved the principal of the bill. He did not 
take credit for having originated this idea.
It originated in the mind of another gentle­
man who bad merely made him a medium of 
submitting it to the legislature. If the bill 
passed it would be of a somewhat revolution­
ary character, and no doubt would not be 
satisfactory to a number of persons who at 
present discharged the duties of justices of 
the peace, but notwithstanding that the bill 
was one that perhaps would be considered 
worthy of receiving the judgment and fair 
consideration of the House.

There is to be a revival of the curfew in 
Canada, and if it prove successful in the 
cities and towns of that dominion it is not 
unlikely that it may be used in Sbme parts 
of the United States, writes John Gilmer 
Speed in a short history of that historical 
bell in the February Ladies' Home Journal. 
The law which has been enacted by the 
legislatures of Quebec and Ontario was 
drafted by the Society for Protection of 
Women and Children, and provides that 
the municipal councils in cities, and incor­
porated villages shall have power to pass 
by-laws for the regulation of the time after 
which children shall not be in the streets at 
nightfall without proper guardianship. The 
law also provides that these councils shall 
cause a bell to be rung at or near the time 
appointed, as a warning, to be called the 
curfew bell, after which the children so re­
quired to be at their homes or off the streets 
shall be liable to be warned by any constable 
or police officer to go home.

—Monday last was rather an important day 
in the political history of the United States. 
It was the fourth of March, the day when 
Congress adjourns and gives the tired people 
a rest, the day when the term of office of 
the old members expires and that of the 
newly-elected ones begins. But the changes 
which took place on Monday were of more 
than usual importance, marking an epoch in 
the political affairs of the nation. On that 
day the democratic party, which but two 
short years ago came into power on the very 
topmost wave of popular favor, handed over 
the control of both Houses of Congress to 
their victorious opponents, leaving behind 
them such a record of incompetency and 
utter failure as had never been experienced 
before in the nation's history. Two years 
ago they carried almost everything. The 
country east, west, north and south gave 
them the most unqualified support and con­
fidence. To-day the democratic party has 
just about ceased' to exist. The silver ques­
tion has wrecked the party, creating between 
the east and the west a great gulf, which 
there seems at present little prospect of- 
bridging. The two years just closed have 
been strewn with the wrecks of banks, rail­
way cqrporations, business houses, and in­
dustrial institutions, and characterized by 
tremendous strikes and those unique move­
ments upon the national capital of great 
hordes or armies of the unemployed. An 
annual surplus of about $100,000,000 has 
now given place to a huge annual deficit and 
three times within the period have, the presi­
dent and hb treasury officials been compelled 
to borrow vast quantities of gold to save the 
credit of the nation. Verily what a record 
for a party to make in so short a time! No 
wonder the people experienced feelings of 
relief when the fourth of March came and 
placed this body beyond the power of doing 
further harm.

The future of the democratic party is dif­
ficult to predict. It has probably fought its 
last contest as a united body, and the presi­
dential campaign of next year may see an 
entirely new political organization in the 
field, basing its claim for public support on 
the demand for free and unlimited coinage 
of silver.

IN THE SUPREME COURT.
DEATH OF NOVA SCOTIA’S OLDEST JOURNALIST.

Alexander Lawson, the veteran editor of 
the Yarmouth Herald, died on Sunday last, 
after a brief illness, aged SO years. A short 
time ago Mr Lawson was prostrated by a 
severe cold, which brought on asthma, a 
sickness he has suffered for many years past, 
from which he sank rapidly up to the last, 
the end being peaceful and apparently free 
of pain. The deceased was born in Scot­
land, but in early life came to Nova Scotia, 
and after learning the printing trade founded 
the Herald in 1833, since which period he 
has continued to be its editor and proprietor.

He was without doubt the oldest ‘journ­
alist in British America, and had conducted 
a paper longer than any other journalist in 
the country. He leaves three sons and 
i hree daughters, hb wife having died some 
years ago. James and William Lawson live 
in California. J. Murray Lawson has been 
associate publisher of the Yarmouth Herald. 
A daughter, Mrs. Robinson, is wife of the 
manager of the Western union office at Pic- 
ton; and the Misses Lawson live at Yar­
mouth. The Monitor, together with the 
entire press of Nova Scotia, extends to the 
bereaved family its deepest sympathy.

SAMVEL STRONG.
Shortly after five o’clock last night, Mr. 

