t is editorially and typographically a credit to
its publishers, and Canadian wheelsmen should
seeto it that a journal which will so efficiently
xepresent their interests be not allowed to ex-
pire for lack of their hearty support.

But to come back to my subject,
besides the attractions before mentioned, we
have some energetic citizens who intend spend-
ing five hundred dollars mn grading,claying, and
rolling a track for the use of the 'cyclists, and I
am safe in saying that London will soon possess
one of the finest bicycle tracks in the Do-
minion.

And now a word about yourself, That you
arc as welcome as the flowars in May, all will
admit, That you are nceded by the knights of
the wheel, all will admit. That a brght fu.
ture is before you all will admit, and having
admitted 1t, all will surely help to make the
admission a yeality by subscribing at once.

Or-
dered.

The chairman briefly explained the object of
the meeting. How that at Toronto on the
11th inst., a meeting of representative bicyclists
had resolved to and had organized an Associa-
tion of C-~nadian Wheelmen. At that meet-
ing a constitution had been framed and was
now in the hands of the clubs of the country
throu%h the columns of THE BicycLe. It
was there decided to hold a meeting in St.
Thomas on the evening of the 22nd inst., for
the clection of officers.  This he, the chair-
man, thought would be out of the power of the
Present meeting as no notice had been sent 10
the different clubs as provided for in the con-
stitution.  In /Ziez of electing the officers called
for by the constitution, he proposed that a pro-
visional Board of Directors, to consist of a
President, a Sccretary-Treasurer, and a com-
mittee of seven be clected 1o hold office until
the annual meeting takes place on the 1st July,
1883.

TROUBLE IN THE CAMP.

For the past six months there has
been a steadily growing feeling of dis-
satisfaction amongst the members of
the Hamilton Bicycle Club which cul-
minated at 2 meeting held on the 13th
of this month when all the officers
resigned and the club was disbanded.

At this latter meeting the
question of juvenile members will be
taken up and the probabilities are that
applicants for admission whose age is

under 17, will be refused, and that lads
under that age, who are now in the
club, will be summarily “bounced.”
It is to be hoped that in future mem-
bers of the club will not allow the
petty jealousies that have hindeied
harmonious working for their conumon
good in the past, to interfere in the
future. Itisa rather poor reflection
on human nature that such a small
body cannot exist without constant
bickerings, which are, as a rule, about
trivial and unimportant subjects.

PHILADELPHIA RACES.

PuiLADELPHIA, Ocu. 27

The fourth annual mecting of the Philadel-
phia Bicyclers was held yesterday in Fairmount
Park, in connection with the Bicentennial
celebration.  The races came off between three
and six o'clock in the afternoon, and were pre-
ceded by interesting exercises in the morning,
not the least of which was a banquet at Bel-
mont Mansion. At ten o'clock four hundred
and eighty wheelmen, mounted and all in uni-
form, met at the Celumbia avenue entrance to
the park and got into line.  The route taken
was almost due north, and the merry squads,
passing  Edgley, Strawberry Mansion, and
Laurel Hill, soon reached the Falls of Schuyl-
kill, It was the object of the Philadelphians,
who had arranged the course. to allow their
visitors to sce the most picturesque spots in the
F:\rk. Remarkable manauvres were performed
by the wheelmen, who rode sometimes in di-
visions of four or cight and often sixteen,
Every now and then they would change their
positions and bowl along in single flle. The
entire route was lined with people, but there
was not mwuch time for them to study the
habits of the bicyclists, for they possed away
too rapidly to admit of observation. The
parade is tne first of its size or bLeauty ever
seen in Phitadelphia,  From the Falls of the
Schuylkill they crossed the river and went
down the westein bank toa point nearly oppo-
site Strawberry Mansion, Then they struck
into the midst of the Park and their further
course to George's Hill wis under the trees

and over the meadows. The quick run had
sharpened every appetite, and full justice was
donc to the banquet. The courses began to
make their appearance at one o’clock, and by
three all were ready to witness the vaces.
