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mended in the first session of the Firat
Parliament of United Canada by the
Select Comnittee on Banking and Cur-
reney, wlen Lord Sydenham was Governor
General, and prior to the adoption of Sir
Robert Peel's Bank Act of 1844. The
question is one,, which must, almost
necessai ily, be considered as well on the
ground of what is theoretically the best
description of paper currency, as on
what under existing circumstances is
practically expedient. We shall deal
with it first theoretically.

On this continent, the United States
system which, it cannot be denied, has se-
cured a safe paper currency to the nation,
bas naturally led to proposasi to iinitate it,
but it must be borne in mind that that
system was adopted at a period when,
owing to the collapse of the credit
system, there was a general suspension of
specie paynients. On theôtlìer band,
when the imperial Government, in 1844,
undertook to provide a saund currency,
there were no abnornal circunstances ta
interfre with the deliberate action of
Parliament. Not many years have
elapsed, since an effort was macle by the
Scotch banks-which are prohibited by
law, as are nearly all the banks in Eng-
land, from issuing paper-to obtain that
right. The Chancellor of the Exchequer
at the time was Lord Sherbrooke, better
known perhaps as Mr. Lowe, and in his
reply he adhered to the principle of Sir
Robert Pee's Act of 1844, which was
precisely the saine. as the Canadian Bill
of 1841. Mr. Lowe's reply was: " It is
" generally recognised that the issue of

bank notes is the creatiqn-of money,
" and that the creation of money is the
"business of the State, notof any trading
"association,hence it follows that the issue
" of such notes by private banks is rather
"an anomaly, which we may tolerate,
t than a right which we ought to extend.

A mixed currency, composed partly of
" the .precious metals. and partly of
4 paper, cannot be in a sound condition,
14 unless it complies with the three
Ifollowing conditions: first, the paper
"musi be convertible into gold on de-
" mand i second, sufficient security must

bu beld by the issuers to secure the
"payment of the notes ; third, mixed

currency must bu at all times exactly
"of the sane amount, and, consequently,

of the same value as a purely metallic
4currency would be."

In the foregoing passage Mr. Lowe has
clearly enunciated the theory on which
Sir Robert Peel's Bank Act of 1844 was
framed, and, notwithstanding the xany
changes in English political parties since
that time, there lias buen no attempt

made to substitute any other system of
issuing paper money. Owing to the'
circumstances of the Bank of Englandi
a long-established corporation, being the
Government bank of deposit, and, more-
over, a large creditor of the Government,
from the time of its first establishment,
iti was deemed advisable by Sir Robert
Peel, to utilize that bank in carrying his
new system into operation. He accord-
ingly obtained the consent of Parliamen t,
and of the bank, to a measure which
created two distinct departments of the
bank, one for the transaction of strictly
banking business, such as reoeiving de-
posits, and discounting bills of exchange
and promissory notes, and the other for
issuing notes payable in goid on.demand,
which were to be based to a fixed limited
amount on national securities, ail in
excess of that amount to bu represented
by gold. The note issue is.consequently
automatic, and is precisely what the
public require. The profit on, the circu-
lation, which is based on public securities,
accrues to the whole nation. , One feature
of the Act o 1844 deserves notice.
Existing banks of issue were not deprived
of their right, but were restraimed to a
maximum issue on securities,to an amount
which was an average of their circulation
for a previous term of years. If that
amount were exceeded, gold was to bu
beld for the excess, and in case any banks
sbould voluntarily abandon the right of
issue, the Bank of England was authorised
to issue on public securities a certain
portion of the surrendered issues.

1?he United States. system is widely
different, and theoretically is not nearly
so sound. The ultimsate security is un-
doubted, but, owing to the multitude of
banks, which may bu increased or dimin-
ished from da;y to day, there is nothing
like the stability of thu currency that
there is in England. One important fea-
ture of the English system je not'to be
found in the American, which is that the
aggregate currency shall bu exactly of
the same amount as if it were. purely
metallic. It would be dificult to ex.
aggerate the importanceof the stability
of a paper currency. We are all perfectly
familiar with the fact that the prices of
wheat, tua, sugar, and other commodities,
depend on the supply, and yet the
aggregate amount of the measure of
value for all thosu articles depends on
the action of a number of banks which
may make money abundant or source at
their pleasure. This naturally is a fea..
ture in the English systenm which does
not meet the approbation of the bankers
on this contment, wha much prefer to
have th power of increasing the circula.

