Of these
47 vesselt of s4,613 tons cleared front Parrsboro, N.S,, with 32,000,000
superficial fact of deals and 72 vessels of 33,534 tons, with 30,640,489
feet front Halifax.

Tua feeling of the horse dealers in Montreal is strong against the
proposed imposition of the 25 cent tax on every horse sold. This in
Offect means that for every day that a horse is exposed for sale 25
cents niust be paid, whether the animal beat a private or public sales
stable. It had been proposed ta build a large stable in Montreal to
accommodate soma sixty or seventy borses, which would greatly bene-
fit the trade, but the promotars of the sclemie say that If the new by-
law le passed they will either not build at all or else outside of the
city.

J. D.A.ÂMs, one of the oldest members of the grîbery trade
in Montreal, died on Wednesday, aged 68 yeare. Mr. Adams was a
native of this city, and commenced business in 1844, on the site on St.
Lawrence street now occupied by the firm, though not in the sane
building, the original premises having been destroyed by the great firu
which devastated the Quebec suburba.. Mr. Adams bad retired for
some years, the business passing into tie bande of bis son.

THs truth about the supposed heavy defalcations in the Ontario
Bank seems to be that Harry Brown, ledger keeper, feull il froi c la
grippe," and during his absence it was discovered that two
oustomers of the bank had been allowed to overdraw their as-
counts to the extent of $40,000. The accountant, W. R. Moffatt,
failed to notice the irregularity. Both men infrlnged the rules of the
bank, but nothing further is charged against thoem, and the bank
authorities intend to take no criminal proceedings. Moffatt bas
resigned to go into business for himself, and Brown is under sus-
pension till the matter le settled.

AT the fifth annual meeting of the Dominion Live Stock Associa-
tion beld la Toronto, S. Price. of Montreal, was elected president
for the ensuing teri. An animated discussion took place over a
statement by some of the members to the effect that American dressed
beef was b'ing sold in Toronto and other cities to the detriment of
Canadian farmers. A motion was put to send a deputation to Ottawa
to ask an increase in tariff to thro cents per lb., but this was defeated
and noaction taken. The Association is in a flourishing condition,
having on hand over $800 above all liabilities.

TuE Province 'of Ontario is credited with twenty assiguments,
nearly all of an unimportant character, since our laest issue. J, J.
Johnston, a small trader, of Chatham, bas assigned, as bas also E. C.
Haack, a brick niaker, in a emall way, at Conestogo -Rumball Bros
storekeepers, of Harrow, are in difficulties. Their stock, valued at
$2,000, is advertised for sale.-Nelson Brisbon, a cobibler and shos-
dealer, of Mitchell, bas been compelled to assign.-J. J. Astleford,
a blacksmith and wheelwright, of Ridgetown, is in the hands of bis
cieditor.-Frink Clark, a carpenter and contractor, of Smith's Fals,
seems to have had Ill luck with his contracts. le bas lost money on
every one ho has taken of late, and is consequently compelled to
assign.-F. W. A. Cornish started in the gentleman's furnishing lino
in Toronto just a year ago. Ho haid very little means and had to face
severe opposition, ao that his prosent failure was not unexpected.-
John Perrin, a trader of St. Marys bas assigned.-Wm. Campbell, a
small grocer, Jas. Coyle, a builder, A. H. Deeks & CO,, tailore, John
Hale, a termster, and Mary Villiams, a dressmoker, ail of Toronto,
are in difficulties. They were all in a very small way of business.-
Lee and Thompson, dealers in stoves and tins at Yarker, have suc-
caded in effecting a composition with their creditora on the basis of
40 cents in the dollar.

THE BANKING ACT.
The expiry of the Bank Charters in 1891 bringa up again for

consideration the banking law of ihe Dominion. At cither this
or the next session of Parliament the law must be re-enactod
unless indeed the Governmont resorts to the ignoble and un-
settling makeshiftof renewing the charters from year to year,
until the whole subject can be properly tbreshed out. Since it
seenis to be generally conceded that any changes in the law
should be but few, there is no need of any postponcenent, but if,
as we understand, the Government acheme is not yet prepared
it will probably be necessary to lut the matter go over the re-
cees. The best plan would no doubt be to introduce the Bill this
session, and then leave it for the year to the consideration of all
parties interested.

And here we wisl to remnark on the unnecessary and dis-
turbing condition of the present law, which brings up the pre-
sent discussion, namely the limitation of the charters of the
banks to a certain period. No good la gained by this in the.way
of placing additional control in the hands of Parliament. Parlia-
ment lias full power at all times over the corporations of its own
creation, and if there were any doubt on that point the section
in the present nct making banks subject to any future legislation
might be retained. No one now doubts that banks are a per.
maient part of the

COM3TERCIAL MAcMNLRY OF THE WORLD,
and that oven were it possible to drive them ont of existence by
refusing thein corporate rights, such a policy would be suicidal.
That being the condition of things, the coming Act might well
omit all reference to'limitation of charters, and grant the banks
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their corporate quality to continue until terminated by Parlia-
ment, or by the action of shareholders or creditors. Banking
and currency together forn a subject which unfortunately at-
tracts theorists and charlatans to a greater extent than aay other
branch of legislation, and it is a pity that we should deliberately
hold out periodically an opportunity for the airing and promul-
gation of all sorts of economie heresies. This however is a small
matter, and indeed not wholly devoid of good, -compared with
the unsettled condition of mind produced in bank proprietors
and managers by the sense of unkniown changes hanging over
them, and the possible effect these changes may have on the
property at stake.
. There ar.e many points in the present banking law which are

capable of improveaient. Some of these interest the public di-
rectly as creditors, i c, as depositors or note-holders; others are
of direct interest mainly to the shareholders; but whatever
would make our banking system sounder and more stable, and
withal more adapted to the needs and requirements and growth
of the country, must in the highest degree be of interest to the
whole community.

The chief Inatter in which the public comes into direct con-
tact with the banks is, of course,

'r1E CIRCULAIoN,
and this is no doubt that part of the subject which is of most
interest to the whole community. Considering the nature and
functions of the bank circulation, it is essential that it should be
s0 regutlated and guarded as to maintain at all times its safety
and convertibility, but it is ainost as essential that, in reaching
after these qualities, we should avoid unnecessary interference.
To quote the few words in a recent article in the Gazelle whici
wve can quote with unqualified approval, -'the working, of the
whole business of the country is so intimately connected with
and so largely dependent upon these institutions, that the laws
by which they are governed and regulated ouglit not to be
altered except uînder stress of an obvious public necessity."

