-A REDUcTION from 'i; francs to 5 francs bas bea made in
the Italian wheat duties. The distress in that country could be
only partially alleviated if wheat importa were free. But stand.
ing armies and extravagant naval defences must be sustained
somehow, and whilst this really progressive nation, judged by
the standard of industry reuched in recent years, is starving,
wealth is being lavishly squandered in the ambitious attempt to
keep in the swim with the other great powers. It la Cleopatra
swallowing pearls broüght up to date.

-LEvI Z. LEITEJ bas completed negotiations with the North-
western Mutual Life Insurance Company of Chicago for a loan
of $3,000,000 for ten years at 4 per cent. The security consiste
of a number of the moet valuiable pieces of business property in
the pork city. In completing details of the loan Mr. Leiter ln-
formed the agents of the Northwestern that lie would probably
require further advances of about $3,500,000 or $4,000,000. The
money borrowed by Mr. Laiter wIll go loward the liquidation of
the debt incurred by his son, Joseph Leiter, in wheat specula-
tion. Leiter fels, whose share in the estate of hie father before
he began hie "dizzy" career a year ago, was anywhere between
two and three million dollars, is now eut off with less than the
proverbial shilling. Mr. Leiter's notice that he would probably
require between $6,000,000 and $7,000,000 in loans on his pro-
perty la taken ta Indicate that this amoant is over and above the
son's fortune. The fallen wheat king le however a young man,
and with hie undoubted ability he le not altogether bereft of
capital.

DRY GOODS NOTES.
The Japan market for yarns and grey shirtings is, accord ing to

last advices, "absoluteiy stagnant and without signa of improve-
ment, notwithstanding the high values quoted from Manchester."
Fancy cottons and woollens:also remain "absolutely dead."

The newest vicuna cloths are wide diagonale of very fine soft
wool, roughly woven, l a single color, suoh as grey, bine, or
fawn, and notably i navy blue, or else ln two shades of a color.

Pink in every tint and tone will be in great use this autumn
and winter for evening wear, trimmingd and linings.

The prospects for a good straw crop in China have been frus.
trated by continuous drought and unusual heat, consequently the
outlook for China matting is for dearer prices. Hong Kong
advices to hand state quotations to be as follows :-40-45 lbs, 2
jt fancy 7%c; 50 55 lbs. 2 yards jt fancy, 8%c; fancy jtless un.
palmed Oc; 00-65 Ibs, 2 yards jt fancy. 9%e ; fancy jtless un-
palmued 10o ; 70-75 lbs, 2 yards jl fancy, 12 to 13c; fancy jtle8s
palmed, 15!1c; du unpalmed, 12 to 12Vc; 80-85 lbs, 2 yards jt
fancy, 153c; fancy jtless palmed 18e; do unpalmed 14X c; 90-95
lbs, fancy.jtless palmed 20c; superflue fancy jtless palmed, 22%c;
damask, fancy jtless palmed, 25c.

Reports fromn Barnsley say that the trade in linens continues
of a steady character. Manufacturers still fdnd the best class of
guods quiet. In medium quality linens the lnquiry is very fair
and practically covers ail the season's goods. Sheetinge, bed
linens, table goods and ail descriptions of towellings are well
inquired after, while cheap goods aiso are selling rather better.

Reports current at Lawrence, Mass., say that the mills there
will shut down in a couple of weeks. This will affect between
3,000 and 0,000 operatives.

Retailers are now marking down fancy hosiery, which would
seem to indicate that these goods are not passing into con-
sumption wlth the freedom that retailers would like to see.
Mttany lines of goods that formerly retalied at around $1 can now
be bought at 75c, these comprising fancy plaids and stripes in a
variety of colors.

July cheap sales are the feature at the leading departmental
stores, millinery predominating in the "slaughter" with shirt
waists a close second. These semi-annual clearance sales more
usually than not comprise a collection of old stock whieh it is
imperative to move. IL le an indication of the times therefore
that leading retailers are making a new departure in this re-
spect, and that the goods shown, are in the majority of cases
such apparel, stuffs and textiles as are appropriate to be worn
between now and the advent of fall. Shoppers thus In getting
the reductions. aso get the gonds they want for immediate wear.
In other words discount sales are being held before and nt
after the " dog days."

-with limited enquiry."

Yokohama advices June 15th, as to the raw silk market state,
rather more demand for Europe and holders seem very willing
to dispose of their old stock before the new Cocoons come on the
market.

GROCERY NOTES.

Advices from Yokohama June 15th state regarding the tea mar-
ket thereo, Business has been more or less demoralized during
the last week owing to the Duty taking immediate effect instead of
on July lt as reported last, settlemnents during the interval an-
ounting only to 5,886 piculs. Prices have declined about 4 to 5
yen per picul and yet low grades are dearer than they were at
this:lime last season. There is a large stock on offer, composed
mainly of medium and lower grades. Closing quotations:-
Good common, 17 to 18 yen; medium, 19 to 20 yen; good medium,
21 to 22 yen; fine, 28 to 24 yen; finest, 25 to 26 yen; choice, 27 to
28 yen; choicest 80 yen and upward. Total settlement of the
season to date amount to 102,063 piculs against 111,457 piculs at
corresponding date last year. Shipments of tea to Canada, cur-
rent season, 203,771 pounds. None exported June 7th to 15th.

Out of 81,003 packages of tea entered for examination at New
York during June, 1,205 packages were refused, consisting of

1,107 packages Pingsuey and 38 packages country greens; 7,023
packages Japan tea passed with a clear bill of health. This
showing supports the remarks in our editorial of last week upon
the question of tea standards, ln which we pointed ont the un-
fair proposition of placing Japans at 12e and under in the cate-
gory of tas requiring analytical inspection at Ottawa, whilst
Pingsueys and Gunpowders at over 1l1 could bo admitted mere-
ly upon local inspection.

