Tiss may soom a more appropriate aub-
_ject for a papar devoted fo the interets
of Tmsumnce Agents and Insurance Com-
paries, But our reruarks, howsver much
.they may benefit these gentlemen and
- these institutions, are made with a very
difforent motive in view, We wish to
urgo upon Rectors, Church Wardens, and
the people of our -porishes, the great ne:
cemity that oxists for having their
Churches; Parsonagss, snd other Church
Buildings insured, - and the incalculnble
injury they nre doing, not only te them-
selves hut to {he Church of tho Diossse,
by carelessly or wilfully overlookingsucha
valuable precaution against the ovil effecta
of fire. If this were uaubjeot thatonly con-
oertied individual pariskes, und if no ovils
resultod to others from this noglect we
speak of, we might fool that it was to some
oxtent o private malter, and as such sught
‘not to be publicly discussed. But whén,
unhappily, we can easily show that it is
fay-reaching in its reaults, and must injure
"more ot loga the Church al large, we have
no nged to make an apolegy for bringing
"1t befere our readets.

Tat us biiefly oxamine this subjecl aud
geo what consequences follow n disregard
of the precaution we arc advacating,

Now, let us logk at the other side.
There is ne sntisfactery excuse te be
found for not insuring parechial build-
ings. If insurance were high, if it twere
a great additional tax on- the people, we
could undersiand -and sympathize with
the inability te find tha meney requirsd.
But insurance can be had in the very best
offices for one-half of one per cent:, or
85 for every $1000 insured. For $5 or
$10 then, in case of nccident, a sum of
money sufficient, or nearly so, to put up
a Church or Parsonage bettor than the
ane destroyod is secured, and a conside-
rable ameunt of outside meney - brought
into- the plnco to Lie distributed ameng
the Church mechanics, and, in a fow
menths, the parish is better off than ever.
There is no excise, therefors, we re-
peat, that can ‘be offered in extemuation
of such very culpable, and, we beliave,
general nogligencoe on the part ef our
country parishes in this matter; and as
it is of so much consequenco to tho
Church in tho-face of 86 many instances
of “fire” and “no insurance,” we hope
the 1Tome Mission Boards will refuse ta
allow their funds to be given towards
Missionarios' snlaries unless all parish
buildings are kept well insured.

A “DEFICTENCY FUND.”

CLERICAL STIPENDS,

IT seems a pity that when our Missions
bacome self-supporting, the clergy lose
the benefits of being paid out of s
Diocesan Treasury. ‘
Many in the United States are lament-
ing the evils of the system which makes
the Church practically s series of imde-
pendent - congregations, and places the
clergy oftemtimes at the mercy of a fow
wealthy man in their Parishes. If there
ware o Diocesan Treasury, under eontrol
of the Synod, from which such stipends
should be paid as should be agreed upon
by the Vestries, and inte which they
should regularly pay the amounts due, as
is the oase now with Mission Statiens,
1o rights would be infringed, and wo
should have a sysiem which would be
more satisfactory to all concerned. The
Standard of New York cemes to the
conclusion that the best plan is:—
“That the clergy be:paid not by in-
dividual vestries or by trustees, but out
of some common fund. Or, if such a
courso be impoasible,. that their: meagre,
ill-paid and insufficiont stipends should
bo eked out hy a Comamission composed,
tagether with the vestry, of gentlemen
who know how te deal with gentlemen.”

THE POSITION OF BISHOP
ORD.

A CORRESPONDENT enquires whether
Dr. Alford, n Bishop in China from 1867
to 1873, recontly appointed Canen and
Comuissary in the Diecese of Huran,
will have a seat in the Previncial Synod.
The case is n novel one in the history of
the Colonial Episcopats, and there is,
therefore, ne precedent to guide us. Itis
a case which we think must be settled by
practical, commen-sense, The position
of Dr. Alford in the Canadian Church is
that ef Canon of $t. Paul's Cathedral,
and Commissary for Bishop Hellmuth.
He is entitled to all the privileges and
powers bolonging to these offices, and ¢
0 ofhers. Officially he is recognized as
& DPreshyter, except in cases where as
Commissary, Episcopal fumetions in the
Diocese of Huron' may bo allotied to
him by Dr. Hellmuth in case of his ab-
sence, or inability to work. If electad to
the Provincisl Syned, he would take his
seat in the Lower House, If nof elected,
he would have ne right te a seat in the
House of Bishops, because the Church
only knows him officizlly as a €anon and
Commissary, 'We presume, -however
that as o matter of courtesy, he will be
invited to a seat inthe Upper House,
and accorded the privileges of speaking
but he will have no right to vets, bacause
hehas_no_Episéopgljnri;diction,:nuthority,
or respensibility in Canada- We belisve
this is the position of the Retired Bishops
in’ Englaud. .

