During these days of grace and benediction, when
the fountain of Divine clemency has been poured
forth forus in =il its fulness in the indulgence and
favors of the Jubilee, and the treasures of the Di-
vine goodness contained in the Sacrament of the
altar, have been placed before us in the most attrac-
tive form in the solemn ceremony of the Exposition,
we should not be unmindful of the debt of gratitude
which we owe to our glorious patroness, the Mother
of Merey and the canse of our joy, to whose inter-
cession wo stand so much indebted for these heavenly
benefits and cousatntion,  Teet us, then, dearly be-
loved, prepare to discharge the gratifying duty af
paying this trihwte of love and veneralion to our
Blessed Lady, for the continual exercise of her ma-
ternal care amd protection over us, on the approach
of the festival which is to commemorate one of the
most exalted of all her privileges—ler immaculate
couception. Tdentilied as Mary is with the ineflable
wnystery of the incarnation—inseparably finked with
all that is sublime in its sanctity, boundless in its Jove,
sweet and tender in its condestension, the very privi-
lege we ave about to commemorate furnishes us with
a most appeopriate lesson.an the sanetity which shoxld
adorn the Christian character.  For, if such és the
hiorror of sin entertained By Almighty Ged, that He
would not suffer the shadow of original guilt to =ully
the spirit of the lwnan agent, whom be emploged in
the work of redemption, we have reason to pender
deeply on the words of St. Peter, addressed to
Christians of every grade and condition of hife:—
« According to [im vho hath called you, wha is holy,
he vou also, in all manner of ceaversation, holy,
Becanse it is written, youshall be holy, for T am holy.”
—1 Deter, i., 13-16. Again he remiads us:— You
are a chosen geueration, a kingly priesthood, = holy
nation, a pirchased people, that yow may declare I1is
virtues who hath ealled you out of darkness into Iis
marvellons light.”—1bid, ii., 5.

Yes, dearly beloved, such is the holiness of that
Being whom we serve, and such the sanctity He re-
quires of every member of the Cliistian religion,
that e calls upon al! te be perfect according to their
respective states of life; and as Ife would not tole-
rate for o moment the shadow of sin in the soul of
Mary, which, as the mirror of justice, was destined
2o reflect His purity in all its unshaded brightness, so
acither will He sufler us te appear in the kingdom of
Mis glory, until every stain of sin aad every defile-
ment of earth shall have been washed away by the

. waters of penance, and we stand immaculate in His
prusence.

Ienee, as only a-few weeks remain of the time
preseribed in this diocese for granting the indulgence
of the Jubilee, we earnestly entreat all those who
kave not profited as yot of those days of grace and
salvation, and wlo lave been for any considerable
time without approaching the sacraments, not to des-
pise the richness of the merey and goodness of God,
nor to treasure wp * wrath for themselves against the
dag of wrath,” by hardening their hearts against the
-appeal He now makes to them through the ministers
of His gospel..  They should reflect that they stand
on the brink of eternity—an eternity of unspeakable
misery or Lappiness—and that they cannot calculate
with certuinty on a single day or hour of the futuve,
for the Son of Man will come like a thief in the
night when least expected ; and that, if found unpre-
pared, they witl he condemned to a penznce the most
terrible the Divine justice ean inflict—a penance

without hope, witkout merit, without end, where the

warm never dieth, and the fire is never extinguished.

Amongst the first acts of preparation, we admo-
nish them to have recourse to an advoeate, who com-

bines in 2 pre-emincnt degree all the gualities which

can render an intercessor most cflicient—extraordi-
nary power and clemency, with an ardent desire to
gravt their petitions. For this purpose, let them join
the rest of -the faithful of this diocese in the spiritnal

exercises of a novena previous to the feast of the

Immaculate Conception, which will be celebrated on
the 8th of the ensuing month.

"These exercises, in which we exhortall committed
to vur charge, without exception, to unite, either in
the churches or in their own houses, according as
their circumstances may permit, will consist in the
rosary and litany of the Blessed Virgin, with the
prayers of the Feast of the Immaculate Conception,
for the Pope, and Deus Refugium nostrum. Itis
most desirable that a short instruction on the great
mysteries of religion should be given cach day, n
which case the rosary may be omitted. ‘The fune-
tions may terminate each day with the benediction
of the Most Holy Sacrament. The novena com-
menced og the 29th November. "

time any person aftends the novema. All persons
who attend it three fimes and receive the sacraments
of penance and Fueharist during the novena or oc-
tave may gain a plenary indulgeuce. .

