THE MICHIGAN HORROR.

DISTRESSING ACCOUNTS FROM ALL PARTS OF THE
STATE~—EHUNDRED3 OI' PERSONS BURNED TO
DEATH OR KILLED,

Derrorr, Mich., Sept, 8.—Ever hour brings
more horrible stories from the fire regions
of Sanilac, Huron and Tuscola counties.
Money, medicinee and surgical aid are
being sent from Port Huron sand Detroit,
There are po particalars, but it is known
that over 200 men, women snd chiidren were
burned to death in Sanilac county alope, and
as mauy 48 160 move in Huron. T'housands
of families are homeless and almoat naked.
The village of Forest Bay and Huron City,
both in Huron County, are gone. The Even-
ing News special from Sandusky, Sanilac
County, reports the entire central portion of
that county was burned over and scarcely any-~
thing left. Twenty-three dead bodies were
found along the roadside in Moore, Argyle,
Custer and Walterton Townshipa; within
fifteen miles of Minden over 200 persons are
known to have been burned to death. The lat-
est reports increase the horror of the disaster.
The tire came with a burricane of wind on
Monday at noop, and the whole heavens
seemea on fire, The inhabitants thought of
nothing but to escape with their lives.
Relief trains and boats are being
sent from here to-day. Provisions, clothing,
bedding and all the necessaries of life are
needed. Thousands of pecple who are des-
titute must be supported for months., In
parts of Sanilac County it is feared that a
pestilence will bresd from the dead cattle,
horses and sheep. Detroit to.day is empty-
ing the stores of provisions, loading them on
boats and sending them {orward, the mer-
chants having met and decided to help all
they could.

A special from reputable citizens of Leam-
ington says dead bodies are belng-brought in
from all directions. It is now known that
500 were killed in Sanilac County.

Derrolr, Sept. 9.—Thus far it has been im-
possible to secure a complete list of the dead-
Rev. Z. Grenelle, pastor of the First Bap.
tist Church in this oity, who was in Saniiac
County at the time of the fire, eaw fourteen
dead bodies brought into Sand Beach, black-
ened sud shapeless masses, in most cases.
Even the sex could not be determined. In
places he saw whole groups of dead, appar-
ontly families, reduced to an indistinguish-
able mass of roasted and blackened. blocks of
flesh. Near Deckerville, Rev. W. 7. Alling-
ton found sixteen dead bodies. Around Lex-
ington those known to have perished are
Humphrey Hegdriver, Mrs. Frank Dennison,
eister and child, Paul Wetzel, wife and five
children, Mrs. Strong and two childrern,
George Kratch, Michael Welch, wife and two
children, Paul Whitelese, wife and five
children, James Gibsoun and two sisters.
In Paris Township, Jobn Flyte Wager and
wife and seven children and fifteen unknown
persons perished, a8 also did Morrls Olifford,
wife and child, and the entire Day family of
eight persons,

The fire crisis in Huroun and Sanilac coun-
ties has passed, but sickening details continuo
to come. Two bundred and fifteen families
have been burned out in the towne of Marlett,
Flynn, Argyle, Evergreen, Moore, Lamatte
and Eliner, and thirty-two deaths are re-
ported. The fires in the burning district are
mostly out now, and the disconsolate, many
with. thelr eyes burned out, ecarred, disfigured
and not a few demented, lie around the piles
of ashes where only a few nays ago they dwelt
in comfort. Many persons are missing, and
the exact loss of life cannot be known for
some days yet. It 1s sald that no less than
twenty-seven dead bodies have already been
found between Badane and Port Huron.

A GLANCE AT DONEGAL.

A Western Parish

LETTER FROM JAMES REDPATH.

@weeporg, Co. DoNEdar, Aug, 17,

For the last seven years, Mr. O'Doherty, of
Liondonderry, in his professional capacity, has
fought the landlords of Donegal as the legal
councillor of the tenants. Probably no man
is more famillar with their record.

