things as princiies, there are oniy events

and circumsctances. A wise man embrases
events and circumstances to shape them
to his own ends." Our critic, hutwevert,
admits exceptions to this rule in the
ethics of journalists. Be it uniderstood
that we are only now speaking of British
and Continental journalisn. Those
from whom we quote admit that they
know little about American and nothing
about Canadian journalisu. To these
latter we wi]l come later on. In the
British field there are nany grand ex-
ceptions to the rule above laid down,
men whose loyalty to pritnciple is un-
questionable, whose veracity is unim-
peachable, whose motives, whether we
agree with Lithen or not, are beyond sus-
picion. They exist, tnmubmerged in
that bad element; rari nautes in gurgite
Vasto."

As to the American side of the fques-
tion we think that the reverend Boston
orator went too far whenb he aaid, "The
easy flow of the magnificent mendacity
of the average partisan editor in Ameri-
ca makes nie ashamed every time I open
a newspaper. There la ifothing can
equal it, in ary way, in its almost ad-
mirable capacity for downright lying."
Basing otue's renarks upon this text, or
starting out from it, there is a broad field
of criticism before the writer-criticism
of the press, and of the Boston preacher
as w-ell. Max O'Rell wrrites: "American
journaliam is above all sensational jour-
naiism. If the facts reported are exact
so much the better for the paper; if not,
so ntuch the worse for the facts. Beyond
the date few statenents are reliable.
But the papers are always elively read-
ing." This is also a statetment of the
case that will bear correction ; yet it is
in many cases exactly true. We have
stamples even in Canada of this sensa-
tional journalist-very brilliant and
very unreuiable. When w-e come to
speak of our own country we shall have
occasion to analyze some of these "up ta
the times" and often "ahead of the
Littes," an] more often "amuck with
the tintes," specinens of journalism.
But to rettrn to the thread of our argu-
ment.

The worst that incan hi said is not to
bad for the continental journalism of
Europe. The exceptions rire so "few and
far between " Lthat itwotild lie easy to
cotnt themi. .îst takeo as in examiple
the organs of "free tcinght," as they
call it in Fraice-la libre pensee. "Why,
it is so called," siys theon first nit ed,

newspapers, and appiarent iy sply i heir
raison d'e-re. raiter than ithi ianythliiig
which can even by courttsy be Lermied
argumrnents." 'Caliomîniez et il en restera
toujours quelque elhose," is the law of
their working. These anti-religious or-
gans call into existence anrther set-te
utra-religiouis papers-thatt know no
other arguments Ltaiintaledictions. and
anathemas, resenbling the curse of
Ernulphus ; a never ccasing vain of in-
suit upon the juîst andt unjust. If the
mad radical and anti-religions press o
Continental Europe bas become mot
satanical in its niethods, one of the worst
results from iL lias been the bringing in-
to existence of .hat species of journalism
of which Louis Veuillot might be
called the parent. Tliere is no ques-
tion of the goodness of that powerful
writer's motives ; there is no question of
the badness of his rhethods. "The true
wisdom from above is pure, peaceable,
gentle, and easy to ie entertained. full
of mnercv and good fruits," says a high
authoritv ; Veuillotw pen was guided by
a wisdom that. was fou], truculent, blat-
aut, insolent, fuil of mialignity and evil
fruits, and seems te have comne from the

gutters of Paris. His anatlhemas and
attacks fell upon the hest of bis own
communion-men like Montalembert
and Falloux, Dt tupanloupt and Lacordaire,
Ozanam and Gratry-no less than upon
Gariballians and Communists. "His
reckless inditference to truth bordered
on the stublime;" sayi the author of
Et.hies of Journaism, "I know of no
more conplete exampe lthan that
whici lis journal presenuted, of the
divorce between religion and ethics.
He sowei the w-ind, and Catholics in
France have reaped the whirlwind." We
cannat continue in this issue, for want of
space, but will follow up this sttbjct as
the w eeks go past.

A. C. McClurg and Company of 117-121
Wabash Avenue, Ciictgo, have just is-
sued from their press a volume of two
hundred pages, neatly bound, printed on
elegant paper and containing "Songs
and Sonnets" by the eminent Irish Ca-
tholie American poet and literateur,
Professor Maurice Francis Egan, of
Notre Dame, Indiana.
