and for cooking the hermit’s me:'xl’s, but the very

. 8ir G. Bowyer roge i pursuance of notice to call
the" attention of the house to-the state of &ffuirs in
Italy; sond.he did this in -consequence of & pledge
which he gave in (ke laat session to the voble lord av
the head of the Government. Before Parliament was
prorogued lnst year be.called sttention to the atro-
cious deeds which were resorted to by tbe Piedmont-
ese Government for the:purpose of keeping posses-
sion of the Kingdom of the Two Sicities, and be stated
tkat the whole of thecountry was governed by maer-
tinl Iaw .in its most drerdful form; that blood hed
been shed ; that tsere was no security for persons or
property ; and that the people had not been governed
in n inanner which they were entitled to expect from
-civilised country, He appealed to the noble lord

fluence with the Government of Turin to mitigate the
state of things; and would, on beball of humanity
and justice, induce ‘that Government to administer
their offices more ju accordance therewith. The no-
bie lord, in his reply, referred to the brigandage
which existed in Italy, and retorted on him (Sir G.
Bowyer) ‘that greater ntrocities had been committed
by persons who were called brigands, The ncble
lord said the government would not interfers to miti-
gate the severity of Government in Italy, and he went
on to say that General Pinelli would use the streng-
eEl measures to preserve what was called public se-
curity, (Heur, hear). Who was Genersl Pinelli?
He was a man notorious for his proclamations, which
bad been reprobated by all parties in' this country.
That man, although be had heen dismissed from of- |
fice, had been reinstated, and the noble lord's answer
encouraged that man to perpetrate grenler atrocities
against the inhebitantg of the.country- He had re-
ceived information that six towna bad been burnt;
that maay of the inhabitants were pat io the sword,
and that the prisons were crowded, The first cuee
to which be would refer was that of Count Clristen, !
e bad served under the King of the Twao Sicilies,
and being found in the kingdom of Naples he was ar-
rested on the Tth-September, 1881, put into solitary
confinement, and was kept there for six months with-
out being granted & tria}, nithough it was utlerly im-
possible 1o moke any-case against bim. He was then
sel at liberty, as be understood, but ke could nut say
whether it was so or not. Another caze was that of |
Loujs Moptini He was arrested upos mere suspicion
of being a reactionist, and was kept in prison without
trin]. He presented a petitgon to the Turin Parlie-
ment. but the Micister of Justice, Contorti, said ibe
IHousv would have nothing to do withit, and 1he
slavish Parlinment followed his advice, and gave no
relief. What was the pres2ot state of things in the
South of Italy ? Why there was positively no secu-
rity for persons or property, aad the couuiry was
kept under martial Jaw, (Henr). Wint was the casein
Sicily ? He bad been informed thal the people were
everswhere rising sgainst the Picdmontese Govern-
ment and its officials, and e uodersicod that the sta-
tues of Victor Bmmanuel had been destroyed hy them, |
It could nnt be supposed that the people of Soath
Italy would submit to a foreign rule, for they were a j
people of n ditferent langnage and a different raee to ;
the Piedmontese. (Hear bear). A question hud been ;
asked respecting the procinmations of Major Furuel
and Colonel Fantoai, und he did not aliuds to then !
mere!y for their strocity, which spoke for itself, but
#3 affurding types of all the acts of the Pledmontese
Goverament—acts whicl were 2 stain eu the morality
of Eurnpe. The conduct of Her Mujests's G-m‘ern-i
ment respecting these proclamntions was very pecu-

