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IMPROVEMENTS.

The repainting of the interior of the
hospital is now under way, and good
progress is being made under the cir-
cumstances. Owing to the disinclina-
tion of the management tu undertake
the work without som - assurance of
funds being forthcoming to meet the
expenditure, it was delayed until the
present winter season, when the in-
crease of patients, and the lack of air-
ing facilities, make it more difficult to
prosecute. However, we hope, with
the aid of our {riends, to have this
necessary improvement completed ere
long.

The painting has brought in its train
the necessity for other changes, which
we have long had in mind, and have
had to defer the execution thereof for
the same reason that delayed it. Among
others, is the acing away with the
present light shaft, Ly the extension
of the floors through which it passes.
By so doing we can enlarge our two
diet kitchens to a reasonable size and
increase our dispensary room. The
cost of this improvement couid be met
by an expenditure of about $150, ex-
clusive of the {fitting up of the new

kitchens, as they should be in a model
hospital: this would probably take $100
more. If you could see three nurses
trying to work in the present cramped
kitchen quarters you would realize how
much we need the money to make this
alteration and improvement.

Another improvement, most neces-
sary, is additional roon: in connection
with the operating theatre, for pur-
poses of preparation for surgical opera-
tions. This could be obtained by the
extension of the gallery on the third
floor out t{o the Burnside street line,
and the conversion of the present gal-
lery into an annex to the operating
room, where the necessary apparatus
for sterilization of dressings, the pre-
paration of patients, and surgeons,
wowd not infringe upon the operating
room proper. The cost of this improve-
ment would be in the neighborhood of
$200, and the advantage gained would
be worth more than double the expen-
diture.

Another imperatively necessary im-
provement is the provision of better
accommodation tor our nurses and
domestic help. Of this we have spoken
before. The only feasible solution of
this difficulty lies in the purchase of
the house adjoining the Maternity
Annex, and converting it into a nurses’
home. This would entail an expendi-
ture of £5,000 to $6,000, and possibly
half this amount in ready cash. There
is probably no better way of helping
our hospital, and increasing its effi-
ciency than this founding of a home
for our nurses, and certainly no
grander wmonument to the donors'
generosity to our school and hospital,
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Among other improvemenis contem-
plated, and necessary, appears the pro-
viding of a modern and up-to-date

system of fire escapes. We are for:
tunate in the situation and arrange

ment of our jnslilutlun_ in this regard,
but no mcans should be overlooked, o
left unprovided for, which would secure
absolute safety in case of need, and nc
cost should be counted too great to
sccure this end.

In connection with this matter comes
up the question of a modern elevator,
which could be secured against being
a means of danger in case of fire. The
present apparatus was put in to serve
1emporarily, and more as convenience
for the handling of heavy packages,
«te.,, and is not jarge envugh for gen-
eral hospital purposes.

1We have herein outlined some of the
improvements the management would
like to see inaugurated, and trust that
through the generosity of the friends
of our hosnital, we may be enabled to
have them fully completed in the near
future.

WHOOPING-COUGHI.

Tn a discussion in the French Hamaro-
pathicSociet y concerning whoopig-cough
it was stated that there were other medi-
cines useful hesides (oceus caeti, Ulna
and Cuprum, as, e. g., Naphthaliumin the
third trituration and Passiflora, in the
form of the tincture, in the nocturnal
attacks of cough.

Myrlus communis, indicated by pains
under the collar-bone.

Veratrum, indieated by attacks accom-
panied with eyanosis without convulsive
motions.

Corallium  rubrum. recommended by
Teste and indicated in the beginning of
the illness, when there is a suffocating
attaick before the cough and exhaustion
afterwards, with aggravation in the morn-
ing.

Belladonna in atttacks of cough pre.
ceded by an aurw in the epigastrium.

Conium is useful in nocturnal whooping-

cough with scrofulous children.

Ignatia has similar indications with
Vervatrum,

In Drosera it is necessary to give the 6
D. and not the tincture, as this causes
noteworthy aggeavations.  The effects of
Drosera are of shoit duration aud does
not now deserve the confidence placed in
it by Hahuemnnn,  He used to give five
pellets of Drosers 6 C., followed by pla-
cebo.—-Revue Hom, Francais,

WARTS.

Respecting the well-known action of
Calediea cath, in curmg warts on the
hands, I have had some experience, 1
think it must Le thirty years ago that
I had a moderately large wart, a little
larger than a pea, on the index finger
of my left haud between the first and
sceond joints. I was told to burn it
with Nitric acid fort. I did constantly,
but still it came again; then the same
person a-lvised that I should stick pins
«ll round the base of the wart, and
make each pin red hot in a flame, so
us to produce a blister underncath.
This effectually remnoved the wart; in
2 few days it fell off, leaving a new
skin, but, unfortunately, it immediately
began to grow again., I repeated the
process when it had become large, with
the same result; and every time it was
Iarger and longer, until it took up quite
half the space between the two joints
forming & ridge. Then I took the mat-
ter up soriously myself. I decided to
take Cale. carb. 30. In less than two
weeks the whole thing was goné. 1
have never had a wart since.

