The position of the Canadian Government on the deplorable development# 

In Rhodesia this eoroing is well known and Canada has already announced certain 

practical steps It has taken to deal with it. Equally clear is our position on 

the propriety of certain parts of the resolution passed by the General Assembly 

on Woven be r 5 which have already been referred to by the Representatives of 

Ireland, Italy, the United States of inerioa and others. On the understanding 

that the assurances of the Repreeentatives of Algeria and Sierra Leone to the 

effect that the reservations on these points held by certain delegations applies 

to all nssihars who have similar reservations, Canada was able to support the 

resolution we have Just adopted.
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
