2. A coop ticket will be given by the secretary for each exhibit, which ticket must
be a^.ached by the exhibitor before delivery at the hail.

EKi-.ibitors must be careful to have specimens correctly named in their entry papers,

3. Entries rnust be made in pairs, as named in the premium list, breeding pens
excepted
