PARDEE'S POOR SHOWING:
SHOCK 10 OLD. TIMERS

Tho Both Sides Worked Quietly, a
Big Vote Was Secured, With
Lesueur Doing Well.

Sarnia, Nov. 22.—(Special)—The elec-
tion to fill the vacant seat in the
commons resulted in West Lambton
electing F. F. Pardee, in opposition to
R. E. Lesueur, the Conservative can=
didate.

The election was the quietest in the
history of the riding, but nevertheless
the friends of the respective candidates
succeeded in getting out a very large
vote, especially in the Town of Sarnia,
where both candidates reside. Sarnia
is looked upon s holding the balance
of er in the riding. At the general
elections® in November, 1904, the late
member, Dr. Johnston, received a ma~
jority ‘of over 400, but to-day Pardee's
town friends got him only the ‘small
majority of 230.

The Conservatives of West Lambton

have every reason to feel gratified at
the result of the polling. Expectations
of Pardee’'s majority ran as high as
1000, and it was widely believed that
he would exceed Johnston's majority.
In every division were reports of Lib-
erals refusing to vote, and if it had
not been for this apathy attending the
by-election the Conservatives’ poll
would have been considerable greater.
The total vote will fall somewhat be-
hind the usdal total.
The difference in the majority given
Johnston and Pardee is accounted for
by Liberals by the fact that in the 1904
election Johnston’s opponent, Jas Clan-
cy, was a non-resident, whereas Les-
ueur is a well-known, highly reespected
and life-long resident of the town.

Before 8 o’clock Pardee’s election was
conceded. So far as heard from, Mr.
Pardee’s majority is given’ at 350, with
about 25 polling sub-divisions to hear
from, Judging these on the same basis
as the vote given in the election in 1904,
these places will reduce Pardee’s ma-
jority to about the 200 mark.

MARK HANNA ROCK GONE.

Stood on Pacific Coast nand Was
Gravestone for Ships,

Victoria, B.C., Nav. 22.—Notification
has been sent by Lighthousekeeper
Daykin of Capef Carmanagh to the
resident agent of the department of
marine, 'that “Mark Hanna’ Rock,
otherwise known to navigators of ‘the
North Pacific as one of the many ma-
rine gravestones that decorate the
western seaboard of Vancouver Island,
hag strangely disa peared. 4y
" The rock un,‘tl,(‘fiz;;ﬁ- recently reared
80 feet above fhe water, néar, Bonilla
Point, off Carmanagh, the QCanadi
sentinel at the entrance of the Straits
of San Juan de Fuca, opposite Capeé
Filattery, on thesAmerican shore.

The rock was named for the Ohio
statesman and Republican organizer
by Lighthousekeeper Daykin, because
of the remarkable likeness its contcur
bore to a facial silhouette of the late
Amerfcan genatcr. Apart from this
distinguishable feature, however, the:e
wag another peculiarity about Mark
Hanna Rock which in, éarlier time
might have invested it with supersti-
tious dread. It is sald that it pos-
sessed a remarkable magnetic power,
for on its rugged and storm-beatan
base many a vessel has pounded to
destruction.

But the rock is no more. It was Jde
stroyed some weeks ago in the seis-
mic and electrical disturbance felt in
slight degree here and to a greater
extent at Nanaimo., It was noticed,
black and grim, rearing itself thru the
storm in the afternoon preceding the
snake. In the morning Lighthouse-
keeper Daykin observed with amaze-
ment that the sea broke unruftled
where it had lifted itself from 1ine
deep.

DEATHS IN RUSS ARMY.

Two Succumbed to Wounds to Every
One ¥From Disease.

Washington, ‘Nov. 22.—Colonel John
Van P. Hoff, medical department, U.
S. A., who has recently returned from

the Russian army in Manchuria, with
which he went thru part of the cam-
paign in the war against Japan, sald
in his report that the number of killed
and dead of wounds was 37,642 men,
and the number o fmen dead from dis-
ease is 18,830.

In 1902 the company promoted a help-
er to a~machine, and 78 International
men went out. Members of the Am-
algamated were brought from Scotland
to fill their places, and there was
trouble for a time, the new men being
boarded on an island and brought over
with a guard for protection. At present
only seven of the 78 strikers are in the
city.’

A peculiar feature of the strike was
that other unions, members of the In-
ternational Association, were allowed to
go on working, altho the machinists
were called out. The result of the
strike has been that the Amalgamated
Association of England and Scotland,
and the International of Canada and
the United States have come to an
agreement to work together, and will
now go on to try to force the Grand
Trunk Pacific to employ only union
men.

The Locomotive Works Co. have is-
sued a statement that all their Scotch
employes will be kept on, and that all
steps for an agreement come from the
International Association.

