Cygnet. Ohio, Sept. 7.—An explosion 
ot nitro-glycerine took place here to­
day which resulted in the death of six 
persons whose names are known ami 
several others whose names are at pre­
sent unknown.

’lie explosion occurred at 3 p.m. at 
Grant Well, located at the rear of the 
National Supply Company’s office build­
ing in the village limits. This well had 
just been shot. The well was o gaser, 
and when the 120 quarts of glycerine 
was let down in the well and exploded 
me gas ignited, .and with a terrific roar 
the flames shot high above the derrick. 
Aa soon as the drillers saw the flames 
several climbed into the derrick to shut 
off the gas, but they had barely gotten 
there when there was a terrific explo­
sion. The burning gas had started the 
remaining glycerine in the empty cans 
standing in a wagon near the derrick. 
In another wagon near by were some 
cans containing another 120 quart? of 
the stuff, and these were exploded.

The explosion blended in a mighty 
roar, and the town and surrounding 
country for miles trembled 
shock.

The National Supply Company’s build­
ing was completely demolished, and no­
thing remains but a big hole where 
the wagons stood. There is not a whole 
pane of glass in any window in the 
town, and every house and store was 
shaken to its foundation. Who the 
other men that were in the derrick are 
and who were killed, has not been learn­
ed yet. Eight buildings are a total 
wreck and many others damaged. Many 
bystanders were found dead.

Pittsburg, Fa., 6cpt. 7.—The efforts to 
evict the striking miners of the Pitts­
burg & Chicago Gas Coal Company at 
Orangeville, one and a half miles from 
Gastonville, resulted in a riot of no 
mean proportions to-day and the utter 
failure on the part of the company to 
accomplish its object. The strikers, 
headed by 100 Polish women, closed in 
on the deputies,! who received rough 
treatment.

Headed by the same women the strik­
ers rushed on the deputies this morning, 
and blows fell thick and fast. The 
deputies slowly made their way to 
Orangeville, taking all of the above in­
sults and injuries, but never firing a 
shot. Finally they took refuge in a 
vacant house, closely followed by the 
mob, which quickly surrounded the 
building and threatened to burn it. The 
deputies were ordered to leave town, 
and after a short parley decided to do 
so. Almost every man in the posse was 
cut and bleeding, and several were seri­
ously hurt. As the defeated deputies 
run the gauntlet they were greeted by 
hisses, curses and ridicule. The strik­
ers then closed behind them and march­
ed them to the station, where they took 
the train for Washington. The officials 
of the company say no further attempt 
will be made to evict the miners for the 
present.

I.*e«*ert Gel .Indignant.
Bailiff Reid, colored, in whose custody 

Luetgert is placed, attempted to restrain 
his charge from crossing to the witness 
stand with his attorneys for the pur­
pose of watching Faber designate on 
the map the location where be asserted 
he saw Mrs. Luetgert enter the fac­
tory. Luetgert turned on the bailiff, 
with his face flushed with anger, and 
denounced the attempt to deprive him 
of what he considered his rights in the 
trial. Attorney Vincent appealed to the 
court, and Judge Tuthill permitted the 
defendant to examine the maps, in com­
pany with the attorneys. After Faber 
left the stand the court took a recess.

JACK GILMOUR IS CAPTAIN.IAND CAUSED AMUSEMENT.
,4lobile, Ala., Sept. 7.—Despite the 

quarantine proclamation about one hun­
dred persons from Scranton, Biloxi, etc., 
tried to get into Mobile on the midnight 
train, and but four passengers were let 
off, they being through from Neiv. Or­
leans and being subjected to examination 
by the physicians here. The others were 
taken to ft point above Mobile, where 
they will be transferred to a westbound 
train and taken back where they came 
from.

