Railways Still Broken,
The Tramsvaal and Orange Free State
are now opening the second season since a
crop was sown, and it is fourteen months

wearing out the energies of its persistent
and obstinate foe. Where once there were
divisions, with a complete staff organiza-
tion, there are now brigades, and lightly
equipped, mobile columns are sent in pur-
suit of small bands of guerillas. Generals
and staff officers are returning by every
steamer from the Cape, and the entire Bri-
tish army is in process of reorganization
for the special service which is now re-
quired. General Kelly-Kenny, who com-
manded the Sixth Divigion In the terrible
march across the veldt, has been reiieved
from command at Bloemfontein, and Gen-
era]l Hunter has taken his place, Either
Roberts or Kitchener is picking out the
men who have special capacity for fighting
the Boers. The new tactics seem effective.
The scattered bands of Boers are constant-
ly harried and al'owed no rest. The Ymes

The raflways are still broken for several
days weekly. These things combined :nake
the feeding of the occupants of the two
Republics a work of great difficalty, which
is increased by the filling of the towns
with stores under garrison. These garri-
eons the inhabitants betray to the coms
mandos, who thereby easily replenish their
stores, | thus making the starving out of
the fighting barghers impossible. Lord
Kitchener's alternative is the depopulation
of the towns, mdving every non-military in-
“habitant toward the coast, where they will
be more easily fed, while freeing the
army’s hands. This movement will involve
great time and it is doubtful if it is feas
ible.

Fearful Desolation,
Lord Kitchener's movements show the

: fearful desolation ro which the war has re-

deced the countries. The only hopeful sign
is the coming of the Transvaal winter,
when the heat will make the tropical
veldt unbearable. The northernmost com-
mandos will have to trek toward the soath,
where they will meet the British. This wili
bring Gen. Delary shortly into the range
of severe fighting. Gen. Dewet has not
been heard of and it is believed that he Is
advancing toward Ficksburg, which the
Boers hold. The systematie breaking of
the Kimperley and Bloemfoutein Ralliyays
has for its aim the tying up of the troops
in the upeolfitry thru the resulting short-
age of supplies.

The publication of leiters from Boer wo-
* men showing the pitiful distress which has
followed the burning of thelr farms is not
heeded here. The people will forgive any-
thing which will bring the fighting to an
end and release the great part of the
troops. Instead of that, however, the In-
niskilling Fusiliers, who returned to Eng-
land from Natal a few months ago, have
been ordered to re-embark for the Cape.

Boers Get No Rest.

London, Nov. 18, 6 a.m.—(N.Y. Tribune.)
—The guerilla warfsre {n South Africa has
become less formidable. The centres of
hostile operations in Dutch territory may
have muyltiplied, but the Boer commandos
are thinning out from death, illness and de-
sertions. The skirmishes recorded Gaily
by Lord Roberts are petty affairs, in which
scores of Boer combatants are engaged
where formerly there were hundreds, and
sometimes thousands. Consequently casiu-
ditieg are light and few prisoners are tak-
en. The British army is adapting néexr to
the altered conditions, and is gradually

. are not serfously menaced. The Boers are
alert, but only able to operate on a small
scale against outposts, and thelr cattle and
horses are constantly taken from them,
and here and there small squads are killed,
wounded or taken prisoners. They have
not had a single success in the last eix
weeks, and the sum of their losses is con-
siderable. It is not strange that optimists
are predicting the close of hostilities by the
end of the year.

Boers Badly Cat Up.
Bloemfontein, Nov. 17.—The Boers heavi-
ly attacked the railroad at Edenburg, Nov.
15 (Thursday). It is reported that the
Boers were completely cut up. One report
has it that 75 of the party were killed or
wounded.

Kitchener Will Depopulate Towns.

Durban, Nov. 17.—The Natal Mercury re-
ports that Lord Kitchener has decided to
“‘depopulate the towns in the Transvaal,”
owing to the difficulty of dealing with the
Republicans when hampered by the civil-
fan population,

MURDEROUS ESCAPADE OF A
BURLY MIDNIGHT BURGLAR

t :
George Smith, Alias \“Snowball

s” @ Negro, Was Caught in the

House of William Fawkes, 88 "{oulsa-Street, and Tried to
Fight His Way Out—Is Now in Custody.

Georgg Smith, a burly negro, better
known .as “Snowball,” was captured early
yesterday morning by Police Constable
Watson of the Agnes-street Station while
in the act.of making his escape from a
house at 88 Louisa-street, where a burglary
had taken place and a murderous assault
committed on William Fawkes, a Hebrew
junk dealer, the occupant of the place.

