Hun-
dreds of wagons carrying the house-
fiold goods of the inhabitants streamed
eastward all afternoori and late into
the night. :

There are supposed to be about five
hundred families homeless.

At 6 o'clock a telegram was sent to
Montreal asking for aid, and at S.Z3
a special had. left Montreal carrying
three engines and twenty-five , men.
By the time they arrived the advance
of the fire had been checked, but the
whole district was covered with flames
for hours afterwards. The willingness
of all parties to help was very notice=
able. The militia rendered excelient
service, and the firemen were fresly
aided by citizens.

Work of Dominica ¥Fathers.

The dominican Fathers rendered a
greaé deal of assistance in the work
of removing furniture from danger.
The loss is estimated at half a million,
$350,000 for houses and contents, and
£150,000 for lumber. J- R. Booth and
Co. and the Export Lumber Co. are
the chief losers on the lumber.

The Assessment Commissfoner esti-
mates area of burned district at sixty
acres. This is considered rather low.
His estimates of the houses burned
and families homeless are also lower
than those given above.

One Dics of Fright,

Not until 9.30 o'clock wias there
any assurance that the Chaudisre flats
would be saved. Across Wellingron-
street, the northern terminus of the
fire, were piles of lumber surrounding
the C.P.R. depot, and leading down to
Booth’s mills, and other industries at
the Chaudiere Falls. There were no
casualties,but several persons seriously
ill had to be hurriedly removed and
one, an Italian, died shortly after.

The fire, however,
swept along from south to north, fol-
lowing the opposite direction from the
fire of several years ago.

The wildest confusicn and panic pre-
vailed. Furniture was flung out of
houses. Everything on wheels was
called into requisition, and the stream
of traffic filled all the streets gaing
eastward for hours. Men and woirein
ca'ried bundies in their arms. House-
hold furniture was piled upon vacant
lots'in places that were supposed to be
out of danger, and sometimes the fam-
ily would be scen seated on the chairg
and sofas, One man finding th t”j
trench had been dug near his house,
threw his furniture into it and covered
it with earth.

PERJURY IN POLICE COURT
PROVOKING PROSECUTIONS

The extraordinary increase of perjury

}hns aroused the Toronto authorities to

a sense of the peril which attends the
existence of unpunished contempt for
the oath. That they are now about to
embark on a vigorous crusade is cer-
tain. . This determination was manifest=
ed in the Police Court yesterday when
Jacob Aber, charged with keeping a
gaming house on York-street, and eight
alleged frequenters swore positively in
the face of sworn evidence from eye-
witnesses—Inspector Hall and P. C.
Crowe—that there had been ‘neither
cards nor money on the table at the
time referred to. g

In spite of warning from the Crown
Attorney, they persisted in their denial.
The gambling case against them was
dismissed. but on the recommendation
of Mr. Curry, warrants for their ar-
rest will be issued by Staff Inspector
Archibald and every effort will be
exerted to secure convictions.

In the opinion of the Staff Inspector
the time has'come when the most rigor-
ous measures must be taken to quell

the spirit in which some men mount
the witness box and with an air of
bravado, pledge their sacred oath to
the most palpable falsehoods.

The
select committee that is now dealing{
with the question cannot be too severe
in the measures it frames, but the
fundamental evils must be removed in
another way.

So long as parties amass vast cam-
paign funds, so long will they iind a
way to use them, These campaign funds
are largely the contributions of cor-
porations which have political ends to
A double evil follows. Whole-
sale corruption is made possible, and
governments .and oppositions that
should be the free and/untrammelled
representatives of the people are placed
under obligations to enemies of the
people.

Some of the parliameéntary utter-
ances on this question of mvrrnptlnn
seem to assume that all the evil arises
trom the work of agents, TLe agents
do not corrupt with their own money.
They carry on their corrupt practices
with meney subscribed under
auspices and with the full knowledge
of the sministry.

from their campaign funds. Both
parties owe this duty to the public. It
is no argument to assert the undoubted
truth that corporations give ten dollars
to a government for every dollar they
give an opposition, The obligation re-
mains the same in the case of the small
receiver as the large one.

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THINS UPS AND DOWNS
BIT OF- STOCK HISTORY

Big Block of Stock Removed From
the Market May Help
Holders.

Probably nc stock listed on the To-
ronto Exchange hag attrictzd more at-
tention from what is terined “traders”
than Twin City, or ‘“Twins,” as it is
more familiarly known. The stock
peculiariy is said to have little fo!-
lowing in its native cities of St. Paul
and Minneapolis, and was originaily
listed in New York, and later in To-
ronto and Montreal. Thomas Lawny,
the president of the road, Is said to
have enlisted the assistance of a par-
ty of Torontonians in the stock in the
latter pact of 1896, and the pool, as~
gisted by sundry outsiders, gradu’lly
drew the supremacy from New York,
until during the boom of last year it
is thought that nearly two-thirds of
the total stock of sixteen and a haif
millions was held by Canadians. The
road is reported to be one of the finest
equipped street railways on the con~
tinent, and with a charter, that
effluxion of time only adds value to.
L
1 Too Much of Good Thing,

The old saying that one can have
too much even of a good thing is
%obnbly true of “Twin,”” 4nd its his-

ty of the last few
¢o prove the assertion. A “tip” that
the stock was likely to make a move
received absolute confidence during its
career for - five years,: and altho
a buyer might be hung up for a period,
patience was always rewarded and a
trader-cp a ten or fifteen point margin
come out ir the end with a profit.
Latterly, however, the -old energy has
been missing in the stock, and traders
are nonplussed in trying to account for
the change. When the reverse struck
the securities market last fall, Twin
'was no exceptior to the list, and from
& high point of 120 the price recedad
to 107 1-2. This break up had discouni-
ed all previous records, and its down-~
fall was the downfail of many who
had banked on the stock to weather
any fisancial gale.

Nor were the small holders the anly
ones to feel the squeeze, if recent
rumors are to be given credence.
.upward run previous to the big tum-
ble is thought to have displaced much
of the stock that had found lodgment
in the hands of investors. A fair-
eized block of stock had usually been
carried by the banks, but the added
amount did not strengthen the situa-
.tion/ The support rendered in times
past was duly accorded during last
fall and winter, but the unloading was
heavier than anticipated, and a little
bear raid at New York brought about
a climax that the most pessimistic had
not predicted.

At Their Strongest.

As is usual, however, in the stock
market when things appear at their
worst, they are usually at their strong-
est, and 'so in the case of Twin. When
the final strain came, so current gossip
says, 20,000 shares of the security were
taken cha;ge of by interests well able
to providé again t';nny further emer-
gency. At the time of this arrange-
ment, it is further alleged, that inter=~

ests pretty close to the inside werq§

pledged not. to dispose of any stogk
for less than 120. To relieve the lodhl
market it is also thought that con-
siderable of the stock drawn here from
New York will again find its way
back to that centre, and in that way
the position of the security be
strengthened. The earnings of the road
are certalnly encouraging, and ecalcu-
lJated to warrant the belief that an
increase in the dividend will be forth-
coming later in the year. It is not
expected that “Twing” will assume its
old popularity for some time to come,
but if. the rumor that such a big
block of stock hadg practically been
removed -from the market be correct,
the position of other holders is thought
to be improved to that extent.
