Japanese energetically follow up their
preliminary successes of the last three
days.

The fiercest fighting

the Russians held for about three
hours, in spite of a rain of bullets
from the opposite ridge. The Russian
dead and wounded were thick about
the temple. One Russian battery fired
on the Japanese forts two hours, and
to this fire a Japanese battery on the
ridge replied.

When the sun dispelled the fog the
Japanese made quick work of the af-
fair. The Russians extended across the
valley and along the sides of the hills
on each side of the valley, while the
Japanese occupied the ridge from
which the pass debouches and the hill-
sides on the Russian flanks. The Rus-
sians made a hurried but fairly ordar-
ly retreat down the valley.

The Japanese think that their casu-
alties amounted to about 200.

(UESTIONS BY H. LENNOX
RE-THE DAVIS GONTRAGT

It is Hinted That Both Government
and Opposition Desire to Side-
track Them.

Ottawa, Aug. 3.—(Special.)—A ques-
tion which Haughton Lennox placed on
the order paper some. days ago was
to-day for the second time ordered to
“stand” at the request of the govern-
ment. The question opens up a new
feature of the notorious Davis con-
tract, and it is said that influence has
been brought to bear on both parties
to allow the question to go unanswir-
ed.

It asked if the government is aware
that M. P. Davis proposes to form a
jeint stock company with a view to
transferring his interests and rights
under the contract he holds and to
takel stock in payment therefor, It
asks further if the government has
taken measures to prevent the constim-
mation of the scheme; if the govern-
ment’s consent has been asked for the
substitution of a company for Mr,
Davis as lessee .and contractor , and
also if the government has considered
the advisability of terminating the
lease and contract and taking over the

London papers to hand of July 28
tell of Pte, Perry's winning the King's
prize at Bisley: The Prince of Wales,
president of the National Rifle Asso-
ciation in succession to the Duke of
Cambridge, accompanied by the Prin-
cess, came 1o the camp this afternoon
and saw the final shots fired for the
King's prize. He also warmly grasped
by the hand the winner of the gold
medal—Private 8, J. Perry of the Cana-
dian team. For the second time in
the history of the ‘association the chief
prize goes to Canada, Private Hay-
hurst, a Dominion rifleman, having
won it in 1895, Britons from beyond
the seas havé had much success at the
present meeting—a fact of which his !
royal highness, the president, did not
fail to take cognizance when he ad-
dressed the company attending the dis-
tribution of prizes, While the gold
medal goes to Canada, the silver medal
is the possession of a clergyman labor-
ing in the mission field of India; New
Zealand takes the Kolapore Cup, and
Natal the Mappin prize, while the St.
George’s, ranking next in importauce
to the King's as a prize for individual
competitors, has beén won by a volun=
teer born in Nova Scotia and repre-
senting that territory in the mother
land. The Prince expressed regret thag
it had not been possible for Australia,
the holders of the Kolapore Cup, to
send over a team to defend it. It may
as well be plainly stated that the great
commonwealth has not been officially,
represented this year owing to the
parsimony of its government, which
refused to vote a penny towards the
necessarily heavy expenses of sending
a team of riflemen to Bisley, The New
Ze¢gland government, on the other
hand, made a liberal draft on the
national purse and sent over to the/ |
mother country thirteen of the best
men who could be found.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP,

Last month’s ““American Lawyer’
tontains ah artidle on “Municipal
Ownership of Publje Utilities,” by
Robert E. Morris o: the Kansas City
bar, which is a fair specimen of the
kind of special pleading indulged in by
igg opponents. With the writer's re-
marks on the United States cities anid
systems w\e are not at present concern-
ed, but as he refers to the experience of
British cities and quotes some British
opinions, an exposure of his methods
may not be uninteresting, more esrpe-
cially since in the article itself not the
slightest indication is given that au-
thorities far more reliable than those
he mentions stand for the principle
he seeks to overturn. This is quite char-
acteristic of the straits to which mono-
polist defenders are driven. Their

" efforts to enlighten public opinion are
not accompanied by any sincere .en-
deavor to present the issue fairly or to
give a correct explanation of the re-
sults hitherto attained.

But as in all communities and on
all questions there is always a certain
amount of biased judgment expressed
by ndividuals who as matter of
prejudice or self-interest oppose new
departures, however sound and advan-
tageous they may be, it is not difficult

“has been the history of the cities of
Great Britain, in which municipal owu-
ership has beeén extensively tried,” and
in support he quotes Lord Claud Ham-
ilton and the anonymous writer ai-
ready referred to. It is safe to say
that this danger in British cities at
leag(t is wholly imaginary, and it is
significant that altho municipal em-
ployes have been numbered by the
thousands for years, both these author-
ities refer to the danger as prospec-
tive only. Of course it is conceivable
that, run as United States cities too
often are, municipal ownership, like
private ownership, might become a
weapon in the hands of unscrupulous
politicians., But there is a remedy for
that which United States citizens can
themselves supply if they are so mind-
ed. Mr., Morris also refers in tri-
umph to what he calls “a vivid illus-
tration of the relative cost of opera-
tion by government, compared to pri-
vate companies,” which is that “the
British government, which manages its
own telegraph system, has lost up to
1903 the enormous sum of $4,000,090,
while the Western Union and Postal
companies in the United States have
made handsome dividends to their own-
ers,” What a piece of trash, tho it
is quite in keeping with the remaind-
er of the pleading. - If Mr. Morris had
extended his researches into the rela-
tive cost and convenience of the tele-
grvaph facilities in the United King-
dom and the United States, he would
have' found sufficient reason for the
different results.

