EXPANDING TELEGRAMS.
The London Times made an attempt 

to save its reputation for trustworthy 
rews and brought an action, against 
thiTcentral News Agency for lmpro- 
“ cYrvnneion of telegrams.” The 
Chronicle Kobe, Japan, in an article 
beaded "What the London papers pay 
for " pointed that the war telegrams 
must tmve been largely manufactured 
oVt nndon The evidence in court 
produced much merriment Sir Frank 
I ccltwood, counsel for the plaintiff, 
10 tbe following representations ; 
“The Times thought the telegrams 
genuine and even commented upon the 
excellence of the service in Its editorial 
columns. As a matter of fact the 
words received during the war by the 
rentrai News amounted to 7.413. Of 
these 3,887 were in 17 telegrams, for 
which there was no authority. The 
Times was supplied with 33,112 words 
altogether. The Times, therefore, 
oaid for an excess of 29,186 words. 
Among the Instances in which the 
Central News representative 
drawn considerably upon hls Imagina­
tion was one In which 41 words had 
been expanded Into 447. The Times

a letter written by him recently to an 
English missionary. Says the Black 
Emperor : » Ti

"Your mistaken ln 
do not care for your ■ prayers. All 
prayers of believers are dear to me, 
even when they comeifrpm the child­
ren of Europe. Not all are aggressors 
in my kingdom ; not all commit the 
iniquity of attacking t^ose whom they 
hope to find weaker than themselves ; 
not all have bent the knee before Baal, 
the god of destruction and the slaugh­
terer of brothers. Many, I am sure, 
still truly adore the God, of the cross, 
the God of Justice and of peace.

“What you need IS to return to our 
God, to observe all his ordinances, to 
no longer separate Moses and the pro­
phets from the apostles, or St. Peter 
from St. Paul. Whoever wishes to 
obey God, must humble himself and 
obey. You know that, envoy of God. 
Teach it ln Europe and in Asia. I 
am having it taught in Africa.

“May the grace of our Lord Jesus 
Christ be with you. Menelek.”

Like many other Christians, how­
ever, Menelek does not believe in offer­
ing the left cheek when he has been 
slapped on the right. Exposed to the 
treachery of Italy, he forced her to live 
up to the spirit and not to the letter 
of their treaties. When Italy attempt­
ed to prove by force of arms that 
Abyssinia was only a dependency of 
hers, Menelek showed quite clearly 
that there were two sides to the ques­
tion. In the language of boxing, he 
“countered” so effectively that the de­
feat he administered to his enemies 
must remain an important event in 
modern history, an unexpected inter­
ruption In the successes won in Africa 
by civilized armies.

The seat of Menelek’s government, 
Gondar shows a ruin of the great pal- 

built by the ancient emperors at 
Abyssinia. Its towers and corridors 
and long battlement walls of solid ma­
sonry are now overhung with creeping 
plants that all but hide the elaborate 
traceries in red stone that are be­
neath.

Another prominent figure among 
African monarchs is Abdul Aziz, the 
present sultan of Morocco, who recent­
ly succeeded the famous Muley Hat- 
san. Not only the blood of the faith­
ful flows ln the veins of this young 
ruler, for it is related that early in 
the present century his ancestor, Sul­
tan Sldi Mahomet, chose as his favor­
ite a handsome Irish girl, the widow 
of a sergeant of gapers, who had been 
detached from the British Garrison 
at Gibraltar and taken into the Sul­
tan’s service. On her husband’s death 
she was not averse to becoming the 
Sultan’s bride and bore him a son, 
Muley Yezld, nicknamed the “Red 
Beard,” who stands as a picture of 
incarnate cruelty among the sanguin- 
ary rulers of Morocco. His favorite

A “double quint,” or a bicycle built 

for ten. is the latest marvel in the 
line of wheels now being constructed. 
Thiere are two machines called the non- 
apiet, or machines with nine seats, but 
they have not been seriously consider- 
ed as successful by any of the large 
bicycle, firms, owing to their bulk and 
the difficulty in the handling of them. 
Thle manufacturers of the new wonder 
claim to have overcome the difficulty 
of using a big machine oh anything 
but a straightaway track.

The construction of the 
quint” is being guarded with the 
greatest secrecy, only the designer and 
two of'his workmen- being allowed to 
sêe It.

In 1661 the May-poles were again 
erected all over England amid the Joy­
ous shouts of the delighted people.

It was 134 feet high, 
and sent expressly for the purpose, by 
the Duke of York. It was taken down 
about 1717 and purchased by Sir Isaac 
Newton, who had lt removed to Wan- 
stead in Essex, to support the great 
telescope there.
