We have perused this sermon with no common de=
ee of pleasing satisfaction,  Men of all vunks, and

I every situation of life, uro alive to inquiry, 1 the

present may not be called the “age of reason,” it

may most certainly bo denominated the “ age of ine
vestigntion,”  The institutions of our country, buth
political und ecclosiastical, aro mado to pass “bofore
us.  The attention, not only of laymen, but of clongy~
men, ix directed to the jmportant question, “ What
is to be done to preserve the fabrie erected by oue

ing ¥ Willitbe better to suffer the pasnsitieal plaut,
which, in the course of time, huve fixed their roots in
the wally, to grow and destray the eoment, and thus
cause their downfall, or, by a cimely removal of them,
provent the threutened ruin ¥ That there wre de
foets in our ecelosiusticul entablishments iv scknows
ledged by all, even by the clagy themsclves, The
oxtvtence of thexe defeets hus given occasion to men
of penetrating geniux und of stireing spivies, who, per-
haps, have viewed them in a stronger light than they
onght to he viewed, to assail the very foundution of
the chureh itself,

That Iaymen, whe stand in a difforent situation to
the chureh than the clergy do, should have vxuu-wl,
with no friendly view, a system which must be aes
knowledged to'be oncrous on the coninunity, i not
at all surpewing, That & Boverley should live done
this, in no very corteous language, in his ** Lotter to
the Archbishop of York,” wnd that it should moot
with w fivourable receprion from the multitude, mipht
have been expected, * Bur, whon we soe clergymoen,
i strong, thongh chastened language, pointing out
the defeots of the establishment and wdvoeating the
cuuge of Reform, wo are foreibly led 1o the conelusis
o, that there must indoed bo ¥ something rotten in
thestate of Denmark ;" that the defeetsare ot mervly
imaginary, not mercly eonjured up by the enomies of
the chureh,  We ennnot coneeive, for n moment, that
the Rev, K. Hull, of Liverpool, of whose attachment
ta the ehurch thero cannot bo the shdow of doubr,
would point out such defocts, and bo un wdvocate for
church voform, wero he not fully convineed of its ne-
cossivy, and fully aware, that réfirm or rain must take
places Lot any mun read hix work on the * Abuse
of Ecclesinstionl Fostitutions,” and ho will be fully
aware, that the chureh is, indeed, in danger, but in
danger, not from those who point out her dofeets, hut
from those who wro satisfied with things an they are,
und who selfishly think, that, if the ehureh lust their
time, posterity muy tike curo for themsclves,

When, therefoie, the true sons of the clureh, the
devoted servants of the sanetuary, sich wy Mr, Hull
and e enlightened author of the sermion hefore ux,
are to be found on the side of reforn, we muy leave
the silly ery of “ The Churchiis in dinger ™ to those
who “sce ideal diffieultion snd dangorm, who, Ike the
nervous traveller journcying in tho twilight, peoplos
the rond with unrenl monsters, the mere coinuge of
the Lrain distompered by it foars, and invesis ryery
tree with some phantomesliape of horror, which is senf-
tered at his appronch,”

Mr. Aspinail has, in the sermon before us, adimire-
bly condensed a lurge portion of matter in s sonll
compass,  For this we tender him our thanks,  and
hope, by Inying before our readers & seleetion of pase
anges from it, we whinll gratify thera, wnd, in some mea-
sure, nid the purpose of the anthor,

sinn Creed wore omitted, fsmuch 8, ong the best
and most conseientious followers of the chreh, there
are many who have seruplos whout joinbng i it, on wes
count of what are culled the dunimitory civises, think-
ing, with Arehidoncon Paley, that danisition is a hird
word for one
unuther,”

With respect to the temporal charaeter of the
ehurch, the nuthor mys,

“We discover five grent and promivent canses in
fulk and wetive operition to underming ind throw dowy
the Chureh of Baglund, by chilling the zea) of oy
friends in her behulf, wiile they kindle the ity
of her foes nguinat her s and to which, therofore, it

New York, Nov. 4.—For the purpose of encou-
raging the Coal trade, the British Government bas to-
ken off the tonnage dur{, on ail American vessels vi-
siting the fice ports of Nova Scotia, namcly: Pictou,
Sydney (Cape Breton) and Halifax,  Notwithstend-
ing this, enough of vessels cannot, as we understand,
be procured to bring to our market suflicient supplies
to meet the demand.—Already about 13,000 tons
have been received, and as the navigation will soon
close, (being open only about eight months in the
year) it,is not expectéd that more than 5600 tons
additional will be supplicd—and the demand is up-
wards of 30,000 tons,

The occupation that this trade will give to our ship-
Ping, and the school it opens for our hardy seamen,
make it of considerable importance to the country—
to bring 80,000 tons to this market, in eight months,
we estimate would require fifty vesscls of two hun-
drad tons each, to be constantly employed, and give
occupation to about three hundred sailors—an item
of some moment. The Coal from the Sydney mincs
is best adapted to house use—and brings 82 per chal-
dron in Halifax, more than Liverpool will command
there—while that of Albion, is chiefly used for manu-
facturing parposes.  About one half of all the ceal
‘imperted is used: in onr manufactories, especially in
iron foundries—the Albion being free from  Sulpher
—it has been tricd in England, and found superior
to most Coal of that country, and the coke produced
fram it is also of a preferable charscter. e

chaidron $9 50, by retail §11 50, Albion, by the car-
go, per chaldion 89, by retail $10—and a chaldron
