EL CONSULT NEW LEADER IS WANTEDGovernment and Engineers and 
Firemen Are Getting Together

Westerners Said to Balk at Sir 
Robert Continuing Premier — 
Hon. Mr. Pugsley's Reasonable 
Amendment Voted Down, Bui 
Government Has Only Six Ma­
jority

London, Aug. 22—An understanding 
has been reached between the govern­
ment and the Associated Society of Lo­
comotive Engineers and Firemen who 
have been threatening a general strike 
of railway men.

The society had demanded the adop­
tion of an eight hour day, but a delega­
tion which visited Sir Albert Stanley, 
president of the board of trade, was in­
formed on Sunday that the government 
would discuss the question of an eight 
hour day only when the war was end­
ed. Later, however, the two sides enter­
ed into further negotiations and it was 
believed yesterday that a way would be 
found to reach an agreement.

British Front in France and Belgium, Aug. 22—(By the Associ­
ated Press)—The British began another operation northeast of Ypres 
at dawn today on the battle-scarred ground between Langemarck and 
Frezenberg. No details, are yet available from this sector, which 
was the scene of some of the heaviest fighting on last Thursday in the 
assault by the British.
CANADIANS IN STIFF FIGHT

Meanwhile the conflict continued about Lens though apparently greatly di­
minished in intensity with the Canadians still holding the Germans off from the 
positions which they had gained in the southwestern part of the city yesterday 
aa^^t the same time dinging tenaciously to the numerous 
mainline on tile northwestern section.

Fierce hand-to-hand fighting continued late into the night especially In the 
northwestern portion which lies between the Germans and Hill1 70. The Ger­
mans continued to fling heavy counter-attacks against the Canadians and the 
battle surged back and forth amid the ruined buildings and trenches.

The morning advantage rested with the British and nowhere had the Ger­
mans been able to reach the lines from which the Canadians began their of­
fensive yesterday morning. •

WANTED BACK HILL 70

It now appears from the statement of German prisoners that the German 
counter-attack at dawn yesterday, which by a strange coinddence began at the 
same hour as that of the Canadian attack, was preliminary to a general 
counter-attack which had as its object the recovery of Hill 70, possession of 
which is necessary if the Germans are to continue their hold on Lens.

Large numbers of troops hkd been massed for this attack and these 
used freely in the sanguinary struggle of yesterday and last night

London, Aug. 22—In the face of heavy German counter-attacks the British 
have maintained the newly gained positions on the outskirts of Lens. The War 
Office so announces. Further progress has been made at some points.

ing on the outskirts of the town have been maintained and further progress has 
been made at certain points. Northwest and north of Lens also, as a result of 
heavy fighting in the course of which German counter-attacks were repulsed by 
our rifle and machine gun fire or broken up by our artillery, some additional 
ground has been secured in advanced positions captured on the 15th.

Michaelis Speaks on the Pope’s 
Peace Proposals

“SYMPATHETIC APPROVAL"
- (Special to Times)

Ottawa, Aug. 21.—Subsequent to Sir 
Robert Borden’s formal announcement of 
the resignation of Hon. Robert Rogers, 
as minister of public works and the ac­
ceptance of the same, the house again 
resumed consideration of the military 
voters act, which was under review yes­
terday. Little headway was made with 
the bill. Opposition members vigorous­
ly objected to some of Its provisions 
obviously designed to permit of manip­
ulating the election machinery, according 
to approved Rogers’ methods. The dis­
cussion at times became quite heated 
and Hon. William Pugsley 
ed of “flagrant obstruction” by Col. Cur­
rie. “Closure” was also mentioned by 
Mr. Middlebro. Dr. Pugsley retorted 
warmly that the government could not 
throttle the members of the house.

