The association, he said, “is prepared
to place before the committee evidence
showing that colored people who desired
{to register in the southern states were
I prevented by force or by chicanery, or
by unjustifiable delay, and that colored
people who had registered were, by the
same means, prevented from casting their
ballots.”

Experts Consider Feasibility
of Ten-Beat Stroke—Inter-
est Aroused.

New York, Dec. 4—Just as swimming
experts are beginning to agree on the
superiorty of the six-beat, double trud-
geon-stroke, there comes a bit of news
which seems likely to start fresh ar-
guing, more ~experimental, with pos-
sible conclusions of moment eventually.

It is Prof. Richard Nelligan, of Am-
herst, a prominent and prolific writer
on acquatics, who furnishes the infor-

mation warranted to arouse general in-'

terest and discussion. He says in com-
menting on recent developements in:the
art of natation: “I used to think that a
distant swimmer should not go beyond
a four-beat leg thrash, or four scissor-
ing motions to each full drive of the two
arms, because I imagined that the legs
would tire too readily. But I am con-
vinced now that a six-beat action iis
more effective and I don’t know what
the future may prove concering an even
more rapid leg drive, in view of certain
facts. For instance, Damon, of Am-
herst, runner-up in the 50-yard swim
at the last-intercollegiate championships,
uses a ten-beat crawl and can hold it
without apparent effort for half a mile.
I have never seen any one with such a
remarkable leg drive. When he came to
college his stroke was unbalanced. He
found difficulty in combining the many
kicks with the arm movements. But
1 made him reduce the width of the
leg thrash and decrease body roll, where-
upon he gained excellent rhythm.

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LET IT BE DONE RIGHT,

There should be no overhead bridge at
the end of Douglas Avenue. It has not
been shown that such a bridge is at all
necessary. No survey has been made to
tell the grade of a subway, although a
subtvay would save the city a very large

! . amount of money. It has not been de-
monstrated that the railway bridge cah-
not be raised to the height of the high-
way bridge, and it would be very wrong
to have a lower level if it can be at all
avoided. The cut printed in the Times
recently showed that the extension of the
grade of the railway would serve the
purpose without making the grade any
higher than that which now leads up
from the station toward the bridge. The
citizens are not responsible for the orig-
inal bridge plans. When the effect of
the lower bridge level was discovered a
protest was made, but it has not received

. .as much sympathy from those in author-
'ity as it should receive. There is still
ample time to provide a remedy if the
subway proposition is feasible, and this
is stoutly asserted by men whose judg-
ment is usually sound. Why is not a
survey made to settle the question? Does
the city want to spend more money than
is necessary and at the same time spoil
utterly the architectural effect of the new
highway bridge? This is a matter the
business organizations of the city might
fairly consider in the imterests of a bet-
ter St. John.

CONTINUATION CLASSES.

Continuation schools, for boys and
girls who have left school and gone to
work, have a strong advocate in Mr. John
H. Finley, who is commissioner for edu-
cation in the State of New York. In
that state all children between fourteen
and elghteen years of age are required to
attend continuation schools, and Mr. Fin-
ley says:—

“It was with a clear recognition of the
need and right of working children for
adequate educational opportunities which
would better fit them for their duties a3
citizens that the legislature in 1919 pass-
ed and Governor Alfred E. Smith signed
the Part-Time Schoul Law, which, it
seems to me, might well be called the
‘Children’s Charter, because of the guar-
antees which it makes on the part of the
state to all children who live in this
commonwealth. I regard boys and girls
who garly in life enter upon vocational
pursuits as peculiarly of concern to the
state, and I hold as & solemn obligation |
this great opportunity which has come |
to us to conserve their interests, for cer-
tainly, as never before, may it be truly
said that our national future depends up-
on the ideals of our youth, upon their
f iih in democracy and their fitness (ot
it. The fourteen, fifteen, sixteen and
seventeen-year-old children who every
year leave the schools constitute such a
large portion of our citizensnip that they
become without doubt the very founda-

