given in the Royal Gazette published to­
day of an increase in the rates of stump- 
age to be charged on practically all soft 
wood, saw logs. cut on the crown lands 
of New Brunswick.

The increase is approximately 
third and will be effective from August 
15 next, thus being operative before next 
season’s cutting operations and will mean 
an increase of approximately $150,000 in 
the provincial revenue from this source 
on a cut the same size as last year.

Liberate Prisoners in Toronto Hospital and

Toronto July 17—About half past ten 
o’clock this morning forty returned sol­
diers at the Christie Street Ortheopedic 
Hospital» stormed the guard room to lib­
erate two of their comrades who were 
imprisoned there. After bursting open 
the door and taking out the prisoners 
they got a quantity of coal oil drenched 
the bedding in the building and set fire 
to it. As the structure is fire-proof the 
flames simply consumed the inflammable 
material inside all the fittings being de­
stroyed.

As the rioting took place on military 
property the city police took no action.

Ail the men have been put under ar- 
rect by the military authorities.

It is reported that the prisemers in the 
gnard room were two men lacking a leg 
each and one had but one arm. They 
had been sentenced to twenty-eight days 
field punishment for playing cards on 
Sunday which includes loss of pay im­
prisonment and defaulters’ rations. The 
outbreak was the culmination of, consid­
erable dissatisfaction which has mani­
fested itself among the patients at this 
hospital for some weeks.

1918

Notice to Employers of Labor 
WHEREAS on the 17th day of April A.D., 1919, His 

Honor the Lieutenant-Governor and Council did by Order- 
in-Council bring within the scope of Part 1 of the WORK­
MEN’S COMPENSATION ACT. 1918," from and after 
August 1st, 1919, the following industries, viz. :

“Persons employed in the woods in logging, 
cutting of timber, pulp-wood, fire-wood, railroad ties 
or sleepers, river driving, rafting, booming, or the 
transportation of logs, timber, pulp-wood, fire-wood 
or railroad ties or sleepers.
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that all persons engaged 

in any of the above mentioned industries are required to file 
a statement of their estimated payroll from August 1st, 1919, 
to December 31st, 1919, inclusive, with the said board 
before the 1st day of August, 1919.

AND FURTHER NOTICE that any employer neglecting 
or refusing to furnish such estimate or information is liable to 
a penalty not exceeding $20.00 per day for each day of such 
default, and is further liable for damages, as provided by 
Part two of said Act, in respect of any injury to any workman 
in his employ during the period of such default.

Ladies and Gentlemen:—

The duty which devolves on me, be­
cause of the absence in Europe of our 
chairman, Dr. Thomas Walker, affords 
an opportunity it is a pleasure to take 
advantage of, by placing on the record 
appreciation of the interest and devotion 
Dr. Walker has shown in the Home, 
and of the splendid service he has ren­
dered in so many ways. His time, mon­
ey, his admisistrative ability and his 
professional knowledge and skill have 
all been freely and generously given and 
the success of the Home is, in a larger 
measure than is generally realized, due 
to his interest and his efforts. At the 
beginning of the year, in July last, there 
were in the Home 25 patients, 12 males 
and 13 females; 17 applications were con­
sidered, 10 males and 7 females; II were 
accepted, 6 males and 5 females; 6 were 
refused, 4 males and 2 females; 8 pa­
tients died, 3 males and 5 females. There 
are now in the Home 28 patients, 15 
males and 13 females. During the year 
the board held 12 regular meetings and 
2 special meetings.

With general regret the board accept­
ed the resignation in September last of 
Mrs. W. C. H. Grimmer, an active mem­
ber whose retirement was also keenly 
regretted by patients and staff. Two 
other vacancies occurred during the 
year through the death of Dr. P. R. 
Inches and Dr.’ Silas Alward, LL. D., 
who, in earlier years, were active mem­
bers of the board and always took a 
deep interest in the Home.

The report of the treasurer showing 
the exact condition of our finances shows 
also reasons why, in the present increas­
ing cost of operating expenses, the board 
may find it advisable to consider a 
change in the scale of charges for paying 
patients. Two bequests were received 
during the year, $2,000 from the estate 
of Miss- Maria Grosvenor Murray and 
9123 from the estate of George A. 
Shaw. These additions to our capital 
are most welcome aids in meeting stead­
ily growing operating cost.

To the medical staff and the women’s 
aid committee oar thanks are due for 
invaluable assistance. The home makes 
many demands on the time of busy 
physicians and the response is always 
prompt. Details of the Women’s Aid 
Committee work are set out in the re­
port, but the board desires also to ex­
press appreciation of their labors in the 
interests of the home and through them 
to thank the visiting clergymen of vari­
ous denominations for their labor of love 
in maintaining the Sunday services.

Edinburgh, June 16—(Correspondence 

of The Associated Press)—A hoard of 
battered silver plate dating back to the 
fourth century, has been found on the 
estate, near here, of the British foreign 
minister, Hon. A. J. Balfour. It is de­
scribed as one of the most remarkable 
archeological discoveries ever made in 
Northern Europe. Mr. Balfour had 
agreed with the excavators that all finds 
should become the property of the 
tion, and the silver vessels have been 
transferred to the Queen street museum 
in this city. The silver is said to be ex­
ceptionally pure.

The site of the discovery is known as 
Traprain Law. It was once a fortified 
area, which covers sixty acres and gives 
evidence of occupation at intervals dur­
ing the first four centuries of the Chris­
tian area. It is believed to have been at 
one time the site of a Celtic settlement 
under Roman rule. Its latest inhabitants 
are thought to have been Saxon pirate^.

Excavators for the Queen street mus­
eum struck a small pit which was filled 
to the brim with battered silver vessels 
and a few coins of the Emperors Valens 
and Gratian. The vessels were crushed 
and disfigured indicating that they 
regarded as booty and intended for the 
melting pot. They include flagons, chal- 

1 ices, platters, bowls and spoons. On 
them can be deciphered Christian sym­
bols, such as Chi-Rho, Alpha, Omega 
and Iesvs Christvs. Scenes portrayed in 
relief are mainly from Bible history.

Atlantic City, July 17—Local Labor 
leaders have become aroused over what 
they term the “high-handed and unwar­
ranted arrest” of Jeff Davis» known 
throughout the country as the “king of 
hoboes,” and the enemy of the I. W. VTs 
and Bolshevism, who was taken into 
custody on Friday evening, charged with 
posing as a Federal agent.

In the 
meantime the hobo king remains in jail 
and is denied communication with any­
body except his attorneys.

U. S. Commissioner Lewis has refused 
to issue a warrant for \Davis, “So far I 
am waiting for results of the investiga­
tion which is being made. I will not 
issue a warrant until I am satisfied tfce 
man is a criminal So far no evidence 
has been produced to lead me to this 
opinion,” said the commissioner.
