Winnipeg, July 17—All the members
of the International Brotherhood of Rail-
way Trainmen in the Winnipeg district
who participated in the recent general
strike which the brotherhood considers
to have been illegal, will be expelled from
the union, said James Murdock, vice-
president of the organization yesterday.
‘This policy will be maintained, he de-
clared, even if it means the elimination
of every lodge in the west.

Definite action was taken in this con-

gnection on Tuesday night when fifty-
one members of one Canadian Pacific
lodge were expelled. Some of these men
had been members of the brothrhood for
twenty-five years. They can in six
months make application for re-admis-
sion, and if permissibn is given by the
grand lodge they can again become
members of the organization.

NEW BRUNSWICK

Reported That it Means Abeut
$150,000 Added to Revenue;

News of Fredericton

Fredericton, July 17—Notification is
given in the Royal Gadzette published to-
day of an increase in the rates of stump-
age to be charged on practically all soft
wood, saw logs.cut on the crown lands
of New Brunswick.

The increase is approximately one-
third and will be effective from August
15 next, thus being operative before next
season’s cutting operations and will mean
an increase of approximately $150,000 in
the provincial revenue from this source
on a cut the same size as last year.

The new rates are published in con-
,nection with a long statement of regu-
lations under which licenses of crown
timber lands shall operate. Spruce, pine,
hackmatac and cedar logs will pay $3.50
instead of $2.30, while hemlock, fir and
poplar logs will pay $3 instead of $2
stumpage.

Other classes of lumber are not af-
fected.

HERE HAD SOME
WAR EXPERIENCES

Commander of Schooner Energi,
In From Iceland

He Was Twice Torpedoed by
Germans and One of His Ves-

sels for a Time Commandeerefi
by Russians

Twice torpedoed by the Germans and
having his vessel commandeered by the
Russian government were some of the
war experiences of Captain Raahauge,
commander of the three-masted Danish
schooner Energi, which is now loading
lumber at the MclLeod wharf.

When the war broke out in 1914, Cap-
ta.inB.uahaugewnsincomma.ndofa
fine steel three-master named the Kris-
tina Jensen. He 'was bound for St
Petersburg with a eargo and while ap-

g the harbor was stopped by
Russian naval officials who ordered him
to take his vessel to Reval Here his
schooner was commandeered and he and
his crew returned to his home at Mar-
stal. He immediately took over another
three-masted schoomer, the Apollo, and
was in St John"harbor in 1915 i
from Liverpool to Cadiz with a cargo
of pitch. When off the coast of Ireland
his vessel was torpedoed without warn-
ing by a Hun U-boat and six of the
crew perished. The captain and the only
remaining member of his crew were pick-
ed up by the British mine-sweepers after
being in the water for several hours. Not
a boat was left intact when the Hun had
finished with them nor was there any
effort made to save the crew from
drowning.

In July 1917, Captain Raahauge re-
turned to Petrogrzd and regained pos-
session of the Kristina Jensen, and after
spending two months at Svindburg, Den-
mark, overhauling the craft, loaded a
cargo in a Swedish port for Tunis, Mor-
occo. When about fifty miles from Gib-
raltar, they were hailed by an enemy
submarine and an. officer came aboard, -
examined their papers and cargo and de-
clared the cargo contraband. The cap-
tain and his crew were put into a small
boat and a torpedo from the U-boat put
the Kristina Jensen out of commission.

LIQUOR PRESCRIPTIONS

Victoria, B. C, July 17—Victoria pro-

hibitionists have again taken up with the
provincial government the necessity of
stricter regulations governing the grant-
ing of liquor prescriptions by the medi-
cal profession.

THE TAX BILLS. |

The tax-rate is higher, but will this
vear’s taxes in St. John be higher for the
average citizen than those of last year?

To say that the rate has been increased
does not tell the whole story. For ex-
ample there is no poll tax this year. In-
comes up to $1,000 have $400 exempt in-
stead of only $200, and from $1,000 to |
$1,500 there is exemption for $200. There
is no tax on-house furnishings. Hence the
tax rate might be increased without in-
creasing the taxes of many persons. We
are operating this year under a new form |
of assessment.- The merchant is as- !
sessed on only fifty per cent of the value |
of his stock, but he pays an income tax !
in accordance with his profits.