Samuel Strong, a resident of this town for 
the last few months, passed to hb rest, after 
a long and tedious illness, aged 74 years. 
For many years of hb life the deceased 
ducted a large and prosperous dry goods 
business in the city of Halifax, where he was 
widely and favorably known, but owing to 
sharp and sudden reverses and the infirmi­
ties of age, he was compelled to retire from 
the active duties of hb calling, and up to 
within a year ago, when he and his family 
removed to this town, had been a resident of 
Dartmouth. The deceased was a native of 
Cornwallis, and was a son of the late David 
Strong, one of the prosperous farmers of that 
fertile locality. He had been twice married, 
his second wife, who still survives him, being 
a daughter of the late Captain John Bath, 
of Granville, aud a sister of Mr. Robert 
Bath, now residing at that place. He leaves 
a family of four sons and one daughter, 
among the number being Mr. Chas. Strong, 
well-known as one of our prosperous mer­
chants now conducting business on Queen 
street.

Dairy Notes.

Ice cold water is a very poor drink for 
cows in winter.

Don’t wait until you build the big barn 
before sheltering the cows. Build the shel­
ter for them, and they will help you build 
the barn.

We used to hear of calves being knocked 
in the head with the churn dasher, and we 
fear the practice has not gone out of fashion 
altogether.

Cows will live and do well on feed that is 
not of the best, but clean, sweet, well-cured 
hay and wholesome and perfect grain, is 
much better, and produces better milk and 
butter.

We sometimes think that the agricultural 
writer works to small purpose, but when we 
contrast the cave given cows now and that 
which they received twenty years ago we 
see that the improvement is very marked.

No matter how well cows are cared for 
nor how much attention is given them, 
some of the herd will excel all others. The 
dairyman should endeax or to have this differ­
ence as small as possible. It is no small 
matter to get together a herd of first-class 
cows every one of which yields a profit, but 
upon doing this success depends.

Keep the cows well groomed, not only as 
a matter of cleanliness, but because they 
will do better and yield more milk. It is 
just as necessary to curry a cow as it is a 
horse, and there are more reasons for doing

Poultices and How to Make Them.

Linseed meal and poppy-head poultice is 
made by boiling for ten minutes two or three 
poppy heads, seeds and all, insufficient water, 
then bruising them in a mortar or otherwise, 
then tying loosely in muslin and returning 
them to the same water, and boiling for five 
or ten minutes longer; when removed, suffi­
cient meal should be added to the water to 
form a poultice.

Linseed meal and charcoal poultice is made 
by mixing powdered wood charcoal with an 
equal quantity of meal.

Linseed meal and honey poultice is made 
by stirring three or four tablespoon fuis of 
honey Jn a teacupful of hot water, then mix­
ing it with the meal.

Linseed meal should always be procured 
from a druggist; that sold elsewhere is often 
inert, the oil having been extracted for other 
uses. A little sweet oil should be added to 
the poultice.

Bread poultice is made by soaking the 
crumbs of pure bread in hot water for about 
ten minutes, in a covered basin, by the fire. 
The water should then be drained off by 
holding a knife on the top of the tilted 
basin, not to press the crumbs. This should 
then be gently broken up with a knife, and 
afterwards lightly removed and spread, 
about the third of an inch thick, on rag or 
stout paper.

A stocking-leg filled loosely forms a capi­
tal poultice for the neck or throat.

Hop poultices may be made aud applied 
in the same way as bran, and in similar

Potato poultice is made by thinly slicing 
and boiling potatoes until quite soft, then 
beating them free from lumps.

Onion or leek poultice is made by slicing 
an onion or onions, or chopping the leeks into 
small pieces, then stewing or steaming them 
into a soft pulp.

Turnip poultice is made by boiling turnips 
to a pulp then well mashing them, and press­
ing and straining out the water.

Apple poultice is made similar.
Carrot poultice is made by first scraping 

old carrots into shreds, then boiling or steam­
ing them to a pulp, and afterwards straining 
or pressing out the water in a piece of flan­
nel or rag.

Parsnips, beet toot, artichokes, all make 
excellent poultices also on emergencies.

Yeast poultice is made by mixing in a 
basin equal parts of brewers’ yeast and warm 
(not hot) water, with sufficient flour, linseed 
or other meal, to the consistence of thick 
paste or dough, then setting it aside, covered, 
to rise slightly in a warm place. Yeast may 
also be sprinkled over the surface of an or­
dinary bread and other poultices when ne­
cessary.

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The Passing of the Snow.