tion at particular seasons, and to contract
it at others. Theoretically there cun be
no doubt that the English system is much
preferable. One essential difference
between the two- systems is that, under
the English, the profit on the circulation
of bank notes accrues to th e publie at
large, while both under the United States
and the Canadian systems it is obtained
by the issuing banks. Strictly speaking
the issue of notes payable on demand is
no partof thebusiness of banking. Thera
is probably no city in the world where
so large an anount of banking businesà
is doue as in the city of London, and yet
there is not a single .bank of issue there
but the Bansk of England, the issue de-
partment of which being regulated by
Act of Parliament is, to all intents and
purposes, as much a Government bank as
if the notes were issued direct from the
treasury. We have placed before our
readers what theoretically is held to be
the best system of paper issues that has yet
been devised, and shall in a future issue
consider the difficulties in the way of its
practical application in Canada.

ONTARIO INSURANCE REPORT.
We are favored by the Superintendent

of Insurance for Ontario wîth his abstract
report for 1884, being a tabular summary
of the statements made by 63 fire insur-
ance companies, of which 55 are purely
mutual-bing 4 more than in 1883,--6
mixed mutual and cash, and 2 joint stock
companies, besides one life insurance
company. The last-named institution
the London Life, is a stook concern, with
a paid-up capital of $33,650. Its state.
ment for 1884 is an improvement on that
of the previous year as shown by the
table.
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Or the two joint stock 'tire, companies
the Mercantile- of Waterloo shows gross
premiums o $78,410, total incorne $81,-
691, commissions $ t1,700, salaries $3,689,
ail other expenses $3316. The share-
holders are surely having their nearly six
million of business managed on a nost
econoiical scale. The Queen uity reports
gross preiimnîs of' S13,657, total incone
*20,125, comnmissions $,166, salaries and
expenses $5,830.

Of the mixed companies the Waterloo
shows cash premiunis of $40,,480, the Gore
District $32,700, the 1and-in-Land $8,-
600. The otal incone of these three

comipanies were roundly $88,000, $70,700
and $27,000 respectively ; the total in-
cone of ail six was q215,000. The Water-
lao carries overl 1011 millions of insurance,
the.Gore over 61 millions and the Hand-
in- land over 2 millions. 'Thie report does
not say what has becone of the S15,6L7
" money borrowed,'' which appeared
among the liabilities of the Victoria
Mutual in 1883; there is no heading for
this itei in the present report, but that
comspany is credited witl a 'Repayment
of Loan " amounting to$1,286.

THE DISPUTED BOUNDARIES.

Sin Faixois HINcKs' LECTURE.

It is now rather more than a century
since the peace of Paris in. 1783, by which
the Independence of the United States
was acknowledged by Great Britain, but
for nearly sixty years thereafter it was
found impossible for the two nations ta
agree as ta the true definition of the
north-eastern boundary -of the State of
Maine, which was subsequently formed
out of the od territory of Massachtisetts.
During the interval there had been a war
between the two nations which- lasted
two years and a half, but it was not found
practicable ta settle the disputed boun'-
dary at the peace. Bath nations were
unwilling ta prolongý the war, and con-
fined their ne;otiations ta questions of a
more urgent character. The views of
the people chiefly interested in the ques-
tion, the Canadians and the inhabitants
of Maine, bave been almost violently
antagonistic, and for some years there
was serions danger of a collision that
might have led ta war. It became
evident ta the statesmen of both nations
that there was no other solution of the
difficulty, but war or compromise. Arbi-
tration had been attempted, but the King
of ie Netherlands, who had been chosen
arbitrator bad pronounced the treaty
"inexplicable and impracticable,"' and
although he suïgested a compromise,
the United Stàtes, stimulated doubtless
hy a vigarous protest from Maine, refuyed
ta adopt it. Ive shaîl furnish an evi d-
ence of the state of feeling in the two.
countries, and commence with a quota-
tion or. two from an article on the. sub-,
ject written in 1879 by the Hon. Israel
Washburn, • LL.D., of Maine, in which
the whole subject is treated witli great
ability. It commences: I shall rend

you a chapter of concessions, submis-,
sions and humiliations by which the

aotherwise fair à record of American
diplomacy bas been dimmed and stain-
e 'Never was there such:a
history of errors, mistakes, b'lunders,
concessions, explanations, apologies,

"lasses and mortifications on- the ons
side of inconsistencisa ggressians, en
"croacheint afaod cand
on -the other, as that which has respect .