The article from which we have quoted treats the circulation
as the chief question of public interest in the situation, and may
well forni a text for what we have to say on tiis important sub-
ject. Now it is to be noted that a paper currency should possess
certain well defined qualities to fit it for its important functions
in commercial transactions. The first, of course, is

SAFIurY.
There should lie no room for reasonable doubt tht the "pro-
mise to pay" will be faithfully fulfilled. The second is

cONvERTIUILITY.
The certainty of payment shouid not be ultimate only but im-
mediate, so that under no circumstances shall the holder have
to vait for'his money. The quality we would name as third is

LET.tNIBILreY.
though not strictly belonging to thie classification. It ishow-
ever an essential quality when looking at the currency as a
whole, and particularly in Canada, as experience shows. The
curreucy shouild ebb and flow as the requirements of the country
are less or greàter. The fourth and last quality is

cURRENoY.
in its narrower sense; the quality whici causes bank notes to
pass without question from one end of the country to the other.
With these four qualities in their full degree, a currency would
be absolutely perfect. How far do our present bank issues fall
short of this perfection ?

It may be admitted at once that the only quality of the four
which they do possess in a perfect degree le flexibility. Every
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one Who knows anything of the working of our banking systema
knows that in supplying the

REQUIREMENTS oF TRADE AND CoMMERcn,
and that without even a momentary strain on the monetary re-
sources of the country, our system is as perfect s can be con-
ceived. Its operation can best be cmpared to the ceaseless
round in which moisture is carried up by evaporation from lakes
and seas, borne over the land in the shape of clouds, distributed
as rain on the surface of the earth to sustain vegetable life, and
then drawn off by springs and-brooks and rivers to the oceaun,
to begin its round again. if we compare the currency condition
of the United States with our own we shall soon ses how im-
portant a quality this is to us. It not only makes possible, or at
least facilitates, the convenient and

PIIoFITAUTLE tuAREIN OF cF oPs,
but it tends by its direct and indirect influence, to keep rates of
interést uniform at all times and everywhere, a point on which
we are much envied by our neigibours. The Bank.of Montreal,
speaking broadly, charges the same rates at all its offices from
Halifax to Vancouver. There may be a range of C or 8 per cent.
in the rates at a similar line of monetary centres from New York
to San Francisco.

To take next the point of least importance, currency: there
can be no question that in this respect our bank issues are lack.
ing. It ie not true, as the Gazelle alleges, that this quality de-
pends on safety. To say that the notes " will pass current the
Dominion over," "once the public are assured that they are
absolutely safe " is almost a ludicrous misappreltension of the
facts. The notes of a few lesser known banks are at present ut
a discount away from home not because people doubt their good-
ness (for they pase readily at a eliglit discount), but because the
baiks will not receive them on deposit at par. They are not
bound to do so, and do not feel called on to bear the cost of des-
patch to the

DISTANT POINT OF REDEPIot'rI0N;

lence the charge. This we do not hesitate to say is a vexatious
state of affairs, which should be brouglit to an end. How, is a
question which hlie banks should have an opporVunity to decide.
It has already been dealt with by many banks, which have ar-
ranged for redemption agencies at varions provinciail centres,
and every other bank shouhl bc compelled to do likewise. If a
bank is to enjoy the privilege of issning notes it shoutld be con-
tent to bear tis burden, and it may be said that if it lias not
sufilcient credit to enable it to establisi redemption agencies,
say at.each provincial capital in the Dominion, it should not be
entrusted with the note-issuing power. This reform the Govern-
ment should insist on.

Of the remaining qualhties let us consider first convertibility,
This is a quality whiich under the present law is fully main-
tained while the bank is in operation, but is lost whenever a
suspension of payment takes place, notwithstanding he unques-
tionable ultimate safety of the notes. This, too, is a question
for banks to deal with, for thtey only ca prevent the collapse;as
it is to them all notes passing out of circulation naturally go.
There le no doubt that the loss of interest is

lire. If the clause giving notes a prior lien on the assota gave
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a privilege for'interest also for the time covered by the sus-
pended payment, much of the diliculty would certainly be re-
moved. The matter ie however one as to which the banks
themsolves should be asked to suggest a way out. The " Safety
Fund " proposed by the Gazeue, after the plan suggested for the
National Bank circulation in the United States bas many merits,
and niglt with saine modification lie adopted here. ILt l in
eflect a

FUND FOR Tul IMMEDIATE El]DEPTION 0F ru NoTEs
of any susponded bank, created by a tax on the average circula-
tion of each bank, the fund to be recouped as soon as the
liquidators are in a position to pay off the Iotes, which would
continue as now to be a first charge ou the assets. The rate
seggested le however unnecessary and exorbitant. One percent.
on the circulation would average over one-half per cent. per
annum on the capital of the banks, and banking in this country
is not profitable enough to stand such a charge. One quarter
por cent. wouhl give a yearly income to the fund of about
$80,000, and that repeated from year to year would soon roll up
ta an amount which would take care of any notes ever likely ta
b in default. We have no doubt that oven if the-fund were noL
large enough to bear the charge of ail the notes, its existence as
a margin of protection for the banks cashing them, coupled.with
a privilege for interest, would at once cure ail difficulties under
this head. The idea is not by any means a new one. Some.
thing lik it vas tried with doubtful success nearly 50 years ago
in the United States

'l'le Ist and most important point of ail to be considered is
safety, Wo have said that there should be

being fulfilled, and this condition is attainable without un-
nocessary interference with the use made of bank fonds. Wte
are firmlv convinced that it lias already been done by making
the notes a prior charge on the -assots of the banke, and if by
such means as we have above indicatad, or by other methods,
any temporary disturbance caused by suspension is renoved,
nothing nore in Our opinion could bu dosired. Let us consider
for a monent the assots and claims pledged for the payment of
Canadian bank nlotes. Tho total amount ontstanding on the
30th Novemiber was $24,899,830, and for the redemption of this
amount iof currency the banks leld

against which the notes are a first charge.

Making Overy possible allowance fot shrinkage in the value
of these assets and claims, it is clear that thore is overwhelming
security for the notes, and if the banks are taken separately the
results aven with the weakest of themn vill not be fouud ta be
proportionately mach eilow tiis. In every case

as to leave no room for doubt.

A nearer approach to absolute certainty wouild be afforded
wore the issues covered by securities placed in independent
hands, but this would destroy the flexibility of the currency,
and would work great mischief, not sa much ta the banks as ta
those depending on thomu for the means of carrying on their
iusines. Those points we so theroughly threshed out li these
coliumns oarly last year that it is searcely worth while repeating
the arguments and considerations bearing on tlem. Let it
sullice ta repiant that there is noa practicable way of

luder the so-called national bank system, se that such l dis-
turbance in the rate of interest as was recently lit in New York
miglt be regularly looked for under such a system here. Nor
would it be possible ta maintain the numerons smalil branches
which now cover the country lice a net work, and bring ta the
nid of desorving onterprisas in thj smallest village possessing a
branch tho same resources as arc within tho reach of those
liviîng in great citios. Those branches are made possible, first
by j lie fact that it absorbs no actual capital ta supply them with
money, as tLhey hold merely trifling sums beyond the bank's own
ioes; and ne0xt by the profits of the free circnlation. If these
brancLes Vere killed out by the adoption Of

TnE NATIONAL IANK SYsTIM,
we migh i expect to see the rates of interest here as varied as
thoy are n ith our neighbours. If our readers think we are con-
sidoring au iniaginarv danger we would rafer them ta a recent
number of tih Ecno»mit 1 wheroin the comparative development

of banking in England and Scotland is discussed, and it is shown
that the free circulation of the Scotch banks bas led ta the latter
country being served by a much larger proportion of branch
offices, ta the great benefit of trade and manufactures.