Five thousand te firers will be put out of employmnent in
Japan ln consequence of the duty upon tea in the U.S. Recon-
sideration le asked by tie Central Tes Guild, Yokohama,

Canadian packers have fixed prices of tomuatoes at 80c, peas75c
and corn 70c. Last year the bulk of the tomato pack sold at
65c, peas 60 or thereabouts, corn 55c. The large increase
naturally restricts business. Wholesalers are waiting for "some-
thing to torn up" which might modify present views.

Hamburg ls offering to ship 1897 California prunes to New
York. The scarcity there affords a profit to German holders.
Advices fron Bordeaux state that a very large crop of French
prunes is expected-much larger thau in reent years. French
growers and operators it is said have also corne 10 tahe conclusion
that under'ali circumstances they will have to offer fruit at low
prices sa as to regain export business whici has been lost to
themn during the past few years;

The supply of seeded raisins from the coast will likely be
much ampler this year, packers are making extensive arrange.
ments for machinery.

Southern rice crops indicate at present stage an abundant
yield. Cable advices report firmer European markets, particu-
larly for desirable grades, the report that Japan was again a
buyer in Burmai iaving a strengthening Influence.

An unexpected fresbet inthe Columbia river has been product-
ive of larger catches. Appearances now denote a much larger
run of fish than ln 1897.

It arose from a movenient inspired by the cool
judgment of politicians and of statesmuen, not by
popular sentiment, and ta no extent by a popular, pas-
sionate longing for unity. The wisdoimi, the inestim-
able advantages of Confederation can hardly be exag-
gerated, but iL is not in humian nature ta become en-
thusiastic over an event because of its ma-
terial value. To take an illustration from
comnion life; a married pair who lorg years ago were
wedded in all the enthusiasn of a deep affection will
keep their vedding day yearly through a long life vith
all festivity and joy, even though poverty and suffering
have dogged their footsteps since union; while another
pair, who were united for mere diplomatie reasons, as
fanily interests and the like, whose marriage led ta
wealth and honour, may be so alienated in heart as to
pass the wedding day unobserved. It is well to keep
up the Confederation anniversary, as it is well to keep
in grateful me-mory the wisdou and the patriotisn of
its founders, but to expect the observance to have any

profound influence in deepeuning the sense of our na-
tional unity is, we fear, as vain as iL is an unreasonable
hope. The consciousness of unity deepens as time and
circumstances demonstrate its existexice, and as we be-
comle more and more intimately associated in national
enterprises which give activity aud inspiration ta united
efforts for the welfare of a common couitry.

The 411h of July celebration in the United States has
a totally different motive or impulse to that of Con-
federation Day. IL commnemorates a day whichi Ivas
the fruition of a people's hopes and egorts, of a move-
ment so general as to have enabled a small and scat-
tered commnunity to vanquislh the army of one of the
greatest powers of Europe, and compel ià ta abandon its
authority over then. Incependence Day lias its records
written iii the heart's blood of a people, the story of
Confederation is found ii blue books. We lament and
deplore the passionate entliusiasn with whuiel Inde-
pendence Day is celebrated in the States as perpetua-
ting the imîemory of a sanguinary quarrel with our
common notier country, and as inispiring unfriendly
sentiments against Great Britain, but ve cannot but
see how natural is such enthusiasm in a people vho
share our love of liberty, and independence, and passion
for self-government. Happily the 4t of -1 uly is this
year being marked by a kindlier sentiment towards the
inother land. Our A mrie cousins, are now recog-

nizing the injustice of prejudices and ill-vill being
shown towards the British of this age, who are to no
extent responsible for, or blameable for, the follies of
their ancestors which led up to Independence Day.
Great ßritain lias no quarrel vith the States over their
revolt in the last century, nor the slightest desire to
know anything about it except as an historie event.
Because their fathers quarrelled are the sons to be
enemies? Is net such inberited animîosity identical
with the barbarous customs of Corsica, vhere blood
feuds pass on fron generation to generation like a
family estate ? No American lias ever condemned the
authors of the civil war whiclh ended in the lauling
down of the Union Jack over the United States more
eloquently, or more vehemently than nunbers of dis-
tinguished British statesnen and historians.

The greatest of English statesmen, Pitt, who was the
idol of the people, exclaiied in Parliament, "Sir, I ami
told that A merica is obstinate ! America is aluost in
open rebellion ! Sir, I rejoice th at A merica bas resisted
Three millions of people so dead to all feelings of
liberty as voluntarily to subiiit to be slaves vould have

been fit instruments to make slaves of the rest." The
)eoj)le of England never had any quarrel vith thepeople

of the States, why then should the American people
display liard feelings against the British people ? Such
feelings are irrational as tley are based upon entire ig-
niotance of tleir own history. We rejoice thon over the
incoming of more intelligent relations between the
two peoples, and are glad indeed that tlis City sent a
splenfdid body of its vol unteers to participate in the
festivitiesof Independence Day at Portland, U.S., vhere
fo the houour of tiat city they were lonoured by the
hospitalities and courtesies becoming to a wclconie of
friends to friends.

TIE JIARBOUR IMPROVEMENT PLANS.