_No_t only is the Sabbath a divine in-
stitution, but in peint ef time it is the
eldest of all institutions, Long befors
there waa'a materin] temple erected to Hiy
wership, Gop blassed the Sabhath day
and sanctified it. Tn the Patriarchal, the
Jewish and the Christian dispensation
it hes been the wualterable law of Gonl
that one-seventh of our time shall Hl
dedicated to His service. -

But the Jews ohserved Saturday, and
we Christians observe Sunday. What is
the authority for the change? The ap-
swer is, the sanetion of our blessed Lord
the practice of the Apostles and of the
Church in all ages. It has heen said by
some that thera is no express commani
in the Bible for the observance of Sug-
day as the christian Sabbath, and that is
$rue; but what dees that provel There ars
many things which Christians do, which
are not commanded in the Bible : yot e
one objectsto them. There is no command
for women to partake of the Lord's sup-
per, or for the building ef churehes, or
the reading of ths Bible in public. Are
then these things wrong 1 No; fer though
not comu!andcd in the letter of the Bib?e,
they ate in accord with its 8pirit, and
bence are right. ‘

For these matters as well as for the
ebservance of Sunday, -there is no com-
mand, for the very simplo reason that no
cgmmnm_l was necessary for the obsery-
ance of what was everywlere ohserved

long before the Bible, ns wo have it, was
written.

Nothing can be farther from the truth,
than to suppose, as many Protestants de
suppose, that the Bible—menaning ths
New Testament portion of it—was writ-
ten for the purposo of telling us hew the
Church sheuld be feunded ; what minis-
try it should have; what Lind of a ser-
vice the people should engage in; or on
what day that sefvice should be offered.
Long before the New Testament was
completed, the Church was founded;
had its ministry in three orders.; had
s _ liturgical worship; had its twe
sac®ments ; had its Sundayand its festi-
val days; in fact had taken shepe in all
essentials the sameas it isnow. 'This is
a very important fact, and cannot be too
strengly pressad upon the consideration
of peopls in these days, when there is se
much ignerance.as te what the Bible
doesand does not teach ; and so strong
a tendency te make the whims and cap-
rices of some would-be refermer the guide
of the Christian world. °

The books of the New Testa:aent, with
the exception of the writings of St. Johu,
were penned between the years A D.

4 and 64 ; which was from 13 to 33
years after the establishment of the
Church ; and St. Jehn’s works were not
written until two or threc years bofore
the end of the first contury. Long be-
fore this, Sunday was kept s the Sab-
bath of Christians, and the fact thal its
observancs is ne where condemned in the
Bible, shows. very clearly there was
nothing to condemnm. - =~ - -

We have said that the “authority for
the ebservance of Sunday’ is the sanction
of the Saviour n.ml»‘_;»th_e ‘practice of the
Church in all ages.

cxviii. 1. John xx, 19.) and by meeting
His disciples on -the TeCuTIEnco of the
weekly comuiemoration of »Il;s Bn§unec-
tion, (.Jolm xx. 26.) Theee meolings of
the Lord and Mis d!scmles took place
gaveral times, and they were always upon
the “first day of the wee k! :And thus

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'CRANMER.

Paper read before the St. Paul's-Church
Assoriation of Charlottetowen; P, E.
Island, by A. B. Warburton, B. C
L., Barrister-at-Latw.

In the long roll of English celebrities
it would be difficult to find the name of
one whese motives; actions and character,
have given rise to commant se variad and
widely ' differing as that which: belengs
o Thomas Craumer, the first Protestant
Archhishop of Canterbury. Recellecting
his exalted rank in tlie Chureh, and the
important part he played in her history,
wa ceose to wonder at this. He was not
the auther of the English Reformation,
ner was he the greatest of its prometers.
Long before he appeared “upoen the seene,
the teachings of Wicliff and his disciples
had made » deep impression on the masses
of .the people, and so- widely ‘had - Pro-
testant doctrines been diffused, that the
fellowers of the early Reformers had
become very numerous in-the conntry—
se numerous that even during the Wars ef
tho Roses there can be little doubt the!