A Conservative journal denies that it is ¢ relresh-

i have never yet been associated before—that. of reli-

gious liberty. As faras I can judae these gentle-
men have not succeeded very completely in the im-
mediate object of their mission. They affect, in-
deed, 1o be, more or less, satislied ; and il they are
pleased, -there is no reason on earth why we should
express any discontent. But whether successful or
unsuccessful it becomes our duty to urge upon them
that while they have their hands in they shall traps-
act a littfe rea! business of the kind which prolessedly
instinated their departure from home. At Florenee,
whether their canse were right or wrong, Lot Ro-
den and Sir Culling Eardley wouid not be very tikely
0 T'he persons whose iterest
they advacated inght be martyrs, but anact of ea-
nanisation, brought wet and fresh from the Temple
of Discord in the Strand, weuld hardly be allowed
in Turcany that decisive weight which the interests
of their mission require. In a waord, 1he complaint
against the Madiai being that they are the agents of
a conspiracy concocted in England, and maintained
by English gold, for carrying out through Italy a sys-
tem of bread-and-butter proselytism, the only effect
of which as regards religion—if it have any effect—
is knawn to be the spread of downright infidelity—

the solicitation of the originators of the plot in favor:

of any accomplice was not likely to be listened to
with any peculiar favor. But is nothing in their
pawer before they return to dingland?  Are they to
have nothing to say on their armval in London and to
Dublin, but to report a failure? Ts there no other
work before them which they might, by alittle effort,

It occurs to me that, unless the season be toalate,

gion tor the first time—or rather—-there is no ques-
 tion about the introduetion into the country far the
{ first time, not merely of a new religion, butof diver-
;sity of veligion.  This is the question in Tuscany.:
tbut in Mecklenburg diversity of religion iready pre-
,vails, and the very refigion naw i dispuie—the Ca-
| thalic—has an actual and delinite existence in the
! soil,

This being the case, 1. Von Klettenburg, with al!
his family, became Catholic a few months ago.—
When his conversion was effected, the question was
how was he jo hear Mass on Sundays and helidays
of obligation? kis heveditary mansion is said to be
several miles distant from Schwerin and Ludwigelnst,
and lie found . it rather too long a drive for the chil-
dren—to say nothing of himself and his lady—to go
between twenty and thirty smiles once a2 week at least,
and (if the family were weekly communicants) before
breakfast.  So M. Von Klettenburg bethought hirm
of having a family Chaplain. Tt is contended that
this privilege of having a family Chaplain beloags.te.
the new convert as part of his nobility, and that fer
the GGovernment to forbid such a luxury is to viclate
the lasw ;5 but leaving this question of * privilege™ cut
of account, it seems Lo be admitted that the Govern-
ment has a right to forbid Chapluins, and this sup-
posed right it exercises. As soon as they Jearned
that M. Von Klettenburg had a Catholic Priest i
liis house, down came a [Ducal or Ministerial B~
seript, commanding him to give that Eeslesiastic po-
lice to quit his estares within eight days. The Ge-
vernment added, that « it was not disposed Lo tolerate
any longer the presence ol a Catholie Diiest out-
side of Schwerin and Ludwigslust.”  In pursuagce
of this peculiar “ disposition” the Grand Dueal Go-
vernment has recently added acts of a like nature.—
Besides the two towns above pamed, the rule has
been that Mass may be said at Rostock—T bhefieve
—during \Whitsuntide, aod at Butzow oace a year.
Tamilies living where these remote aud rare ministra-
tions are not aceessible have been in the habit of re-
ceiving in their own liouses ocgasional visits from
Clergymen located in the two cities of refuge allowed
in that Protestant domain to, the Catholic relizion.
But this horrid practice is to be allowed no.longer.
A Catholic Ectlesiastic lately travelled from Schwr-
rin to Domity to say Mass in the house of aconvert ;
but searcely had he returned, than he received an
order from the Minister of Public Waorship, «inter-
dicting the three Iicclesiastics of - Mecklenburg fromn
saying DMase elsewhere than in the abpre-mentioned
focalities.” These interdicts must be obeped. If
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they were violated, punishment would follow. What
the punishrment would be, whether it wonld be more
severe than imprisonment, with good treatment and
forced kabor (at the needle), 1 am not jurist enough
to determine 5 but assuredly it would be some punish-
Anent which the Ecclesiastic would not like, and,: by
the Aatare of the case, it would control Lis liberty of
“Jocomotion. .- I.am sure that, as soon as these facts
" omé to the knowledge of Tord Roden and Sir Cul-
ling, they will hasten with all their Duteh, German,
Trench, and other associates to DMecklenburg; will
make their way fo Schwerin; will insist vpon an
andience, and will demand the repeal of those ini-
quitous laws by which, not proselytismn is forbidden,
hnt the very exercise and practice of the dutics of
religion in. their own liouses is forbidden to Catholics
by a Drotestant government. Above all things,
1 should like to be ** there to see,” wlile Sir Culling
was trying his. pdwers upon a Protestant Grand Dulke.
OF course, I know very well that Siv Culling will
not do what I besecech him to do. It is not his line
1o do it. Ilis line of action is mnot were toleration,
but toleration 1o upset the Pope, toleration to dis-
orcanise Catholic sociely, toleration (o revolutionise!
ltaly.  But toleration in Mecklenburg {or in Tahiti)!
are matters of very subordinate concern, and for;
which it would be mighty unreasonable to ask him lo!
pay coach-hire, !
indeed, if I thought it were otherwise, I would,
hare requested Sir Culling to stop before he reached,

Mecklenburg to spend a few weeks in Switzerland,!

aund particularly in the Prolestant eantous—to givej

them the advantage of lis remonstrances, sermons, |
and exhortations, in behalf of the ancient and pri-
mitive Catholic population of that venerable dewo-
cracy. At present these Catholic populations are 1hc]
ohjects of pillage, their conventsare suppressed, their
Bishops are exiled, their liberties are confiscated, im-
prisomnent and military execution are awarded them
from time to time, mercly for being Catholics, re-
quiring the full and free exercise of their religion, and
x0 sinning against what seems to be the furdomental
faw of Protestant liberalism. But even this I would
not press upon Sir Culling, because T know that Eng-
lish tiberalism bas pronounced definitively agaiast jus-
tice lo Swiss Catholicity, and therefore to press him
on sd extreme a case would be putting his virtue to,
too rude and painful. a test. . ;