RELIGION IN DONEGAL,

Pointing toward Donegal from the round
fort of the Greenan, he called my attention
to the fact that cultivation was gradually
creeping up the mountain sides, Thatrich
or comparatively fertile district was “planted”
like Derry with Protestant fnrmers, and all
the best landin it was then occupied by them,
and is still chiefly beld by their descendants.
The best districts of Donegal were thusap—
propriated. The old Irish, or Catholic in-
habitant, were driven into lLogs uure-
claimed, or up the mountain slopes
almaost unreclaimable, and it has been only
after generations of incessant toil that these
meagre hillsides and marshy flats have been
forced to produce s scanty subsisténce. As
the more thrifty or fortunate Catholic peas-
ants acquired the mesns, whether by the
spade or in trade, they have been elowly buy.
ing such of the more fertile farms as have
come into market. For many generations,
under the operation of the Penal Laws, the
Catholics had no opportunity to buy—they
were debarred from buying—even when
tbey had the means. Hence the
meanness and the cruelty of attri-
buting to the influence of their veligion, the
superior prasperity of Protestant districts, due
solely to the original alienation or expropria-
tion of Catholic estates, and to the persistent
persecution of the adhereats of the ancient
faith, ‘Whatever improvements have leen
made for a century past in the sterile dis-
tricts of Donegal have been due to the con-
stant and unaided industry of the impoverish-
ed Catholic peassntry. This is the record of
histery in the North of Ireland. Asa class—
almost universally—the Catholics of Donegal
have smasll and inferior holdings, while the
great landlords, almost without exceptions,
are nominally Protestants, who have robbed
them by rack-rents from timo beyond the
memory of living men.

Although three-fourths of the population
of Donegal are Catholics, yet, with three ex«
ceptions, all the magistrates are Protestant
landlords or laud agents. The County Board
or Grand Jury,who aseess all taxes ou tenants,
are composed of landlords or thelr agents.
The public prosecutor (called Sessional
Crown Prosecutor), iz the law agent of most
of these magnates, The poor relief is ad-
ministered by landlords or their agents or
nominees, The police officers areall patizans
of the landed class. Nine-tenths of the
jurors from Legan and the Protestant districts
are Protestants, although, in land disputes,
they are seldom influenced by religious preju.
dices,

DONEGAL LANDLORDS.

Rack-renting is almost universal in Done-
gol.  Teonant-right 18 alro universal. But
tenant-right ( as I believe I already reported
Mr. O'Doherty as saying), in this region
means the right of free sale only; it does not
secure fair rent or fixity of tenure.

Free sale on many estates is also offset by
free rack-rents—by the landlord increasing
the rent on each succession or other change
of tenancy 50 greatly, that the good will ot
the farm is practically worthless or reduced
in value. Landlordism In Donegal is stili
further oppressive in its exactions by charg-
ing special remts for peat bogs, for the
privilege of gathering sea-weed, by
confiscations of mountain tracts and
common grazing grounds, Landlordism has
made itself exceptionally odions during times
of famine, When the whole civilized world
was contributing money for the relief of the
starving pessautry of Ireland, the landlords
of Donegul gave = nothing, but, on the con-
trary, they trled to make the benevolent
abroad believe that no distress existed.

These general statements of Mr. O'Doherty
I have heard repeated more than once since
I arrived in Donegal, and I have collected o
large mass of documeatary evidence hitherto
unpuolished, to sustain the indictment,

WORK OF THR LAND LRAGUE.

The Land Lesgue is not especially strong
in Donegal. Cox, Boyton,and McSwoeny—
three of its official organizers——are in jail as
« gugpects,” and tbree of the best citizens of
this parish are similarly situated. Yet Mr,
O'Doherty informed me that all over the

mcuntainy or Land League districts, since |

the formation of the Leagues in them, rents
bad been reduced 38, 48, 55, and
even 6s. Bd. in the pound. Partial
reductions had also. been made in the
Legan or Protestant district, since the organi-
zation ofthe League thers, owing to the spirit
of resiatance to landlord exactions which it

had aroused. The existence of the Lesgue

had also prepared the way for the establish.
ment ot peasant proprietorship, by making
mavny of the landlords willing to sell their
estates. Rents;: (along the western coast
especially), could not be pald, except by
money sent by exiles in Amercia and by

members of .the peasant families who an- |

‘nually migrate to England and Scotlandg .
-8o much for sclid generallties,

THE MIGRATION OF LABOURERS.

This annual migration of labourers from
the western counties of Ireland, especially
from Donegal and Mayo, to England and
Scotland, is one of the most noteworthy phases
of Irish pensant life. Before the great famine
of 1847, it wai estimated that 60,000 of these
1abourers migrated to the stepsister islands to
do harvesting and other farm work. They
putin their little crops of potatoes in the
spring, and left the women and children to
attenid to them 'until they came back in the
fall. After the great evictions, their hold-
inga were so poor and 8o small, that
it was impossible to pay the rent and
support a family on their .produce.
There ars from 30,000 to 35,000 of these
migratory laborerg still. The fact that their
movrments have seldom attracted even a
passing notice from the press, ia a compli-
ment to the Irish peasant. No riot, no
drinking, no disorderly conduct, cither in
passing through the Irish or British cities,
marks their march ; and one of the bitterest
enemies of their agitation has been forced to
admit that it « cannot recall even a single
instance in which one of the tribe has figured
in any of our police courta” «The most
timid Dublin lady, walking witbout a protec-
tor, mesting a hundred of these rough-looking
men, putsues her way without a momentary
apprehension of 8o much as a word or a look
ofinsult. . . . The appearance of these
migratory laborers bespeaks a life of active
toil and self-denial, and the possession of
much intelligence.”