liar. A question was put ju that House respecting ;
some atrogity, and the Goverament was asked whe-
ther it lad received any information on the subject,
wherezjien the noble viscount would immediately
rise iu hiz place and answer fh the negative. Then
would rise & loud cheer from the beaches behind the
noble viscount, implying that becauee the Govern-
ment were without inflormation the charges were nui
vrae, ie shoanld very much like to know what was
really in the despatches which came from Italy 1o the
noble lord, As far us he could learn, he believed the
information received by Her Majesty’s Government
frow llaly was of a very imperfect and partinl cha-
racter. The speech of Magsari, in the Parliamentof
Turin, which coiocided with the views of Sw James
Hudson, could be produced, kut wky not that of the
Duc de Maddaloai, which took a differen: view? For-
tunately, they had the correspondent of the Times at
Turin, And s8 much as he (Sir G. Bowyer) differed
from the views of the Times oo lialian atfairs, he |
must eay their Turin correspondent gave more and
truer information than that which appeared to be pos-
sessed by Her Majesty's Government. He appealed
to thut vorrespondent to show that the statements he
(Sir (. Bowyer) made were not unfounded, and that
Her Majests's Government wes adopting a wrong and
dangerous course in syatematically deceiving the Par-
liament und the country. The Foglish Government
denied the existence of the proclamations, or said
they were pot executed, whereas the Piedmontese
newspapers admitied them to be true, rather glorying
in them, and snubbing the noble viscount and J.omd
Russell for preauming to say that they were wrong.
He found the Opinione, & Turin paper that supported
the Government, alluding (o the debate in the House
of Commons of the 10th of June respecting these wro-
clamations, and stating that they had not only been
issued but had been acted npoxn, and produced good
fruit. This paper added, * the British Minjzter should
have ghown greater consideration for an independent
state, and have exhibited greater caution in alluding
to facte.” He had alluded before to the ¢nse of the
thirtcen peasanta who were burat alive because they
bad nct given information of the approach of the bri-
gaods, They were snsked if uny armed brigands had

“The pamphiet of his right hon. friend -was sent,’he
wag told by the'.noble . viscount, to every, capital “in
Europe, and was -distributed as widely a8 possible,
and no doubt it ‘'was a valuable: piece of political
capital -and brought the right bon. gentlemsn a good
deal of popalarity ; but it had also brought upon a
great people the state of things that they saw in Italy.
That pamphlet was made use. of as'one of the tools to
bring down the Bourbon rule in Ttaly, and ‘Her Ma-

jesty's Goverpment, therefore, were responsible for

the result, as well as the rest of the series of events
which had brought about the present condition of the
Italian people. He came next to tke invasion by
Garibaldi, first of Sicily and then of Naples, and Le
did not think his noble friend st the head of the Go-
vernment would pretend to say that the success of
that invasion was not very much aided by what had
been called the moral influence of this country.

The newspaper correspondents in Italy
admitted that, as regarded the kingdowm of the Two
Sicilies, the unity became niore impossible every
day, and, in fact, that the south of Italy could not
be governed by Piedmont. Then he was told that

A large breadth of land has been
gown with graia.

The climate of the sonth of Ireland, a3 well as
the soil, i3 favourable to the cultivation of flax,
and by those who understand 13 management the
crop can he made most profitable, na acre produc-
ing from £16 to £28. lti3z very desirable that it
sliould be enltivuted gow to aupply the want of cot-
ton, the price of which bas been more than doubled
by the American war, The Munster Flax Society
has been eatablished for the purpose of aiding the
favmers in the cultivation. At its meeting in Cork
on Thursday, a letter was read from General
Sir Themns Larcofn, Under-Secretary, stating that
Mr. Brogen, an imspector of agricultural schools,
had been.sent to examine the modes of pruceeding
in the flxx-growing districts, nod to report the result
of his observations. He tound that the operations
of the Munster Flax Improvement Society were
confined to seven localities in three counties, and
that nothing bad been effected in the conatiea of
Linerick, Kerry, and Waterford. Three-fourths
ot the quantity grown are produced in the county of
Cork. Although flax is a profitable crop, if mis-
managed or neglected it may be the reverse; hence
it requires the fostering care of u society, in order to
instruct the farmers in i3 management, and show
thew how to prepare it for the market. There are
ut present 11 scutching-mills in connexion with
the society. The growers embrace every cinss in
the commuuity, from the gentleman farmer, with
20 or 30 acres of this crop, to the small cottier
tenants, with theie fractions of an acre. The iu-
spector jecommends that the Government aid which
the society hag receivad should be continued; and