Some years after this a man came to
me with warts on the back of his right
hand. I counted eighty of the largest
warts (except my own) that I had ever
seen; the number of small ones it was
impossible to count—the back of the
hand and fingers were completely cov-
¢red. I gave him Cale. carb., also 30th.
In a week all the large warts had turn-
~d black and shrunk, showing a red
rim around each at the base; within a
fortnight they had all fallen off. His
hand was perfectly free from any trace
of warts—Alfred Heath in American
Homoeopathist.

And if this fails try Ferrum picricum
2x trituration, the remarkable action
of which over large crops of warts or
corns was discovered some vears ago
by Dr. Rovert T. Cooper, of London.—
Homoeopathic Envoy.

HEADACHE.

The Bryonia headache is chiefly gas-
tric, rarely neuralgic. It is character-
ized by vertigo, worse rising, heaviness,
pressure and soreness. The headaches
are often occipital, going from the fore-
head back to the occiput, differing here
in direction from a large number of
remedies whose headaches commence
in the occiput and move forward.
Headache commencing in the morning
when first opening the eyes. The
headaches are all aggravated by any
motion, even of the eyeballs, and by
any exertion. Rheumatic headache,
such as would result from bathing the
head after perspiring; in such cases
opening the eyelids increases the pain.
There is drawing in the bones towards
the zygoma and tearving pains down
the face, temples, neck and arms. The
ache is also characterized as ‘split-
ting,” and it is somewhat ameliorated
Ty pressure, but not by heat. Head-
ache from exertion in a warm room, as
from ironing. After the headache has
lasted for a time the scalp becomes
sensitive to the touch. .As a rule, light
and noise do not aggravate., as under
Relladona.

Gelsemium has a headache, with sore-
ness of the eyes on moving them.

Spigelia has pains darting from be-
hind forward through the left eyeball.

Silicea has pain coming up from the
nape of the neck through the occiput
and over the vertex, and so down on
the forehead.

Carbo vegetabilis has dull heavy
pains extending through the base of
the brain from the occiput to the supra
crbital region.

Natrum muriaticum has a headache,
as frem little hammers, worse moving
head and eyes.

Petroleurmn has i throbbirg occipital
headache.

Juslans cathartica has an occipital
headache, with shurp pains.

Hemember that all the Bryonia head
syvmptoms are worse from motion and
exertion.

On the external head Bryonia de-
velops an oily. greasy perspiration,
making the hair oily: sometimes it has
a sour smell from over-activity of the
sebaceous glands.—Medical Century.

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THE FAIR DOCTOR

The Woman's Medical College of Peni-
sylvanin (1850) was the first woman's
medical college, the first to admit women
to professional education, and the first to

recognize the equality of women with
men in the scientifie study of medicine,
says the Philadelphia Press. The New
York Women's Medical College, of late
wisely converted into a field for special
laboratory work was not open by Dr.
Blackwell until 1833.

The University in Paris opened its dour
to the medical examination of wowmen in
1868. 'Che London School of Medicine
for Women, whose new buildings in 1898
were opened by the Prince of Wales, and
of which Huxley said that its exumina
tions showed “that there are hundreds of
women who have the capacisy and power
to do the work of medical practitioners
just as well as it has been done l)y the
great majority of their brothers,” was
not open until about twenty-seven years
ago. The first woman took her degree in
medicine, at St. Petexshurg in 1869, and
a Medical College for Women was esta-
blished in 1887. Senorita Martina Cassells
y Bellaspy at about the smme time at
Madrid was the first Spanish wowan to
take a degree in medicing, and in 1896
Queen Marie Amelie took her degree in
Portugal. Madras opened its medical
school to women in 1875, Iu 1893 the
Scottish Association for the Medical Edu-
cation of Women for the first thne secured
admission for women to the Royal Intir-
mary at Edinburg, where the medical stu-
dents of the uwniversity receive most of
their clinical instruction, and while St.
Andrew’s was giving women degrees, as
did Dublin, Edinbuvy refused them. The
London College of Physicians as late as
1895 still refused wommen admission to its
examination, though Oxford vpened its
medical examinations in 1890 10 wowen.
In this country the fight may be deemed
won when in the same yeat John Hop-
kius, beyond question the most exacting,
best equiped, and most advanced medical
school n the country, adwitted women.
—Medical Times.

Money for painting fund.
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LEMONS.

I became acquainted with the great
value of the lemon in California, where
it is used for nearly everything, and as
I am never averse to picking up good
ideas, I have adopted some of the “*old-
woman's remedies,” Sucking a lemon
will very often sett.e a sour stomach
or one that refuses all food. I was
poisoned by eating chile-con-carne con-
taining tainted meat, and for days
could retain nothing on my stomach
until I took lemon juice, This will in
some cases stop the vomiting of preg-
nancy.

A lemon applied to a felon will often
abort it. Cut off one end of the lemon
and stick in the finger, leaving it
twelve hours. Lemon juice is an €x-
cellent application for sunburn. I have
applied lemon juice with excellent re-
sults in follicular tonsilitis. With
lemon juice I cured rhus poison that
had resisted treatment. It is an excel-
lent remedy for eczema of the legs in
fleshy cases with bad circulation. Ap-
ply the juice twice a day. In fevers,
weak lemonade is often better than
water as a drink—Dr. C. . Henry, in
Alkaloidal Clinic.