As mein-
bers of the-privy council ithey dre ad-
visories of tne crown, and respson ibie
for the acts of the crown, which theo-
retically can do no wrong. As a com-
mittee of parliament they.are respon-
sible to parliament, and as beads of de-
partments they are invested with ai-
ministration and executive power, in-
cluding the sole right to initiate ex-
penditure, No private member can in -
tiate expenditure, This must be: done
with the consent of the crown, and that
only given thru its advisories, ‘The
cabinet is not a ccmmittee of parlia~
ment, but a committee of only cne
party in parliament. It was also a se-
cret committee, its deliberations b2ing
secret under the sanctity o. an oxti.
A century ago the tendency wag to
transfer power from the crown tQ parl.a~
ment, but the tendency of recent years
is to . transfer power from the parl.a-
ment to the cabinet. The pr ncipal
change effected since 1832 had been the
free tendency to shift the affairs of the
state from parliament to the tab. et,
and to render the latter amenable to the
contro] of constituent bod es themselves
rather than to that of their elected re-
presentatives.

has been called a conclave or inn°r
cabinet, which initiates measures that
are first submitted to the remaining
cabinet and then to parliament.”

’ Make Best of It.

That important development has not
reached the same stage in Canada, al-

COLONZATION OF QUEBEG
SIBERIA PROVIDES MODEL

Hon. Mr, Tarte Would Have System
Initiated— The .Land Should
Be Kept.

Montreal, Nov. 22.—(Special).—A
special from St Jerome says Hcen.
Dr. Reaume, Ontario minister of pub-
lic works, addressed the conveniion
to-day on the question of colonization.
There was a great influx into Ontario
of colonists from. Quebec and these
colonists were most successful. In the
past it had been one of the great mis-
takes in the settlement of Quebec, that
gettlers were allowed to take "1p ground
in places where, when the wood was
gone, there was nothing left but rocks.
In Ontario, on the contrary, they di-
rected the settlers only to plases ¢ap-
able of sufficient cultivation to support
settlers, When the reserve was esfab-
lished care was taken to build® goed
roads. : ;

Hon. Mr. Prevost said that the sys-
tem of colonization reserves is the key
to the solution, and, that if it were put
in force halfi the money now #&pent
in the building- of roads would produce
twice the results now attained.

Hon. J, I. Tarte, said: “Let the pro-
vince keep its land, the heritage which
becomes more valuable every year.
One of the best systems of colonization
in the world is that adopted by Rus-
sia in the development of Siberia.
There they build roads and ‘'ailways,
they erect schools and offer every facil-
ity to settlers, and Siberia is being
thronged and is making most wonder-
ful progress. What we need in Que-
bec is a system of colonization com-
pletely independent of party interesis.”

Another suggestion made was that
agriculture should be taught in 'the
schools.

RAILROAD BUILT TO MUSIC.

——

It Goes to Abomey, in Dsahomey,

; Once the Scene of Human
Sacrifices.

Abomey, the town in which Behan-
zin, King of Dahomey, lived, was in-
famous sixteen- -years ago  for the
slaughter “of “human beings that took
Some thousaads
of men and women were killed every
year to win the favor of the gods or
to -be. companiong of deceased persons
in the other wogld. All prisoners of
war were thus sacrificed, and many
slaves were purchased from neighbor-
ing countries for this purpose.

Then the French overthrew The mont
ster .Behanzin and brought peace of
mind to the million people whom he
ruled with & rod of iron. Five years
ago they began -to build a railroad,
which has ‘now reached Abomey, the
scene of the human sacrifices.

The completed part of -the railroad
is seventy-five miles long, and many
hundreds of natives are now grading
the roadbed for its extension to the
Niger River. The French gzve had
some funny experiences in building
this road.

It -starts from the Port of Cotonu,
and the French had no difficulty in get-
ting the coast natives to work on the
road, because they had been trained to
wor;lé,lor nearly ten years, had become
used to labor, and liked its substantial
results. There was trouble,. however,
when the roadbed approached the large
native town of Waida, which is filled
with delights that are dear to the ra-
tives,

Few Dahomeyans when they go near
this town can resist the temptation to
make a holiday therq When the rail-
road came within sight of Waida the
workmen had just received their wvages.
They deserted to a  man, and it was
certain that they would do no more
work till they had spent all their mon-
ey.

No effort was made to get the men
back, but messengers were sent thru
the country to ring bells in every set-
tlement and proclaim that the French
would pay good wages to women and
girls to work on the railroad. Within
a day. many hundreds of women and
girls were carrying baskets of sand cn
their heads to dump into a marsh
across which the track was to be laid.

The roadbed for the rails was thus
built across the marsh, and the wo-
men were retained in the service un-
til Waida'was reached, when the faith-
less men suddenly became clamorous
for re-employment.

While the coast section was being
built the inland part of the line was
also started, but under different labor
conditions. In the interior the natives
had not learned to work for the white
man, and they would not enter his rer-
vice until their chiefs brought pressure
to bear upon them.