London, Sept 7.—The mystery that has 
prevailed with regard to the Crown Prince 
of Japan, who was reported dead some 
months ago, has now been set at rest by an 
official announcement to the effect that he 
Is dying of tuberculosis of the lungs, that

Is not only unlnjurlous, 
beneficial, unless taken In very great quan­
tity, but when eaten ns roasted Is produc­
tive of a train of Ills that finally result 
In complete physical nnd mental prostra­
tion. I have had a number of cases of the 
kind, and they are as difficult to cure as 
those arising from the opium habit. The 
trouble is more prevalent among young 
girls than any one else. They eat parchec. 
coffee without any definite object, just ns 
they eat soapstone slate pencils, with much 
more disastrous results. The coffee-eater 
becomes weak and emaciated, the complex­
ion is muddy and sallow, the appetite poor, 
digestion ruined and nerves nil unstrung. 
Coffee will give a few minutes of exhilara­
tion, followed with great weakness. The 
victims nearly die when deprived of the ac­
customed stimulant,"

British army Is no longer Its nominal com­
mander-in-chief, Field Marshal Lord Wolse-

We went directly In search of the dogs, 
and what an inferno we entered! Big dogs, 
and little dogs barked and yelped frr.nl 
every kennel till distraction seemed not 
far off. But Interest In the many beautiful 
creatures soon made us forget the din, 
and here we spent one of the pleasantest 
hours of the week. The canine world la 
well represented, and we could not help 
noting how gentle and friendly even the 
most forbidding of the dogs are. Lord 
Chumley,,for. example, la a dread creature— 
a bulldog—with muscles of Iron and a mouth 
to strike terror to the heart of the most 
courageous, but neyer was a more affec­
tionate, loyal, or kindly beast to hie friends; 
once aroused, however, ------- !

Lord Chumley knows no mercy on man 
or beast who has merited his displeasure. 
It was touching to see the affectionate eyes 
with which he regarded his master, who 
sponged off the great chops with clear 
cold water, and rubbed down his back and 
formidable legs with clean towels. The. 
big English bloodhound, too, Is not only 
beautiful In appearance, but showed the 
gentlest, most affectionate manner. Grip 
has a fine golden brown bead with wlsè 
eyes and long velvety ears, and there Is 
nothing In his outward appearance to In­
dicate how terrible he could be when put 
upon the trail of some helpless fugitive.

The Great Danes have the east end of 
the building, and big, alert, formidable crea­
tures they are, though by no means averse 
to a little petting, even from a stranger; 
near them are the Newfoundlands, and 
higher up the splendid St. Bernards, only 
one of which seemed to have a nasty tem­
per. These are beautiful tawny and white 
dog giants, among the noblest of beasts, be­
side which all other dogs are Insignificant. 
Then there are huge mastiffs, wise old 
English sheep dogs, collies, beagles, set­
ters, bull terriers, dachshunds and the. In­
numerable other big and little creatures Of 
the canine tribe, each one more carefully 
watched and tended than the other, and 
all making up a scene not soon to be forgot­
ten of lovers of these faithful brutes. Some 
of the cocker spaniels are beautiful, alike 
Intelligent little creatures—there la a whole 
row of black fellows,' some of them with 
not a spot of white, and some beauties lu 
golden brown colors; we deal red very much 
to carry off some of their playful little 
puppies with us.

Up above are toy dogs, spoiled, curled and 
combed darlings, “smelling of musk and In­
solence,” some of them resting on down 
cushions, others with soft blankets and 
altogether so much better cared for than 
many “a pulr balm" that somehow or other 
we did not approve of them; they are so 
unlike the great noble, wise creatures be­
low, of whom one could make real friends; 
but after all It la a mere matter of taste.

The picture gallfery came In for a large 
share of attention yesterday, and outsiders 
who have not seen the recent work of lo­
cal artists showed much Interest In all 
the pictures exhibited.

A noticeable feature of the work shown 
at this Exhibition Is tbe loaned collection 
which Is scattered here and there through­
out the gallery. Among these loaned pic­
tures It Is pleasant to see a couple of can­
vases by F. O. V. Ede, who Is one of our 
most gifted Canadian artists, Isisldent 
abroad. Mr. William Smith, who Is with­
out a rival at present In his own line, Is 
another Canadian of whose work we see 
too little at our Exhibitions; his oui/ pic­
ture at this Exhibition Is a small water- 
color, “The Mighty Deep," a. lovely bit of 
work and color, 
quislte things In flowers.
Johnston, the well-known criminal lawyer, 
seems to be the fortunate possessor of some 
of the best work of Canadian painters—that 
“Study of a Head,” by Harris, belongs to 
Elm, too, and Is one of the really fine 
things on the walls. Mr. Reid Is repre­
sented In many pictures, some of them the 
result of his last visit to sunny Spain. “The 
Drinking Place" Is on eccentricity which Is 
puzzling many; “Paint Smudges" has been 
suggested as a more appropriate title to 
this astonishing canvas. Perhaps lack of 
technical knowledge and perception Is at 
bottom the reason of the failure to appro 
elate this puzzle In color—there Is after all 
so much to learn.