How He Gained Entrance.

Between 1 and 2 o'clock Smith secured
an entrance to the house by climbing over
a shed ip the rear and lifting a window of
a bedroom, which had been left unfasten-
ed. In the room Millie Fawkes, a 16-year-
old girl, was sleeping, and the thief, in
searching nnderneath the pillows for valu-
ables, aroused her from her slumbers.

Threatened to Kill the Girl,

On. finding that the girl was awake,
Smith threatened to kill her if she raised
an outery, and at the same time plaeed
both hands about her neck. In spite of
the threatithe girl calied out, and was suc-
cessful 1 making herseif heard. The girl®s
father apd mother were sleeping in sfigth-
er room’ across the hall, and on hearing
their daughter's cries for help they went
to her assistance.

Fought His Way Out.

When the burglar heard Fawkes and his
wife approaching, he shut the door of the
room and held it fast for some little time.
Then, finding that escape was impossible
except thru the door, he attempted to fight
his way out. As he opened the door
Fawkes and his wife were just on the out-
side, and the thief struck the former over
the head with gsome blunt instrument, ren-
dering him unconscious. Mrs., Fawkes at-
tempted to prevent the thief’s escape, but
was knocked down and trampled upon.

Neighbor Called the Police,

Isaac Helpern, who lives at 61 Chestnut-
street, in a house adjoining that of the
Fawkes family, had heard the girl’s cries
for help, and by raising his window suc-
ceeded in attracting the attention of P.C.
Watson, who was pacing bhis beat only a
short distance away. The officer hurried
to the scene of the burglary, and was just
in-time to meet Smith as he was making
a mad push thru the yard in front of the
Fawkes home. '

Took His Arrest Quietly. -

The negro quietly submitted to arrest,
and after being handcuffed was taken to
the Agnes-street Station, where he is held,
charged with burglary and felonlously
wounding.

‘When Fawkes regained his senses, he was
assisted to the BEmergency Hospital by
Benjamin Cohen, 81 Chestnut-street. There

cal condition from loss of blood, which
flowed from a large wound on the top of
his head. Eight stitches were required to
close the wound, after which Fawkes was
taken back to his home.

Mrs, Fawkes and her daughter are still
suffering from shock brought on by their
exciting experlence while the burglar was
in the house.

Had Smith Accomplices ?

Fawkes Is strongly of the opinion that
Smith had at least two accomplices in the
burglary, despite the fact that the prisoner
Bimself maintains he went to the place
alone,

seconds had elapsed, because, he says,some
person was bolding the door of his room.

What Was the Weapon ¢

which were stored in the girl's room, and
which were afterwards found broken. The
victim of the assault, however, belleyes that
a piece of Iron secured from his junk shop

at the rear of the house was used by the
thief.

Cheeky Theft of a Hat,

When Smith was searched at the station
nothing of an incriminating nature was
found in his possession, except a hat, which
answered the description of one stolen
from Jonah Collins of 112 MecGill-street on
Saturday afternoon. Collins- was walking
up York-street early in the afternoon, when
a colored man ran up to him, and, Seizing
his hat, ran away. Before Colling recover-
ed himself the thief had got out of sight.
Collins last night identified the hat found
on Smith as his property, and the charge
of theft was registered against the prison-
er, making three charges he will have to
answer when he appears in court this
morning. .

His Majesty should have contracted a dis-
ease attributed to-tainted nourishinent. it
appears, however, that he is imprudent in
his diet, does not always follow medical
directions, and-often drinks any water he
can. get when walking or driving. The
possibility of his having contracted the
disease from milk is also considered. Yet
another source of typhoid infection in Rus-
sia is quall there being high meqfcal auth-
ority for the statement that germs have
been cultured from broiled qualis.

The People Like Him.

The news of the Czar’s lillness is gradu-
ally reaching the general populace, and
many sympathetic references to his con-
dition are heard among the people of St.
Petersburg, who are apparently greatly at-
tached to the person of the monarch.

Special prayers for his recovery were of-
fered to-duy in the churches of St. Peters-
burg, Moscow and Khaykow.

BRITAIN- IS MUCH IN ADVANCE,

Most of the Yankee Trade is Loeal,
and Confined to
Vessels,

Coasting

Washington, Nov. 18.—The report of Com-
missioner of Navigation Chamberlain, made
public to-day, shows the pnst fiscal year-has
been the most prosperous period known to
American shipping for some years:s . .