Rome, Aug. 3.—The Glornale D’'Italia to-
day published In an extra edition a de-
spatch from Tokio apuouncing that the
Jqpauese armored cruiser Kasuga (formerly
the Argentine warship Rivadavia, and pur-
chased in Italy) had been sunk. The an-
nouncement caused a great sensation here.

The Kasuga and Nisshin, armored cruis-
ers, were purchased by Japan from Argen-
tina. The Kasuga May 15 collided with
and sank the Japanese cruiser Yochino,
only 90 of the latter's crew being saved.
Both the Kasuga and the Nisshin have
taken part in bombardments of Port Ar
thur. The Kasuga was of 7700 tous dis-
placement, carried a crew of 500 officers
and men, and mounted one 10-inch gun, two
eight-inch, 14 six-inch, 10 three-inch and
eight smaller rapid fire guns:. She had six

DOES BODY MAKE BRAIN.

Organization of Brain Closely Bound
With Muscular Activities,

In a recent number of The Contempor-
ary Review appears a foreiblas and sugges-
tive paper on “Play ss an Education,” by
Woods Hutchiuson. His Vehier coute rtion
is that the progress of investigation in the
ficid of Psycho-physies continues more and
mone gecidedly to iadicate that the organi-
zation of the brain is bound up so closely
with muscular activities that ‘'no educa-
ticnal scheme ean be rightly based on a
plan which doos not take full cognizance of
this fact. - In the ‘hydra the mnervous or-
gaunization consists simply of fibreg which
assist in securing food; thare i8 no brain.
In the starfish, the “brain, it brain it can
be called, is only a double ring of nerves
ab¢ut the mouth. As we ascend the scale
of animal life we find similar rings about
the nose and eye. The lecus of these rings
determines  the capital of the body-state,
aid all the rest of the territory included in
the area of animal hastens to get a repre-
sentation there Such js the genesis of the
brain, If these observations be sound, it
may be inferred tha® the more complex and
delicate the musculan 'life, the more com-
Plex and delicate will be the strnctave of
the brain and the greater its intellectnal
pewer.

ing a well-trained mind. TLe Jesson which
lurks in this conclusion for teachoers and
school authorities may be cdudensed into
a phirase: Shorter hours of study, and pub-
lie school playgzrounds everywhore, The
iatter should be under schoo! supervision
and should be recognized #3 an integral fac-
tor in education, not merely 'tolerated as a
necessary evil or regarded as a side-igsue,
Athleticst should likewise be cordially re-
cognized as an essential part and force in
the currienlum.

The inquiry into the fighting of the fire
at the Eby Blain warehouse, as it began
yesterday, was a fizzle, In spite of “he
invitation extended by the ‘fire and light
committee for all persons with criticisms t»
make of the workings of the nremen, Pre-
sident Ellls of the board of trade; - and
Jobn Macdonald, aloue appeared. Mr. Ellis
did not comceal his disappointiuent that
those whose talk lad led hiwm into 'usil::
for an inquiry had refused to come
ward and make the statements. where they
wight receive -official attention.

Chief Thompson conducted his’ own case
and cross-examined his witnesses and -ail-
ed his own men, even after the commitées
evidced an inclination ‘to -adjourn until a
itter date.  This they eventuaily did, ana
the inguiry will be resumed on Friday af-
ternoon at -1 o'clovk.  An investigution ‘ve-
lore the couuty judge was oue suggestion
b ade;

due evidence yesterday went to show
tkut there had been deny in sending in
the alarm and that the firemen had daue
tyeir work well.  ‘T'he aldermen wok bat
ditle part in the proceedings, which were
in the nature of a farce at tmes. There
wus little "dignity invested dn the inquiry.
Chief Thompson had the support of sey-
cral witnesses ountside of Mg departiueat.
One lesson adduced was the value of teach-
ing employes the proper way to send in
an alarm of fire. The question of a =alvage
corps was also touched on and the chief
said that Chief Ardagh had fournded a com-
prany, which the insurance companies would
not contribute to and it had beeei dishband-
ed. In Montreal ‘and the citics of the
States the insurance companies maintained
Lhis valuable adjunct. There were few
present in the room and Secretary MeCuaig
of the underwriters was the only insurance
man present.

Would Tell in Secret.

Mr. Ellis said that he himself Wwils averse
to causing needless criticismy, but he had
been put in possession . of certain facts.
Two gentlemen had watched the course of
the fire and handed him this statement:
Alarm sounded 10.20; firemen arrived 10.36;
Wwater tower arrived 10.40; in operation,
10.49; aerial truck in operation, 10.58; wvot
enough tarpaulins had  been used to save
geods; & section of hose had burst and
the firemen had to g0 . to a hosé wagon to
£et a wrench; water had been turned on
thie hose on the aerial truck bhefore it had
been taken wholly up. Mr. Ellis consid-
ered that these ‘statements shoujd be an-
swered. Hig informants did not desire to
come forward, but he was assnred of the
reliability of their assertions. If an in-
quiry was held in seeret it woald bring
niore witnesses.

Chief Thompson opposed’a secret inquiry.
He wished citizens to thoroly understand
the situation and had asked the chalrman
of the committee to choose his owa wit-
nesses from the fire department to tell the
Story of the fire; and to give Mr. Ellis und
€reryone else an opportunity to offes eriti-
cism. If the departmnt  was Zullty of