AGAIN THEY FAIL 
AGAINST FRENCH. THE REDUCTION IN Havana, Aug. 22—President Menocal 

yesterday signed a decree transferring 
to the United States government four 
large German steamers, the Bavaria, 
Olivant, Arelheid and Constantine, of an 
aggregate tonnage of approximately 20,- 
000 tons, which were seized as prizes of 
war by the Cuban government on the day 
this country declared war against Ger­
many.

It is announced that the United States 
minister to Cuba, acting as the repre­
sentative of the United States shipping 
board, will take possession of the ships 
immediately. When asked the amount 
the United States government was paying 
for these ships, the minister replied “Ab­
solutely nothing.”

Paris, Aug. 22—The Germans made a 
violent counter-attack last night on the 
Verdun front west of Meuse. They 

penetrated the French lines at points in 
their attempts to recapture the ground 
taken Atom them in the French offensive, 

wire driven out.
German attacks east of the river also 

were repulsed. The number of prison­
ers taken has reached 6,116, including 116 
officers. This does not include the pris­
oners captured yesterday in shelters, or 
600 wounded prisoners who are in French 
hospitals.

According to information now at hand, 
important booty has been captured, es- 
jieclally in the three tunnels in Dead 
Man’s Hill, where were found dressing 
stations and complete electrical plants. 
At this point the French took prisoners 
an entire regimental staff and an officer 
of engineers.

Petrograd, Aug. 22.—The war office 
communication issued today says: “In 
the direction of Dvinsk there have been 
animated fusilades. A more intense ar­
tillery bombardment on the part of the 
enemy took place in the region north of 
Lake Drisviaty. In the direction of 
Vladimir, Volynskyi and north of Za- 
turze the Germans carried out gas at­
tacks and endeavored to develop an of­
fensive which was frustrated by our 
fire.

MUNITIONS OUTPUT
Official Information On Matter 

Referred To In Times Last 
Night

Ottawa, Aug. 28—Towards the close 

of 1916 the capacity for producing mun­
itions in Great Britain had so increased 
that- the minister of munitions advised 
that it was unnecessary to continue the 
production of munitions in the United 
States for British account, except for a 
few special lines. The production in 
Canada, however, was continued as be­
fore. f

The minister lias now advised that it 
is unnecessary to continue production in 
Canada on the present scale. He has di­
rected that certain lines shall be discon­
tinued, that other lines shall be produced 
in lessened quantities, while some lines | 
are to be continued as at present.

The effect of this will be to stop the 
production of shells and components at 
some plants which are now producing 
sizes no longer required. • In other plants 
where shells are made of sizes of which 
a reduced output only is required it will 
mean working during the day only, thus 
stopping night work. In other plants, 
however, where sustained production is 
required, operations will be continued 
night as well as day.

These changes have been anticipated 
by several important firms, who have 
already resumed, or are planning to re­
sume, their pre-war activities Ih their 
own lines, while others are engaged in 
the production, or preparation for pro­
duction, of equipment needed for ships 
now under construction or to be built 
during 1918.

special ambassador of President Wilson 
to the Russian Provisional Government, 
will come to Washington on Monday to 
consult the president and other officials 
in rega>d to the Russian situation, with 
a view to adopting a policy that will as­
sure success in the military operations 
against Germany and Austria on the 
Eastern front. Information has been re­
ceived here that Mr. Root will urge es­
pecially that the United States make 
special endeavor to supply both the 
Russian and Roumanian governments 
with rolling stock to enable them to 
transport supplies to the places most 
needed.

It is understood that Mr. Root, in com­
mon with nearly all the other members 
of the special mission which he headed, 
is firmly convinced that the proposal to 
send American troops to Russia is un­
wise, qnd if this feature should be 
brought forward in the discussions dur­
ing his visit here, he would oppose it 
strongly.

Russia, the members of the mission 
(with one exception) hold, has plenty of 
men—men to spare, in fact. She also has 
plenty of munitions. What Russia lacks 
is means of transporting food, munitions 
and other supplies in her vast'territory. 
The same is true of Roumania. In prac­
tically every respect the difficulties of 
the Russian situation apply to Rou­
mania.