' tion of soclety. Every state will doubt-|
' Jess have some such law in the immed-
| iate future.” |
| Ome of the most igportant features of
{ this law is that it is compulsory. There
\ are many young people who when they
.leave school. have no clear conception of
"the importance of further study, and arv
disposed to shirk it. The law overcomes
\that difficulty, and the system is such
that each boy or girl gets the kind of |
/training in the continuation school that
is best suited to his or her needs a3 a
worker. |

It is greatly to be deplored that in’
new Brunswick there isnota compulsory
law applying even to children up to
fourteen years. Such a law should not
| be optional, but should be universal, and
jsupplemented by continuation classes

{for those leaving school at fourteen to
' sixteen years of age.

Shallow water
can be avoided and even the proximity
of icebergs detected by means of the
hydrophone, an instrument which, work-
ing on the reflection from the ocean hot-
tom of the sound of the ship’s propeller,
enables the navigator accurately to de-
termine the depth of the water under
the ship.

NOVA SCOTIA COAL.

Outside of a small deposit of Rhode
maritime
coal deposits stand alone on the entire
'length of the Atlantic seaboa{:} of this
i continent. These deposits in Nova Sco-
tia and New Brumswick are considered
to be the southern border of a great coal
basin occupying the greater portion of
the basin of the Gulf of St. Lawrence.
The supply at the present rate of use
is estimated to be sufficient to last 700
years yet. The quality of the coal is
bituminous and it is especially suitable
for blast furnaces, coke gas and steam.

In Nova Scotia there are four thick
fields with good seams. The most im-
portant is the Sydney field in Cape
Breton Island which supplies about 75
per cent of the coal product of Nova
Scotia and which has an area of about
200 square miles. Its most valuable
fields or seams lie between Mira Bay
and Cape Dauphin and even reach out
far beneath the sea. The strata Is al-
most free of all faults and has only very
gently dips.

The Inverness and the Pictou fields
are much smaller and the difficulty of
working is increased by the intricate
geological formations that are encounter-
ed but this is counter-balanced by the
fact that the seams are from +ten to
thirty-eight feet in thickness and the
coal of excellent quality.

Farther west is the Chignecto Bay
area which supplies about nine per cent
of the total coal output of thep rovince.
Of course wih such an enormous output
there is a very valuable bylproduct of
coke and gas for thé manufacture of
high grade steels of the Tinest type.

In an article to be published in the
Hearst papers next Sunday, Shaw says:

“War between England and America
is therefore inevitable.

“Since the war it has been clear to
everyone with any diplomatic flair that
the United States must gravitate toward
an alliance with Germany—war between
an alliance of the centralized French re-
public with the British Empire against
an ‘alliance of federated republics of the
United States with those of Central Eur-
ops.”

Washington, Dec. 4—Complete stop-
sage of immigration for six months,
~vhile Congress is drafting 2 generhl law
to cover the whole question, is proposed
in a bill which Senator King, a Demo-
eratic member of the Immigration Com-
soon after congress mets.

Senator, King said that the ad-
mission of aliens to this .country must
be made more difficult and that it was
necessary to prohibit all persons whe
were inoculated with “red” tendencies,
from entering the United States.

The House Immugration Committee
will meet tomorrow to begin work on
biils dealing with immigration, which
will be introduced at_the coming session
of Congress. Commissioner Wallis from
Ellis Island is expected to appear be-
fore the Committee, possibly tomorrow.
Other Government oticials may appeary
but members of the committee said they
did not plan to hold further hearings.

Immigrants to the number of 869,857
arrived in this country during the four
months of the fical year, which began
July 1, according to records at the De-
partment of Labor- During the same
time 214,705 persons left the United
- Btates, leaving a net increase in aliens
\n this country of 155,154 for that period.
. Most of the immigrants came from
Europe and most of the emigrants re-
turned there. Dé&spite the rapid increase
{n the flow of immigrants, department
officials do not believe the excess of
immigration from Europe will reach pre-
war figures for some. time to come.