Tt is believed the taxes are more fair-
lv distributed under the new law than
the old. Possibly the new law will need
some amendment as a result of its
practiczl working out, but that will not
be hard to do.

‘That the city requires more money this |
vear than last is not at all surprising. |
The cost of everything has been going1
up, and there can be no hope of a re-
duction in taxation. Even if it be as-
serted that money is not clways wisely
spent, it cannot be fairly contended that
the money should not be spent at all,
since the demands for betier service in
every department are constantly being
pressed.

On the whole it will probably be found
that the new assessment law is a better!
instrument than the old one, and that
this year’s levy will not bear severely. by
comparison upon the taxpayers in gen-
eral.

HOME FOR INGURABLES, e

The Home for Incuraebles is sn insti-
tation that persons of wealth may well
remember when making beguests for
public purposes. The reports published
today show that at the present time
there are twenty-eight inmates, to whom
the Home is a place of comfort and care
such as they could not otherwise hope
to find. Since its establishment this
Home has been a great blessing to large
nambers of persons who were without
hope of recovery from their afflictions,
but had at least the solace that their
wants would be amply supplied and
their pain alleviated by constant medical
ettendanse and faithful nursing. The

estate firm in Buffalo, N. Y.
area called Aurora Park under develop-
ment, and its plan is thus set forth:—
“We stand ready to furnish all neces- |
sary money except for a reasonable pay-
ment down to build a home in Aurora':
Park. Improvements are being installed |
with the thought toward permancncy—~§
for instance, macadamized roadways, |
concrete sidewalks, improved parkway, |
clectric lighted street and beautiful park-

ing between the roadways, artistically | {’

laid’ out with flowering shrubs. The |
main boulevard is 120 feet wide. A-Jl‘
homes must be built at least thirty fect
¢rom street line, making a total distance
of 180 feet in front of all homes. All
houses must be built at least five feet
from side lot line, thus assuring at least
ten feet between each two buildings.
There are other necessary restrictions,
but all tend toward making Aurora

Park an ideal place for homes, where!§

beautiful shade trees not only adorn the
home but afford shade comfort. A vege-
table garden is one of the comforts of
rural life and ample provision is made
in the spacious plots.”

Of course a home in such an area
would be too expensive for the average
wage-earner, but they are not the only
persons who should be interested in get-
ting homes of their own. This Buffalo
firm evidently finds its plan of helping
home builders to finance their undertak-
ing profitable, or it would not be in the
business. In the city of Moncton a great
many houses are being built by private
enterprise. Why is St. John so conserv-
ative in this respect? Do the citizens
really have no desire to invest in homes?

Mr. Clines de-
scribed Sir Edward Carson as the “arch
apostle of direct action.”

Lord Hugh Cecil and other. Unionist
members condemned Carson’s remarks as
indefensible.

The attorney-general, Sir Gordon He-
wart, declared that the allegation that
Sir Edward Carson’s speeches incited to
a breach of the law and violence had
broken down. There was nothing in the
speech in question upon which it was
possible to found legal proceedings. The
passage referring to the calling out of
volunteers was hpyeothetical and conting-
ent on depriving Ulster people of their
rights as British subjects, and this no-
body proposed to do.

NTERESTING FIND ON .
HON.- A. ). BALFOUR'S ESTATE

Edinburgh, June 16—(Correspondence
of The Assoeinted Press)—A haeard of
battered silver plate dating back to the
fourth century, has been found on the
estate, near here, of the British' foreign
minister, Hon, A. J. Balfour. It is de-
scribed as one of the most remarkable
archeological discoveries ever made in
Northern Europe. Mr.' Balfour had
agreed with the excavators that all finds
should become the property of the na-
tion, and the silver vessels have been
transferred to the Queen street museum
in this city. The silver is said to be ex-
ceptionally pure.

The site of the discovery is known as
Traprain Law. It was once a fortified
area, which covers sixty acres and gives
evidence of occupztion at intervals dur-
ing the first four centuries of the Chris-
tian area. It is believed to have been at
one time the site of a Celtic settlement
under Roman rule. Its latest inhabitants
are thought to have been Saxon piratés.