If the region of New England in which 
Boston is situated maintains its reputation 
for cold weather in occasional instances, the 
climate has clearly changed here in the li­
ability to heavy snow storms. We »re in­
clined to believe this holds good in much of 
northern Europe also. Russia and Sweden 
and Norway are still the countries of deep 
snows, but England is not what it was in 
this respect. Readers of that remarkable 
novel, “ Lorna Doone,” will remember a 
veracious account of a great English snow 

-jitorm in that book which would be wildly 
impossible in this era. Our ancestors in the 
vicinity of Boston tell of snow storms in the 
early days of the century when the snow 
came up to chamber windows, and was tun­
nelled to obtain passage from one house to 
another. In the days of the late war, about 
thirty years ago, there was a snow storm 
that cut off travel to Boston by rail for two 
days. A few yearsdater a storm fell in this 
city which had a fierceness that compelled 
the closing of the schools early in the day 
as the only means of getting the scholars to 
their homes, and confined people in the cen­
tre out of the city who lived but & few miles 
out. Conveyance by rail or horse was then 
impossible, and that on foot subjected the 
traveller to the risk of life, several people 
having died from the effects of making the 
attempt. We have had nothing of this kind 
now for nearly thirty year?. The New York 
blizzartLof a few years ago, which was some­
what of this nature, did not come as far 
north as Massachussetts in the form of more 
than a light snow storm. Snow seldom falls 
in eastern New Eugland in the latitude of 
Boston now more than a foot in thickness, 
and nearness to the sea is as a rule a protec­
tion against anything more severe. Our 
street railroads maintain travel against even 
unusual emergencies, and it is hard to re­
alize that it is not many years since they 
were compelled to suspend travel to make 
place for sleighs in almost every winter.

Blanket the Horses.—Did you ever 
stop to think of the value of a blanket to 
the colt or work horse? “ What a foolish 
question,” I can hear many farmers exclaim, 
followed by “a blanket is only for city 
horses, I want my horses tough.” My 
friend, did you ever notice how much more 
food it takes for you when it is cold and 
how much extra clothing you put on? A 
horse is remarkably thin skinned and in a 
draught of the stable or a cold stall suffers 
acutely. His food does him but little good 
when he is in this condition. Much of it 
passes through completely undigested and it 
requires at least one third more food good 
judges say. Good strong blankets are cheap 
and will pay for themselves in the food 
saved in a month. Then think of the better 
appearance of the horse with his soft, smooth 
silky coat.

The Care of the Stove."

"Once a month, says a good authority, is as 
often as a stove will require blacking, if it 
has proper care in the meantime. And this 
monthly rejuvenating will he made much 
easier and more effective if condncted in a 
systematic, understanding manner. If there 
are any nickeled portions about the stove, 
they should be removed before the blacking 
begins, which is an easy matter as they are 
simply screwed on. The old standard stove 
polishes are the best aud most satisfactory 
in use; for though there are many so called 
“ labor saving preparations ” in this line, ex­
perience shows that they are imperfect sub­
stitutes, and require frequent renewal—mak­
ing the cost much greater, and the total work 
much less.

It is an advantage to wet the blacking with 
coffee instead of water. After a small sec­
tion has been covered with the blacking from 
one brush, it should be polished off with a 
dry brush, and when the xvhole stove has 
been gone over in this way, it should be rub­
bed with an old chamois skin kept for the 
purpose, or a clean cotton cloth. This re­
moves the dust off the blacking. If the stove 
has bright ground edges, they are not to be 
blacked, but should be polished in the man­
ner as any other bright iron or steel. When 
this is done the nickel is to be cleaned with 
whiting or some like preparation, aud restor­
ed to its place, when the entire stove will 
most emplaticaliy be a “thing of beauty.” 
With a little care it may easily be kept so.

You will be glad to learn what I 
heard only recently, from one whos^ exper­
ience is of value: First wipe off gently with 
a soft cloth all surface water and mud; then, 
while still wet, rub well with kerosene oil, 
using for the purpose the furred side of can­
ton flannel. Set them aside till partially 
dry, when a second treatment with oil is ad­
visable. They may then be deposited in a 
conveniently warm place, where they will 
dry gradually and thoroughly. Before ap­
plying French kid dressing give them a final 
rubbing with the flannel, still slightly damp­
ened with kerosene, and your boots will be 
soft and flexible as new kid, and be very 
little affected by their bath in the rain.

Make a suds in the wash­
bowl and then use. Comb or brush the hair 
while still wet and there is not the slightest 
struggle with snarls and tangles. An egg 
rubbed into the scalp is a splendid shampoo 
for black or dark hair. Blondes and those 
who wish to keep their tresses as light as 
possible should nse a lather of common yel­
low laundry soap. Yellow soap is very 
slightly bleaching and the resin in it gives 
the hair a Cue, satiny gloss.