CC to this' boundary question." 'lDaniel
Webster stated that " few questions have
" ever arisen under the Government in
acregard to which a stronger or more
C general conviction was felt that this

country was in the right than this
"question of the north-eastern boun-
I dary." Such gives a correct idea of the
opinions of the people of the United
States, a great number of the States
bàving adopted resolutions supporting
Maine and Massachusetts,
. On the other band, Mr. Sandford Flem-
ing expressed an opinion that "Canada,

shaken by-political difficulties, offered
" herself a willing prey to a strong and
" ambitious neighbor." The Ashburton
treaty, said Mr. Fleming, " ceded to the
" United States much of New Brunswick

territory, including all that portion west
C of the river St John, through which
"Captain Yule had made the railway
ci survey in 1837.' We have cited enough
from Mr. Fleming's "Intercolonial"
to indicate his views. Col. Coffin in bis
paper, "Ilow Treaty-making Unmade
Canada," said: CCBy the Ashburton
"C treaty we gave up one-half of the terri.
"tory in dispute, but by the next, the

Oregon treaty, we gave up the whole.
In both cases Canada reminds us of a

"rabbit or a dog in ths hands of an
" experimental anatomist she has been
"1operated" on unsparingly for the good
"of the Empire." In bis "Last Forty
Years " Mr. Dent states "After the
"British envoy had yielded'nearly every-
"thing that grasping selfishness-and

dishonest greed, ý as personified in the
CMaine commissioners, thought fit ta de-

&mand, the Senate at Washingtdn hesi-
tated: to confirm the arrangement, on

C the ground that ths terms were not
sufficiently favorable ta Maine. There
was no limit ta their rapacity.t h In bis

recentlecture in this city Mr. R. A. Ram-
say V1us concludes bis criticism on
British diplomacy: "Thus ends our

"asty review of the boundary questions
"under the various treaties. The retros-
"pect. is not a pleasant one. With regard
"to each treaty the Canadian feeling ha

been that on each England ffas too
" yielding, the value of the territory was.

"not appreciated,- and her diplomatists
were outmanouvïred on every occasion.'"

In bis lecture on the 9th inst. Sir Francis
Hincks undertook to defend the action
of the British Government. îHe held
that the whole of the disputed territory
belonged lof right to Maine, but that the.,
American Commissioners who negotiated
the treaty of 1783, by substituting or
consenting to the substitution of the
words Àtlantic. Ocean," instead of

- C Sea," which was the definition la th~

proclamation of 1763, and in the. Act of,
1774 of the highlands dividingthe rivera
which fall into the St. Lawrence from
those running in an opposite direction
created an ambiguity which led to the
language being pronounced "inexplicable
and impracticable." After the failure of
ths arbitration he held that the compro-
mise of a conventional.boundary was the
only mode of settling the controversy
which had been so long disturbing the
good feeling which ought toexist between
neighbors. He likewise defended the
ather treaties, including that which
settled the Oregon question. His chief
abject seems ta have been'to defend the
characters of Lord Ashburton and of
Daniel Webster, who, instead of being
villified, are, he contended, entitled ta
the gratitude of the people of bath

,countries. The lecture bas been printed,
and, as the question is one of historical
interest, deserves fair consideration,which
is what the lecturer claims.

(jUTTING PRICES.
Since the publication of the Montreal

hardware firm's cirbular some weeks
ago, ollering te sell goods at whatever
price the person addressed might choàse,
we have heard of repeated instances of
cutting prices. A subscriber in New
Westminster, B.C., writes us that lie can
buy certain goods from travellers much
below. the quotations in our tables of
prices current. There is doubtless good
ca:uee for compltint in this respect.
The practice of making "leading lines"
is not as yet confined exclusively to
the retail trade, but when a whole-
sale bouse cuts prices all round it is
usually because it is driven by necessity
oe realize upon goods in stock; whien a
étailer does se it is chiefly because he
cön templates leaving for fresh fields and

Psasturea'nèw. It is an open secret among
the trade that the time settlenents of a

yèsir or two ago have severely tried what
litile stréngth remained to the one or
two bouses who were obliged then to
crea indulgence at the hatids of their