But the National Bank system je discredited in its own
country. The circulation of the National Banks in the United
States, outstanding, bas shrunk from $352,013,787 ta $202,023,415
in the last six years and is stil! steadily shrinking. Desperate
efforts are being made ta re-vivify and re-establish it on better
lines, one of the latest proposais being ta adopt

TIIE cANADIAN SYSTEI,
and secure the notes by making them a first lien on the assets.

The Gazette alleges that circulation ie freer fron restriction in
Canada than anywiere else in the world; this, we believe, ta be
au error. Some of the cases mentioned are certainly incorrect.
In England the issues that existed in 1844 are entirely free of
government contral, and there are still numerous banks and
private bankers throughout the country issuing their own notes
without the sligitest government supervision. The fact that no
new bank of issue bas been permitted ta b established since,
bas no bearing on the matter. Indeed the English example of
1844 would, if followed hers, b highly satisfatory ta Canadian
banks. In Australia, or at any rate in one of the 'chief colonies,
the sole qualification for note-issuers is the possession of a paid-
up capital of $625,000. The safeguards needed in Canada are
chiefly li connection with the formation of new banks and their
power ta issue notes. The other limitations are quite adequate
for the public protection, and if in addition the Government
were ta take power ta examine the affairs of any bank, and
would exercise it from time ta time, nothing mare would be
required.

Something lias been said of the need of
A FIXED MINIMUM RESERVE,

and it bas been implied that the banks generally carry too light
reserves. To base any estimate on this point on the present
returns is the merest guess-work, and sure ta b astray. In the
statements laid by banks bufore their shareholders, which
are usually sa framed as ta give full information of the position
of the bank (therein differing greatly from the returns ta Govern-
ment), the position of the reserves is seen ta b very different
from the bare figures shown in the Offlial Guzeule. But apart
from this we find that bankers here and elsewhere are almost
unanimously opposed ta a fixet minimum reserve. Such a
regulation could ouly have the effect of uselessly locking up
money and losing its use, not only ta the bank itself but aise ta
the community. If thre e Ia fixed minimum reserve it could
never be touched ta meet the sudden demands which are the
raison d'etre of a reserve. The bank would be obliged ta hold
just such reserves as it now does in addition ta the minimum, in
order that ail demands might b met without trenching on, the
latter. Nothing cnu b said lu favor of the fixed minimum but
this, that in the event of suspension a certain amount of road-
ily available assets might he at bad to meet the circulation.
That they would be bald intact in the throas of failure; that they
would not b usetid ta ward off the final suspension in hope of
still pulling through, le quite incrodible. But if it were possible,
it would be better ta say at once that a certain percentage of the
demand liabilities should be invested in government bonds, as
a special reserve, which bringe us back again in effet ta the
National bank system.

In this matter we are content ta agree withi the economists:
Mr. Jevons compares the minimum reserve systen ta recom-
mending a man ta avoid impecuniosity by always keeping a
shilling in his pocket. " The fact that the minimum must be
"kept in the vaults renders it unavailable for meeting demande

i when they come. Thero cnu be no use in such a reserve un-
"less there he a power, exercised by the legislature or executive
"government, of arbitrarily suspending the operation of the law
" win there le a run upon the banks."

"The banker cannot touch his reserve just wien he most
"wants it, an d the deadlock thus occasioned was most acutely
"falt in the Uni ted States during the panie of 1873"

AMEIZ1CAN COMPETITION.
During the past few months there bas been a noticeable in-

creuse in the volume of trade doue within the boundaries of the
Dominion by American houses. For months past the wholesale
hardware trade of this city have been seriously hampered by
the fact that travellers for Americanu bouses bave worked all
the principal towns along the frontier line, and sold to their
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customers direct at apparently cheaper pricos than they wonld
have to pay in Montreal; thus not only forestalling the trade r
of this city, and diverting the profit which would otherwise hve r
accrued to our own citizens to the coffers of bouses beyond the t
line, but doing a direct injury to the Canadian retailer, who is t
induced to purchase from them under the belief tbat he la 
getting bis goods cheaper-because ho is purchasing direct- i

when, as an absolute fact, ho is paying more for themr than he
wonld if he purchased them in Montreal. Lot us give an in- 0
stance in point: A retail dealer in hardware wlen he purchases i
from an Amorican drummer, dose so usually at one-third off the
trade list, or at 66.66 per cent. To this muet muet be added a 1
nett cash outlay of at least 22.22 per cent. before the goode are
opened in his store. Ie usually gets 60 days time, or, if ho
pays cash, gets a discount of 2 per cent. Should lie buy fron a
Montreal wholesaler, ho will get these very goods delivered in
his store for 85 per cent. and will get six months time or 5 per i
cent, off for cash; and yet ho will inflict upon himself an actual
loss-both in cash !and interest-simply because the astute
American assures him that lie is buying at firet hand.

In the heavy metal trade there is certainly mare ground
for Amnerican campetitian, since, in Vhe case af American pig-
iran, Vhey fuirnjshl the Canadian fouader wvith a crude iran
equal in quality ta No. 1 Summerlee, and'at a dollar ta a dollar
aud a hif per tan cheaper. In fact it le only aWing ta tLie
influx af American pig&-iran that the prices ai Scotch iran have
beau kept as low as they are. Were founiders compelled ta
parchase Scotch iran, as lierotofore-simply because na other
was available-the stock iu this city would long since have
been exhausted, sud prices would have reaclied famine points;
but sa long as American pig cau be laid down in Toronto

ideas of the value ai Scotch iran are novr bssed uipon the pries
they are calletl upon ta pay for its American rival.

But it is noV alus l in hs hardware aud heavy mcetai trades
thiat.Amnerican competitian is makiug itseli ssverely feIt. There
bas bean s noticoabie juecase in the influx af American made
boots and shoes af late; due partly ta the uiueatisfactory, con-
dition of the tariff upon this point, aud stili mare largely ta
their beautiful finish and rieat shape. In Iadien' boots and
shaces the Americans have long absorhed the beat trade ai Vhe
Dominion; but now, iu addition, they are cuttiug heavily mto
lAis -mens boat trade, snd in almogt every rotait hoot store in
this City a custoiner asking for a high clas boat or shos will be
tsndered ane of Amiericani manufacture. The roeau tlhat they
are proferred ias imply their superiar finish snd elegauce ai cut
and fit. The Canadian loot le in every way as handsame a ans
as the Amorican. In fact it shows signeso ai llier breediuig;
since la most cases the iustep is bigher sud mare arclied than
Vhs Amierican last provides for. But the iset romains that the
Americaus build the mnt gracefut aud neat-fitting boot, and
therefore tlîeîr goods have naturally the preference in the highl
class trade. IL might be thonghit that iu sncb a case as this
the protective tarifaio 25 par cent. would naturally seurs aur
market for the home trade ; buit we muet remaemiber that t1hc
protection ta our inakers le far mare apparent than real. It le
sa offset by the filet that the average. dnty upon the varions
materials used iu ths manufacture ai the biglier cass ai boots
sud shoes inay fairly be estimnated at 20 par cent., that the reai
protection accruing ta the Canadian manufacturer on tîcis class
ai foot gaar is reduCed ta Ouly sanie five per cent.-a margin far
tOO small ta admit ai his campeting with the mare powerful sud
wealthy American hanses.