Acting on a joint report of the harbour and city Ci-
gineers the larbour Cominissioners have approved of a
slightly nodified plan 12a which is hciecforth to be
known as 12a2. The minor changes made are not
mlaterial, but the high level plan is again approved by
the majority of the Board and, for the present at least,
that feature is settled if consented to by the M1inister
of Public Worlks. The Minirter has always expressed
himself in favour of the low level, and his decision in,
this matter wvill miost likely sooin be made known.

We still remain firn in tlhe opinion that not only in,
the matter of first cost to the larbour, but also oving
tp tlie long interruptiQgl to the trade of the country,
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tiat must of necessity ensue should the high level
plan eventually be carried ont, the interests of the
barbour would best have been served by the low level.

'Tihe report of the two engineers labours to show that
the higi level will cost no more than the low level.
By iiixing up the two separate questiona of harbour
enlargenient and flood protection, and giving only the
total general figures this may be made to appear as
represented. It will take more than the general esti-
mate of what is called " works" in the coinparison of
each system as published in the daily papers, to con-
vince even the iost credulous that the tiree long and
wide piers can be raised up the additional twelve feet,
or so, except at a great cost of time and mnoney. Yet
it vas never intended that the city, in the first arrange-
ment, should pay for any part of the piers, but only
the extra cost of raising the shore wharves, and so it
reiliains. Wiy should 'the trade of the country be
made to pay for whiat, to it, is unnecessary in order to
save a large outlay to the city for a purely local pur-
pose ?

IL is well knownî tat the city engineer lias fron the
first been in favour of the high level-if indeed lie was
not the first to suggest it. Be that as it may that offi-
cial, who is fuill of strength and intelligence, has acted
ail through with consistency. He always had an eye to
the financial interests of the city and fronî a civic of-
ficial standpoint very properly so.

But there are different -ways of looling at this ques-
tion even fron a civic aspect. The city of Montreal
owes a great deal to the advantages it lias from Uie
prosperity of the harbour, which lias resulted fron the
foresighlt in deepening the clannel to Quebec. In-
steadl of throwir innecessary burdeus upon the har-
bour aithorities the truc liberal policy of the city
should be to help in every possible way to réduce the
charges in the harbour, and, as soon as possible, to
inake Monîtreal a free port in every sense of the word.
In this miatter the harbour enigineer is in an entirely
different position. lis proper business is assuredly to
consider the interests which lie is supposed to represent
and to safeguard. According to the report in the daily

papers he now signs a joint report advocating the Iigh
level in a form that, to say the least, is so misleading
that the public have a right to deniand from hlina de-
tailed estimate to show that he lias not sacrificed the
interests of the harbour for soume purpose not declared.

This action is the more remarkable at this tine b-
cause in the month of March 1888, only a few weeks
before lie reconuiended the high level-after blis ap-
parent convePrsion by the City Engineer, he stated in
an official report to the Hlarbour Coinmission-rs, in the
most cogent ternis that the high level-as proposed-
that is the level of Commissioners street-was out of
the question in the initerests of the harbour on account
of the uinnecessary cost, without any benefit to the
shipping interest, and ioreover no permanent sheds
could be placed ah that level any more than they could
on the low level. Yet we find as a matter of fact
this sane engincer in the joint report iow before is
states that with a level sote four feet below that of
Coitnnissioiers street, there will be ·no danger to per-
mîanent sheds erected on the wharves at the high level
as proposed. Consistency is genîerally admired, not
but that there nay somietimes bc a good and suflicient
reason for a change of opinionli uder certain circum-
stances, but in this parLicular there lias, so far as we

know, been no reason given for such a complete change
of front -as exists between that engineer's opinion as
expressed in March 1888, and wlat lie subscribed to a
few weeks later.

We are free to express the opinion thaI the hight
level will never be carried out notwithstanding what
has transpired within the last few days. It seems a folly
to expect that the iiproveimeuts as conteniplated can
be executed in the short time mnost people are led t
expect. If disappointment cornes, as it surely will,
after two or three years of the higli level effort, the
citizens of Montreal vill have only theinselves to
b)lamle. The Minister of Public WVorks will be blaine-
less in the inatter, so will the government engineers,
who in 1894 reported against the high level.

It is renarkable how iany otherwise sensible men
will allow their prejudice to overconie thpir comion
sense. If they would only reflect, and make some of
the simplest calculations for themselves, they would
realiso that only after the whole scheme is nearing
coipletion vill there be the desired flood protection,
and this will iost certainly be no sooner than froi
seven to eigit years hence. In the meantiine there
will be inextricable confusion for several years along
the whiole lengtlh of the central portion of the wharves,
as well as interruption of railway traffic between the
west and east end of the harbour, all which would
largely be avoided by the low level proposition.

It is just as well to look at the question squarely in
the face, so that those interested will know what to
expect. These large works are not going to be coin-
pleted in the short time nany persons have been led to
expect. We notice that the City Council have referred
the report of the engineers to their legal advisers for
an opinion as to the legal position created by the
change of the plans. That opinion mnay be looked for
in a few days when we may expect tbat the iviole of
the civil financial feature of this question to which we
have repeatedly called attention will be exposed and
open for discussion.

The works in the harbour must go on but it is the
part of wisdoi to make sure that the financial basis is
all right.

TIE COLLISION OF THE OLD WORLD
AND THE NEW.

The conîflict at Santiago symbolizes a movement the
extent and importance of whicli it is probable we who
are spectators are not able to fully realize. Though
"spectators sec most of the game," tlhere are ganes
played in the worid's arena which are too vast, too
conplicated, too long in reaclinîg any definite conclusion
for any oie generation to seo thent played out to a
finish, gamles indeed wiich, once started, develop in-
tricacies of novemient that have no end. The bownen
who fougit at -Iastings, or, as Freentan says, "Senlac,"
and the Normans and the Englisi who kiiew of the
struggle between Harold and William, could have had
no conception, of the results of that gaine on. the
destinies of France and England, which we are in-
fluenced by after a lapse of eight centuries.