" gtrength ef the armies of York was large-
ly derived from Iollard recruits. But,
in a most critienl period of ecclesiastical
history, Cranmar’s high position - mdde
him the clerical leader, under “whose
guidanco the struggle for religious free-
dom was carried on. The guestions then
discussed nre still disputed; nor have they
lost ona fraction of their power tostir
up the best and worst. passions of ‘men’s
natures, and in the fierce warfaro of
creeds, a real foleration of adverse opinion
is rarely to be found. - If this is the casa
te-day, hew much moro intense must have
been the-bitterness of . suctarian - strife,
when thess controversies first agitated the
world. In Cranmer's ‘time all Europe
was & battle-ground, whereon was waged
the war betieen the papacy and advanc-
ing Protestantism.

inclined to echo the eulogies or jein in
the fulsome panegyrics of friends too
partial te b discrect. ~ Had ho been a
more politician, ~engaged “with purely
secular concerns, n Jair estimate of lis
character would long since have been
formed.  Unfortunately  for himself,
Cranmer united the Tole of & political
courtier, to thit of. & reforming Church-
man, and it is not uncomplimeniary to
clergymeon or their noble profession to say
they generally make the very worst of
politiciana. The reasen of this I am un-
able to mive, though by many it is said to
be due to their net being familiar with
opposition ; whether right or wrong, they
are acenstomed to speak’ withent thonght
of reply, and-the’ answera of those differ-
ing from them in opirion, being made in
pulpits remete frem their own, some to
them only by hearsay’; but I should say
the chief reason is that Loing taught to
Tegard every principle, however trifling,
as something mot for one moment to ke
lost sight of, they. are umable to bring
themselves dewn to the less landable, but
in worldly matters more practical course
of taking what is' now te be procured,
leaving to the future” what af present is
impossible of attainment, -so that their
very training in the highest ef all pro-
fessions tends to disqualify thiem for sue-
cess in the arena of politics, altheugh I
am aware that, were it net for his belief
in a doctring, to which later on I hape te
tofer, Cranmer's habit of yielding te the
force of circumstances would ;militate
against this explanation ‘when "applied to
him. Howevor thatmay be, we all know
this, when questions of religion and poli-
tics combine men’s opitiens- are much
more likely to be biassed by the rancor-
ous sectarian animosity they feal, than
swayed by the precepts of the Christianity
they profess. It is nof, therefore, matter
for surprise that the memery of the first
Protestaut Archbishop sheuld by some
be blackened and defamed, and his vir-
tues by others unduly extelied.

The greater part ef Cranmer's lifs, he-
foré his elavation to the Archbishoprie,
was passed in the quiet seclusion of the
University of Cambridge, whare he seems
to liave become distinguished as a schelar.
He was lecturer in Divinity fe.his own
Collego, and gemeral oxaminer to the
University. It may not be unwerthy of
mention that, at this paried; he was noted
for jusisting on a therough knowledge of
the ‘Bible in candidates- coming before
him for examination ; so even thus early
in his career, he ovinced 2 determination
to make nll with whem le came in con-
tact “acquainted with those Scriptures, a
general knowledge of ‘which' he was, in
after “life, to beceme so instrimental in
diffasing. In ene xense his studious life
by the banks of the Cam, from the sx-
tensive learning there acquired, was well
fitted to prepare him for the positien he
was afterwards te fill. In another-sense
his University career, owing te .its seclu-
gien from the world; and its separatien
frem the stirring life of the age, was ill-

In the Dright, sunuy aiy, in the leafy
trees, or the bright fields, there wasno
hiding place from the ficrce grasp of the
hawk, But, sceing the epen window,
and the man sitting by it, the bird flew,
in its extreme terror, toward it,and,
with a beathing heart and quivering
wing, found rsfuge in Mr. Wesley's
bosem.

Wesley wasat the timesuffering from
severo trials, and was feoling the noed of
arefuge in biz own time of trouble as
much as the trembling little bird did,
that nestled so safe in his besom.