But having got him—if [ could get him—to Meck- !
lenburg, T would certainly try to bring Lim with bis'
Duteh companions to their native country, Iolland,
and I would: ask him and them. to use their influence
with their own countrymen—probably with sone of
their own number, and certainly with some of the
most zealous Protestant Clergymen and iaymen in
Holland—to put down that eminently Protestant as-
sociation, the Plylacterion, which binds its members
to take no Catholic servants, always to procure work
for Protestants rather (han for Catholics, to distribute
all favors on.the same amiable but rather exclusive
principle, and to. pursue all these objects secretly
with the help of a common fund, Frem Holland T
would do my very utmost, if the weather were. not so
very cold, to persuade the whole. body of these esti-
mable gentlemen to take a short trip 1o Stockholm.
1 particularly wish to get Sir Culling to Stockholm.
In a published letter the other day lic called me a
“ person,” but I am.sure that if we could make that
voyage together we should:be.the best friends in the
world—especially if by bis great influence be were
ta accomplish what T wish him to do.

Sweden, as zll the world knows, is a Protestant
country—brim{ul of the essence of Protestantism.—
"The way in,which Swedish law and Swedish practice
treat Catholics, T half think Sir Culling knows very
well—flor T am tolerably suze he and many of his
friends read the Tudlet to enjoy themselres over ifs
shocking contents, and the Tudlet has frequently
drawn attentien to the subject. Tn Sweden the law
freals any man or woman who shall dare, T do notsay

- to proselytise, but even to become a Catholic on his
ownaccount, very much more severely than the ‘Tuscan
tribunals lave treated the Madiai. ~The punishment
aclually inflicted is confiscation. of- property and
banishment out of the kingdom. Ia 1848 a propo-
sal was made by Connt Stedingk to repeal so much
of the existing law as inflicts on suek Catholics. con-
fiscation and exile, but to.ieave them still:subjected
1o lhe loss of all their civil rights. But the Legis-
lative Committee, ¢ whose business it was to present
the motion to the States, have thought fit to reject
it altogether, ‘and the law, therefore, continues un-
changed in all-its barbarous feroeity.” So wrote a
correspondent in the Tablet of June 17th, 1848.—
T'he same writer, Mr. Wackerbath, who had been
recently residing in Sweden, adds what loltows :—

“ A man has lately been convicted of having read
aloud a chapter of the Bible, and said aloud a Pater!
Noster before a few persons assembled in lis house.
For this offence e has been condemned to.a fine of

~ forty rix dollars banco (about £3 5s.) or, in defanlt
of payment, to twenty-eight days® imprisonment, with
lasting on bread and water. This case was remarked

on by one gentleman in the Clerical Clamber, but
he got the cold shoulder from his Reverend bre-
thren.”

On Saturday (Sth July, 1848,) a Lutheran Minis-
ter of Stockholm ¢ caused an wnliappy woman, mo-
ther of a family, to be waited'upon by four police
officers to. ascertain whether the fact were, as her
husband  had, < in strict confidence,” told him, that
she had really been. reeeived within,the pale of the
Eloly Church.  The poor. creature at first hesitated
towadlow herself to be taken: through the streets by
these persons ; but on the four sergeants announc-
ing that in the event of her refusing to accompany
them they were instructed to use force, further op-

st sirict. confidence®? styles him

[King Oscar has, no don!Jr, ) i}le .will,.b_ut‘not, T lear,
the power to protect his injured subject.] < No,
no,” replied the Rev. gentleman, * do’t flatter your-
sell with any such hope, for if mercy viere holden
out to such offenders, we should have hall Stock-
fiolm turning over to the Catholies in a very short
time.” A brief interval bhas been granted to her for
rellection, after whick, the Minister was to denounce
her (it is most likely doae before this) to the King’s
Court, which apparently has no altermative but to
condemn her to exile. So that she rmnst be torn
from her busband and children, and her kittlé dowry
of 400 rix-dollars banco (about :£32 10s) confiscated,
probably, however, given either to her busband or
children, and herself banished. Banished, aye, and
whither ! Most probably, says my informant, to one
of the many islands of granite, uninhabited and unin-
babitable, where cold and hunger will soon’consum-
mate her martyrdom. I am writing for Inglish
readers, and on this, therefore, I need not add a word
of comment.

“ Another neophyte, an extensive merchant, J. D,
Muller, has also been lately called upon to answer
for his Faith by the Minister of Lis parish, Doctor
Wallia, but as being a Norwegian citizen, it is ques-
tionable whether the cruelty of the Swedish law can
reach him.”

A little before these interesting Pratestant occur-
rences took place, that is, about 1845, two gentlemen
of the name of Nilson, one of whom was a painter,
took it into their heads to become Cathiolics, and in
obedience to the law were straightway ruined ard
driven out of (le kingdom. What became of the
other brother I cannot tell, but the painter went to
Copenhagen, where the tofal vuin that bad fallen upon
him, joined to the anxiety and torture of a long and
rigorous prosecution, fastened upon his bealth, aud
brought him speedily to tie grave. Ile died in the
spring of 1847 in the public hospital, and left behind
him & family of beggars.