Yet these self-same bright, virtuous, sober,
and orderly people assron as they aspire to
be free men instead of being serfs ot the soil
are brandod at home and abroud by thig same
Dublin Ereniny Mail-—the most zenlous cham-
pion of the landlords—as & race of nssassins
und outlaws whom only coercion laws can
control.

GWEEDORE.

This parish of Gweedore, from which I
write, I have selected as one of the best re-
presentative parishes of Donegnl of the con-
dition ot the poorest peasant populstion. It
acquired a celebrity, not to be envied, for its
wretchedness during the last famine, which
was widely made known by the noble cnergy
of Father James Mcl'adden, the Catholic priest
here. Just a year and two days since, it
suldenly drew the attention of the outer
world once more by an unprecedented kind of
calamity—the flooding of the Catholic church,
and the drowning of five membere of the con-
gregation assembled at the Mnss !

The church is built in a ravine. A little
gtream—lhey call it a river here—ripples
through the glen, and then runs under the
church. There was a rain-storm a year ngo.
The mountain streams swelled the little
river into a torrent, which swept down,
choked its channel under the church, and
rushed into the doors as the congregation
were on their knees, DBefore escape was
possible, the church was flooded to the depth
of seven feet.

Why was the church built in a ravine and
over a stream? The old, old feud, between
persecuting Lpiscopalianism and its oppon-
euts that the Covenauters resisted in Scot-
land, and Catholics were the victims of in
Ireland! The Penal Laws forbade the exer-
cise of the Oatholic religion, and the saying
of the Mass wag a capital oflence. The same
price was put on the head of a priest as ofa
wolf—and for the same purpose—to en-
courage the extermination of botk! So
the persecuted Catholics, like the perse-
cuted Covenanters, assembled in little
wooded glens, and there, In BSecret, with
fear and trembling, kesping sentinels on the
watch, they worshipped God according to
their own forms, and ag their conscience
dictated. History shows that these perse-
cutions are never successful ; and yet to.day
6 ladstone and john Bright are employing the
self~-same agencies of coercion and brute
force to exterminate that new falth of human-
ity which teaches that mot to protect dead
property but living men, is the proper func.
tion and province of government!

As 1 looked at the prostrate worshippera at
Vespers on the firat anniversary of this
calamity, I saw not them but the huuted
priests thers a century ago, and my owa an-
cestors in the border glens only a few genor—
ations earlier—victims alike of a power that
has always prated about liberty, aud always
fought fo the bitter end ngainst the rights of
man, 1ii I ever show a hatred of the British
ruling class, both civil and ecclesiastical, it is
becauss I hava honestly inherited generations
of wrongs at its hand ; and if, without an
Irish ancestor, 1 cordially espouse the Irish
quarrel, It is because I believe it to be the
‘common cause of the common people of Fng-
land and Scotland, as well as of Ireland.

I found Father McFadden at work, using
dynamite - to blast the rocks around the
church, to make a new channel for the river.

The site thus selected a century since by
persecution, became the property of the
church when the Penal Laws were repealed ;
and to avoid asking favors from unfriendly
landlords, it was determined to erect the
Qhapel in the ravine In. which the hunted
Qatholics had secretly worshipped God long
ago in mortal peril, but immortal courage.

the scenéry.now, ag I'visit the county'to tell '~

about the people, and why they are 8o poor;
aud about their rulers, and why they are 60
relentless in their batred of the native popu-
lation, I propose to make a political study
ot ihe County Donegal as a typical Irish
county.,

POPULATION OF DONEGAL.,

Donegal in 1871 had a population of
218,334 persons. There are about six thous-
and more femsales than males.. During the
famine, two years ago, over 80,000 peraons
wore reported to be on the relief lists. In
some parishes on the const the people saved
themselves from death by huoger by euting
the black sea-weed. Whole baronies were in
semi-nakedoess and rage. I.om no other
county did I receive more pathetic accounts
of the extreme destitution of the peasantry.

The population of Donegal has been stead-
ily decreasing with every decade. In 1841
(the date of the last census before the great
famine), its population was 296,448, It had
been rapidly increasing. The famiue swept
away over 41,000, exclusive of the expected
(and otherwise inevitable) increass. Up te
1871, the succeeding twenty years showed a
farther loss of 36,824 persons. This shows a
steady decline, during thirty years, at the rate
of 14, 7, and 8 per cent. each decade, without
reckoning the natural increase. I have not
been able to obtain the statistics of 1881, as
only summaries of the census have been is-
sued. DButthe decrease has continued, it is
stated, with a nuicker waste of population.