Brass TanLer vo Epxusp Burke.—In ‘the parish
church of Beaconsfield, where repose the mortal re-
mains of the Right Hon. Edmund Burke, a monument
to him on oue side of the church annonnces the fact
but until now there has heen no actunl indication of
the spat beneath which bae lies buried. This was felt
by the frequent visitors to the place to bsu serious
owission. To supply the deficicnéy scme membera
of the wide-sprend family of De Burgh, Bourke, -or
Burke, Lave clubbed together, and havas cnused a
bandsome meaumentsl brass, inlaid with slate, to be
lnid down exactly over the vault of the illustrious
orator and statesmmen. The brass 13 a very beautiful
piece of work ; the design is exquisite, nnd is by that
sccomplished amateur adept-in beraldic and medie-
val drawing, i3, John Ilughes, Gwerclas, The en-
graving on the brass was executed by Mr. E. Mathews,
of 337, Oxford-street, and it waa nantly fixed in stone
by Mr. Harley, statuaty, of Windsor. The braza bears
the follewing inseription :—*t Within the vanlt be-
neath, jn & wooden coflin, lie the remains of the Right
flon, Edmund Burke. This brass has becn placed in
the year of our Lord and Saviour, 1862 under the
auspices of the Rev. Julin Gould, B.D., rector of Bea-
consfield, by Edmund Haviland Burke, Esq., great
grand-nephew aand representative of Ldmund Burke;
and by Siv Ulysces de Burgh, G.C.B., Lord Downes,
Sir B. Burke, Ulster King of Arms, Peter Burke, Sergt.-
at-law ; Jos Burke, Esq. ,of Eln:-hall, in the co. of Tip-
peeary ; Richard Durke, Esq, of Thornfizlds, in the
county of Limerick ; and the Rev. Michael Burke, of
Ballyduga, in the county of Galway ; their object be-
ing to mark the grave of the greatest of their name.”
The slate on which the brass is laid bears this fur-
ther inzcription:—"This stone, for the brasa‘above it,
preseated by Mrs, Fitzgerald, of Shalton, Backs, and
Walter Ronan, Beq , of the South Mall, Cork.” The
whole memorial adds, indeed, to the atiraction of the
beautiful hamlet of 13eaconsfield, famaons as the kome
and grave, not only of Edmund Burke, but also of
Bdmund Waller, the poet, whose graceful tomb in the
clurchyard, which Iir. Jolinson admired, and which
is now decaying should nat be allowed to perish if
there be n descesdrat of the post with taste and
meaus suflicient to restore it.

been tound in this than in any ather country in the
aorth-west of Europe, from the Alps to the utmast
inbabited limits of Norway or Sweden,” He also
[ states that the majority of the. gold artices iliustra-
tive of the antiquities of the British lales now pre-
served in the British Museum are Irish, The speci-
wens in the museum of the Royal Irish Academy
consist of articles couneeted with personal decora-
tion, such ng dindems, tiarag, lunulee, hnirplates, ear-
rings, gorgets, torques, beads, ball, necklncas, cirenlsr
plates, fibule, brooches, armille, bracelets, finger
rings, nod & great nomber of minor trinkets. They
have been found scattered broadeast over the coun-
try, nnd it i3 a curious fact they lie deeper beneath
the surface than Aoy other remaina. They are celdom
met jn ordinary draining operations, but they have
been found at the bottom of deep bogs, which seeas
to have grow.a over them many feet since they wers
dropped or buried. They seeth to have been dropped
or hidden in baste, while the plundering invader
prezsed hotly in purauit of the terrified fugitive. Tie
The specimens of most value seem to have belonged
to the pre-historic period, and to have been lost long
before the use of writing was known in this country.
The gold i3 never thoroughly pure. It is generally
'rom 1S to 21 carats fine. The earliest recurds, how-
ever, make frequent meantion of golden ornameats,
ready gold liaving been paid fur ransom, &c., by
bulk and weight, and as many as 30 ounces were
given on partienlar oceasion3.  Gold does not ap-
pear to have been used by the ancieut Irizh as
crowns, and Trish history contains no account of a
corogation.