Mr. Wyly Grier has some fine portraits 
and J. W. L. Forster shows one of the most 
striking portraits In the room, that of the 
late John Beverley Robinson. Mr. Sherwood 
has a couple of landscapes and some por­
traits, anfl ""Mr. O'Brien sends some really 
lovely sea and landscapes. Of the latter 
the “Oat Harvest" Is especially notice­
able for showery aspect of the sky. All 
our local artists are represented by more 
or less admirable work, but beat and crowds 
are distracting, so we fled to wait for 
quieter hours in which to study the work 
of the other painters represented on these

was 97,000 and 243,000. Chicago is 
generally believed to be the most pro­
gressive city of the world. But it has 
to take a back seat when compared 
with Berlin. In 1880 the capital of 
Germany had a population of 800,000. 
To-day it claims 1,750,000, and this in­
crease is not due to the annexation of 
whole counties, but to immigration and 
births. Hamburg has grown faster than 
Boston or Baltimore or any city of its 
size in the States. The old and historic 
town of Nuremburg has developed more 
rapidly than Omaha. Twelve years ago 
it had a population of 72,0^0. 
its population is 175,000. Leipsic is 
another example of the marvelous 
growth of German cities within the 
last twenty-five years. From 127,000 
in 1875 it has increased to 420,000 in 
1897. These figures are taken from 
official sources and they may be relied 
upon as correct It is a significant fact 
that the two greatest protectionist coun­
tries of the world are those which have 
made the greatest strides in manufac­
tures and population.

PREFERENTIAL TRAM.
The people of Great Britain have 

arrived at this conclusion, that it is 
ranch more to their interests to culti­
vate trade among the. British colonies, 
where British1' trade is desired and wel­
comed, than among foreign and hostile 
countries, where it is looked upon as a 
necessary evil. Public feeling in favor 
of the extension of trade with the colo­
nies is very strongly discernible, both in 
the British press and in the speeches of 
the public men of Great Britain. The 
London Times, which cÿvotes a great 
deal of space to Canadian and colonial 
affairs, pointed out in a recent issue 
that Canada is able to supply and should 
supply Great Britain with one-third of 
the food products now consumed by the 
people of the latter country. The pro­
portion of such products contributed ly 
Canada at present amounts to one- 
fourteenth. But The London Times does 
not know the possibilities of Canada 
as well as we do. Instead of one-third 
Canada could easily supply the whole 
of the products consumed by the British 
people. The desire to use colonial in 
preference to foreign products seems to 
be as’ -strongly established among the 
people of the Mother Country, as is 
the wish that they should do so 
among the people of Canada. Prefer­
ential trade between the states compris­
ing the Empire is, coming without a 
doubt, even though preferential tariffs 
are wanting to give effect to the wishes 
of the people. In a recent issue of The 
Boot and Shoe Trades Journal of Lon­
don the leading article is anent the sub­
ject of “ Trade with the Colonies.” In 
it we learn that the hated inscription 
“made in Germany” is oestined to give 
place to the more acceptable term, “made 
in the British colonies.” The capabili­
ties of the colonies, says our contempor­
ary, are unknown in Great Britain, be­
cause they have never been developed. 
But this much, it admits, is an estab­
lished fact; that conjointly the colonies 
are able to supply all the raw goods 
required by Great Britain for mapufac- 
ttiring, as well as all the breadstuffs 
required for food and . maintenance. 
Proceeding, The Bodt and Shoe Trades 
Journal goes on to say: “But with all 
these facilities, our colonial trade is 
stifled, for no apparent reason other 
than the utter neglect of this country. 
Australia sends us large quantities of 
leather, but she could send more would 
she but study more closely our special 
wants. The thousands of tons of hem­
lock leather which come from America 
ought to come from Canada. There is 
no reason why they should not. except 
lack of enterprise on the one hand and 
want of appreciation on our part on the 
other. When we consider Canada’s na­
tural advantages, her growth 01* cattle, 
her immense forests and her nearness 
to Europe, the Canadian leather trade 
ought to be one of her first and greatest 
industries. There is, however, every 
reason to believe that we are on the 
right track now.”