Returns for the current fiscal year pro-
mise an even more satisfactory record. For
the first time since the c¢ivil war the docu-
mented tonnage of the United States ex-
ceeds 5,000,000 gross tens. On June . 30,
1600, American ‘documénted tonniage cow-
prised 23,333 vessels of 5,164,839 gross iohs.
an increase of 300,000 tous over the previous
fiscal year, Our maximum tonnage was
5,539,813 tons in 1861. Our shipping, the re-
port adds, in 1861, was larger than Great
Britain’s, and nearly equalled the British

Empire’s, British shipping now awmvnnts
to 14,261,000 gross tons.

Amerlican vessels are almost wholly con-
fined to the coasting trade, which employed
last year 4,338,145 tons, or more than the
total tonnage of Germany and Fraace, Our
tonnage in the forelgu trade was only 816,-
795 tons, and carried last year only 9 per
cent. of our exports and imports.

| THE REBELS KEEP ON SHOOTING

And an American is Killed Here and
There—First Uncensored Neéws
Since U. 8. Occupation,

Manila, Nov. 18.—(First uncensored news
by cablegram since the American’ occapa-
tion.)—Last week witnessed: a very con-
siderable increase in rebel and American
activity in the field. Many skirmiShes oc-
cvrred, and several small engagements in
Northern and Southern Lugzon. - The ter
mination of:the railns permits a resumption
of operations on both sides.

The Americans are undertaking a series
of aggressive movements against the insur-
gents, motably upon ‘the Island of Samar,
agaiust' Gen, Lukban, ‘whose forces hold: tie
entire island, with the exception of three
coast towns, each of which is garrisoned by
two companies of the 20tk Infantry and a
platoon of artillery. g

Rebels Continually Shooting.

The rebels ate continually shooting Into
the garrisoned towns, and our forces have
not been sufficient to retallate effectively.
Commerce in Samar has been at a standstiil
and most of the tntluential inhabitants have
departed, Gen. Hare has arrived there
with 250 men. He will bring eight com-
pamtes of the Second lofantry frowr the lis-
land of Marinduque, as they wmay vé needed,
and will proceed energetically to crush Gen:
Lukban. Meanwhile United States gun-
boats will patrol the coast to prevent the
escapes of the insurgent leaders. Lukban
still holds three members of the 43rd Regi-
ment prisoners.

Reinforcements for Young.

Gen. Wheaton, commanding in the Depart-
ment of Northern Luzon, s sending rein-
forcements to Gen. Young's Provlncel.
where the natives, under ‘Gens. Tinio and

General Grant’s Advance.

Notable among the week’s engagements
was Ge:.g Grant's advance, with Macabebe
and American scouts, upon a rebel strong-
nold 85 miles north of Manila, whicth was
defended by 200 insurgents armed.-witi
rifles, After skirmishing and fighting for
the greater part of a day and night, the
enemy was dislodged from the mountaln
fastness, and immense quantities of rice
and stores, with considerable ammunition,
were destroyed. Fifty Filipinos were kil
ed and many 'others wounded. The insur-
gents carried off their dead. The Ameri-
can losses were 11 privates and one officer

| wounded, and one Macabebe killed.

American Captive Suffering.

Tdeut, Frederick W. Alstaetter of the en-
glneers, who was ca%.ured by the insur
gents in Luzon last September, has sent,
with the permission of his captors, a letter
to Manfla, asking for food, money and
clothing, which will be forwarded to him
by a native runner. His health s brokeu
and his release problematical.

MacArthur on the Move,

Gen. MacArthur has gone to Subig Bay
with Admiral Remey on the United States
eru'ser Brooklyn, for the purpose of exam-
ining the locality. It is probable that 1800
marines, now in the Philippine waters, will
be used to relieve certain army posts, ren-
dering the relieved soldiers avallable for
other and more important duties. It is un-
derstood that Gen. MacArthur is consider-
ing the question of establishing ~more
marives in the vicinity of Subig.

DEATH OF J. P. MERRITT.

Prominent Citizen of St, Catharines
Passed Away on Sunday-—
His Career.

St. Catharines, Nov. 18.—(Special.)—Mr.
Jedediah P. Merritt died this morning at
his late residence, Oak Hill-street, aged
81 years. The funeral will take place op
Wednesday afternoon to St. George's

Church, and thence to the cemetery.