The military aspect of the situation 
is that if the Russian and Roumanian 
troops are not furnished help by next 
spring, Gèrmany and Austria will be in 
such a position that they will be able 
to withdraw practically all of their 165 
divisions from the Russian and Rouman­
ian fronts and place them on the western 
and Italian fronts. In these circum­
stances, it is necessary to devise some 
means to keep all the German and Aus­
trian forces in the Eastern theatre em­
ployed.

New York, Aug. 22.—A comment on 
the recruiting record of Brig. Gen. Rob- 
ert D. Walsh, former colonel in charge 
of the regular army recruiting in the 
New York district is issued by the 
mayor’s committee on national defense. 
The results achieved are shown by the 
following statistics :

“Up to Aug. 14, the New York re­
cruiting offices have enlisted 3,325 
men than called for in the city’s quota. 
These figures do not include the men 
enrolled from the New Jersey towns 
which are embraced in the metropoli­
tan district or volunteers lately obtain­
ed at regular army offices for the guard. 
Up to Aug. 14 the state as a whole 
has sent 20,885 men Into the regular 

New York city contributing

The 
quota from the entire state was 18,226, 
New York city’s share being 9,984.

General Walsh entered the recruiting 
service in April, 1916, coming to New 
York direct from border duty at El

A new type of aeroplane differing in

He also stated that “Germany’s sub­
marine warfare is quite what it should 
be; that the bomb draping on English 
schools was perfectly lawful and permis­
sible.”

Washington, Aug. 28—The appoint­
ment of Colonel Carl Reichmann, U. S. 
A., to te brigadier general in the regular 
army, recommended by the president 
early in the week, was abruptly held up 
b>- the Senate Military Affairs Comiqlt- 
tcàr today, when startling charges were 
made against him as to utterances ex­
pressing sympathy with Germany in its 
submarine and Zeppelin warfare and crit­
icizing the policy of the administration 
in sending American troops to France.

Colonel Reichmann is attached to the 
Central Department at Chicago, being 
inspector general of militia. German 
born, he has been in the United States 
army since December, 1881. According 
to the charges made to the Military Af­
fairs Committee, his sympathies through­
out the war have been with Germany.

An accusation of disloyalty was made 
against Colonel Reichmann by Senator 
Poindexter, of Washington, who told the 
Military Affairs Committee that until 
the matter was thoroughly investigated 
no action towards confirming the presid­
ent’s appointment ought to be taken by 
the committee or the senate.

Senator Poindexter informed the com­
mittee that he had received a letter from 
a friend whose integrity he was able to 
vouch for, giving what purported to be 
statements made by Colonel Reichmann

Can Do Many “Stunts”

“I have seen standard engines used 
in this machine," said Mr. Cole, “and it 
performs marvels.

It can be held almost at a stand­
still while in the air, and its operation 
is practically automatic. No matter 
how it is headed to earth, it always 
lights right side up without the aid of 
the pilot.

“His part, instead of being the most 
important as in all the present systems, 
is quite secondary, and even though he 
should fail to control his machine no 
accident would follow. For this reason 
the pilot may be much freer in his 
movements.

For Hunting Submarines

M. Detablo predicts that his machine 
will prove effective against submarines.

This type of airplane, he said, can be 
used in carrying heavy materials.

AUTO(Hardware and Metal, August 18.)
Price changes in hardware lines have 

again been quite numerous during the 
Î week and embrace such important lines 
as churns, bit stock drills, straight shank 
bits, wood boring brace drills, 
barrows, bucksaw blades, grindstones, 
saw sets.
recorded iby one large stove manufac­
turer on all heating and cooking stoves 
and ranges and hot air furnaces. There 
is a possibility that the United States 
will place an embargo on pig-iron com­
ing into Canada and it is asserted ‘the 
manufacturers of the dominion will be 
hard hit if such takes place.