During the fical year ended June 80
emigration from this country to Europe
exceeded immigration, the figures being
246,295 and 255,004, respectively. The
total immigration, however, exceeded
tmigration by 144,686, this being ac-
counted for by arrivals from Mexico,
Canada and the Far East.

 Aims of Self-Determination
League For Ireland—Re-
turned Soldiers Hold Meet-
tng—Veniot Cheered.

Fredericton, Dec. 3—Lindsay Craw-
word, of Toronto, national president of
the Self-Determination for Ireland
League, was not allowed to speak here
tonight at a public meeting in St. Dun-
stan’s Hall. He began his address, but
was interrupted by C. R. Hawkins, who
tated that he had three questions w ich
bad been prepared at a public meeting
held just previous to Mr. Crawford’s
meeting to which answers either “yes” or
“no” were requested from him,

'The first question was to the effect
whether the separation of Ireland from
the British empire and establishment of
an Irish republic was one of the objects
of the Self-Determination for Ireland
League.

Mr. Crawford’s answer was:
phatically no”

The second question was: “Are you
or the Self-Determination for Ireland
League assoclated with De Valera, the
so-called president of the Irish republic?”

Mr., Crawford’s reply was to the fol-
lowing effect: “Insofar as self-deter-
mination goes. Our objects go no fur-
ther. We are friends of al} who sympa-
thize with Irish freedom.”

This reply was followed by numerous
nterruptions and calls that the question
be answered: “ves” or “no.”

Hon. P. J. Veniot, who was chalrman
of the meeting, remarked at this juncture
that if those making the demonstration
were aware of the resolutions passed at
the dominion convention of the Self-
Determination for Ireland League "they
would accept Mr. Crawford’s answer. [t
fll became returned soldiers led by those
who were not returned men to attempt
to prevent a man from speaking., .

IX.—What Controls It?

N the previous numbers of this series
we have endeavoured to explain the
various factors bearing on the exchange
walue abroad of our dollar. We will now
summarize the methods by which this
value may be restored.

By increasing Canadian production we
can supply our domestic requirements and
enlarge our surplus for export. This, if
accompanied by a drastic decrease in our
imports, especially of luxuries, will go far
to adjust our trade balance.

As exchange becomes favorable to us,
gold will flow in more freely, the reserves
against paper currency will regain their
former sound basis and the restrictions on.
the export of gold will be removed. The
great stabilizing factor in exchange fluc-
tuations will therefore be’restored.

There are two further matters of e?:lly
great importance; the first, that so as
possible we cease to purchase luxuries,
cven those of domestic manufacture, and
divert the sums thus saved to productive
enterprises, either by direct investment or
by depositing the money in the bank; the
second, that we must all strive to work at

ur greatest capacity, not shirking, but
&king pride in achieving a full output,
whether we are doing manual or mental
work.

The personal advantages of accumulat.
ing savings are so obvious that they need
not be repeated here.

, If this series has achieved its object, the
national importance of industry and thrift
to ensure the prosperity of Canada and to
resestablish the value of the Canadian
dollar throughout the world will be clear
to you.

The Hague, Nov. 16—Absence, in
peace times, of any strict control of im-
migration in most South American coun-
tries, makes it particularly easy.

Experience — Never

Rev. George Clark Regarded as an Expert Aftér Nineteen Years’

Turned His Business

Into a Stock Company.

HERE is no necessary relation
between preaching and fox-
raising, but the same man can

do both. -Such qualities as patience.
kindliness, perseverance, resignation
to temporary losses and great faith
are required in hnth vocations. Rev
Dr. 3- -»ge Clark of St. C tharir.:s
was the first man in Ontario t- en-
gage in fox culture. He began it
nineteen years ago, which was ~fter
the beginning in Prince Edward
Island. When the boom in foxes was
at its height Mr. Clark had some
thirty black and sflver foxes in his
pens. He has reduced his stock to
fifteen, carefully selected animals.
from which \he breeds high-clas:
stock to be sold to others for breed-
‘ngypurposes. He never Kills his ani-
mals for their fur.