Excavators for the Queen street mus-
eum struck o small pit which was filled
to the brim with battered silver vessels
and a few coins of the Emperors Valens
and Gratian. The vessels were crushed
and disfigured indicatmg that they were
regarded as booty and intended for the
melting pot.

The need for more funds to carry on
the work was one of the outstanding
features of the reports submitted at the
annual meeting -of the St. John Home
for Incurables which was held this af-
ternoon in the institution. The reports
show a busy and successful year in car-
rying on a work which has resulted in
adding so greatly to the comfort and
well-being of the seriously afflicted. The
expenses of the last year exceeded the
income by about $2,000, the deficit being
met by drawing on the balance on hand.
A concerted move to secure more funds
is suggested by the treasurer. The re-
ports submitted were as follows:

Ladies and Gentlemen:—

The duty which devolves on me, be-
cause of the absence in Europe of our
chairman, Dr. Thomas Walker, affords
an opportunity it is a pleasure to take
advantage of, by placing on the record
appreciation of the interest and devotion
'Dr. Walker has shown in the Home,
and of the splendid service he has ren-
dered in so many ways. His time, mon-
ey, his admisistrative ability apd his
professional knowledge and skill have
all been freely and generously given and
the success of the Home is, in a larger
measure than is generally realized, due
to his interest and his efforts. At the
beginning of the year, in July last, there
were in the Home 25 patients, 12 males
and 13 females; 17 applications were con-
sidered, 10 males and 7 females; 11 were
‘accepted, 6:males and 5 females; 6 were
refused, 4 males and 2 females; 8 pa-
tients died, 3 males and 5 females. There
are now in the Home 28 patients, 15
males and 13 females. During the year
the board held 12 regular meetings and
2 special meetings.

With general regret the board accept-
ed the resignation in September last of
Mrs. W. C. H. Grimmer, an active mem-
ber whose retirement was also keenly
regretted by patients and. staff. Two
other vacancies. occurred during the
year through the death of Dr. P. R:
Inches and Dr.' Silas Alward, LIL. D.,
who, in earlier years, were active mem-
bers of the board and always took a
deep interest in the Home.

The report of the treasurer showing
the exact condition of our finances shows
also reasons why, in the present increas-
ing cost of operating expenses, the board
may find it advisable to consider a
change in the scale of charges for paying
patients,. Two bequests were received
during the year, $2,000 from the estate
of Misss Maria Grosvenor Murray and
9123 from the estate of George A.
Shaw. These additions to our capital
are most welcome aids in meeting stead-
ily growing operating cost.

To the medical staff and the .women’s
aid committee our thanks are due for
invaluable assistance. The home makes
many demands on the time of busy
physicians and the response is always
prompt. Details of the Women’s Aid
Committee work are set out in the re-
port, but the board desires also to ex-
press appreciation of their labors in the
interests of the home. and through them
to thank the visiting clergymen of vari-
ous denominations for their labor of love

Ladies and Gentlemen,—The past year
has not been an easy one for the Ladies’
Aid committee of the Home for Incur-
ables. Sickness and bereavement have
tried some of its members; others have
been absent. Much sympathy is felt for
the president, Mrs, Alward, in her re-
cent great sorrow and loss. Those who
have been able have endeavored, with
even more than the usual most com-
mendable zeal, to assist the board of
management in maintaining the effi-
ciency of their noble charity, promoting
the welfare, spiritual and bodily, of those
who dwell within its walls.

Service has been held every Sunday
throughout the year, and attended by
members of your committee, who think
no effort to ensure the continuance of
this source of joy and comfort in the
.Home too great. Sincere gratitude is
felt towards the clergy of the city who,
with the kind assistance of their choirs,
have carried on these ministvations so
long and so earnestly. During the time
of quarantine the service of song, con-
dueted by a few very faithful friends,
was much enjoyed.

For two years past it has been found
somewhat difficult to keep up the admir-
able system of weekly visiting by the
Ladies’ Aid, supplementing the visits of
the members of the board. Visiting by
the general public has also much fallen
off. The patients mourn the change,and
we mention it again with regret.

The sufn of $100 was quietly collected
by the committee to aid in replenishing
the necessary supply of linen.