éadditors, and matters have net been
ikiprÔved'by the Thomson failurerecently
in Toronto and the Phillips failure in

òiibhta'al. The smaller hardware houses
ie not, however, as much te blame in

follewifii the example as some of their
largern*eighbors. A Case in point occurred
a few 'days ag. Two ihiolesalé bard-
wio'.and'metal marchants had each an
ôpportuhity to buy ex-ship a qu'antity of
block tin at 19 cents per pound. A day or
two afterwards the younger merchant,who
his'riot as yet perhaps amassed quite as
much worldly wealth as his neighbor,
offered te sali some of the motal to a
customer. Being asked the price he
thought it would not be too much to de-
mand a profit of two cents a pound, or
ab6tut 10 per cent, and so mentioned 21
cents. The customer replied that he
couid'do much better. Knowing that
tliere was only one other man in the citv
wlohiad bdulht it, the wholesale dealer

a77 1 Iov much better?-A cent a
pounid ? Yes," replied the custoiner,
"ntI another cent on top of it." The
ela'or oLiôlsalee dealer had, it appeared,
actualÍy sold the tin for the very price

he paid for it. The cause or causes for
eutting prices, or selling goode for the
mare sake of selling, cannot apply in the
case of the merchant referred to, unless
it be referable to the practice of " leading
lines."

It is net in hardware alone that prices
are eut, defying any attempt at accurate
quotation. Dry goods merchants are at
a loss to explain how it i8 that some
bouses in the trade can sell for 21 n., 230.
and 25c. per yard fiannels which whole-
sale houses of the highest standing can-
not buy for less than a cent a yard over

-these figures. It is wonderful how they
do it-but they do. It is well known
that certain staple articles are beingmade
"Ileading lines " of by firms liere and-
there, but it is rare to find prices eut 4
to 5 per cent below cost.. Travellers
occasionally ask te be allowed te make
'leading lines" 'of half a dozen samples
of certain goods, but experience bas
shown that while they cati rush orders for
these, the goods whicb should bring a
profit are almost wholly neglected. Re-
tailers are not always misled by such
methods; they generally conclude that
where a wholesale house or its represen-
tative cuts prices on one or two ataples,
the prices of which are well known, it is
done with the expectation of at least
making up the difference on goods with
the value of which they are net so well
acquaintead.

The general complaint is that prices all
round are Bo low that there is but little
profit in more than one department of
trade; it is always difficult to retrace
one's steps along'the declivity of a fa]ling
market when the time is at hand for a
turn in the bide.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The Jerald of yesterday contains a
communication fron " A Citizen" suggest-
ing a new scheme for raising the amount
required for the completion of the
Pacifie Railway. After, in his introdue-
tory remark treating at some length the
difficulties that have had te be encoun-
tered since the work' was originally
projected, and assuming that there cani
be no difference of opinion as to the
riepessity that exists for the rond being
finished and operated, the writer pro-
ceeds to subinit a scheme for raising the,
amount required. It is in brief that
bonds at long dàte should beissued on
the security of the whole property of
the company, including the 'road and
landes that these bonds'should-be guar
anteed by the Govrnmeiit to theextent
of 3 per cent, àhdlby'the compiny 2!per,
' cent additional, and that the Government

should accept such bonds in paymentof
their òwn cliim. In order to give't1ém
greater curr'e*ny it'is proposed th'stli y
should be recèivable in'payiïent ofl d
at 110 or ten per cent lremium. Tlhe
loan would be raised, either by bonds
with coupons attached, or in tÉe form
of registered bonds, but the lands would
be sold through the Government, which
would receive the bonds or stocléin pay-
ment. The mode of raising the money
that will be required, we may observe, is
not the immediate difficulty. The deniind
of Quebec for a new line is whiat isbo'kà-
ing theway to a satisfactory arra gemen t
with the Canadian Pacific Co. Wen tha
difficulty bas been surmounte:, we f1
assured that the Goverimint andI te
company will be able to concur in a sti-
factory plan for raising the required loïn,
and that they will give every coniéi-
ation to the suggestions of "A Citiefnh.ý'