This seeme ta us ta be a case iu wvhich sanie increase in tho
import duty ou boots sud shaes 1e imperativoly called for. The
Icoot sud Bhas trafic is ane ai the mnot valuable ai ail Canadian
industries ta the country at large. IL employa a very large
amauint oi bath skilled aud uuskilled lahar, sud it purehases au
excePtiauallIY large proportion ai its raNw materialsi aud require-
mente iu tIcs Dominion itseli. It le, therefare, a nranch ai
iudhstry which le lsgitimateiy eutitlsd ta ail the protection it le
lu aur power ta bestow; and yet, lusteafi oi this, W'e fiud it left
almoat unprotected and exposed ta alI ths attacke ai pawerful
sud 'well organized. rivais. This is noVtas iV ehould be. Further
protection seesetabe irnperativoly callefi for, if the fiue boot

rade le ta h kept in our own bande, and, since a comparaively
moderate advance in sthe tariff (say 10 per cent.) would enfiles to
etain this branch of trade in the country instead of allowing it
o pass into the bands of strangers, it is only reasonable to ask
bat such an advance be granted. At present the conntrv is
imply losing the benefit of every dollar paid out in labor on the
American boots we buy. The profit on the raw material and
ho wages paid ont for manufacture, are going into the pockets
of strangers instead of !ita aur uown. We could make just as
nice boots, and just as cheap, were our makers granted an
idequate measure of protection; and, since this would involve
no advance in cost to the consumer, while it would add largely
o the wealth of the country, the principles of the National

Policy, upon which ou tariff is framed, would seei to point out
the necessity of securing this important branch of trade ta those
manufacturers who pay their wages and buy their raw material
in this country; instead of allowing it ta be absorbed by outsiders,
whose only disbursement within our bordere is in the shape of
commission ta thoir agents.

THE NEW LIFE DISTRIBUTION POLICY.
The recent new departure of the New York Life Insurance

Company in issuing an "Ordinary Life Distribution Policy," has
called forth an open letter from Insurance Commissioner Merrill,
of Massachusetta, which deserves consideration. We pass over
the fact that the commissioner bas had the condemned form of
policy before him since the 18th of last November, when it was
first submitted to him in aIl good faith by the company, and
also that bis first fulmination against it is in the for of an
open letter to the agents of the company, dated on the 2sth of
the following Docember, since it may possibly have taken hini
six weeks to thoroughly understand its provisions. But what
we cannot sa readily comprehend je, why, after ail that lapse of
time, lie bas not more thoroughly grasped its meaning, and why
ho will persist in speaking Of what is really a special policy-
applicable only to a certain lins of high-class risks-as if it were
applicable to any ordinary life policy, such as is every day nega-
tiated over the counter of an insurance company.

The policy in question applies only to risks of $20,000 and
upwards; a fact which effectually lifte it above the level of the
ordinary $1,000 life policy. It is a policy confided to only a cer-
tain section of agents doing what le tormed a high-clases busi-
nes, and it l rigorously withheld fron the ordinary agent. It
le based upon the principle that by paying two years premini
in advance the insurer shal be entitled to a certain rebate upon
the suim of the premin for those two years; which is not to be
entirely forgiven, but which le to be added to later premiums
until the total amount chargeable upon an ordinary policy shall
have been paid. IL may lie argued that inîsurers under this
achame will simply pay this amount, and tlhat at the end of the
two years they will allow the policy to drop, and consequently
that they will thus have secured two years insurance at an ex-
ceptionally cheap rate. To this the company simply reply that
an insurer able to pay the premium on a $20,000 policy for two
years in advance is hardly likely to sacrifice so large asuni lightly,
and fulrther that, if lie should du so, they are fully covered from
loss by the fact that the agent is only paid bis commission on
the actual preminum paid in, and that no division of profits or
surplus will be made until the year 1909; so that the accrued
profits by the tie the fret division je made will more than re-
pay then for the few insurers under Vie plan .who may drop
out in the interim. They argue that the majority of lapsed
policies lapse at the end of the first year, and that as the aver-
age age of insurers who are likely to take out policies for so large
a sum will ho in the vicinity of forty, the surn of the premiun
payable in advance will amount to $094; an amount too large
ta he lightly sacrificed.

As to whether this scheme eau ho held to he a violation of
the anti-rebate laws, as Commissioner Merrill insista, is a ques-
tion that seems most difficult to decide. Mr. Merrill calls it a
device for rebating a large part of the second annual premium
of a level premium contract and spreading .the deficiericy thus
caused over the whole future of the policy, and thus incorporat-
ing in the most insidious form the credit system of assessjment-.
iem, by furnishing that portion of the insurance upon credit,
thus burdening the whole future for something that has already
been had and enjoyed, and abandoning by so much the advance
premiu-n theory and replacing it with the plan of the co.oper-
atives, always heretofore regarded and declared by the Old Lins
companies, as vicions, inconsistent and incompatible with the

iii -
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sonnd principles of life insurance; but we must confes@ the general
public do not regard it in that light. Totheir idaas, and possibly
to those of most of our insurance men, it is just as legitimate to
issue a policy with different grades of payment as it is te issue
a policy with preniums payable in one, five, ton, fifteen, or
twenty years, all of which premiuis are different from the or-
dinary life premium, paynent of which l to be continued
tirougli life. The Actuarial '.text books give examples of de-
creasing premiunms and also of increasing premiums, and the
premuiurms of this policy corne fulfly within the principle that an
increasing premiun is legitimate, provided eaclh preminium paid
(including the tiret) is suflicient to cover the actual risk to be
carried until the payîment of the next premium. 0f course the
insuring public nay be wrong in these views from a legal point
of view; but as it is upon their support that the new scheme
must rest, we eau only surbnit that their opinion is of infinitely
more value to the company than that of Commissioner Merrill.

Tiere is absolhtely notlhing in the policy either covered or
secret. Its full text has beau advertised in recent papers.
It appeals oily to a special and limited class of insurers, and is
only issued for an amount involving a premium paymentbeyond
the means of the ordinary insurer. In fact it is a special policy
offering advantages to a certain chass which have never before
beau combined to our knowledge. At the saine time it does so
on a plain and business-like basis in which the chances of profit
and losa have been rigidly calculated and are frankly stated to
the public. Under theso cireumstances we could hardly pro.
nounce it to be illegitimate, and although we should certainly
look askcance at snch a scheme were it proposed to render it ap-
plicable to ordinary policies, we cannot agree with Commissioner
lerrill that it i iin any way an infringement of the principles.

of straiglit insurance, if ve take into consideration the conditions
and the cash liuit unider which the policy is issued.