The collision of the American Republic with an
Europeau m1oniarciy ieans nuch more than its avowed
object declares, or throws light upon. When the first
Englishi settlers started for Ainerica they carried with
then principles which were bound sooner or later to
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bring the new State they founded into conflict with
those obtaining in the represeitatives of the old
world. The former were iibued with the sentiments
of democracy ; with the ideas of a race to whom a love
of liberty was anu instinct ; and a passion for national
expansion whicl, when checked by the limits of any
land they might occupy, would send them out to
"swarm" in a wider sphere. The earlier European
settlers on this side the Atlantic had no such ideas, in-
stincts or passions. They beldnged to a race in whom
there is no political or moral yeast; they have not ac-
quired the art of self-government, consequently they
utterly fail in developing a colony on the lines of local
constitutional governinent, and their moral obtuseness
is evidenced by their most refined classes of both sexes,
delighting in bull fights where worse, more revolting
horrors are witùessed than those seen in heathen Rome,
such as horses disemboweled, and animals slaughtered
to make a holiday amusement.

The Anglo-Saxon and his congeners, and the
Spaniard with his, represent respectively the forces
which make for human progress, and the obstacles
such progress is impelled to remove by an irresistible in-

spiration. Spain has stood in the path of civilisation
and is finding out that resistance to such a power is
fatal. The direct actors in the punisliment of Spain
do not realize the profundity of the movement of wbich
they are part of the nachinery, any more than the
aucient bow'men at Battle Abbey knew they were
clearing the ground for the foundations of the Englisli
nation. The present war did not originate in lavana
haibour last spring, it bas been in preparation for
niany generations, and many future generations vill
be profoundly influenced by the conflict. America bas
burst through the cacoon stage of growth, it is no
longer an isolated nation, with a horizon no wider than
the limits of the Republic. Its eyes are literally "in
the ends of the earth," and its boundaries touch those
of almost every European power. The Monroe doc-
trine which only a few years ago nearly inspired a war
with Great Britain is now obsolete. Europe can now

play at its will on this side the Atlantie now Anerica
is having its fling across the Pacific and threatening to
bonbard European cities.

A writer in the Contemporary Review 'considers it in-
evitabl". that Cuba will be American territory in a few
years, as it is hopeless to expect Cuba to continue to be
self-governed after the war. With Cuba annexed
would come the necessity of seizing Puerto Rico, and
when these islands are acquired by the States, it is al-
most certain that Hayti which is sandwiched between
them cannot avoid their fate. With Cuba, iayti and

Puerto Rico in its power the Republic would dominate
the West Indies. The possession of those islands will
lead probably to a movement to acquire those of Eng-
land, France and Holland. Those islands are too in-
timately associated to be allowed to remain as they are,
dependencies of European monarchies, when they are
in such close contact with republican influences. They
will become the happy hunting ground of American

political propagandists and intriguers who will move
heaven and earth, and the third place also, to fomnent
discord looking to insurrections. The prospect of the

Stars and Stripes flying from so nany points in the

Antilles will give Europe miany "a bad quarter of an

hour," and if American enissaries are discovered to be

gtirring up sedition in the possessions of Holland and

France there vill be war ships seen in the' West Indies
which will iot rua into a harbour to get bottled up
like Cervera's lost fleet. The Panama route and Nic-
araguan canal questions will becone acute, and if a
Jingo is elected President, as is very likely, there will
be a chance given to test the enfente so inuch spoken of
between England and the States. The sudden appear-
ance of the American Republic as a power in the East
by possessing the Philippines, is a political revolution
even more momentous than the seizure of Cuba. The
great powers of Europe are now discussing in what way
to treat the new intruder into the area of the great
eastern question. T he German fleet is at Manilla not
merely to see the show, like a circus audience, nor are
the war ships of Russia and France hovering near f rom
idle curiosity. Russia may well reflect and ask: " If
America lias seized the Philippines in protest against
the despotism of Spain in Cuba, will not my autocratie
style of government excite the Republic to a similar
iovement against me ?" Unless America's right is
universally recognised to act as the Police Ollicer of.the
world, there will have to be a police force at its back
equal to the self imposed duty of keeping the peace
and discipliiiing nations which offend against Amorican
laws. When insurrections break out in Cuba and the
Philippines, after their seizure and subjugation by the
States, what is there to hinder European powers inter-
fering "in the name of humanity' and treating the Re-
publie to a dose of the physic it has given by main force
to Spain ?

The coming situation will be fraught with extreme
danger to the peace of the world. Mr. Goldwin Smith

considers the present cordiality of feeling in the States
towards England as inspired by fear, not by any truc
respect. le says "the gust of American friendship to-
wards England does not come from the natural and old-
time friends of England, but jingoes and tail-tvisters,"
who are showing it solely because of the need felt of
British support in the present war, which lie regards as
Lunprovoked, unnecessary and unjustifiable." Be this
as it may, under existing and inevitably future circuni-
stances-under any circunstances indeed-it is in the
highest degree desirable -for friendly relations of the
most cordial nature to be established and cultivated
between Great Britain and the United States.

Collision between the old world and the new is a
natüral outcome of the endless antagonism between
the forces of civilisation and the powers of political
darkness. But no such antagonism exists between the
two powers, Great Britain and America, which lead in
concert the van in every movement of freedom and of
intellectual and moral developient.