This very yeara Catholic lady who weat to Stock-
lolm—from Germany T think—a Mdle. de Bagen—
to take charge of a schocl established by the Catholic
Pastor of the city, M. Bernbard, was, with M. Bern-
Lard, arrested for the crime of making proselytes,—
In Sweden, as well as in Mecklenburg, there is a so-
ciety of Catholics already in existence. Any inter-
ference, therefore, with them is really an interference
with their religious liberty. DMdle. de Bagen had
converted several Swedish ladies, whereupon a cry
was raised against her, the police were set upon her
and the Priest, the press denounced them, and the ac-
cused were put wpon their trial.  "They were defend-
ed (as eloquently as the Madiai) on techmeal gronnds
of laws ; but I have not heard, or have forgotten liow
the matter ended.

Now, surcly, while these things are taking place in
every Protestant country in Ilurope, it is an odd
taste which carries Sir Culling, and that inost tolerant
of men, Lord Roden, to the sunny south, to use their
wlluence in belall of toleration. There is amnple
room for them elsewhere. T.et them shed their
sweetness over the whole of narthern Lurope, in not
one state of which is there a Protestont kingdom
which might not profit by their lahors. Let them
20 1o any or every DProtestant (German sfate. Tt
thewr go to Holland. Let them go to Denmark,
and, besides the Catholic victims of Danish law who
are to be found there also, let them go to the public
hospital, and inquire for the ehildren of poor Nilson,
whom. Protestant foleration, has made orphans and
beggars,  Or rather, let them come home again to

» England, and let them help honest men inestublish-

ing religious cquality—were it only in Trsland—and
in protecting, in every part of the Queen’s dominions,
justice, protection, and toleration for the Catholic
poor. Dat no; Sir Culling and his associates will
not do this—and why? In their mouths, as I said
before, toleration is a cant, aad their veal object is
not introducing toleration where toleration is wanting,
but to root out the Catholic religion, overturn the
Pope, and revolulionise Ttaly. ‘Uhis being their bu-
siness and pursuit they need not wonder if the in-
ferior agents of the scheme get, now and then, a rap
over the knuckles.

"This letter was written on the 15th January
last, to the Hon. S. B, Harrison, Chairman of the
Council of Public lustruction in Upper Canada.
This gentleman in reply, referred the Catholic com-
plainant to the Methodist Chief’ Superintendent of
Schools—the great « Adsolute Ie”— of Upper
Canada, in whom wisdom hus become incarnate, and
after whose retirement from oflice it is confidently
expected that intellectual chaos will come again.

To. this body of teachers we give the nawe of
Church—or ecclesia docens ; and we conclude 1o its
infallibility from the fact that, its teaching is the only
means given -hy Christ to man, in order that he may
learn with'infullible certainty what dogimas Chiist has.
revealed, .

Where that body s 7—and of what composed ?
it is not our purpose at present to discuss; all such
discussion would be ludicrously out of place until the
settlement of the previous gquestion: « Is therc such
an infallible body of teachers?®  'hat point settled,
and not before, need we atlempt lo ascertain where,
or what, that body is.

We have naw *stated the argument in faver of
Clureh authority 3 we do nol reguire our cotempo-
rary to refute it, * by proving a negative ;* on the
contrary, we defy him to refute it by proving any
positive and contrary thesis. He bas got our pro-
positions before bim ; il he contests any one of them,
we will, if he will but-tell us to which it is that he
opposes his ‘[rotest, sustain it to the best of our
abilities. We have given him plain statemeats, and
we beg of him in his reply to do the same: not to
deal in vague suppositions and assumptions, nor lo
take anything for granted before it is proved.

pain of approving himself false to bis Protestant
principles—to prove everything he advances {rom
the Bible only. ‘I'hos,if he wishes to prove that
Christ has appointed some other means, besides an
infallible bady of teaclers, for transmitting to alt
future generations a knowledge of is revealed dog-
tas, it is from the Bible, and the Bible eafy, that he
must adduce Lis proafs.

PROTESTANT CONSISTENCY.

We had occasion the other day to notice 1he sia-
gular inconsistency of our separited brethren who
arrogate to themsidves the tide of < Orthodox,™ in
objecting to Catholies excluding from their familics,
scliools, and reading rooms, beoks and papers of an
Aniil-Catholic tendency ; whilst at the same time, the
very same conduct is pursned by the ¢ Orthodox”
towards what they conceive to be @ Anti-Orthodox”
publications.  As Catholics we do not profess libe-
rality ¢ in its modern aceeptation we ablior the word,
for it means, if it means anything, cither indillerence
to truth, or else, a compromise between the truth and
a lie.  We therefore scout liberality, and recogitise
the duty ot parents, masters, and ol all in authority,
to destroy, or at all events, to banish from society, all
publications of an hmmoral, and Anti-Catholic ten-
deney ; and we can do this consistemly with our prin-
ciples, for we profess to have an infallible authority
as to what is imworal and irrcligious,  Far different
is it with all sects of our separated brethren: they
have nothing but the * private judgment® of the in-
divilual to appeal to.  What is immoral iu one man’s
opinion, may be quite mioral inanother mau’s opinion ;
thus Luther insisted upor the morality of Dolygainy.
Whatis contrary to the Word of God, as “ one man
understands it Is often guite in aceordance with the
Word of God as ¢ another man understands it.”
Clearly, then, when the © private judgment™ of the
individual is the last courr of appeal to which the
questions of—morality and immorality —religious and
irreligious—can be carried, 1o wan, no body of men,
who recognise the -principle of « private judgment”
have any right to prevent, or even to altempt 1o pre-
vent, the unlimited circulation of any description of
book. If an Index Eupurgatorius be tyranny on
the part of Catholics, what must it not be on the part
of Protestants? -\Worse than tyranny ; it is an incon-
sisteney, the most diszusting crime of which an intel-
ligent being can be guilty : wud yet how constantly
are our Non-Catholic- brethren guilty of it.  Here,
for example, is the complaint of the London Leader,
a Protestant [Tunitarian paper :—