THE LAND AND WATER OF DONEGAL,

Dounegal has an area of 1,107,154 ncros;
22,800 acres are water. The rivers und
longhs nre the property of individual land-
lords, who reut out tbe fisheries. Only
247,281 acrres arp under tillage; 111,966
acres are in pasture; 9,308 are in plautation
or woods; 505,719 are waste, and bog, and
mountsin. These figures show that there is
about ome person to every three acres of
« arable and pasture land,” and about 18 to
every 100 acres of the entire county. Dut
this gives an Imperfect report of the density
of the population, because the pasture
lands do no more to support tbe people
of Donegal than the plains of Colurado. It
ia the tillage lands only that are available to
them, The returns for tillage show 217,281
to support 218,334 peraons, Deducting town
and house sites and yards, nnd ditches, and
roads, snd rivers, this .proves that each and

every acro of the acvessible snil of Donegal
—every acre of the wet, marshy, cold soil of
the const as well as the moro tertile fislds of
the interior valleys—is expected to support
one person, wholis sternly compelled to pay
rack~rents for his holding, in order to main-
tain a class of absentee idlers in luxury
abroad, and their agents and other depend-
ants in comfort in the country.

DWELLINGS DF TUE VEOPLE,

There are 40,854 dwelling  houses inhabited
in Donegal. There were 54,503 inhabited
dwellingsin 1841. Theae houses are divided
in the government reports into four classes of
waccommodation.” The fourth class of
houses comprises cabins only having one
room and window. In this class there are
7,603 houses, or cabins, built of stone or brick
—mostly stone, and 45 cabina. These mud
cabins are rapidly disappearing. I visited one
cabin yeaterday huilt of sod, and thatched with
straw, It bad no windows. There was no
chimnoy—only a hole in the thatch. "There
was no fiteplace. Thesmoke tilled the cabin
so densely and the heat was g0 intense that
I could not remain s minute in it, It was a
stable, and cow-houre, and pigsty, and hen-
nery, a8 well a8 a kitchen, nursery, and bod-
room—a8 all of these “ fourth claes” cabins
ars. Tho door was off its hinges, and the
open doorway served for window, ventllator,
and chimney. More than half of the cabins

-in this groat parish are of the fourth class.

Of these 7,603 houses, 7,542 ara inhabited
by one (human) family ; 55 * accommodate”
2 families each; 5 have threo families each ;
and one has siz families within its walla,

Third class houses ara cabins having from
2 to 4 rooms and windows., There are 19,761
houses of this class. Six of them shelter ¢
familiea ench ; 24 of them shelter 3 families
each; 744 of them ghelter 2 families each ;
and 19,722 are occupied by single families.

Second class houses are officially described
as ¢ what may be considered a good farm
house, having from 5 to 7 rooms and win-
dows.” Thereare 12,019 such houses. One
of them containa 5 families; 11 contain 4
families each ; 42 contain 3 families each ;
292 contain 2 families each; and the rest
contain single families.

1In the first-class are ranked all houses of a
«hetter description than any of the preceding
claszges.” There are 1,110 houses ranked as
first-olass: but the taccommodation” {8
gsometimes fourth class.

You
contract for your room at so much a day,—
and the sum is always a round one,—and it
is explained to you that you may order your
meals from a bill of fare, the price of each
dish being set down opposite its name. Very
good, you say to yourself—1 know mnow
what X am to pay; and you fall to work,
When you are through you rise and prepare
to get out, The waiter stops you with an
obgequious smile in which there is much de-
termination, and remarks, #The waiter!”

Understand, you
have already paid exorbitant prices for eack
and every bit of service you havo received ;
but, nevertheless, there in your bill is an
item, “attendance four days, eight shillings.”

As you
leave the hotel there stands the entireretinue
of servants-—the boots, the chambermaid, the
bar-man, the bell-boy—all with their hands
extonded, and every one expecting a parting
shower of small coin.

# Canada 18 one of the most over-rated
colonies we bave, but it is heartily ¢ loyal,
and makes the loyalty pay. Its astute
inhabitants know well how to take
John Bull's susceptibilities, but I have seen
nothing finer in the way of advertising than
poor Lord Lorne's ftour’ now in progress.
Heo has gone to the North, but just at the
right time, and the gushing accounts we are
receiving from the ¢ specials’ who accompany
him are admirably adapted to create a
belief that the true land of promire
is to be found there at last. With such
soil to till, and amorng such Queen wor.
shippers, the distreesed British farmer would
be in bliss. Of course, those who choose
can believe all that. For my part I know of
only one sound province in the whole Do-
minion—that of Ontario. It is the only
province,’ as ashrewd land jobber said to me
once, *where you can lend money on land
with any hope of ever seeing your own again.’
As for the conntry, as s whole it is poor, and
it io crushed with debt, The supreme Gov-
ernment owes about £26,000,000 to this
countty, and about .£35000,000 altogether,
and every province has ite separate debt, ns
also has almost every collection of shanties
calling itself a *city.!”