The surrcuder of New Orleuns
hos been quickly followed by the evacuation of
Yorktewn ; and theugh the latter may be of
lutle conscquence in a purely military point of
view, yet its mord eflects will be great ;and dis-
a-trous to the vause of Southery independence.
What way be the plans of the Southern leaders
—if indeed pluns they have—we know not; bul
te onlookers, 11 would seemr as af thewr troops
were thoroughly demoralised, and incapable of
making a stand against the Northerners. Little
reliance can be placed on any telegrams that are
iransmitted through the governmen: channels.—
They are most contradictory, and unmtelligible ;
and almost an entire column of an ordinarily
sized newspaper is devoted to the report of some
real or unaginary conversations of President
and Mrs. Davis, overiieard and retatled by the
black run-away coachman of the latrer. This
much however seems pretty elear ; ihat the
Northerpers 3:e advancing, and thui thew op-
ponents are retreating all along the line ; and un-
less the approaching hot weather, with it~ wc-
companiments of fever and cholera, check the
progress of the former, the conquest of ihe
South seems to be no longer very far distani.—
What the North will then do is of course ancther
question ; and the real diffi-ulty will not emerge
unti) the Jast of the Confederate armies in the
field shall have been routed, av! umil the Stars
and Stripes fioat 1 trivmph over the heads of a
conquered and subject people, whose hearts are
ivBamed with inextinguishable hatred towards
their Northern masters. The Southern Pro-
vinces will then be fo the United States what
Ireland has long been to the British Empire ;
aud Irishmen on this Continent, whose gallantry
has mostly contributed to the success of North-
ers arins, will have the welancholy satisfaction
of reflecting that they bave mamly aided in es-
lablisbing i America that very order of things
wiithikey so ioudy condemn and deprecate in
Europe ; and that whilst asserting the right of
uational independence lor themseives,—they have
actively interfered 1o deprive others of thay, by
tiem, wuch vaunted and much coveted bless-
ng.

The European tidings are of the old com-
plexion. In Italy the struggle for national mde-
pendence on the part of the Neapolitans still
eontinues with checquered fortunes ; and the cor-
respondent of the Londen Times, though furious
at what he styles the ¢ vague notions of their
autogomic importance which still linger in the
minds”® of the people of Southern Italy—or in
otber words at their lingering attachment to their
distinetive nationality—sorrowfully confesses that
be 1s by no means sanguine as to the speedy sup-
pression of ¢ brigandage,” and that © should it
take root in the Calsbrias, it will be difficult to
extirpate it.™  The langvage of the revolution-
ary press towards tbe Neapolitan patriots is,
if we examine it, almost a literal transcript of
thet which tle Freach authoritie: in 1808 em-
ploged towards the Spaniards who remamed
faithiul 10 Ferdinand VI1I, and who took up arms
against the alien Joseph, whowr Imnerial treachery
ard foreign bayouels, had placed «pru tin: turone
o! Spamn. The proclamations of tne iedinont-
ese Generals and officials are but shghtly exag-
gerated copies of those which the invaders of
Span and Portugal, which Junot and Massena
issued agaicst Spanish and Portuguese * bng-
ands ;* with whown, however, English statesmen
did not disdan to ally themselves, and by whose
side, and in whose cause Enghsh soldiers, such
as Sir Joho Moore, asd Sir Arthur Wellesley
deemed 1t no disgrace fo fight,

0 the spirit in which the Piedmontese carry
on the war with the stubborn defenders of Nea-
politan % autonomy,” or national independence,
some extracis from the above ciled correspon-
‘dent of the London Times will give conclusive
ivformation.

1ts resolve to prevent any forcible mierlerence
with the affairs of Mexico by European Powers;
and so we have the seeds of anather war, which
it 15 to be boped however, ic2y never germuate.

Mg. Scort's BiLL.—After a protracted and
animated debate, this Bill has passed the stage of
its second reading m the Legulative Assembly,
by the overwhelming majority of 93 to 13. We
must not however be too confident of ultimate
success ; for it is to be feared, indeed expecied,
that, in Committee, the measure will be so dealt
with as to destroy many of its most important
and beveficial provisions,

The debate uself elicited no new arguments
either for or against the principle of separate or
depominational education. On the one hand, we
bad the rump of the Clear-Grit party, speaking
by the mouth of Mr. M‘Dougall, insisting upon
the natural and inherent right of Protestants to
 yeallop their own Popish wiggers,” and there-
tore to tax the latter for the sepport of schools
to which Catbolics cannot, in conscience, send
their children.  On the other band, the principles
of * Freedom of Education,”” or of (he natural
and inberent right of the individual parent to the
sole and absolute control over the education of
his own child, were well and eloquently asserted
by Messrs. M‘Gee, Huntington, Dunkin, and
others, to whow, in this respect, the gratitude of
the Catholics of the Province is due. We sub-

Indeed if we could but
make up our minds to adopt the same system for
the School as that which we have adopted for
the Church, and to entrust the cause of educa-
tion to the operation of the same natural laws as
those to which we have, without fear of the con-
sequences, committed the interests of rehigion,
there would be longer a % Schiool Question” to
disturb the peace of the community, and to oc-
cupy the time of the Legislature with its inter-
minable dissenstons..