The Americans land Germans are to 
te sidetracked in favor of Canadians 
and Australians. Our contemporary 
thus refers to the changed conditions in 
Great Britain: f

“ Still it is characteristic of the Briton 
that he sees more good in a stranger 
than in his own kith and kin. Th is 
we have loved and lauded Germans to 
get our reward in having to harbor Ger­
man paupers, have allowed our business 
premises to be overrun with German 
clerks who have played the innocent 
part of commercial eavesdroppers and 
address collectors, and at last our coun­
try and our- colonies are flooded with 
the rubbishy manufactures of the Ger­
man States. Similarly we went mad 
over the Americans. We worshipped at 
their shrine so consistently that no in­
vention, whether British or foreign, ever 
came to our notice, but we asked, as a 
matter of habit, whether it was not 
American. We have become the biggest 
customers of America, we send tier the 
most of her money, and what do we 
get?—an extravagant tariff levelled at 
all our goods, a Jingoist press ever hurl­
ing epithets at our heads, a Shermanite 
explosion of uncultured violence, and 
cock-a-hoop braggings which pall on is, 
until, like the more sensible of Ameri­
ca’s business men, we have grown tired 
and disgusted. While we have been 
paying so much attention to other coun­
tries, putting trade in their way and 
money in their pockets, we have neg­
lected onr own, and it suddenly occurs 
to us that, during this Jubilee year at 
least, charity ought to begin at home, 
and the help of the Mother Land ex­
tended to her colonial offsprings. Hav­
ing come round to our senses the method 
of developing trade throughout Greater 
Britain is now engaging the attention 
of our statesmen, and continued atten* 
tion will bring about its proper results.”

A WEAKNESS IN THE TROLLEY SYSTEM.
A recent trolley accident at Zanes­

ville, Ohio, by which two or three peo­
ple were killed and some others severely 
wounded, was caused by the faillite of 
the brakes to work properly when the 
curs were going down an incline. This 
is probably the weakest point in the 
trolley system. Unlike steam railways,the 
trolley lines make no attempt to mini­
mize tbe grades along the highways. 
They cHrab over hills with glee and 
descend into the valleys* with an aban­
don that is truly exciting. The safety 
of the passengers is all the time, depen­
dent on the braking apparatus. As 
this apparatus gave out in Zanesville 
so it may give out on the cars in and 
about Toronto. The route up Yonge- 
street is a very hilly one and consequent­
ly dangerous. There are dangerous hills 
along the Kings ton-road, and even with­
in the city limits there are several 
places where the failure of the brakes 
to work would mean death and disaster 
to those aboard the cars. The trolley 
cars should be subject to even more 
rigid inspection than the steam cars. 
And not only should the cars be rigidly 
inspected, but the tracks, especially 
where the danger is greatest, should be 
maintained in a satisfactory state of 
efficiency. It is better to insist on this 
inspection before an accident occurs 
than after it.

THE LATE JAMES ALLAN.
1.00 SCHOOL HISTORIES.

Mr. Gold-win Smith contributes a lead­
ing article in the current North Ameri­
can Review on “Are Our School His­
tories Anglophobe?” He comes to the 
conclusion that the influence of Ameri­
can school histories in engendering in­
ternational hatred - has been overstated. 
After an examination of a number of 
text books, he infers that “The special 
fanlt which, if I may venture to say it. 
I should be inclined to find with these 
books, is want of literary art.” The de­
fect in American, as well as in most 
other school histories, is not so much the 
absence of literary art as the allotment 
of undue space to wars and battles. 
American histories are deluged with the 
description of battlefields and the do­
ings of military heroes. This kind of 
jingoism has crowded out the history of 
the people as seen in the doings of their 
statesmen, men of letter», philanthro­
pists, inventors and industrial benefac­
tors. The present histories of the Unit­
ed States are about on a par with those 
which prevailed in Great Britain prioi 
to the appearance of John Richard 
Green’s celebrated “History of the Eng­
lish People.” Previous to the issue of 
that work English histories had been 
little else than a record of the doings 
qf kings and princes. United States 
historians can well afford to suppress 
the jingo features of their works and 
give greater prominence to the indus­
trial, commercial and political advance 
ment of their country.