Jedediah Prendergast Merritt was born
at St. Catharines June 1, 1820, and was tae
eldest son of the late Hon. Willlam Ham-
iiton Merritt, a well-known ploneer of
Western Canada. At an early age he went
to Emgland, where he entered Cambridge
University, and after obtaining a first-
clads education returned to his native town,
In May, 1845, he was appointed postmaster
at St. Catharines, an office which he filled
for 18 years. By a vote of Parllament he
was appointed in 1860 to a position known
as archivist, He collected the 10,000 foll
pages of historical matter as put upon
record by the lives of pioneers in Canada
prior and subsequent to the Revolutionary
war. While acting in this capacity he
prepared a report, and shortly after its
presentation Parliament renewed an en-
gagement with him. Mr, Merritt at an ear-
ly age developed a taste for literature and
science. Subsequently his poetical genias
shone out in many effusions. A poem writ-
ten as a memento of the visit of the Duke
of Kent to Canada recelved dlstinet ac-
knowledgment from the Trince of Waies,
His Grace the Duke of Newcastle and the
Earl of St. Germans. An ingenions histori-
cal chart published by Mr. -Merritt met
with the approval of the British North
American Historical Soclety and commen-
dation from the Prince of Wales, who
sent him an appropriate medal.

Mr. Merritt’s life was an application of
advantages derivable from a patrimony for
the promotion of plans equal to the dignity
and character of Canada. He married on
the 17th of August, 1864, the eldest daugh-
ter of the late George Prescott. for many
Years secretary and treasurer of the Wel-
land Canal.

QUEBEC AND ANNEXATION.

New York Tribune Says the Liberals
Have Changed Their Tune, as
Quebec is Against It.

New York Tribune editorial, Nov. 15 : The
Liberal Administration in Canada, which
Bas just sescured a new lease of power, has
reversed the traditions of its party in sev-
era] important respects, . We have hitherto
remarked upen its abandonment of its for-
mer idol of free trade, its becoming more
Imperialist than the Comservatives, whom
Liberals used to coendemn for their Im-
periallsm, and similar rad'cal changes
either of falth or practice. There is still
another point on which an equally markedl
change of tome is apparent, namely, the
question of annexatiom to the United States.
Phe Conservatives used to reproach the
Liberals with being annexationists, and
the Liberals daid not altogether deny the
impeachment. Certainly the annexation
sentiment in Canada, so far as it existed,
was almost exclusively confined to the Lib-
eral party, and those in the United States—
they were never particularly numerous—
who desired the incorporation of the Do-
minfon into this Union, were wont to re-
gard the Liberals as their friends and the
Conservatives as their opponents. Yet
when, four years ago, the Liberals at last
galned control of the Dominion Govern-
ment, no step was taken toward annexa-
tion; but, on the contrary, the Liberal-Gov-
ernment has manifested a decidedly anti-
annexmtipnisy spirit. It has been friendly
enough toward the United States, but it
has been even more Inclined thaw its Con-
gervative predecessors to emphasize the line
of politica] cleavage and contrast between
the two countries. At this some surprise
and chagrin have be%expressed by those
few sanguine souls who) thought a Liberal
victory would mean speédy annexatfon, and
the questidn has been mournfully asked by
them why the Liberals should so grievously

have disappointed thelr cherished hopes.

‘The answer is found In a single word—
Quebec. In that Province les the bulk of
Liberal party strength. Without its votes
the Liberals could not have galned office,
and could.not hold office for:a single day.
Naturally, therefore, Liberal policles are
largely determined—we might say dictated
—by. the. wishes of the people of Quebec;
and the .face of Quebec Is set as a n!ut
against annexation. Upon the face of it
that might seem strange, seeing that Que-
bec is the least British of all the Provinces.

Belgium he will find 'his future home all
ready for him. Thanks to the generosity of
Oswald d’Aumerle, a Boer sympathizer in
Belgium, the Chateau d'Anderlecht has
been put at the disposal of the refugee ex-
president by its owner. M. d’Aumeric has
owned this chateau only two years, and
when he bought it it was exceedingly run
down, but he spent money on it liberally,
and made It look as If it really were an
ancestral seat.

M. d’Aumerie has had great sympathy
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to Belguim, the Belgian got together sev- |
eral of his friends and fellow-countrymen
who believed in the Boer cause, and pro. .
posed to them that he give up his chatea:
to the use of the refugee. They were will- |
ing, of course, and so the scheme was |
brought about. |

Anderlecht is a pretty suburb southeast
of Brussels and consists of handsome man- |
slons dotted about in grounds of limited ex-
tent on the slopes of the undulating coun-
try. The chateau is reached hy a draw-
bridge crossing a narrow moat, and the
road leads directly to the colonnades which
form the front of the mansion. 'The main
gate is flanked by twd colossal busts, which
formerly belonged to the Castle of Graves-
ande. On the right of the vestibule is Mr.
Kruger's antechamber, which is furnished
in Gothie style. Here the ex-president will
find a large Bible, of which book he is
sald to be so fond. It is more than seven
inches thick, and was printed in 1772. The
grounds have an area of ten acres, laid out
by M. d’Aunferie,who also drew the sketeh
of the chateau and its surroundings ac-

What the Opponents Wanted,

The arguments advanced against lepaert-
mental stores aimed to put them in a
special class, different from retail and
. wholesale stores, as regards taxation. It
was sald they should be taxed om their
turn-over on a graded scale. The graded
tax would be from 1 to 2 per cent, on the
turn-over. This idea had been up before |
the Lezislature of the last year. At that
time Mr. Ellas Rogers had shown that such |
a tax would, so far as his busimess was |
concerned, be greater than the profits he |
made out of it.