Dr. Clark has been a Methodist
minister since 1866. While in Van-
couver recently he was interviewed
by the Province, which tells this
story of Ontario’s first fox ranch:

Asked how he was led to this en-
terprise Dr. Clark traced the hi~tory
back to a pair of golden pheasants
presented to him as a token of ap-
preciation. He gave them to one of
his boys, who by trading eggs ac-
quired a fine flock of golden and
silver pheasants. When the father
went to Europe as a conference dele-

from Belgium, a scoré or more of the
best decorative birds that he could
find. From this stock the youth
supplied many of the public and pri-
vate gardens and parks of Canada
and the United States.

The lad wished to vary his activi-
ties and acquired a pair of red foxes.
His father thought that one who set
out to raise foxes should get the best.
So he sent to a friend at Port Nelson
and got the pair of silver black foxes

gate he brought back to the boy.

which became the nucleus ,of the
present family.

Dr. Clark himself became greatly
interested in the breeding of these
foxes. which he soon found to be 2
most difficult and delicate operation
When he retired from the active
ministry he took up this husiness at
St. Catharines as a continual source
of pleasure and study in natural his-
tory, with possibilities of profit. He
was not carried away with specula-
tive fever during the boom period.
and organized no company, but con-
tinued to improve his stock. It is
rather curious that Dr. Clark has
always found his best market for
high-class animals in Prince Edward
Island. There the growers produce
for the fur market, but
have not acquired the skill or know-
ledge or care required to produce "1e
hest strains.

Dr. Clark might contribfite from
his experience and observations sev-
eral chapters to biological knowledge
Mendell’s law, as it applies to foxes.
is full of interest to him. He can
predict with almost complete cer-
tainty the markings of the children
from assorted pairs of foxes of dif-
ferent hues. Taste in furs now pre-
ters some silver threads among the
black. But Dr. Clark says that he
could in two or three generations ob-
tain from his present stock a pen of
completely black foxes or of any
mixture of black and silver. He has
also by selection evolved a groun of
foxes with longer, smoother fur than
his original or intermediate stack.

Besides he has by attention to
heredity raised the moral character
of the families. Those of gentle and
equable temper, and least nervous
disposition are preferred as parents
and the children are like minded
Some of Dr. Clark’s foxes will eat
out of his hand He has made a
careful study of their diseases, and
has satisfied himself that most ¢f
them can be avoided by a well-regu-
lated diet.

Noted Canadian Writer Is Re-
markably Active Though
Well Over Eighty.

N a secluded and !dyllic retreat on
I the St. Lawrence just west of the
town of Gananoque, a little lady.
who numbers her years well over the
eighty mark. and who is known AS
the most wonderful woman of her age
in Canada, spends nearly seven out
of the twelve' months. She is Agnes
Maude Machar, the well-known Can-
adian writer, and her retreat is called
“Ferncliffe.”

Over the bed rock
at the top rich green moss grows
and Miss Machar has a wealth et
flowers all through the season 1In
November the dahlias, asters. nas-
turtiums, salvia, cosmos, star flowers
and pansies were still blooming.

A Remarkable Personality
slept in a delightful room over-

\'l’ >oking the islands and early
in the morning our hostess threw
back the shutters a‘ 1 a glorious flood
of sunshine poured through the tall
French window We went out on the
balecony and gazed on the beauty allg,
about. Never had the water been
bluer, the rocks and trees more won-
derfull We could have cried aloud—
and, i fact, did.

After breakfast we went to the clift
edge to listen to the water whisper=
ing to the rocks far below. Our little
hostess quoted Hiawatha, softly. Once
some storm-caught campers were
soothed by her reading of a portion
of the Lady of the Lake. we were
told, and on another occasion a
couple of vandals whom she had
caught in the act of breaking into her
house were subjugated and shamed
and sent on their way with kind
words only. This is her invariable
habit. .

“Nicksie” is her pet dog, a silver-
haired terrier now a dozen years old.