OO KING IS
UNDER ARREST

Is Charged With Posing as F edera!
Agent but No Warrant is Issued

Atlantic City, July 17—Local Labor
leaders have become aroused over what
they term the “high-handed and unwar-
ranted arrest” of Jeff Davis, known
throughout the country as the “king of
hoboes,” and the enemy of the I. W. W’s
and Bolshevism, who was taken into
cnstqdy on Friday evening, charged with
posing as a Federal agent. Several of
the labor unions banded together today
and employed Attorney E. L. Schwing-
hammer to represent Davis. In the
meantime the hobo king remains in jail
and is denied communication with any-
body except his attorneys.

U. S. Commissioner Lewis has refused
to issue a warrant for 'Davis, “So far I
am waiting for results of the investiga-
tion which is being made. I will not
issue a warrant until I am satisfied the
man is a criminal. So far no evidence
ha.:; been produced to lead me to this
opinion,” said the commissioner.

Captain John Barnshaw of the local’
vice squad devoted the entire day yes-
terday in an attempt to secure evidence
against the hobo leader, but admitted to-
day that his investigation had led no-
w[xere. Davis has refused to say any-
thing to the police, but has asked sev-
eral times to see newspapermen. When
the desire was forwarded to the police
captain, the latter remarked: “Well, if
he won’t say anything to me, I will not
permit him to say anything to the news-
papers.”

GREEK CLAIMS TO
THRACE PRESENTED

Paris, July 17—The territorial com-
mission took up the question of Thrace
yesterday. According to the Journal,
Premier Venizelos set forth Greeces’
claims to Thrace at great length and the
supreme council decided afterwards to
await a report that Signor Tittoni is to
deliver on behalf of Italy before July
25. “The choice of Signor Tittoni as
the reporter on the situation,” the Jour-
nal says, “opens a strange prospect when
the marked open sympathies of Italy
toward Bulgaria are remembered.”

ser cent more dope fiends today than 1

id before prohibition came in force.”
Another doctor sed the belief
that the prohibition act was conceived
by “a bunch of ‘fanatics.”

Dr. Crocket assailed the act as one of
the most disgraceful and outrageous in-
ventions that human minds could create.
He said that it was opposed to all the
principles of democracy, for while our
boys were overseas fighting for liberty,
truth and freedom, the people of Canada
deliberately en a measure that
affected those boys very much without
even giving them the .least opportunity
of having a say in the matter. The act,
he said, may have been a makeshift for
war time, but it is certainly an abomina-
tion to the country in time of peace.

| This was the opinion of Dr. Crocket.

Dr. L. M. Curren ﬁn spoke with
much conviction and said: “This legis-
lation  has brought disgrace upon the
whole country. People say that we ate
working for the downfall of people, but
1 believe that we are working for their
uplift. They have made us vendors of
liquor; they have made us bar-tenders.
The act only affects us in that it dis-
graces us. We have to treat this drug
differently from any other drug. We are
not helping people by this; we are only
making dope flends of them.” He de-
scribed how he had: seen a_dope flend
groping arpund the jstreets on Tuesday
evening, and he was deminded of a trip
he had taken thromgh the Chinatown of
a city and had seen the opium flends
snatching pieces from garbage cans
thinking that they “were stealing some-
thing and getting away with it. He was
'told by the druggists that there were a

Igrreat many more dope fiends in the city
today than there were before prohibition
came into force. .

“People think it a clever thing” he
said, “to violate this act, and you will
hear people about the street priding
themselves on the fact that they had got
a bottle. These same people would not
think of violating other laws. We are
taking this stand because we feel’ de-
graded, and we are merely giving vent
to our feelings.”

He went oh to propose that in order to
get “this perniclous act” abolished,” the
‘medical men should stiek together. and
make & strong endeavor to have this
legislation removed. The way to .go
about such a thing was not to attack
the politicians, but to tell the truth of
the case to each and every man who
¢ume to them to get a prescription. This,
it was suggested, would soon bring so
strong a feeling against the measure into
being that it would soon be repealed.

Dr. McKenzie.