LOANS TO NEW YORKERS.
While it is generally known that ciua-

dian money seeks investment to a consider-
able extent in the principal commercial
centres of the United States,, limited chiefly
by the demands upon our banks at home,
i may be npws for some people te learn
that New Yorkers have begun to make
their appearance as borrowers in the strats 0f
Montreal. Apiart from the regular c sg
of the banks, bere is a considerable csiaslf
borrowers who are obliged to have reouýrs'io
private lenders, who are prepared to furniéh
monsy to turn corners at a high rate of inter-
est. It is well-known that the promissory
notes of ail classes of dealers are bought and
sold i New York, without recourse, a practice
butlittie knownin Canada. New York mer-
chants whose circunstances are loweriirg and
klnown to the street, deem it -inadvisable to
place fùrther paper upon the nrarket, aà 'eir
willing to pay double interest rather than fòrce
further issues. Ona instanoer as coma o our
notice wherc the 'New York, borrowcr; bas
chosen te pay 25 per cent for a ail
monthe' loan-a round suni-rather than
furthertest the credit of liis house at hôme. it
need scarcely be said t-hat nette of the chlar-
tered bÙnks are engaged in this kind' tf bct i-
ness, but there is no lack, neertheless, of cus-
tomers and "shavers."

MoNTREAL, June 5, 1885.

To the members of the Provident Mutual Asso- t
ciation of Canada.

GE'rLEMEN,-At the last annual meeting of
this Association the number of certificates of
membership was 3,827. Since then 1,978 new
certificates have been issued, representing risks
ta tbe cnioint of 84,512,000. Une huindred
and to applications recommended by flic
local'medical examinera were rejected by the
Medical Director. Tiiere were cancelled during
the year 1,124 certificates, not mcluding a large
nnber whic liave lapsed. We refer you to
the financial statement as to the condition of
the Association, and its business during the
year, and trust it will meet with your approval
In view of the stand taken by the Minister of
Justice at Ottawa, that Associations like ours
had no riglt ta transact business without bav-
log first deposited S50,000 with, and ob-
taied a license from, the Federal Goveriment,
our Directors obtained the passage of Bill No.
139 by the Provincial Legislature, the 11th
section of which sa, Fs:- icThe Provident
Mutual Association of .anada shall b deemed
to be an Association duly incorporated under
chapter 7t of the Consolidated Statutes of
Canada; I it also empowered the Govrenment
totnccelt of deposits of varions Siius of money
fromn our Association. After ibis legislation
there was ne trouble in doaig business in
Quebec, but the Dominion Superintendent of
Insurance contended that we ad no riglht ta
do business elsoecliere, and wrote letters to that
effect, te parties lu hie Maritime Provinces and
Ontario, wlere we were accumnlating a large
membeslipî, whicli letters were published by
Agents of the Life Companmes lu the various
newspapers. In this state of affairs, the direc-
tors thou glt it roper to sec if legislation could
not be hai at Ottawa, whereby our Associa-
tion could be licensed by the F deral Govern-
nient to do business all over Canada. The
Manager and one of the legal advisers of the
Associailonlhave made repeated trips ta Ottawa
during the present Session of Pariament to
assist lu etfccling ibis echiet. The Finance
Miniter, bas introduced a ill which lias been
amended and accepted by the Standing C/m-
nittee o? tie House, and when it -becomes law,
tbis Assoeition will be icensed to do busineses

Messrs. W. S. Lee and Jas. Browne having
been appointed scrutineers, and the ballot
having been taken, the following gentlemen
were declared unanimously elected directors:
-Hon. Wnm. McMaster, Messrs. H. T. Fulton,
W. J. MacDonell, W. P. McMaster, T. S. Stay-
ner Wm.

At a subsequent meeting of the directors the
flon.

THE PROVIDENT MUTUAL.

The annual meeting of the Provident Mutual
Association of Canada took place on Friday,
the 5th inst., at the head office of the Associa.
tion, Montrceal. A very large number of mem-
bers were present, not only frani Montreal, but
from mny of thc business centres of ibis and
other Provinces.