SURPLUS CAilITAL AND ITS INVESTMENT.
Since tle construction of the Canadian Pacifie railway, the

chief eflorts to attract the investmet of Englisli capital within
the borders of the Dominion seom to have been made by the
promotors of bogue enterprises, calculated to destroy the grow-
ing confidence whiclih was being manifested abroad in the
resources of Canada and the integrity and business ability of
our people. Wo have no intention at present of referring again
to the Anticosti colonization bubble, or to the wonderful but
mîisleading prospectus of the Three Rivers live stock scheme,
but ratlier to point out the advantages which would accrue if
British investments in solid Canadian enterprises and works of
various kinds were encouraged.

The imnproved and activt state of trade in Great 1Britain,
together wvith other causes previously mentioned, have caused
renewed speculative confidence to an extent not known for
many years. Miillions of money have been lot loose, as it were,
for investnent all over the world. In 1888 the aggregate
aimount of eapital subcriel to loans and companies of all
descriptionîs amount.ed to $SUO,7d5,000, and last year (1889) the
total was nearly $100,000,000 more. This addition is almost
alarminig, but is explained by the large increase in trust, loan,
finance and dolenture conpanies. The rapid expansion will be
seen ou referonce te the totale of previous years. The figures
are: 18841, $',545,155,000; 1SS5, $3S9,760,000; 1886, $505,370,000;
and 1887, $480,330,00. The dillicilty in finding individual pay-
ing inlvestments and the benefits of concentration of capital, have
led te these great accu mulations of wealth by the companies,
aid thtese latter are now at that pass wlien they muet seek for
and compete for suitable means of investient. The unsettled
state of Europeanî polities hs natuirally directed attention to
north and soutli Almerica, and the purchases of property and
securities in the United States, above the average, have been
very large. low thiese mille and factories can be made to pay
when the old owners are in a position to build niew works with
inproved. nmaehinery, romains te bs been. It is certain that
guarantees and the nominal retention of part interest by the
previous proprietors, cen bu avoided. it may b observed that
the gigaintie l corners " which have been Lalked about, appear te
have lad little foundation, outside of the efforts of British
capital to seek einployment. The amount already drawn
annually by Great Britain fromi the United States, in the shape
of interest, ls enormous, and bas been placed et as high a figure
as $35,000,000 and over.

The caroful policy pursued with the investments in the
United States and their permanent character, are- worthy of

remark. There has been no speculative fever, in the usual
sense of the teri, but rather a keen bunt after the real and
substantial. The promoters have not attempted to embark in
new enterprises, however safe the se curity offered, but have
hungered after something already posSsesing an earning power
which would return interest immediately, even if small. Large
sums bave been paid for the best induetrial establishments in
tho country, and commissions to middle men and legal expenses
have absorbed many thousands of dollars. The riska under-
taken and the expenses incurred, offer no comparison, however,
to previeus British ventures, such as the huge trading and
colonization companies in South America, Asie, Africa, and in
fact all over the world. Millions of British money have been
sunk in foreign railways, mines, government bonds, etc., which
were more or less of risky or speculative character and. yielded
little or no return, and the real cause of more than one "little
war " has been the protection of bondholders and investors. No
donbt if the subscribers to the big English loan and trust com-
panies had more voice in the disposition of their capital, such
strange risks would not be undertaken as have been entered
upon in some foreign countries.

The mines, forests, fisheries, agricultural wealth and possible
industriel enterprises of Canada, offer many safe investments
for British surplus capital. Our foreign trade could alse be
extended by shipping facilities to distant ports not now touched
at, but which apparently offer an exchange of products. The
ranches, forests, fisheries and mines of the North-West and the
Pacifie offer new ground; but less venturesome forme of safe
investment are plentiful in the older provinces. A project, now
under consideration by practival mon, is to divert the bulk of
the American expert trade in cattle to the St. Lawrence. It is
proposed te build large yards for isolation and quarantine at
Longue Pointe and Longueuil, below Montreal, so as to prevent
danger of infection te Canadian cattle carried over on the saine
steamers. It it claimed that no more danger will be incurred by
this method than under the present system, and it is w'ell
known that Canadian steamers carry American cattle from
A.merican prts during the winter monthe. This scheme must
net be confounded with the Tliree lUivers live stock speculation,
but is merely cit"d a% one example in which surplus capital
could be profitably employed. Millions of dollars might also
seek safeemployment in connection with the enormous waste
of water power in the Lachine rapide above this city. The city
could be supplied with cheap light and with all the power
needed for its numerous factories from this source, and niew
mille and elevators-might be put into succesaful operation. Ship-

ping men are also of opinion that a dry-dock te accommodate
th1e largest ocean steameships is badly needed at this port, and
could be maile to pay.

A complets suburban system of railways te all the surround-
ing parishes, north, soutb, east and west, is rapidly becoming a
necemsity, in view of the high cost of living in the city. If the
prejudice of the sbipping interest against a low level rail and
general purposes bridge at St. Helen's island could be overcome,
a succesaful development would be possible to the south. Itis a

pity that surplus and usoless capital is net being employed in
some of the directions we have indicated.

SHIP CANALS.
The civie voting held a few weeks ago in Chicago for the

election nf commissioners te devise and execute plans for the
building of the large sbip canal froi Lake Michigan to the
Illinois river and the Mississippi, according te recont Act of the
State Legislature, which Canal is to serve the double purpose of
connecting the upper lakes with the Golf of Mexice and of
affording suficient drainage te the city of Chicago ,is the last
of a series of similar gigantie undertakings on both sides of the
Atlantie. Arecentissue of the transactions of the Society of Civil
Engineers, noticed in the New York papers, centaine a remark.
able collection of those plans for the projection of ship canals.
The London Spectamlor takes up the subject, and hazards the state-
ment that there ls every likelihood that the next generation
may see a large return to water-transport, though of a kind very
different from that made use of by our grandfathers.

The old idea of a canal was a narrow, shallow watArway, on
which could be floated small barges drawn by horses or mules
from the banks. The Bhip canal of the present day is a deep
bighway, along which the largest ships eau continue theirocean
voyages,-practically arme of the sec stretching far inland among
the towns and villages. The ship canal, says the Spectator,
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brings the sea wherever conamerce wants it to ha brought, and
hence offrs advanrtages for ail beavy goods which no railways
can ever possess. The schemes, now aither in actualpreparation
or la contemplation, are of two kinds. First, thos, referred to
above for turuiug inland chies into seaports, and next those for
making ocean short cuts behind peninsulas and angles of land.
Thé Manchester ship canal in England is one of the most im-
portant of.this kind, and ils compleCtion la now a matter of less
than a couple of years. Should it fulfil the expectations of the
promoters, there will doubtles be other undertakings of the
same kind attompted in England. Birmingham la already con-
templating something of the kind by way of Bristol or the
Trent. Sheffield is also looking forward to connecting berself
with the port of Goole. It is of peculiar importanoe to the in-
land centres of commere inu England that transportation neces-
sitate but one act of embarkation and one of disembarkation.
The Spector says: " It la of course conceivable that the railway
system o the world might be completed in the next thirty
years, and that the lines might run almost continuously around
the earth, but the cost of that mode of transport would still re-
main probibitory."