TRE ELECTRICAL ASSOCIATION MEETING.

Montreal is not only an especially attractive place
for conventions, but peculiarly appropriate for that of
the Canadian Electrical Convention, wbich was held a
few days ago. The works at the foot of thle Lachine
Rapids, and those at Chambly, constructed for the
generation of electricity, and its transmission for the
purposes of light and power are both enterprises of
singular interest to the devotees of electrical science in
Canada. They have had the problem to solve of frazil
or anchor-ice which even hydraulic engineers of repute
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regarded as insoluble. The formation of ice of this
kinid in nioving water seeied to tireaten permanent
obstruction to clectrie works which denand a steady,
continuons flow of water, the force of which lias to be
converted into electrical currents. llappily the didi-
culty bas bîeeII surinonted, and it is now knowii how
to protect works fromii this obstruction even under such
severe conditions as prevail during a Canadian winter.
The Lacline and Chambly enterprises afforded tLhe
electricians a mo.it valiable atid encouraing deion-
stration cf the methiiods for successfully removing ic
dread of frazil iec. They also saw iu operation the
transmission of a current for power and light over n
distance of mîany miles, to factories, mills, warehonses,
dwellings, chuirehes, and streets. Our factories have
proved the superior econiiomy of electric power over
steamr, one great advantage being the coidtnuity of the
supply of power at all hours,day and niglt, without any
of the delays and stoppages incidental to the use of
boilers. The electric currein t may make a duet with
the brook by singing, " I go on for ever," not liaving
to await the moveients cf a stoker or engineer, or be
subject to the necessary stoppages for cleanîing and
repairiig of boilers, belts or shafting. The introdue-
tion of electric lights iito liouses lias proved a more
chiarming improveienft than tlie change fromn canidles
to gas; the dangers; the defectiveniess ; the dirt ; the
destructiveniess ; the disagrecableness of wlhich scei
îîitolerable to .hose- wlo have been relieved from lhe mx
by eleclric lihs. Wien Dr. Dharwiii, a century ago,
wrote " Sooi shall t.hy power uronqurd steam" &c.,
lie never dreaii t of its being coiquered in one field by
a force whh hu lie k new oi ly as a muere scienîtiic toy.

ineg it at a ceitral mrket. The econiomy of such a
service to fariers wotiVd be chielly in saving them the
expenîse of lubilage and oss of time in driving to and
fi. Onc ofIset to [lese wouild he, having daily oppor-
tinities of dispatching freigli to market, iinstecd of
waitîig until a wcggio load was ready. Another
wou ld bc tlie more rapid transport of perishable pro-
duce, or produce desirable to bc placed in the market at
an early hour. Siigle baskets of dairy goods could bie
sent by farmers who could not iiow afford to dispatclh
so small a quantity. The administration of such a
service voild soi lie so organized as to be carried on
at a trilling cost. To districts id jaccent te large cities,
the freight [rallie on electric roads vould be large and
reimun erative when well arranged and worked. Mr.
Bunner explained a new style of waggon which, could
be placed on the electric rad after being loaded in the
country and trainslipped at the market. We, however,
do not share ilis sanguine estiimîate of Che value of this
device. lis table of the respective cost of mnoving a
load of one ton a distance of a mile witli different
pavenints is very valuable and suggestive, it reads as
follow:

MR. CHAMBüEtLAIN ON MR. CHAMBERLAIN.

If nienibers of Parliaient do not sec thcmuselves as
others sce them with a consequent freedoni from blun-
ders and foolisi notions, it is not fron any lack of sece-
ing their own lportraits as painted by a variety of poli-
tical artists. Probably their failure to recognize their
own features arises fromii the caricature eleient dis-
torting them, as is too commonliv the case vhen an
emiixent politiciau's portrait is drawn. by ai] unfriendly
band. In the celebrated speech made by the Hon. Mr.
Chiaiberlain in iirmingham, he rubbed the fur of the
Russian bear Ile wrong way of the grain, and declared,
with an emph;asis that vill be historie, in favour of
Great Britain drawing closer to the United States so as
to form an informal alliance betweenî the two countries
in the initerests of peace. This speech was attacked
with great vehemnence in the HIouse of Conions. One
speaker, Mr. Askwith, elicited great cheering by a
snart saying-for the louse dearly loves a biting
phrase-ie asked, " Has it cone to this, that England
is touting for alliances ?" One set of crities charged
Mr. Chamberlain with humbling the counîtry by court-
ing friends, while another set dcnouncCd hii for alien-
ating friends by his use of such proud defiances as the
phrase, " What we have we'll hoid !" That fainous
phrase bye the bye is a re-setting of one Lord Palmer-
ston used in 1842 wlhen lie said, " Never give Up any-
[bing," in allinding to the Ashburtoni Treaty and its un-
fortunate concessions to American guile and greed.
These two charges, thougli mu n tuallIy destructive, were
made the basis of a sharp attack ion the Goverinient's
foreign policy, especially in reference to China. Mr.
Cliamberlain parried the attack with masterly skill,
and struck back with deadly force. le declared that
the censures of the opposition were not directed against
the Government but against limînself as separate from
the Premier, whose policy was leclared to be opposed
to the ideas expressed in his own Birmingham speech.
le challenged then to say definitely who they wished
to censure, and not to leave Lord Salisbury and himiself
in doubt to their dying day as to who was the culprit
aimed at, The following is an excellent specimnen of
Mr. Chamuberlain's banteriig style in debate