Difficult guestion this for Gazette 1o resolve; if
the prisoners were legally convicted of poisoning,
why, in"the name of all that is absurd, have they not
been hung?  If:they were not legally convicted,
why, again, in the naine of all that is absurd, are they

still shut up iy the Penitentiary 2 what is the won-

derful wic’ medic beétween « Guilty,” and -« Not!

Guilty,” which our clear-headed, logical, rulers have
discovered? These are the questions which we call
upon the Guzette 1o answer ; we call upon him just
simply toname the crime of which the prisoners have
been legully convicted, and for which they are now
imprisoned in the Penitentiary; or else to admit that
they have been illegally imprisoned. Our cotem-
porary tells us that it i3 a principle of English law
that if a doubt exists as to the validity of the testi-
mony, the prisoners shall have the henefit of it;”
most certainly, and here is what we complain of—that,
though great doubt exists as to the « validity of the

testimony” upon which the prisoners Berubé and

Cesaree Theriault were convicted, they have not had
the benefit of it. "The doubt was, not as to the
amount of the prisoners guilt, but, whether they
were guilty of azry crime at all ; if then the * benefit
of this doubt™ had been given to.the prisoners, they
would have been at once dismissed from confinement,
as * Not Guilty” in the eye of the faw; but they
have not been dismissed ; they have been, treated as
convicted criminals, and therefore have not enjoyed
the benefit of +the doubt as to- the validity of the
testimeny” addueed against them ; and thus in their
case, what the Gazette truly calls “a principle of
Linglish Jaw™ has been shamefully violated. Again
we call upon the Guzette to name the crime of which
the prisoners Berubé and Cesaree Theriault have been
legally convicted, and for which they are now suffer-
ing imprisonment in the Penitentiary. .

We see by the Upper Canada papers that a whole
batch of murderers has been reprieved at once, and
every week brings fearful accounts of the rapid in-
crease of bratal erimes, for well the murderer knows
that wnder the present regime, he may cut throats,
and outrage women, with impunity. Alas! it is too
true that in Cznada, as at present gaverned, there is
no suflicient protection for life and property.

How vain are all Legistative enactments against
intemperance, may be seen from the following report
of the laws in Sweden against drunkenness. Sweden
it 1nust be remembered 15,—if Mr. Laing’s, a Pro-
testant writer’s account may he relied upon—lLhe
most thoroughly depraved nation on the face of the
earth, rivalling, il not out-doing Scotland in its amount
of drunkenness, and in impurity, and the practice of
all uncleanness, far out-doing, not only Scotland,

If the same individual is found comnmitting the sune
offence a filth time, he is shut up in the House of Correciion,
and condemned to six months’ hard labor; if he is azain
wuilty, to a twelve months’ punishment of 2 simitar descrip-
tion. I the offence has been committed in publie, such as at
# firir, an auction, &c., the fine is doubled ; und if the offender
hrs made his appearance at a church, the punishment is still
more severe. Whoever is convicted of having induced another
to fntoxicate himscllis fined three doflars, which sum isdoubled
if the person is a miner.  An ceclesiastic who falls imto thix
oflence tuses his benefice 5 if' it is a layunan who accupies any
comsiderable post, his functivas are suspended, and perhaps he
is distmissed.  Drunkenness is never admitted as an excuse for
any crime,. and whoever dies when drunk is buried ignomim-
ously, and deprived of the prayers of the Church. It is forbid-
dun to give, and nore explicitly 1o scll, any spirituous liquors
10 students, workmen servants, apprentices, and private sol-
diers.  Whovever is observed deank in the streets, or making a
noise in o tavern, is sare 10 be taken to prison and detained
1ill sober, without, however, being on that sccount exempted
from the fines. - One-hall’ of these fines go to the informers
(who are generally police oificers) ; the other half 1o the poor.
If the delinquent has o money, Le is kept in prison until some
uite pays (ur bim, or until ke has worked out his cnlargement.”

'I'a the Corps Legislatil and the Sénute on Assuming
the Imperial Title o’ Napoleon IIL.