If there ia much in the article which is
grosely exaggerated there is also much which
is irue., We have absolutely too many
Governments, and there is more loyalty
Bpoken in Canada in ome day than if judi-
ciously distributed would answer for at least
one year. fruthis aow looked to as one of
the most popular and *trothful” journals in
England, and a perusal, therefore, of its
utterances will enable us to see our country

through an English mediam.

ATHLETICS AND ESTHAETICS.

1f the Atlantic cakle is to be credited the
Irish are an inferior race, good for little and
whom it wonld be proper to exterminate, but
just a8 regularly as the cable tells us lies, it
is contradicted by current history, which
shows Irish names victorious all along the
line.

If muscle is power
the Irish will soon rule the world, despite the
tremendous efforts of their natural enemies,
the Epglish, who are a commercial people.
For strength and bravery they are unrivalled.
British wat office returns show that the Irish
of the Impetial army have far more than their
percentage of Victoria Orosses. Qut of the 600
«Englishmen® who so bravaly rushed upon the
Russian batteries at Balaklava there were
1 321" Irisbmen. All the British Generals
worth mentloning since Wellington's time
were Irishmen, All the American Admirals
were Irishmen, and at the present day all the
athletes and gymuasts of the American-
British-Irish world are Itishmen, ' Just

THE TRAIN R0BBERY IN MI:SOQURIL.
INTERYVIEW WITH ONE OF THE PASSENGERS.

Mr., A, T, Lothrop, one of the passengers
on ‘board the train which fell into the hands
of the Missouri desperadoes, arrived in Mon-
treal last Saturday from the west. He had
been working a mine at Kokomo, Colorado,
and was returning on a vigit to his friends in
Sherbrooke. Hoe is afine-looking man, who it
is plainly evident hasjseen a good deal of
western life. Wearing a broad felt hat, cowhide
boots, together with his sunburnt, ruddy
complexion, he is to all intents and purposes
a complete specimen of a frontiersman and
hardy miner. He is accompanied by his
son, a youth of eighteen.
Poarinterviewed him this afterncon while he
was in the depct seeing to his luggage, pre-
paratory to taking the 3:30 traia to his desti-
nation.

«I understand, Sir,” queried the reporter,
“that you are oneof the passengers who were
cleaned out at Independence, Mo., hy the
train robbers the other night ?

« I was,” was the reply, * but they did not
make a great haul from me anyhow.”

“ How was that ?”

« Well, you sce, wo were all asleep in the
car. T guess it wounld be abont one o'clock:
in the morning when the train stopped. it
awoke me, of course, and I was just about to
gct up and see what kind of a station we had
arrived at (for we all thought it was that
made the train stop) when fiar men, with
masks on their faces, and a revolver in each
band, stepped into the car and commanded us
all to sit still. Two cams in by one door and
two by another. My son had a cocked re-
volver lying beside him on the seat, but he
durst not use i, as all seemed to give up.
One of them, evidently the leader, cried, « Out
with your pocktbooks” 1Ve were only too
glad to obey. One of the robbers went
through the car with a bag and received the
purses. I had $28 in one purse and $800
in another. I dropped the $28 ome in the
bag, and they passed on, thinking they had
cleaned me out.” .

“ The despatches say that while the rob-
bers were inside the cars their comrades kept
up a continnal firing ountside.”

“Not o bit of it ; thero was not a shot fired
the whole time. Everything was done in a
quick, quiet and business-like manner.”

RAILROADS AKD RIVERS RENTED.

Latt summer I discovered in the south and
wast of [reland that the tenants were charged
for the strenmpe, rivers, roads, and railways,that
mo through their farms. I was told that
the practice was universal throughout Ire-
land, but I had no time to prusecute the
inquiry, although, both around Dublin, and
in the counties Cork, Kerry, Mayo, and Gal-

way, I procured evidences of it. As far as
my own inquities extended, I found
that if a bye-way or highway inter-

sected a farm, it was measured and
charged for as if it was a part of the es-
tate. If the road formed the dividing line
between two estates, easch proprietor charged
the tenants whose furms were bounded by the
road into the middle of it, and the same rule
wa3 adopted when two tenants of the same
landlord had holdings on opposite sides of
the bighway. Streams and rtivers were
charged for in the same way. Yet, although
the streams and rivers were thus regarded,
for the purposes of rent, ns arableé
land, no tensnt thus paying for them
dared to fisu in them, or he did so
athis own peril as a poacher, and he was
fined and imprisoned as & poacher if
caught in the act. For aiter charzing rent
for the aren of the rivers, the landlords lease
the streams to sportemen in the season. I
beard of other landlorda who, nfter being
wup. lled to sell the right of way to rail-