In default of argument, some of the speakers
against Mr. Scott’s School Bill had resource to
tactics, not uncommon indeed amongst the sup-
porters of a bad cause, but certainly not very
creditable to those who employ them. ‘They
opposed the measure on the pretence that the
Catholic laity of Upper Canada, generally, were
indifferent upon the subject, and had no o%jec-
tion to “mixed schools,” although the latter
have been f{ormally condemned by their Church,
as altogether dangerous to faith and n.orals.—
Tlus is the grossest insult that can be offered to
our Upper Canadian coreligionists ; for it mm-
plies that they are a set of “ dough-faced”
hypocrites—if we may be permitted to avail our-
selves of an expressive Yankeeism—who are
ashamed to practise their religion amongst Pro-
testants, and to conform ther conduct to ils pre-
cepts, for fear of rendering themseives unpopu-
lar, and obnoxious to the latter ; for it implies
that though they still retain the name and out-
ward form of Cathalics, Upper Canadians liave
lost the spirit of their religion, and care more
about the grovelling interests of this world than
about the eternal wellfare of their children.—
The charge is however false, thank God . and
even were it true it would furnish no logical
basis for an argument against the yrinciple of
separate or denominational schools, Tt is not
proposed to force those schools upon Catlolies,
if there be any such, who prefer the * mixed
schools ;° but only toallow those who, as parents,
entertain conscientious scruples against the latter,
to establsh, at their espense, schools wherei
therr children may be educated n accordance
with the requirements of their religion, and the
dictates of their Learts,

As we llave often insisted, the School Ques-
licn is essentially a pareat’s question, and one
which may, and should be discussed irrespective
of all religious or dogmatic considerations. We
base onr claim as before the State, to exemptien
{rom taxation for schools te which we do not see
fit to send our children, not upon our religious
character, or our status as Catholics—for the
State per se can take cognisance of no such
character, of no such pretended status, Tt is as

parents, as fathers, responsible diwrectly to God :

for the education of the children whom Ie has
confided to us—and nat to Superintendents of
Education, or any other ** Jack-in-office”—1hat
we deny the right of the State to impose upon us
any system of education whatsoever, to which we
are averse. The right of the Protestant parent
is, in this respect, and as betore the State, the
sawme, and as good, as is that of the Cathohe
parest ; the claim of the latter, just as valid, just
as strong as is that of the Protestant parent ; and
unless we are prepared to admit the principles of
“ Communism,” to deny the rights of the father
over his children, and to abjure the sanctity of
the “Family,” we cannot remst those claims,
without standing convicted before the world of in-
consistency most ludicrous, and of tyrapny most
monsirous.

It is as parents, asserting our *¢ rzght duvine”
over ouir own children, and not as the members
of a particular Church, that we assert, before the
Legislature, our right to sole and absolute con-
trol over the education of our own children ; and
that right, so Lelp us God, we will mantain to the
last.  We subjoin the division on Ar. Scott’s

New Youx, May 5th.—The Tinrs Special from
Yorktown has the following:~ The retreat of the
Confedcrates appears to have been precipitate. They
commenced dismounting and carrying theic guns
back to Williamsburg four days ago. Waggons had
been engaged in transporting (heir nmmunition, pro-
vigions and eamp cquippage, for overs n week past.
Their sick and wounded, cumberiag 2,500, were sent
to Richmond ten days ago. The Coufederate sol-
diers and negroes were at werk on their entrench-
mente urtil two o'clock this morning, when the rear
guard ordered the work to cease, and tske up the
march to Willinmsburg. Torprdaees and shells, with
a fuse fastened to small wires, lio in the roads, re-
doubts, &e. 10,000 of the Confederates were cent
from Winnes Mill to reinforce an army sent from
Richmond to opposs McDowell’s advance. No great
battle isexpected nt Willinmsburg, as the Confede-
rato troops, particularly those under Magruder, have
mutinied on several occasions within two weeks.
5,000 of hig men threatened to lay down their arms
unless they received food nnd clothing. Three con-
federate Lieutenants, two Sergeants, and twenty men
were captured on the other eide of Yorktown, and
brought in since the 34 of the month. Over 70 de-
gerters have come in, and they repary their army en-
tiraly disheartened and demoralized.