TEE RVERLAND ROUTE.
The World is glad to see that the 

people of Calgary and Edmonton are 
vigorously advocating the improvement 
of overiand routes to the Yukon gold 
fields, with a view to divert the tide 
of travel from the United States through 
our own country. A special committee 
of the Calgary Board of Trade is now 
working on the problem, and the infor­
mation furnished by them will appear 
in a special number of The Calgary 
Herald. > The information supplied in 
this connection, comprising, as it will, 
maps and illustrations, will be of gen­
eral interest to the people of the United 
States as well as of Canada.

.i:The following extract is from The 
Maple Leaf, u monthly paper published 
in Great Britain by the officers, non- 
coms. and men of the 1st Battalion 
Leinster Itegiment (Royal Canadians), 
formerly known ns the 100th Foot. The 
extract will probably set at rest the 
recent discussion about the victories 
scored by the 48th Highlanders at the 
Islington tournament. Under the herd 
of ••'The Empire Brize Won in Canada 
The Maple Leaf goes on to say:

"The Royal Military Tournament held 
in the Agricultural Hall, London, this 
year, will long be remembered as one 
of the most successful of the series. 
The individual and team competitions, 
both mounted and dismounted, bc.okeiiMii 
a higher degree of skill and training 
than ever. The greatest interest was 
centered ia the performances of our com­
rades-in-arms from across the sea, and 
most certainly they merited the enthu­
siastic rounds of applause which were 
showered on their prowess at every oc­
casion they were in the arena. \V e are 
onite sure that all ranks of the Did 
Hundredth' unite in tendering their 
heartiest congratulations to the gallant 
48th Highlanders of Toronto, for then- 
having won the ‘Empire Prize,* in the 
Bayonet v. Bayonet fighting—their cham­
pion being Private Stewart. When it 
is taken into consideration that Private 
Stewart had to contend with all victors, 
Imperial and colonial, in previous con­
tests. some idea of his really magnifi­
cent skill may be inferred. Another 
good man of the 48th ‘Kilties’ was 1 ri­
va te Wasson, who also distinguished 
himself with the bayonet. Nothing but 
the greatest admiration can be felt for 
the 48th. when we know the many diffi­
culties they had to contend with: First, 
the getting together of their team: sec­
ondly. the great expense of their pas­
sage, etc., to England; thirdly, their 
team having to compete immediately af­
ter the long sea voyage, without the 
chance of a few days to rest and prac­
tice. What is more, all the 48th team 
learned their bayonet fighting right in 
Toronto, the eminently satisfactory re­
sults being due to Canadian training, 
not Scotch. Sergeant Williams, their 
instructor, deserves the highest credit. 
Well may the loyal Dominion be proud 
of this grand victory, and well may all 
corps, imperial and colonial, emulate the 
esprit de corps which exists in the 48th 
Highlanders of Canada.”

HE Canadian lumbermen with Canadian 
interests have had their say, and now 
American lumbermen with Canadian in­
terests have offered evidence in rebut­
tal. The Canadians wanted Premier 
Hardy to introduce measures to have 
all Canadian lumber cut and milled in 
this country.

Yesterday a large and wealthy depu­
tation of Americans and Canadians, 
among the latter being Mr. W. A. 
Charlton. M.L.A., waited upon the Pro­
vincial Govcrnor-ln-Oouncil to oppose 
the passage of any legislation which 
would prohibit the exportation, for mill­
ing and manufacture of logs cut ou 
Canadian limits.

Mr. John Charlton, M.P., was pre­
sent. but desires to say that he only 
acted in the capacity of a spectator. 
The press were not admitted, and in­
formation was only gleaned as through 
an exceedingly fine sieve.

It was nrgtVd through the spokesman, 
cx-Govcrnor Hon. J. T. Rich of Detroit, 
Michigan, U.S.A., that on limits not 
yet sold there should he no restriction 
as to Where logs should be manufac­
tured.