As to the Jewelry' Business.

As to the effect of departmental stores
on the jewelry business, he thought that
ihere was no retail business In Toronto
that was in a ‘more flourishing condition
tban the jewelry business. There were
about eight large, first-class jewelry stores
on Yonge street, before you reached thll
first departmental store, golng up, He
could see no reason why the depa‘ru'nnnm‘l
stores should be taxed because they— did
a large business. Taxation was not the ve-
medy. The times demanded that large
stores. should supersede small stores, even
as in days gone by large looms supersadsd
small looms.

Outside Business Done,

POWER TRANSMITTED 153 MILES.

A Wonderful Feat in Electrical De-
velopment Performed by a Com-
pany Out West, ?
Seattle, Wn,, Nov. 17.—The Snoqualmle
Fills Power Companv of this ciy per-
formed a novel feat in the driving of an.
electric motor 153 miles distant from the
generator. All the transmissiop lines of
the ‘company were connected up in ' one
continuous circuit. commencing at - Sno-
qualmie Falls, running to Seattle, back to
the Falls, then to Tacoma, and back
agaln to the Falls. The  regular traps-
mission is 32 miles to Seattle and 44 miles
to Tacoma. The tests were conducted for
experimental purposes onlv: and to ‘show
that electric transmission of power ecan
be made commercially practicable at much

greater distances than has heretofore been
contemplated.

scns representing the philanthropic and
charitable of the city of Toronto, and which
amount &0 subscribed shall be wholly exclu-
give of the grants, maintenance, ald, etc.,
provided for under the Act respecting
Mupietpal Sanitaria for Consumptives, be.
‘ing chapter 57, R.8.0., 1900.

2nd.- That it be a condition in the submis-
sion of sald bylaw that the municipality
shall mot in. the future be called uponm to
make any further provision as to yearly
raies, majntenance, other than the per diem
allowance, operations, repairs, extensions
o+ otherwise, and that the trustees shall not
‘at any time incur any liability or expendi-
ture which wiil necessitate a further appeal
to the municipal couneil for fundse.

the Medical Health Officer of the city of
Toronto.

5th. That patients chargeable to the city

London, Nov. 17.—~Willlam Walderf Astor
has discharged Lord Frederick: Hamliton
from the editorship of his Pall Mall Maga-
zine, his place being taken by a profession-
al literary man. 3

Lord Frederick, may be sald to owe the
loss of his $10,000-a-year editorship to the
action of his sister, the Duchess of Bue-
¢leugh, in - declinjng to remain any longar
the soeia] sponsor af the ex-Ameriean muiti-
millionaire. Mr. Astor. by his idlosynern-
sles, and by his arrogance, had already
gevaealy taxed the good-nature and the
breeding of the Duchess, who is one of the
great leaders of the English world, and
who, as Grand Mistress of the Robes to
the Queen, is chief of the feminine portlon
of the royal household.

The Milne episode last summer, which
Dlaced Mr. Astor in open antagonism with
the royal family, and with all that s best
im English socléty, proved a eclimas, and
the Duchess declined to have anything more
to do with promoting Mr. Astor's social
asplrations, the result being that her hro-
ther, Lord Frederick, who. without literary
experiénce, had been appointed editor of
The Magasgine, solely to secure har good-

hit by pitched balls and sliding to bases.
Eagan, outside of his oprovensity for
drink, was ajways a faithful player, fnd
his team was sure of receiving his best

Exceedingly Fununy.

In addition to Eugzan's great ability
as a ball player he was a wag of the
first class, and manv of his sayings
were extremely funny. When President
Kuntzsch notified Bill that he was ap-
pointed captain of the team Eagan or-
plavers to revmort to nim at
o'clock every morning. The first
morning Tommv Hess strolled into the
purk at about 11 o’clock, KFagan repr-
manded Tommy ouite briskly and
wound up his lecture bv saving: ‘“Now,
feilers, I want youse to all disconnect
the fact that 1 am the  caotain of this
here club, and that I want vouse to re-
port right here at 10 in the morning,