Dr. J. B. McKenzie, of Loggieville,
gaid: “The act as it stands today is a
disgrace to the medical profession and
it is also a nuisance.” He related an in-
cident to illustrate the fact that it was
a nuisance, and said also that sometimes
the tneasures taken to “spot” those who
were selling liquor illegally was to say
the least, questiofiable.

Dr. J. M. Batry also spoke strongly
against the legislation and made men-
tion of the fact that within the last three
or four months only one drunk in the
city had been fined, whose intoxicant
was obtained throagh a doctor’s pre-
scription: :

Another feature of the afternoon ses-
sion was a very jnteresting and instruc-
address by Dr. Andrew R. MacCausland,
of Boston, on “Deformity as a factor in
Disability.” He gave a full description
of the different deformitfes which ren-
dered the patient disabled, such as flat-
foot, deformed angles, knees, hips, spine
and shoulders, . He gave many illustra-
tions of the .manner in which these
should be treated and proper methods of
bapdaging and binding sach. Dr. Ran-
kin, of Woodstoek, Dr. Crocket and Dr.
White spoke in appreciation of ‘the ad-
dress. Dr. White . mentioned the fact
that Dr. MacCausland was a in
Ortheopedic surgery, and had pointed
out the positions in’ which the joints
had best be placed to insure a complete
recovery.

Dr. Addy read an address on goitre

mean surgery.” He was very emphatic
in regard to the injustices of the act
which he declared‘to be simply a scheme
to eet the doctor to take upon himself for
a few dollars, thousands ‘of ‘dollars worth
of responsibility.

REGULATIONS T0

PUT A STOPTO
RECKLESS FLYING.

Ottawa, July 16—On the recommend-
ation of the air board, privy council has |
approved of regulations forbidding dan- '
gerous flying. Trick or exhibition fly-
ing over areas is absolutely prohibited,
as is also such flying at regettas or other
public assemblies, except where specially
arranged for by the promoters. Dan-
gerous low flying is forbidden every-
where, and any flying over cities or
towns must be at a height which per-
mits the machine to land outside in the
event of engine failure.

Nothing dangerous must be dropped
under any circumstances from a flying
machine. The penalties provided are six
months’ imprisonment or a fine of $1,000,

NEW ZEALAND'S WAGE BASIS

Auckland, 'New Zealand, July 17—
New Zealand’s Arbitration Court has
fixed the basic wage for different classes
of workers. The court declares that
rates of wages in an industry should not
be liable to variction at short intervals.
It has decided that adjustments of the

war bonus be made half-yearly. The |

basic wage is as follows: Skilled work-
ers, 1s. 71-2d. an hour; semi-skilled, 1s.
41-2d. to 1s. 6d., according’ to skill; un-
skilled, 1s. 81-2d. The government sta-
tistician will prepare an index showing
the variation in the cost of living to the
above wages. A bonus of 21-2d. an
hour is to be added to compensate work-
ers for further increases in the cost of
living up to March 81, this year, and
the bonus will be adjusted at the end
of March each year. It is not to be coms«
puted in estimating over-time payment.
Holding that over-time is injurious, the
court has decided that it must be paid
for at the rate of time and a half for the
first three hours, &nd thereafter ntl

WHAT PROHIBITION DOES

(Christian Guardian.)

At the prohibition convention in
Washington, not long ago, United States
Senator Cappen, of Kansas, made a
statement that seemed singularly sug-
gestive when he declared “There is no
red flag in Kansas.” It does seem rather
singular that the “reds,” with their pro-
gramme of violence and assassination,
operate chiefly in such saloon centres as
New York and Philadelphia. Of course
Kansas is a great agricultural state, and
the red flag flies much more freely in a
manufacturing community than in &n
agricultural one. But Bolshevism in
Europe finds its strong ally in the
hunger of the people and this hunger is
intensified by the iniquitous liquor traf-
ficc. When a man is facing starvation he
is apt to become desperate. Make him

prosperous and he forgets his anarchism.
Does prohibition help prosperity? As to
this there can hardly be a doubt. Pro-
hibition does not get rid of all the vexed
labor questions; it does not make every
man a millionaire; it does not insure
good crops, but does help to a wonder-
ful degree towards the prosperity of a
country, and in so doing it makes it
hard for the “red flag” to do business.