The chair was occupied by Mr. B. Globensky,
Q.G., vice-president, and among those present
were Hon. Rt, Thibaudeau, gon. T. J. J. Loran-
ger, C. A. Geoffrion, Q., Jos. Loranger, Q.0.,
F. A. Quin, W. S. Mallier, E. J. Giierin, W,
J. O'1ara, M. J. F. Quinn, John McEntyre, S.
Rivard, M. A. Brauilt, T. Vanasse, J. B. Rouil-
lard, M. Biais, Judge Lyons, Ottawa ; Charles
Punchard and J. Hemnonds, Ottawa; J. H.
Walker, Toronto i W. Grimnmer, St. Stephen,
N.B., T. Wvatt Fraser, Pictou, N.S.? F. Dhnkin,
Amherst, NS. Messrs. Coad, Moode Graham
and Dr. Kelly of Ottawa, Bisson an Welsh of
Quebec, and about one hundred others.

After reading the minutes of the last general
meeting, the chairman called on Mr. A. Gag-
non, secretar y-treasurer of the Association,
whio read the following:-

sociation during the year, it having been only
ur (4) out of every thousand, which was

Life Companies doing business. in
anada during the same time, and wo
ink less than that'of any Association or
onipany of Uic sanie cge in existenice. With
ery possible care it is the ex•erienco of Lie
surance Conmanies that undesirable risks
ill by some means or other creep in unawares.
e have nt escaped, but, owing to the care
id watchfuluess of tle Directors and Mana
r, and by a close inspection of the proofs of
eth during ic past two years, the sum of

venty-eight thousand dollars ($28,000) bas
en saved. The fraudulent nature cf those
aims were so thorouglhly exposed that all
ave been settled except ne, witiout bringing
atters into Court. This exception was the
aim in re Charles Ranny, of Ottawna, for
hich suit was taken against the Association
r $5,000, but a verdict was obtained in Our
,vor with costs against the claimants. Those
aims were fair upon their face, but the frauds
'ere detected and .out members saved fron
eingassessed for the amount thereof.
In the month of July, 1884, the manager, Mr.

lopper, wrote to the directors, stating that the
ncreasing business of the Association noces-
itated tbat the secretary-treasurer Mr. A.
lagnon, should devote the whole of his time
ad attention ho the details of the oflice, and
e order to effect this it becanie necessary to
ommute the claim of the estate Duclos lu the
ontract then in existence, annal that contract,
,nd enter into a new one. Accordingly the
directors signed a contract, subject to ratillca-
ion by the members, with Messrs. Ilopper and
Gagnon, under date of 29th July, 1884, on the
ame ternis as the rrst contract, but for ten
years instead of five, including the unexpired
ern of the old contract. At the request of
Mr. Gagnon it was not suubmitted for ratifica-
ion natil Febriuary last, when, at a general
meeting called for that purpose on the 17th *of
'ebruary last, it was approved of and rat!-

led.
Imnuediately after that meeting opposition

showed itself, in the shape of injurious para-
graplhs in lie newspcperà, followed by notarial
protests and law suite, the result being a suidden
cessation of new business, and disquietude and
distrust among the memubers. wbo sentin their
resignations in large nmbers, while others
threatened te follow their example. Agents of
rival companies tonk advantage of this stale of
affairs to circulate througliout the country
accounts Of. internail discord, clipped the in-
jurious paragraphs from the papers, publislhed
them in circular form, and spread thenm broad-
cast over the Dominion. Under those circuni-
stances, foreseeing, protracted lawsuits and
other proceedings whîicl would have destroyed
the astociation, and made thteir contraet velue-
less, Messrs. Hopper and Gagnon of their owvn
accord, resigned tieir,coiitract, whiclh was de-
clared annulled by the directors, and suibse-
%tently, viti their consent, by Judgmnent of
tue Court, thus leaving the oId contract still
in force,

In the course of ibis con troversy the president,
Mr. de MIartigny, and the first vice-president
ion. L. R. Clurch, resigned tleir positions,

the latter stating lu his letter of resignation
I that there was thie evident fact thaRt there las
been admitted amongst the members of the
company a certain number of >ersons who do
not extend te the Board snd its decisions tbat
loyal confidence witlioutwliiclh ani organization
such as this cannot advantageously exist.

In consequence of tie trouble above referred
to, and having received the offer of a lucrative
position from another company, Mr. Hopper, the
general agent, lias signified his intention Of
resigning hie office in connection with this As-
sociation. The directors deeplr regret that
under the present condition of affaiis theyare
pot in a position ta offer him any inducements
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to coitinue his valuable seevices ; hut hbluàe
sorne arrangements can be made with him.
iyhîereby the Association may still benefit by
bis long experience and recognized ebilities.
The whole, nevertheless, respectfully sub-
mitted.