Of schemes for shortening the ocean routes, there are numer-
ous under consideration* Many of them are doubtless quite
chimerical. It is proposed, for instance, to cut a canal between
Galway and Dublin, running right across Ireland, in order to
shorten the journey from this side of the Atlantic to ports on
the Irish Sea or St. George's Channel. It would surely be a
gigantic undertakiug that would enable such a steamer as the
Parisian of the Allan Line to steam acrosa this short cut. An-
other la for a canal between Newcastle-on-Tyne and the Solway
Firth. The length of the route between the North American
colat cities and the ports of Germany, Holland and Belgium
would be greatly curtailed by this cut, but the Society of Civil
Engineera recommenda rather the conversion of the existing
canal between the Clyde and the Forth into a highway for
ships, which:they claim were a matter of no great diilicnlty,
and not likely to cost more than a couple of millions sterling.
This would make Glasgow a port on the German Ocean as well
as on the Atlantic, and the canal would he but 35 miles long.
This is not unlikely to be done, if only for strategical purposes
in case of a rupture with any of the continental powe-s, as i
would-enable the British Government to avoici the route of
several hundred miles around Scotland to reach the German
Ocean. Another plan for making short cuts through England,
la that for connecting Bridgewater Bay with the Enrlish Chan-
nel by a canal through Somerset and Dorset, by which it je said
ail the steam coai traflic between Cardiff and London would he
secured to that route, as it would save the Walsh colliers some
three hundred miles of steaming around the Land's End and
the Downn.
. One of the most practical schemes, bowever, is that knowu
as the Holstein Canal, which la already in course of construction
for the purpose of joining the Baltic to the North Sea, and mak-
ing Denmark and part of Holstein an island. This canal is to hb
sixty miles long, the water to have the Same level as the Baltic
The depth will be one foot deeper than our St. Peter's Channel
or 28 feet, and the bottom width 86 feet,-dimensions whici
will enable it to accommodate double the tonnage capacity o
the Suez Canal. This will give to Germany the key of the Bal
tic, and avoid the dangerous Passage around the nlorthi point o
Denmark, responsible for an average yearly destruction of abou
200 sailing vessels. This canal, it ls claimed, will almost double
the efficiency and fighting power of the ,German fent. France

as it in contemnplation, on the other band, to make a shil
canal, which will ènable her to combine ber Atlantic and
Mediterranean fleets muòh in the same way. This is simply t
enlarge Colbert's fanous Languedoc Canal, which connects tha
Bay of Biscay along the valley of the Garonne with the Gulf o
Lyons. This would save ships between the North Atlantic aný
the Mediterranean, a voyage of several hundred miles around
Spain and Portugal, and would enable France to render th
blookade of ber ports almost an impossibility.

De Lesseps, not disheartened by the failure of the Panam
schneme, bas obtained from the King of Siam permission to- eu
a canal across the isthmus of Malacca, which would save 5o
miles of the Indian Ocean route between Europe and China
Referring to the Isthmus of Panama, the Apecator says :-" lt
just possible that the Panama Canal may after aIl be finished
In that case we shall haye two canals competing with each othe
for the traffile of the Pacific Ocean. Who knows too that som

day they may not both pay their shareholders as good dividends
as do the three rival railway companies, whose lines run be-
tween London and Edinburgh ?" The Nicaragua Canal la likely
yet to be completed before the Panama Canal. It is proposed
also by the United States to cut a canal through the peninsula
of Florida by way of the St. John and Oeklawaha rivers to the
Bay of Tampa. Other schemes are for a waterway to save
vassale the nacessity of rounding Cape Cod, one for connecting
New York and Delaware Bay and another for joining Delaware
Bay with Chesapeake Bay. Our almost historical scheme of
for connecting Lake Ontario near Toronto with Georgian Bay
has been shelved for many years, and is not likely to be taken
down again at a verv early date.

THE WEATHER AND TRADKE.
The influence of the weather upon the course of trade has

never been more marked than during the past few monthe.
The unprecedented mildness of the winter las reduced the
demand for woollen and heavy goods so far below that ordin-
arily looked for, that it now seems certain that an uncomfort-
ably large proportion of the woollen fabrica purchased by our
retail dry goods houses must be carried over until next season.
Fortunately for Canadian trade, woollen goods will be unusually
good stock to carry over this year; Since hie cours3 of prices in
this important staple is so evidently upwards that it is nearly
certain that, even allowing for los of interest upon their cost
and for a due proportion of shopwear and damage, storekeepers
will find their present stock of woollens a profitable investment
by the time next winter is upon us. Up to the present, the
mildnesas and uncertainty of the winter bas had little or no
deleterious affect upon labor or wages.. In fact, In the case of the
building trade, it bas been a distinct advantage, in th~at it bas
permitted the continuance of building operations long after the
period at which the winter cold usually probibita their further
prosecution, and thus bas been a direct source of benefit, both
to the laboring classes and to the owners of real esiate.

But, althougb, the mild and uncertain winter bas thus in-
flicted comparatively slight loss upon Canadian business
interests, our neigi.bors nross the line cannot boast of Similar
good fortune. In fact upon fully 20,000 miners in the anthracite
coal region the warm weather bas practically entailed starva-
tion, with the necessary concomitant that the storekeepers,
whose business depends upon their ability to buy and to pay
for their goods when bought, are reduced to gavera straits to get
along. Of late the larger coal companies have been rushing
coal to market until the stocks on band amount to several
hundred thousaud tons-a quantity quite sullicient to carry the
market over, even if a long and severe spell of cold ahould set
in. At present there is no indication or likelihood of such a
speil satting ln, and therafore the companies ara diechsrging
thaeir men rigbt and lait, With Vary littla bopas of re-eugaging

TRADING -UNDER COVER.

The recent failure of a firin of boot and she manufacturera of
this city, in which the wife of an undischarged insolvent did
business in lier husband'a name, showed conclusively the neces-
sity of remodelling the present clause of the Civil Code which
exempts women in business for theinselves, under tir
liusband's nane, frein arrest on capias. lit tIis case the wife,
acting doubtless under her hsstband's advice, refused te make
an abandonrient of lier property on hie demand et her creditors
and based ier refusai on the ground that, as ese was net liable
te imprisonment qunder the Civil Code, ahe could net be punished
for net complying with the demand, and therefore could do as
sihe liked. lit this inpudent assertion sIe was borne out by the
judge who hield that, although the case exposed a great hard-
ehip, the law pointed out no means of redreas.