"I hope I an ntet presumuptuous, but I aiii going to
miake an appeLI te the comonensse Of the right hon.
gentleman. (Laughter.) Is it expected that when a

menber of the Cabinet imakes a speech in the country
hie is to submit it beforehand to the Cabinet ? We do
unot all write our speeches-(Ministerial cheers)-and
it would be absurd to establish as a precedent that
every iember of a Cabinet is to be responsible for
every word and every phrase used by a zolleague. Lord
John Russell once said that if a Prime Minister differed
with a member of his Cabinet, the menber of
bis Cabinet resigned. That is the case still. (Laugh-
ter.) I have not resigned. (Cheers.) I iam not
cast out by my colleagues - (cheers) - and an
not rejected by the Priie Minister. (Cheers.) Thiere-
fore, there is the solidarity which has been referred to.
Ihbave heard of a Government in which the Prime
Minister was said to be not on speaking terms with one
of his principal colleagues. (Ministerial laughter.)
(alluding to Lord Roseberry.) Yetineither the Prime
Minister nor the principal colleague resigned. (Re-
newed cheers and laugliter.) That is a very bad pre-
cedent and [ venture to say that the present Cabinet
-will not follow it."

The readiness of Mr. Chamberlain is shown by the
quick vay in wlich lie turned the tables on Sir Charles
Dilke :

" I deny tiat there vas any concession ; but to hold
to our riglits as lie said we ought to have done, would
have meant a policy of universal war. They call us
Jingoes, but w'e paie our ineffectual [ires before the
right- hon. baronet and bis friends. They must not
play this gaule of bluff unless they are prepared to
back it up to the end. The Government vho could
get everything they wanted has yet to be foujnd. The
late Governmieit did not gain one diploiatic success.
(Ministerial cheers and Opposition cries of ' Oh' and

Siam!') There was iot one hon. nemuber who could
namne a success.

Sir C. Dilke-Siam. (Loud Ministerial lauglhter.)
Mr. Chamberlain-Sia, vhere they nile deinands

which they could not secure and left the whole ques-
tion to their successors ! (Ministerial laugliter.)"

le was sneered at as introducing " Birmingham
ideas" into Britainî's foreign policy. The sneer was
rather a compliment, for in no part of the United
Kingdon is there a more intense national feeling, nor
deeper iiperial sentiment than in the capital of the
Midlands. The conclusion of MI r. Chamberlain's coin-
ients on his own speech lias a ring that will find a
varni response wvherever there is a British leart.

As regards our own inimediate position we are
fully able to defend iL TIte question is wlhetler we
can also defend our future interests of trade and coin-
merce. We must have a power on tie sea superior to
that of any probable combination. But as long as we
are isolatei can it be said that it is iot possible or even
probable tLhat soine time or other ve nay have a coin-
bination of at least tlree powers against us, To meet
that it vould b necessary to raise the navy estiniates
by fifty per cent. Instead of that a thorough and coin-
plete understanding îith any one of the great povers
would be the nost economical thing vhicli this country
could undertake. (Hear,hear.) Under these circumstances
wve should be absolutely saitisfied with the preparation
vhich we have nade against all eventualities."

The key note of the policy wlich has become so
popular in both • England and the States vas
struck by Mr. Chamberlain in the following
historic words : " There may be a possibility of the
Anglo-Saxon interest being menaced by a great coin-
bination of other Powers. Wlhether it is England or
Anerica that is menaced, I hope that blood will be
found to bc thicker than water. I repent vhat I said
at Birmingham, that the closer, the more definice the
relation between the United States and ourselves, the
better for both nations, and the better it will be for
ýl aa a 010hnwoìa

A TAX QUESTION CONTROVERSY.

Several disquisitions have been published by our con-
temuporaries on the question as to whether, and how
far, the revenue of the Government is derived froi
taxation. As these efforts were apparently inspired by
a desire on the one land to daimage the Governent,
and on the other to defecnd it, it is natural for both
sides of this question to have been presented fromn a
partizan stand point, which is not favourable to secur-
ing a complote, or correct view. One advocate, for
instance, aflirms that he who buys postage stamps
thereby pays taxes to the Governient ; an assertion
whici the other ridicules. The theory that postage
stamps are a tax is supported by the general statement
that as the revenue of the Governmnent is all raised to
pay the cost of administering public services, therefore,
ns the Post Office is a public service, the postal revenue
is a form of taxation. There is soine truthi in this
general statenent, and tle above logical deduction
fromn it, according to its measure of truth, is sound.
But this proves too much. The Post Office is a coin-
mercial enterprise carried on by the Governmlîent. Tihe
carriage and delivery of the people; letters is not a
necessary function of the Governiment ; iL lias been
wlolly donc, and, to some extent is yet done by private
persons. When such a service is perforned by private
carriers, do the charges made for the service of letter
carriage and delivery constitute a "tax" on the senders?
If so, thent express companies and inessenger service
companies impose taxes or the people. Indeed an this
priniciple the receipts of railway comnpanies, and of
those who perforn any service for which they ara re-
munerated, servants for instance, are derived fronm
"taxation." While one nmeaning, of the word " tax"
allows of its being apphîed to any charge of this class,
il is oiily so when strained beyond the 1limits of or-
dinary usage. Certainly whien a postage stamnp is
styled a 'tax" levied by the Governmnent, the word is
used in a sense wholly at variance with the universally
recognized meaninug of governmental taxation. This
so-called "tax" is wholly voluntary in the first place,
which a tax impost is not, and, in the next place, il is
a commercial charge for a specific work perforied for
the payer in exclange for his moncy, a work lie has re-
quested to be done for hiim, which a "ta<" is not.
Taxation is compulsory ; il is iot imposed for any
specific work doue for, and at the request of the
taxpayer; it is imposed in order to pay for sonie things
which a tax-payer may object to; whichî lie may not re-
quire ; from which lie derives no benefit ; and whicli

. le would prefer slould not be done. It follows there-
fore, that between a charge made by the Government
for carrying and delivering a man's letters, and a "taxI"
imposed by the Governiment to rise a revenue for work
it bas arbitrarily decided upon, tiere is a vital distinle-
tion. We subimnit then that in considering what
aniount of taxation the Governient imposes, lie postal
receipts mnust be onitted.