- Musseirs,—The new reign which you this day
“inangurate has not its origin, as so many O!.'hGl:S whic‘h
‘history records, in violence, conquest, or intrigue; it
is, as you have just declaved, the legal result of the
will of an enevgetic people, consolidating, while in a
state of repose, what it had founded in the midst of
agitation. e ) '

T am deeply grateful to the nation \\."lli_cll"}lux;ee
times in four years have supported me by its suftrage,
and which each time has only augmented its majority
in order to increase my power. But the’more this
power gains in extent and in vital force, the more
need it has of enlightening men like those whom I
address, to gnide me by their couhséls, and to reduce
sny authority within just limits, if ¢ver it sheild trans-
gress them. o

FFrom this day I take with the crown the name of
Napoleon 1I1., because the opinion of the people has
already bestowed it on me in their acclamations, De-
cause the Senate laslegally propoesed it, 2nd because
the whole nation has ratified it.

Does this, however, sighify that i taking this title
I fall into the errer imputed to the priice who, re-
tarning from exile, declared all that had been doune in
absence null and void?

So erroneous a notion is far fromme. Not only do
1 recognise the Governments which have preceded
me, but I inherit in some sort what they have accom-
plished of good and evil: for successive Govern-
'ments, notwithstandirg {heir different origin, are se-
verally bound by the acts of their predecessors.

But the more T accept that which, for the last ffty
years, history hands dowi to us with its inllexible au-

‘thority, the less was it allowed me to pass over in
silence the gloricus réign of the chief of my family,
and the title, regtlar although ephemeral, of bis son,
which the Chanibers proclaimed with the last outburst
of conguered patriotisin.

Thus, then, the ‘title of Napoleon TTI. is not one of
those dynastic znd obsolele pretentions which seem an
‘insult alike (o truth and common sense ; itis the ho-

‘magepaid Lo a Government which was Jegithinate, and
to which we are indebted for the finest pages of our
modern history. My reign does not date from 1815;
it dates from the very instant that you have commu-
nicated to me the suffrages of the nation.

Receive then, Messicurs les Deputés, o+ acknow-
ledgments for fhe distinction you have given to the

- manifestation of the national will, rendering it more
apparent by your supervision, and more imposing by
your declaration.

T tbank you, also, Messieurs les Senateurs, for hav-
ing been the first to congratulate me, as you were
also the first to express the national wish.

Assist me, all of you, to establish in this land, ha-
rassed by so many revolutions, a stable Government,
hased on religion, justice, probity, and the love of the
hambler classes.

And here receive the ocath, that T will &se every
exertion to assure the prosperity of this country ; and
that whilst maintaining pezce, I will yield nothing
which affects ihe henor and the dignity of France.

necessary for her organisation and her life, = Bt why
choose the imperial monarchy? \Vhy does Fiance
desire to re-establish the dynastyof Napoleon? This
nation, which is said to shaw sueli levity, has more
consistency in its ideas and conslancy in his will than
they who judge it superficially mayimagine. France
will have the dynasty of the Emperor, becaise she
already decided to have'it at the beginning of the
century, and because she in that way marked it with
a national character; because, after having beheld
that dynasty at work, she hias been able to convince
hersell that it is the only one which responds abso-
lutely to her interests and her instincts, as well as to
the legitimate conquests of modern civilisation; be-
cause, in fine, as the new Emperor has said there
exists between the imperial dynasty and the nation a
community of sentiment and of glory. Since the fall

to ameliorate ihe scil, and pay ofl' its debts; in fine,
it was necessary l¢ have an aggregate of institutions, |
having the double advantage of bLeing useful to all, |
without injuring the interests cf any one. Is there a
single one of these necessities that the clect of the
nation has not been seriously occupied with, and
which he has declared that he would satisfy with that
certainty of tact, and that vigor of decision which,
(or a length of time, I'rance las ceased %o be ac-
quainted with; s¢ much for the past. As to the
Tuture, the programine of the empire, traced out be-
forehand in the speach at Bordeaux, lias been con-
firmed by the message to the legislative bedy. Placed
by its origin and its antecedents far above parties,
the new government will knotw how to ally modera-
tion to firmness, and will be constanlly busied in
fructifying the great interests which intelligence gives
birth to, and which peace developes. Ile whom
France has just crowned sees in his new clevation
only a greater duty imposed on him by the people,
and a higher mission confided to him by Providence.
These words indicate with what religious care Louis
Napoleon prepares for the preclamation of the em-
pire. France, which knows all thatit can expect
from the prosperity and grandeur of a government
that she has established on such wide bases, would-be
happy to celebrate, by public rejoicings, an event
which is at the same time the triumph of its reason
and of its will. But the new Emperor,occupied with
the grave duties whicli are imposed on its devoted-
ness by this marlked testimony of the people’s affec-
tion, prefers associating the nation in his generous
thoughts. It is by benefits in favor of the poor and
suffering ‘classes, by acts of clemency, that Louis
Napoleon will inaugurate his reign.”