statesman of good intentions shows- how
absolutely the poor Irish tenant is in ‘the
power of the landlord —for although the Ulster
Oustom prevails here, and although often ALL
of the letting value of the holdings bas been
croatod by the temant, yet these ‘laws give
him no protection, because they musk be en-
forced, after most expensive preliminary pro-
ceedings, by 'the Grand Jury at the County
Assizes—a court of landlords, land agents,
and their champious and partizage. They
always throw every obstacle in the way of the
tenant striving to secure his legal rights. This
reply has reference only tothe minor evil,~
the confiscation of the tepant-right in the
land appropriated by railways. It wholly
evades the vital question submitted to the
Premier—how, by luw, to prevert the landlord
from charging rent forever for land that he
no longer owne. No power in Ireland, from
Irish assassination down to Eaglish legisla-
tion, has ever been strong enough to remedy
any oNE vital evil of landlordism, until the
Land Leagne confronted it and defied lt
And for daring to grapple with this evil
power the majority of the ablest leaders of
the Land League are in exile or in prison.

A PRIEST'S. PRACTIOAL LETTER ON

. WELL-IMPROVED FARMS,

S1r—Would you be kind enough fo allowme
a small space in one of your valuable columns
to write a few words on this most important
subject—emigration. It is a fact not gene-
rally known to Irish Catholics in quest of
land that here in this region of Iowa there are
many well-improved farms for eale at mere
bargains, Now ia the time to get farm homes
at very low rates or prices in Jefferson Co,,
Jowa,

Fairfield, of which I write this article, the
county seat of Jefferson County, is geographi-
cally situated in latitude 41 deg. 1 min. and
longitude 91 deg. 57 min., on an elevation
of 940 feet above the level of the sea.  This
town was first incorporated under an_act of
the General Assembly of this State in March,
1847, and reincorporated on February 11,
1868, as a city of the second class, under
Chapter 57, Revision of 1860, Nomunicipal
bonds or any certificates of indebtedness are
issusd. The city of Fairfield is under no
debt of any description, unless We IN&Yy con—
sider warrants now and then issued on the
city treasury, never exceeding, however, the
ascertained revenus of the city, and hence
such warrants always pass at par.

Burlingtun, on the Mississippi River (Chi-
cago, Burlington and Quincy) is fifty miles
distant. Davenport, on the Migsissippi (Chi-
cago, Rock Isiand and Pacific), is ninety
miles distant. The former river connection is
almost dilectly east, the Iatter being away to
the northeast. About thirty tralns (passen-
ger and freight) pass throught the city daily.
A third railroad connected with 5t. Louis will
probabdy be built this season orat an early
date.

A third line, called ¢ Fort Madison and the
North-Western,” is now under way of con-
struction, and expected in Fairfield by the
15t Japuary, 1882, whilst a fourth railroad,
pamed® the JIowa Barge Railroad, will
be built in Keokuk, through this town,
going in thereby a direct route to St. Louis.
The location of Fairfield being op anjelevated
prairie, near the centre of the couaty, gkirted
on all sides by timber, and as the natural
gurface is roliing, the city has thergby, from
its central point, o good opportunity for a
good syrtem of drainage in every direction.

The industry of our city reckons a great
number of factories using power—viz., 1. Fire
brick and tiling factory. with a capacity of
10,000 brick and 8,000 feet of tilling per day;
amount of capital being Involved, 510,000.
2. Wooller factory, $25,000. 3. Furnlture
factory, $10,000. 4. Iron and machine shops
$15,000. 5. Flouring milis, $25,000. 6.
Gas-Light Company, $20,000. 7. Wagon
and carriage factories, $14,000. 8. Broom fac-
tory, $§3,000. 9. Butber and egg packing
house, $10,00Q; smaller interests, $10,000.
The total capital invested including the build-
ings is $142,000.

‘There are several rich limestone and sand-
stone quarries in this vicinity, pnd the ex-
tensive coal fields of Jefferson County are
thought to extend within the city limits, and
the coal i8 not surpassed in the Stute of Iowa,
The amount of citizer capitsl involved in
mining is as follows :—Jefferson County Conl
Company, $50,000 ; Washington Cosl Com-
pany, $30,000; Cedar Coal Company, $15,000.
The total amount of capital invested in min-
ing is $95,000. The amount of coal taken
from these several mines will approximate
pearly 900,000 bushels. There ure other
mines jn operation in the county, and
in nddition large beds that are yet
uodeveloped, being in width of veins from
four to six feet. Very careful attention is
given to raising the best breeds of stock in
this immediate vicinity—viz, herds of short.-
horns and Jersey cattle.