The question now is whether this exemption of the female
trader frott the action of a capias is net a direct infringement of
the rigits oft te creditors; inasnuch as it enables the female
debtor te praetically defy their demand for an assignment since
iL provides no imeans for compelling lier te accede thereto; and,
furthermore, whether the law should net be amended se as te
make both male and female debtors liable te the same disabili-
ties. No dotilî when this article of tie code was first framned
tie idea of its comupi lors was te frac women traders, legitimately
suich, fron the puiisliments awarded te recalcitrant mule
dotors, imunder lite idea that their liabilities would of necessity
be les, iu view of the very limited field open te the female
trader, and thal their insolveney wouid lit the generality of cases
bu the legitimate outcome of adversity and net an attempt te
procure a fresh start il business at the expense of teir
creditors.

Unfortui1ately, lowever, for te ends of justice, the average
female trader of this Provincei has never seen the inside of a
business ollice-save when visiting her iusbatd. lI nine cases
out of taie site is simnply tit stalking Itorse uinder cover of which
sotme und.ischarged insolvent is enabled te continue business,
and thus defy his creditors. Under those circuinstances te
grant the feanle trader imitnity froin the putniaiment awarded
te tie male, is simply te permit a class of dishonorable insol-
vents te evade liabilities te which the honorable but unfortunate
trader is fiable, or in oter words te grant te hims a privilege net
oxtended to his more honorable comnpetitor.

Undor these circiiiistances it lias bee resolved te endeavor
to petition for a change in tie Civil Coell, whereby ite male
trader and the female shall stand ipon tie sane basis, and ha
liable te the sane painsand penallies. To thitis end a letter lias
been placed before tie President of the Board of Trade asking
him to aouind mercaitile opin loti on the subject of tie prouosed
change, adil it is te h ioped that those of Our commercial
lieuses who have bein victiimsized by men doing business under
their Nwives' ntnes wil net iesitate to place thenselves on
record in the malter.

Lyman carried on the business. In 1836 Mr. William Hedge retired
and Messrs. Benjamin, Henry and W. Lyman formed the firm of
William Lyman & Co. The Toronto house was then organized
under the name of J. W. Brent & Co., by his brothers William and
Benjamin and the late Mr. Brenit. The two firms have since continued
te the present time with the added assistance of Messrs. Alfred Savage,
W. H Clare, D. B. Macpherson, D. A. Lyman, Alex. Manson, Charles
Lyman, and his sons and Mr. Henry Miles. Mr. W Lyman retired in
1855 and M1r. Savage went !ito the firin. He retired in 1860.

Mr. Lyman, though bora in Vermont, was able to claim British
ancestry, as his father was born in Northampton, Mass., six years ha-
fore the declaration of independence. l 1815 his family moved to
Montreal, where they remained for twelve years, returning in 1827 to
a farin near Northampton. There Mr. Henry Lyman spent two years
in study, coming back te Montreal in 1829 and entering the house of
Hedge & Lyman as apprentice. The other partners, who have so
faithfully shared in Mr. Henry Lyman's labors, were by no means for-
got:en by their employeus, and their speeches in reply to the toasts
tendered them were still another indication of the good feeling that
obtains among all who are engaged in worklng for the firm.

It must have beu a pleasure for the had of the firm to look about
him and reulize that honest business methods do not alienate em-
ployees or conipetitors in the trade; and it must have been no
less te the many wlo were once associated with Mr. Lyman, but are
now working for themselves, to know that, as of old, the feeling of
friendliness pervades every department of the establishment of Lyman,
Sons & Co.

A TRUE BONANZA.

If we may judge from the 'strictly private and confidential"
circuler issued by two western carriage makers, these gentlemen are
nut only de..irous of starting in business as buggy manufacturers, but
are also auxious to act as benefactors te the world at large. No more
labor i No more hard toil for a weekly pittance I By simply invest-
ing in the joint stock company promoted by these benevolent gentle-
men, the circular informs us that "for every one dollar of capital
stock perchased at 331 cents, the stockholder will receive a net profit
of 200 per cent. on the money he has invested." Just how this is te
be brought about appears at first te be extremely vague; but the
circuler goes on te make this ail clear by remarking: i'Why?
Because ail manufacturera are crowded witi an Over production, and
the one great question of the day is, iow shall they dispose of their
stock ?"

This, of course, explains the hiatus in the arithmetical part of the
calculation, and shows exactly iow it is tihat an investor buving a
share at one-third of Its face value et once makes 200 per cent. profit
on his capital. It is simply beecause manufacturers generally are
over.crowded with stock. Nothing could be clearer than this I -

Going on a little further in the circular, w6 come upon other
figures in whici the rosy anticipations of hope are spoken of as tang-
ible profit. An elaborate calculation shows that the cost of making
16 buggies a wek would b 490.40. To this is te be added labor te
the extent of $105.50, and tihe cost of appointing four agents, which
is estimated et $100. This makes a.total of $695 90. Now these
buggies are to be sold for $960, and in addition te this it is pointed
out that two general agents of ordinary abilities will every week
appoint two agents each, or seli te them aelgit shares of stock, and,
thertfore, $800 per week is added te the profits; se that the net
profit over ail expenses par week is totalled up as $1064 on an
expenditure of $69G. The promoters of the proposed company go
farther than this, and argue tbat if two agents can sell $800 worth of
stock per week, ten agents would sali $4,000, and, thus the profit of
the company would be five times as large. Precisely; but if the
amoutt of profit is te thus increase exactly in proportion te the
number of agents employed, why stop aIt ten? Why net employ a
hundred; in which case the returns wouild be $40,00o per week; or a
thousand, and rake in $400,000 ? Why this timidity in appointing
agents when every canvasser will turn lu $400 per week ? Can it b
that that they do net wish the shareholders te become millionaires
too rapidly ?

As te the country agents, who are each te buy eight shares of
stock, they are te be little less blest than tite fortunato shareholders.
For every two shares the country agent buys, he is te be shipped
four top buggies as security for his money, and in addition is te
receive a salary of $80 per menth, providing lie sells the four during
the period. Thus (the circular says) I'he participates -as a stock-
holder li the margin of profits between wholesale and retail prices,
enjoys two sources of profit and for every four buggies he selle ut $80
each ho virtually raises the value of his own stock 100 per cent., less
the running expenses.".

At firt il is difficult for an outsider, accustomed only te ordinary
business transactione, te sec exactly how this reslt 18 arrived at;
but when we find that the promoters ask a few lines lower, "Shall we
stubmit this te the criticism of old carriage makers ?" and then go on
te rouly ln italies, tgWe say no, emphatically;" we feel thit we must
trust them "aIl la ail or net et aIl,y and that te apply the cold,
practical testd Of common sense te se roseate a setome would be
simply profaînation. No commonplace arithmetic could be applicable
to such daring calculations, and, therefore, we eau only congratulate
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our citizons on the Golconda now presented to their dazzled vision,
and entreat them ta save.up all their loose dimes in order to launch
themselves upon this new and easy short-cut to wealth ;and pros-
perity.