Customs duties on imports stand in a different cate-
gory. They are coipulsory; they are not charged for
any specific work done in exchange ; they are
velenently objected ta by a large section of tie
people as inequitable ; and they are often expeinded
on worl, and on services froi whiclh those whuo
pay these imports derive no beuelit, whiich lin-
deed they often regard as injurious to their
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interests. These thiings iay also be said of Ex-
cise duîties, they and Custom duties really constitute
the taxation of the Canadian Governmnent, the revenue
fron other sources being almost wholly merely coin-
mercial charges for services of equivalent value, such
as that fron canal tolls, rents, interest, Dominion
lands, &c. Soie minuor revenues having the nature of
taxes are too insignificant to be wortLh consideriig
when discussiiig the extent of taxation imposed by the
Governinent. lI regard to Custom duties there is soine
confusion in tie argunents of the respective parties to
political partizan disputes. When the country is pros-
perous; moncy abundant and genei-ally distributed; and
the outlook bright, the wholesale merchants iiport
heavily, as do also manufacturers. These conditions
expand imports whichli are subject to Custons duties,
by which the revenue froi Customs is largely in-
creased and therefore the anount of taxation paid to
the Uoverinment by the people. Those who are attack-
ing the Administration point to such increased revenue
fromt taxes as a proof of the extra burdens being laid
on the people by the Government. They exclaim,
" Look at the Custon receipts in sueh or such a year,
and iL will be found tlat the taxation by Custons in
thatyear was one or two millions below what the Gov-
ernment is now imuposiig," the contrast being intended
as a reproacl of the Governiment. Sucli a crude coin-
parison, whicl lias been made, involves thiis ludicrous
conlusion-whein the country is prospering; when the
people bave plenty of. money to buy, and merchants
deen it wise to iimport large quantities of foreign
goods, the Government of the day is highly censurable
for the consequent increase in revenue from Custonis
JF we accept he tLheory that postal stanps are a tax,
this also follows, that the more correspondence the
people inidulge in, the more taxation they pay, for
whiclh also Uie Goverinmet is blauneable

A more intelligent mode of criticising the fiiancial
policy of a Governiment is to examine its expenditures,
andL to point out wherein they are imprudent as beaing
in excess of the outlay necessary for the efficient per-
formanlce of services which are required for the protec-
tion, the welfare and development of the country. We
subiîit that such an examination folloved by such a
forn of criticismî vould be more useful and instructive
to the people thai crude couparisous of analyzed
totals of revenue, or discussions as to what charges
made by a Governmient are " taxation," and wlat
should be otherwise designated.

AN MlON ORE PROB LEM.
According to an English financial and statistical journal

the supply of nativo iron ores is running short in England.
The statemient is made that Phere are large quantities of ore
still unimîined whicl howover are so deep down as to make
their mining unprofitable. Ore is reported as being shipped
to Eungland fron Sweden, Spain and the States. Thattsome
beds of iron ore exist at a considorable depth is no new dis-
covery, though, as a rule, the ironi mines are quite shallow in
England, as they are in other places. The importation of
iron ore from Sveden is ni novelty, its quality is to other
ores whiat "Manitoba liard" is to other wyheats. The Swedishî
brand " C.C. N. D." iron long, long years ago was regarded
as the best in the market, and vas used for building -the lirst
iron bridge erected in England, the one over the Thamuîes at
Black friars, and was also used in casting the conmon used
in the continental wars. Spanish ores for mixing purposes
have long beeu used. The ores imported from the States

iust have sent as maere ballast, as the cost of their freight
fromt the mines to the Atlantic, across the ocean and from
the port of entry to the furnaces, would render them too
costly. Some speciniens of Canadian ores were sent to South
Staffordshire nany years ago for testing and they were pro-
nounced too ricli in nietal to be economically workable by ex-
isting processes. We do not believe that Swedish ores for
ordinary use can be laid down in England at a cheaper r'ate
than the ore could be procured for fron the deeper beds to
which Our English contemîporary rofers. But, for mixing
ores, a high price eau be paid, as the proportion of them to
the whole is too sinall to seriously enhance the cost.
Iron mine mnethods will have to be adapted to these deeper
mines, which will be doue when the necessity arises. " Ne-
cessity is the inother of invention," and she will originate
soie economical mode of securing the ores from deep mines.
We have no faith in a market oiening in Great Britain for
Canadian ores. The transmission of theni vould be a great trade
anomaly. Furnaces to be profitable must be placed in as near
proximity to the ores, fuel, and fluxing mediui, as possible.
To this custon is attributable the chaapness of Englisli iron.
Furnaces are known to us to have been "blown out" when
the mines close by were worked out, as the freight for even
a few miles was too costly. It is cheaper to carry fuel to
furnaces than iron ore, so that, other things being equal,
when coal and iron are found wide apart it bas been found
better to locate furnaces near the ore than near the coal.
When the local supplies of iron ore give out in England
there will be plenty found in Canada to keep up the trade,
but we believe when that day arrives the ores of Canada will
be smelted in this Dominion, and not shipped across the
Atlantie until being smelted, and transformied into mer-
chantable goods in rolling inills, foundries, &c.