‘The foregoing article (remarks the Paris corres-
pondent of the Z%mes) may be considered as a sort
of programme of the [uture imperial government. I
may add that the allusions to ameliorations in the po-
sition of the poorer classes are considered particularly
to refer to a forthcoming decree, having for object
the gradual extinctlion of pauperism. The decree is
already prepared, and will create a vast establishment
of dépots de mendicité, or poorhouses. A dépot will
be established for every four or five departments, on
the model of that of Beaugency, founded by Count
Simeon, now member of the senate, and formerly
Prefect of the Loiret. That establishment is in a
state of much prosperity. The cost of each pauper
is not more than 180 francs per annum. It is cal-
culated that if each department allotted 40,000f. or
50,000f. it would be quite sufficient for the support
of its poor. :

The new college for Anglican converts, which
the Pope has named Collegio Ilcclesiastico, is to be
opened on the Teast of the Presentation of OQur
Lady. says, on good auuthority, that Sir
Henry Bulwer’s mission here was a complete failure.
Lord Derby’s instructions were to the effect that he
should promise everything, and then, if that failed
that he should hegin treatening ; but Sir Henry did
both equaily unsuccessfully. As to Murray’s case,
which they pretend in Lngland to have been the only
object of his mission to the Holy City, the reprieve
was aclually signed six weeks before Sir Henry’s ar-
rival, and he hardly mentioned it at all in his econver-
sation with Cardinal Antonelli.”

INDIA.

Tur Burmese War.—Advices, via Trieste,
have arrived, in anticipation of the overland mail.
The following summary is taken from the Bomdbay
Times of the 3rd November :— '

We intimated in our last that the Ist Division of
the Army of Burmal, consisting of the 18th Royal
Trish, her Majesty’s 80th, and the 30ih Madras Na-
tive Infantry, a field battery with two eight-inch
howitzers, and. the remainder of the Sappers and
Miners, left Rangoon for Prome betwixt the 18th
and 22nd of September, and that on the 24th (Gene-
ral Godwin, with a company of the 4th battulion of
Artillery followed them in the steamer Iroserpine.
They ascended the river without interruption till the
morning of the 9th of October, when they approach-
ed Prome. The defences of the Burmese con-
sisted of a long stockade on the edge of the hills
on the right bank, a breastwork of masonry on the
point, and guns planted on every position of .advan-
tage on ‘both sides of the river. So soon as the
squadron came within range they were fired on from
all the points by the cnemy : tlus was returned by
the Phlegethon and Mahanuddy, and'by the rest of

the squadron as théy came within range. Tn two
hours the fire of ihe encmy was completely silenced.
As a sharp discharge ot musketry was still kept up
from behind the numerous pagodas- which lay on the
bank of the river and the irT-egular portions of the
ground where mqusmen could be. concealed, the
steamers came to anchior and commenced about ngon
throwing shells, which speedily cleared the neishbop.

{rom the Interprise.. They experienced scarcely
any opposition.  On touching the shore they thresy
out skirmishers and pushed rapidly up the l'siH, tis-
lodging the enemy as’ they advanced. "I'he Golden
Pagoda in front of them was defended by 500 men :
a sharp but shori-struggle lere ensued; the cuemy
alter receiving tvo or three heavy volleys, broke il
fled in all directions. At so late an hour it was uot
deemed expedient 1o attack the town. Tn the conrsc
of the night the troops, in all amounting t6 about
3,000 men, of whori 500 were seamen, were landed :
next morning they marched almost without opposition
into Prome, which had been abandoned by thie Bu-
mese. It is said that there are about 6,000 Burmese
defended by strong’ stockades about six miles frons
Prome; and thougls the opinion seems to be that they
might have been dislodged without the slinhtest
trouble by the present force, the gencral, as it is said,
determined to await the arrival of the 2nd division
before proceeding furtier.  Owr troops meanswlhile
are comlortably housed within the town.  I'he peo-
ple Iad not begun to bring in supplies, and the men
had been {eeding for some days on salt provisious.
There seemed no_apprehension but that they wonld
speedily be plentifully provided for. The easualties
in the navy are—David Reid, A. B., lier Majesty's
ship Fox ; David Evans, A. B., her Majestys ship
Winchester; and two natives of Tedia on board the
Hon. Company’s steam vessel Mahanuddy, wonded.
In the military arm—one sergeant of her M ajesty’s
80th TFoot killed ; one soldier of the Lngineers, and
one of the 80th oot severely wounded ; five soidivrs
of the 80th Yoot, and one of the 3510 Marras Na-
tive Infantry wounded slightly.  General Godwin hadt
returned to Rangoon on the 13th, leaving Prome in
charge of Sir John Cheape.  Nothing was known of
our juture plans, but the fighting was considercd
nearly over. ‘Fhe troops were all in the highest
Lealth and spirits everywhere.  Admiral Austen died
of cholera about four p.m. on the Sthy his remuins
were conveyed on beard the Rattler to Lrincomaler,
where his family are.  He was a great favorite with
the fleet.  Ie wasin the seventy-fourth year of his
age, and was believed to be under orders” for China
immediately. The Burmese war may be said now to
be over; it only remains for us to take quiet posses-
sion of whatever portion of these territories we de-
sive to annex, and leave a suflicient force to pacily
and protect them.  \We have scarcely any news fram
any other part of Tndia.  The heats of Ociober have
been uncommonly intense, and continued to an unusu-
ally late period of the season, the cold weather only
commencing as November approached. There has
been great sickness amongst the troops, especially
amangst the uropeans, in Malwa and Central India,
in the upper provinces of Bengal, thronghout the
Punjaub and Lower Scinde. Tndia seems universally
tranguil at present.