This yenr the crops are good. The climate
is delightful and healthy, the soil good,
richer in agriculinral and mineral products
than they are further West in Kansas and
Nebrrska.

A good Catholic school,
conducted by the Sisters, where the youth ot
the parish secure a moral and a religious edu-
cation.

a cancer on A& man's jaw with a pisco of
broken bottle and sucked the blood out of it.
The patient got better, and seemed to sufler
no inconvenience from it.”

Thes death is announced from Havana of
the Archbishop of Guatemale, who was ban-
ished for life from Guatemala in 1871. When
the Government of President Cena wns over-
thrown by the insurgents under General
Granados, the expulsion of the clergy com-
menced, and the Archbishop, who had ren-
dered himself peculiarly obnoxious to the
revolutionary party, was among the first
ordered to quit. May he rest in peace!

McHale, Archbishop of Tuam, christoned
by O'Connell the Lion of the Fold of Judah,
is now 91, and since the death of Pius IX,
who waos of the samo age, is the oldest
Catholic Bishop in the world. He resides at
the Palare in Tuam. He is physicully not
strong, but takes an eager interest in both
religious and national affairs. During the
famine year he received, wholly unsolicited,
from all parts of the world, chiefly America,
$140,000, which he distributed at ao ex-
pense of $25.

A TRussian editor, M. Cytovich, who lately
bacame a Catholic, has entered the Society
of Jesus. The entire Russian press is occu-
pied with this conversion, but the words of
one journal are remarkable : « Far M. Cyto-
vich, #8 well as for maany other Hussians,
Cnatholicity satisfies the religious sentiment
much better than orthodoxy, and it gives
complete satisfaction to the soul. Heance, we
ate hardly surprised at the conversion.”
This is the first time, it is snid, that such an
expression lLas emanated from the Russian
press.

Among the many strange anomalies to
which the peraecution of the Cathelic Church
has given rise in Prusria, one of the atrangest
18 recorded in the following paragraph, which
is taken from ome of our German contem-
poraries :~—

« Mytz, July 30th.—This day 300 soldiers,
mostly trom Prussia, bave been confirmed by
Mygr. Dupont des Loges, Bishop of Metxz,
because the Rulturkampf had hitherto pre-
vented them from receiving the Holy Sacra-
ment of Confirmation in their own native

places.” By Kulturkampl is wnderstood the
struggle that hes been going on In
Prussia these eight yeara between the

persecuting State and the suflering Church.
Now, wo have repeatedly mentioned cases in
which hundreds of children had to be con-
vayed to a foreigm country on purpose to be
confirmed, there being no Bishop lelt in their
Dioceses to perform the sacred act. Hero
again weo find 300 soldiers having to go to a
country outside Prussia—in fact, to a place
conquered by Prussias, which, despite the fact
of its belng a conquered city, enjoys more re-
ligious froedoru thinu any place situated
within the personal dominions of King Wil-
liam of Prussia. We only wonder that the
commander who sent his soldiers to be con-
firmed to a place outside Prussia did mot
blush for very shame at the idea of being a
Prussian. .

The organs of the Liberal party jusist that
the appointment of the Bishop is the price
which Prince Bismarck pays for the future
support of the members of the Catholic
party. But the Germenia, the chief organ of
the Catholic politicians of Prussia, shows up
the absurdity of such pretensions. It declares
that the appointment will mnot have the
sllghtest,ilﬁuence on tho attitude of the
party in the coming elections. Their posi-
tion with respect to the Government will re.
main unaltered. They will examine every
proposal of new legislation on its merits, per-
fectly willing to accept whatever is good. As
a party of Catholics demand the revision of
the May Laws, and the repeal of
those enactments which *are diametri.
cally opposed to the divine organvization of
the Church. The Cathollcs wlill support no
one at the elections who will not pledge him-
self to vote for such revision. The Germania
complains that the Protestant Conservatives
seem to think it sufficient that the Govern.
ment shall have power to modify the opera-
tion of those laws, forgetting that the
Qatholics object precizely to this—that the
nractice of their religion should be subject to
the arbitrary control of any Minister., They
are thankiul that a Bishop has been appoint-
ed to, Treves. Butthe circumstances connect-
ed with the appointment make ita sort of
personal matter. It ia a good thing to have
the Bishop. But it fsan evil thing that it
should be in the power of any man to gettle

whether the Oatholics of that great Dlocese
should be permitted tohave a Bishop or not.