A NEW EXTRADITION TREATY.

AN OrwAwà despatch says :-A copy of the draft of an extradition
treaty agreed upon by Lord Salisbury and the American Minister in

Londou for submission to the various legislative bodies for sanction
has bea'forwarded to the Governor-General from the F, oreign office

and handei by him ta Hon. Joseph Chapleau, Secretary of State.
The treaty bas beau confidentially communicated, and its precise

text cannot, therefore, h made public, but it may suffice ta give a

synopsis of its main provisions. It is drafted as an extension of the

Ashburton Treaty of 1842.
The portion of the treaty which deals with extradition is comprised

in article 10. The crimes mentioned ini that section as extraditable

are murder, assault with intent ta commit murder, piracy, arson, rob-
bery, forgery and utterance of forged paper.

The new treaty recites that i Whereas it is desired by Her Britan.
nie Majesty aid the United States of America that the provisions of
of said article 10 should embrace certain other crimes not therein
specified, therefore the high contracting parties, after conferences
between Lord Salisbury and blinister Lincoln, Lad agreed that the foi-
iowing crimes, in addition to those mentioned ln article 10, should Le
lenceforth extraditable-namely, attempt or conspiracy ta murder,
manslaughter, counterfeiting or altering money and uttering counter-
feit or altered money, burglary, embezzlement or larceny of any sum
or article of the value of $50 and upward, rape or indecent assault on
females, malicious injury ta property whereby the life of auy person
is endangered; criminal scuttling or destroying vessels on the high
sens or on the great lakes of North America, or attempting or conspi-
ring ta do so; assault on board a vessel on the high seas or on the
great lakes of North America with intent ta destroy life or to do
grievous bodily barm.

Auy person whe has been convicted of any of these crimes, but
who bas not served his sentence, shall be extraditable. The treaty
shall not have retrospective force, that is, it will not apply to crimes
committed bafore legislative sanetion bas bten given ta it,

Crimes of a political character are not to b included in its provi-
sions, and if the prisoner can show ta the court that the real object
of those making the requisition for his surrender is ta try him for a
political offence he shall bu set at liberty.

A fugitive criminal who bas beau acquited of the charge for which
extradition was sought shalil not b tried for any other offence coum-
mitted prior ta the date of his extradition until he bas tirst had an
opportunity of returning ta the country froi which ha was extradited.

The treaty may be terminated by notification fron either of the
contracting powers.

THE BANKERS' MEETING.

Tho meeting of bankers to which -we referred in our hast issue
took place in the Board Boom of the Merchants' Bank hore on Satur.
day last and was largely attended, nearly overy bank in the Dominion
being represented. The conference lasted about five hours and was
presided over by Senator Lewen, President of the Bank of New Bruns-
wick. MNr. Burn, Cashier of the Bank of Ottawa, acted as Secratary.
The results arrived at have not been made public but will, we under-
stand, he cofrmuunicated to the Governumeit in due course. It may b
presumned, however, that the several points ta which we referred lest
week¯were fully discussed, and that the amendinents ta the present
Banking Act, ta be recommended to the Government, will be such as
ta give greater security ta the public without crippling the banks in
their operations. We are informed that the discussions were con-
duc ced with much good feeling and that, except lu some minor points,
there was great unanimity as to the amendments required.

This is more especially as regards
works of art. The rich collections of painting and sculpture which
abound ln Paris, ta which ail Europe was one timo forced ta contri-
bute, afford excellent examples for the artist, whether his tool is brush
or ohisel. Canada is not wanting in aspirants and devotees who have
availed thenselves o. the advantages in this respect offered by the
Paris schools of art. Among themr le Phillippe Hebert, who by his
talents bas attained a high position,in the Academy of Arts lu that
city, M. Hebert le now engaged upon a group of Abenakis' Indians

ta he placed before the fountain in course of erection at the Parlis-
ment Buildings, Quebec, also on a statue of Jacques-Cartier, Morntcalm,
Lord Durham and others. The statuette of Sir Charles Tupper,
Canadian High Commissioner at London, England, is his latent work.
Sir Charles gave daily sittings for four weeks to the sculptor, and the
result is eminently sitisfactory. The statuette stands about 28 inches
in height. All who bave sean the copies, a limited number of which
are reproduced and for sale at art emporiums in the principal towns
and cities of Canada, pronounce it one of the finest works la the
realm of art, and are not surprised at the satisfaction expressed con-
cerning it by the worthy knight himself. Sir Charles in the statue
looks the statesman in avery linoament. There la a repose and a
reserve of power in the expression of the face and the poise of the
bead, with a stateliness and grace in the er!ct igure that recalls that
of Oanning or Pitt. Critics who have neyer sean or beard the original
cannot fait to ha impressed by it with the idea that tie affaire of Can-
ada at the great centre of the Empire are properly placed in the
hands of bim who conceived and planned the scheme for the building
of the great interoceauic railway, and with the appropriateness of the
legeand on the pedestal of the statuette-" to keep in view every
measure that will conduce ta the rapid piogress of Canada," au
extraet fron one of Sir Oharles' own speeches. The idea of the statue
was conceived by Mr. W. 0. Archibald, for the last few years connected
with the field-staff of the JOURNAL oF CouMEnm. The work ie only
just completed and is for sale at the low price of twenty dollars.

moral hazard be not looked after. Transient traders and morchanta
of poor reputation with unsaleable stocks should not be insured in
either short or annual risks. Each agent should carefully examine
hie company's register before satisfying hîimself of the moral hazard
of any particular risk. .

Dar GeoDs.-We cannot speak of business
in dry goods lines as being good, or assert
that the prospects for the immediate future
are in any way promising.

(instead of money) requests for a 30 or 60
day renewal. Up West there is very little
snow, the roade are b id, and farmers have but
little to soli, even if. they could get it to
market. Not only vas the.crop a poor one,
but prices for farim produce bave ruled low,
and, as a consequence, farmers have bought
as little as possible and with the help of a
mild open winter have been enabled ta buy
less than our lowest previous estimates. It
seems now certain that most retailers will
have ta carry considerable quantities of heavy
goods over to next winter, and that although,
this yeat, woollens ought to be good stock to
carry, yet the lack of sales bas discouraged
traders and bas crippled their cash balances.
Travellers are only doing fairly well. .Now
and then a good order is sent in; but as a
rule the orders are only moderate, and as the
leading wholesalers are now scrutinizing
risks pretty closely, no one feels auxious ta
fill a certain clase of orders until the outlook
for trade Improves. An- unbealthy- feature of
the trade is the fact that of late Western firms
getting into difficulties bave preferred ta ab-
scond insteadof making an assignment. Two
or three.instances have of late come under our
notice where the insolvents bave simply
skipped beyond the lina Instead- of meeting
and facing their crditors liken In, fact
it looks as if this were going to b the popu-
lar style this winter.