AN OCEAN TRAGEDY.
Not since the Baltic went down with all on bo ard bas there

occurred so appalling an incident in connection with the At-
lantic passenger service as the loss of the Steamer
"Bourgogne" on the 4th inst. This vessel was a French
steamer running between New York and Havre. It left
New York on Friday the 1st yuly, mîaking a north easterly
course. At day break Sunday morning, when running at
full speed, in a dense fog, it smashed into a British ship the
"Cro martysh ire", carried aivay that vessel's bovs, inasts, and
rigging by the impact. The vessel struck vas wisely creep-
ing through the fog slowly, about sixty miles south of Sable
Island.

Prior to .the collision the whistle and fog born of each of
the vessels respectively was beard by the other. The blow
proved fatal to the French vessel which went down carrying
with it over 400 of the passengers and crew out of 600, the
rest having been picke up by the "Cromartyshire " -which
was towed into Halifax barbour by the Allan steamer
"Grecian" whieh came in sight soon after the accident.
Eight or nine of:tho passengers hailed froin Montreal, several
of themn young- ladies who were on the way to a French. con-
vent. fr. Dubose, dry goods marchant, and Mr. Weymann,
furrier of this city were lost. Six bags of Montreal letters
vere sunk.

The question is being universally asked, vhat was the
Captain of a passeniger steamer in charge of 600 lives, think-
ing about to be driving his vessel in a dense fog at its top
speed ? Be-is not here ta answer, uor any of his officers.
Whoever was responsible for running so .awful a risk con-
mitted a.terrible.crime. The aifair in this as in other re-
spects is.anawfulmystery. As the captains and offlicers of
both vessels heard and answered each other's warning sig-
nais, why did they not get clear of each other ? " Greyhound'
speed ina dense fog is criminal madness. Happily there is
greater respect for huian life .sbown by the captains and
officers of the liners which leave this port and generally by
those in charge of Atlantic steamers,
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A CITY IN DARKNESS.

Chicago bas been without an issue of any of its local news-
papers for some days owing to a printers' strike. This lias
been f elt to ho especially aggravating now the war news is
so exciting. One cent papers froin other cities have b)oei
selling on the streets for 25 cents. The Chicagoans have
been saved the weariness of reading a mass of so.called news
concoeted in newspaper offices, but have beau taught a lesson
as to the value of the press which will ho remnembered. The
strikers have discovered that their union combination tactics
can be followed by enployers who have formed a union for
mutual protection. The strike svill probably end in a coin-
promise, by which it might have been avoided by both sides
sbowing more wisdom. The latest advices froi Chicago
report the strike having ended by the men returning to the
type-setting machines unddr arrangements proposed by news-
paper proprietors. So ends the news famine which bas
mightily distressed Chicago.

NELSON ECLIPSED.

In the circular issued fron New York signed " lenry
Clews" we read, " Admiral Dewey's victory has no parallel
in the world's history." This is said in order te elevate the
worthy Admiral as a naval hero over sucb, inferentially,
mere secondary cbaracters as Blake, Collingwood, Effinghamu,
Howe, Farragut, and Nelson. Admiral Dewey would be the
last man to claim such pre-eninence, for he is no doubL
familiar with the story of exploits far more glorious than the
destruction of a lot of old tubs by a fleet of modern warships
of incomparably greater strength, armed with guns of longer
range, and larger calibre. If our American f riends would
read sone good works on naval history, such as those by
Soutl4ey, James, Allen, Mahan, or Yonge, they would not in-
dulge in such exaggerations as the above, which do no real
honour to the able and brave commanders of their war
vessels.

Matters on 'change are in a somewhat
mixed condition. The operations at
Santiago seem ta promise the early
collapse of Spain as a co.mbatant. At the
saine time the Spaniards are displaying a
courage and desperation which if kept up
will prolong the war,for, months. The
destruction or seizure of Cervera's fleet was
a foregone conclusioi" ,The hope of the.
Americans was that soma part at least of
that fleet would be captured and added to
their naval forces. That hfope was wreck-
ed on the coast of Cuba or the 3rd July,
and the Americans have now many hund-
reds of prisoners ta guàrd and ta feed who
wlll serloiisly emnbarrais their fleet. We
have always contended tbiat.until Havana .
le seized, Cuba le 'at least "free" from

United States control. The condition of
the troops before Santiago is very serions,
and at Manilla there le a little cloud aris-
Ing, whicl looks like Gernan intervention
so that jubilations over the recent victories
should not be too pronounced. It le pro.
bable that the effect of an early peace lias
been disconuted in the money narketi, as
there never was the least doubt about Spain
being ultimately beaten, and the position
taken from the firet in this column is now
geuerally adopted, viz., that war le net so
serious a financial question as it was ex-
pected te be by operators on, 'change, and
othiers. A matter of a hundred times
greater importance than the war la the
coming liarvest. Tiîs is a. critiral time,
many millions are now ln suspensaQs the
crops are waiting te have their. value
fixed by the weather.

At both London and Liverpoo,
the importations during May slowel a falling off and, con-
sumption being well inaintalned, stocks have been somewhat re.
duced. Prices have not materially changed within recent time,
but there is ain upward tendency on many kinds of lumber and
the outlook generally la considered quite favorable. The situation
in Canada le more hopeful in the maritime provinces, A fair
quantity of spruce has been sold for shipment to France and the
east coast of England, and in view of the liglht production of logs
last winter, and the apparent decision of shippers te hold stocks
it la believed that prices wIll improve before many weeks.