AUSTRATIA,

“ The diggings are setting the southern hamisphere
in a complete state of ferment. [t is fmpossible o
over-estimate them. "Thousandsavre on the move 10
them. And it is believed that, looking at them
merely inan artistic way, they present the wost ex-
traordinary scene perhaps in the world.  Dr. Geog-
hegan is endeavoring to establish a mission tere.
You may well imagine that the Priest who does duty
will have to be pretty constantly in his saddle in the
midst of such a grotesque multitude.

T send you a small specimen of (he precious me-
tal from the Mount Alexander diggings, which [
know you will consider a great curiosity. These
diggings, by the way, have quile changed the face ol
things. Tancy the commanest lahorers, servant girls,
and as they would have been in Treland, the poorest
people, arrayed in shooting coats, boots, cutting-whips.
silver-mointed, gold cluins, watches, visettes, patent
leather slippers, clocked sifk stockings, the finest
Tuscah, satin, silk, &e., bonnets, faticy umbraletts
(butterfly fashion), lace veils, rufiles, rings n!nfh‘, ter
order, out of the purest gold, and set with brilliants.
Fancy all the horses boughtup and newly bridled and
saddled, and the gentlesien, and often the ladies,
dashing about the bush awd town in first-rate style.
and then say whether Manchester can excel us. Al
the emigrants (female) get married almost inmedi-
ately after fanding. We have, to be sure, our diffi~
culties with them now dnd againj but T have nol
heard of a case where the girl lLas taken advice that
she has had reason to regret it.

“ At the diggings all the men are armed to the
teeth. Revolvers and rifles, double-barrels and
¢ blunders,” are constantly ‘loaded and discharged to

keep off Pentonvilles and vans, and other murderously-
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disposed ¢ coves’ (quite celonial) from the teats.
"T'here are no .stone or brick walls at the diggings.
Canvass tents, tarpalins, kangaroo skins, and the rud-
est furnifure, form a necessary portion 6f the move-
able outfit of the gold digger. Soyer might learn
something in the shape ‘of cooking were he at the
Alesander gold fields. Damper and mutton, and
wutton and damper,and the oddest mixtures, form the
compost de cuisine of the diggings. Water, yellow
in color, gold tinged, quite appropriate, gilds the
stomachs of the auriferous divciples of Creesus in the
southern hemisphere.

«The specimen I send T have been offered threc
pounds for.  Such a one, good as it is, would, how-
ever, be given here for 2 fig of tobacco. No one
can exagoerate the diggings. T have hearda gentle-
man say that be would rather have lost a hundred pound
than have Jost the scene they afford. Lawyers, physi-
cians, drapers, bankers, magistrates, squatters, wool-
growers, and they say some Clergymen Dissenters,
&e., may he seen rocking gold cradles, washing, dig-
ging, breaking quartz, driving the wedges, the pick,
the crow, and every available iron or hard metallever
in search into every depth of blue clay, quartz rocl,
peblle, pipeclay, yellow clay, and every possible com-
bination of earth and soil, willt as intense application
as if they ladd heen commissioned by the Royal Socie-
ty or the British Association to analyse the universe.

“ Where it will end, or what it will come to, no
man ean predict.  California cannot be compared
with the diggings of Australia. Ilobson’s Bay is
crowded with shipping in consequence of them. Ade-
taide, [ebart ‘Lown, even Sydney, are fast emplying
their populations into Port Philip.  China and Ame-
rica, too, ave finding their way here. We require
first-rate men at the head of atlairs here. T become
mvsell intensely interested. I know not how it may
affect religion.  Utltimately I believe all will be well.
Meantiine society will be, must be, more or less dis-
organised.”

have resolved 10 add abont 5,000 seamen 1o the {leet,
with a proportinnate addition to the Marines. The

may be made, and onght 1o be made, the most, secure
provision to which a seafaring man has to look.
The practice of discharging the well-trained crews of
hips vecently paid off ought a1 once 1o be put an end
ta s and if other conditions are reguired to command
the service of this imnpontant elass of the community,
they shoald be adopten.  We cannot question that the
sovermment, in taking this step, is prepared to sanc-
fion the measures necessary 1o give effec to it, for we
apprehend that, in the present state of our trade, 5,000
seamen will not be raised for the fleet without some
extra exertions. It would be an error to attribute to
this measure a greater degree of political importance
han it deserves, and althoueh it happens to correspond
in point of time with the proclamation of the French
empire, iiere is probably no direct connection between
the two incidents.  Bol we cannot be ignorant that an
extraordinary degree of aclivity has prevailed for some
tme pastin the doekyards of onr most power{nl neigh-
bor, and that while some show has been made of a
reduction in the French army the navy of that country
has been anmmented to an. unprecedented extent. To

At the present rate of prepa-
ration these batteries will be ready for service by the
lutter end of winter, or ecarly in spring; but it any
greater expedition were necessary the time of prepa-
ration could be very materially shortened. This is a
portion of the military preparitions which must not be
pustponed —for guns are not cast, nor carrizges cou-
structed, nor horses purchased, nor aitilleryinen triun-
ed in a day. ‘The fact that a very large portion of the
forces which must be bronght at first to meet an in-
viling furce would be imperfectly dvilled troops adis
to the importance of these eflorts to put the artillery in
athoroughly efficient stile.  Youns soldiers, assisted
Ly well-served guus, need not foir a collision with
older troops.