ING OF THE MOB AGAINST THE MILITARY—

Samuel. Robinson, K, G., P.0; first Marquis
of Ripon, third Earl of Grey, second Viscount
Goderich, and fourth Baron Grantham, was
born in London on the 24tk of October. 1827,
when his father-—commbonly known'as « Pros.
perity Robingon,” a soubriquet he  earned by
the expressiong of some exdeedingly hopeful
views on the material condition ot the coun-
try, which-' were': terribly falsified by the im-
mediately suceeding monetary- panic of 1825
—was Prime Minister, A descendant of Jokn
Hampden on his mother’s side, and of Oliver
Cromwell on his father's, the boy found,
nevertheless, a godfather in King George the
Fourth, after whom he was nomed. He had
0o companions in the nursery—his only sister
having died before his birth. Tn common, if
we remember rightly, with the Duke of Argyl],
the fature Viceroy mever went to school, but
educated himgelf with theaidof tutors. A
great reader, he has had the regret of nsces-
sarily curtailing the time once devoted to
books. His mind early took a political bias,
and he found his way into public life in 1849
as Attache to Sir Henry Ellis’s special mission
Brussels. Three years later he entered Par-
liament for Hull as an advanced liberal, and
afterwards sat for the West Riding ot York-
shire. He first distinguished himeelf by the
admirable menner in which he organized the
Volunteer movement when Under-Secretary
of War, under Lord Palmerston. Afterwards,
while Secretary of State of India, he did equal-
ly good work, and gained experience of enor-
mous valne to him in the post he now hol¢s.
He served as President of the Council in Mr,
Gladstone’s administration from 1868 to 1873,
Lord Ripon’s mission to Washington on the
Alabama dispute during that period will be
well remembered. It wag not thought at the
moment that the bargain struck with the
United States Government was one very fa-
vorable to this country, but, time has proved,
it has bound Eungland and America together
in bonds of nmity, which a pact more tlatter-
ing to ourselves might have failed to do.
Lord Ripon, though the heir to splendid
titles and broad lands, was always proud of
his position as a representative of the people,
and when he was summoded to the Tpper
House as Larl of Ripon, on the death of his
father in 1859, he playtully complained that
he had been dis-franchised. In the same year
he succeeded his uncle as Earl de Groy, and
bore the double title of Earl de Grey and
Ripon till he earned his Marquisate in 1871,
At that date he had been married exactly
twenty years—his wife being Henrieita, eldest
daughter of the late Mr. Henry, Vyner,
While in office Lord Ripon has been not a
little aided in making his party popular by
Lady Ripon who was always a favorite with
society, and few recent receptions have been
more crowded with sympathetic guests than
hers. Their only son, Earl de Grey, AL, P.,
was born in 1852,

From 1870 till 187{ Lord Ripon was the
Grend Alaster of the English Freemasons, and
it was to his connection with the craft thathe
owed, bumanly speaking, his conversation to
the Catholic Church, Earnest and conscien-
tious in this asin all else, ho took pains to
examine the objection raised by Rome against
secret societies. In the course of his reading
he came {o very unmexpected conclusions ;
haviog heard his cousin, Lady Amabel Kerr
(already a convert), speak of Father Dalgairns
of the Brompton Oratory, he put himself into
communication with that learned and la-
mented priest, and, after several months of
controversy, consideration and correspond-
euce, he finaliy made hLis submission to the
Church, a submission, which, despite all the
abuse it brought on him from the Protestant
press—notably, to its Insting shame, from
The Times—it may be confidently said he has
never, for one moment, had resson to regret.

There is nothing better for a cut than
powdered rosin. Get a tew cénts worth of
rosin, pound it until it is fine, and put itin
an empty, clean pepper or spice box with
perforated top; then ycu cem wasily sift it
out on the cut; put & soft cloth around the
injured member and wet in with cold water
once in a while. It will prevent inflamma-
tion and soreness. In doing up a burn, the
main point is to keep the air from it. If
sweeb oil and cotton are not at band, take a
cloth and spread dry flour over it, and wrap
the burned part in it. It is always wellto
have some simple remedies in the house
where you can get them without a moment's
loss of time; a little bottle of pepperment in
case of colic, chlorate of potash for sore
throat, pepsin for indigestion, and a bottle of
brandy. Have them ranged so that you could
go to them in the dark, and reach the right
remedy, but be sure never do it even if you
know they have not been disturbed ; always
light the lamp or the gas, and make sure you
have what you are after. Remember that
pistole are always loaded, and that poison may
be put in place of peppermint.

This idea
will undoubtedly be carried into effect if the
management of the prison cannot be
improved. Many of the guards it
is complained are counfry farmers' sons
who never had any experience in the duties
of keepers. They make friendships with the
convicts, which pave the wsy for constant
insubordination and mutiny. At present
there are over 350 prisoners confined in St,
Vincent de Paul Penitentiary, who have some
forty guards over them, ‘I'he numberis quite
sufficient to keep discipline up to the proper
‘mark in the prison if they only knew how.
