Extensive Advertising Campaxgn
to Be Begun in England -

London, Dec, 12—A newspaper adver-
tising campaign for recruits to the Brit-
ish army is to be undertaken in all parts
of the country. The war office has be-
come convinced of the value of the
newspapers as a medium and has placed
a contract with the head of an adver-
tising. agency to conduct the campaign
on a large scale during the next year.

RECORD OUTDONE
IN CYCLE RACE

Six, Day Plodders Were More Than
32 Miles: Ahead This Moming |

New York, Dec. 12—A record which
has stood for fourteen years, was broken
early today when the nine leading teams
in the six day bicycle race at Madi-
son Square Garden, had pedalled 1994
miles flat in 101 hours. In 1899, when the
six day bicycle race became a team af-
fair for the first time, Miller and Wal-
ler established a record of 1861 miles
eight laps for the 101 hours.

Canada’s Finance Minister

Makes Bid in the States .

TALKS  TO INSURANCE MEN

“No Truck or Trade” Motto
Given Another Dinge in Appeal
to Companies For Investment
of Their Surplus Funds in The

Dominion

————

(Canadian Press)

New York, Dec. 12—Hon. W. T.
White, Canadian minister of finance yes-
terday invited the presidents of Mfe in-
surance companies, assembied for their
annual meeting here, to look towards
Canada as a fine fleld for the investment
of their surplus funds.

“It would never do,” he said, “if I did
not improve this occasion, with Scoteh
prudence and forehandedness, to  call
Yyour attention to the su sing excel-
lence of Canada as a field for invest-
ment of your surplus money. It seems
to me that I have heard less of financial
stringency—of course. I have not come
down on business—down here in New
York than possibly, you have, but your
surplus money—and if you have it not
now, why you may have it in the near
future—cannot be put to better or mors
productive or profitable use than invest-
ment in that great dominion to the
north. Not so many years when
we came down here we found that the
Americans looked upon Canada as we
today look upon Labrador, but that time
has gone by.

“When the United States had the
same population we have, settlement
had just crossed the Alleghenies, no
steamships, no railroads, no telephones,
no telegraph, no west. Now we have the
same population that you had at the be-
ginning of the last century, but the
country is settled from the Atlantic to
the Pacific. We have three transcontin-
ental lines of railway with a railway
net-work in each province. We have
the same area as you, capable of sus-
taining as large a population as that of
the United States. Some of it, to the far
north, could hardly be deseribed as good
arable land, even in a prospectus, buat
we have a country as great potentially
a8 your own. S O :
“Take our three prairie provindes. We
used to give you good Canadiams, but
now we are getting back good. Americ-
ans. Ours came’ from the-east, yours
are going into our wést. Some of the

most practical citizens, the best’Canada-

has today, are'the Americans. We receiv-
ed last year no fewer than 140,000.
“You may not have informed yourself
of the extent of our western territory.
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta, three
provinces, have each a larger territory
than modern Germany, less than ten per
cent under cultivation. This year they
had a crop of more than 200,000,000
bushels of wheat. Now I draw your at-
tention: to that country. You cannot get

better security than you will get in Can- ~

ada-western or eastern Canada. You
cannot get any country where contracts
are more faithfully regarded or obliga-
tions more carefully safeguarded by law
than in Canada.”

Mr. White explained that he had come
to New York on a social mission, and
had attended the previous evening the
dinner of the Canadian Society, so that
this was with him the day after the
night before.

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THE PEOPLE'S CAUSE

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has thrown down

the gauntlet and declared the unswerv-
ing purpose of the Liberal party to
champion the cause of the people of
Canada at a time when the burdens up-
on them are pressing ever more® hardly,
while their power to sustain the burdens
is steadily declining because of condi-
tions which have arisen, and with which
the Borden government either has not
the ability or the inclination to cope.
' In the words of Lowell, “new occas-
fons teach new duties,” and it becomes
the duty of the Liberal party to find a
practical solution of the great problem
of increased cost of living, decreased
demand for labor, and financial condi-
tions which are making it daily more
diffcult for the workingmen of Cenada
to meet the demands upon them.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier rightly says that
this is the supreme problem in Canada
{oday, and he rightly censures and con-
demns the government for its inaction
in the face of a great national ?'lsis.
What Mr. Fielding describes as “jug-
handled reciprocity” has caused a Tapid
zisé in the cost of living, and the only
palliative the government offers is a
cool suggestion that production must

increased and the
:le! bearing their burdens, including
heavy taxation, until overproduction
and hard times bring down the prices
of the staple necessaries of life.

The cost of living did not greatly
trouble the country under Libersl rule,
gor there was abundance of work and
a steadily rising scale of wages, and if
reciprocity had been adopted the con-
ditions today would be quite different,
while other measures would have been
adopted by an alert Liberal government
to meet any adverse conditions that
might arise. But reciprocity was de-
feated, a govetnment which has more re-
gard for the big interests than for the
common people came into power, and
we have less work and wages and a
rapidly increasing cost of living as the
result.

The great Liberal demonstration ‘in
Montreal this week, on the’occuion of
the banquet to Hon W. S. Fielding,
miarks. the beginning of a struggle for
jmproved conditions from one end of
@Ganada to the other. It s not merely
the duty of a government " to spend
money and reward the place hunters and
geekers after patronage. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has told the country what his
government would have done to meet
the conditions which have arisen, and
he champions, with all his old-time elo-
quence, the cause of the people upon
whom the heaviest burden falls, The
cheers which greeted him .will be echoed
from ccast to coast, and his unflinching
purpose, his fine enthusiasm and his
confidence in the people will meet with
such a response as will hurl from power
8 goverpment which has proved itself
to be without foresight, and without the
ability to find a way out of the diffi-
culty into which its incapacity has
plunged the country.

PEACE AND ARBITRATION

Mr. W. Evans Derby, secretary of the
Peace Society, does not agree with the
- views of some English statesmen that
Britain js helpless in this matter of the
race for armaments. He declares that
jf Britain and France would agree, as
Germany has expressed a willingness to
agree, that the commerce of the nations
shall not be preyed upon in war, the
demand for increased armaments, ex-
cept on the part of the armament
makers, would cease. In the course of his
address before the Canadian Club Wed-
nesday Mr. Derby pointed out how large-
ly the Emperor of Germany is financial-
ly interested in the Krupp concern, and
how large is the interest many German
and British politicians have in com-
panies manufacturing armaments and
munitions of war. He declares that this
is 2 very powerful influence, not alone
in Germany, but in Britain, and that,
while Mr. Churchill has declared that
the armament-makers are the servants
of the government and the pcople, they
appear to be really the masters.

Of course in this matter of the effect
of a change in British and French policy
with regard to the treatment of vessels
engaged in commerce in time of war,
there is difference of opinion in the mo-
ther country as well as in other places,
but it is an open question if the states-
men of Britain, Germany, France and
the United States have given as much
thought to the solution of the arma-
ment question as to some others which

are really of very much less importance.-

Mr. Derby is convinced that a change
in policy which might be made without
injury to any cause would put an end
to the rapid increase of expenditure for
armaments. He also believes that if the
United States would agree to submit all
questions arising between that country
and the United Kingdom to arbitration,
the principle would quickly be adopted
by all the nations, and the usefulness of
this instrument of world peace would be
enormously increased.

There is behind the peace movement
a powerful, and it may be added a
growing force of public sentiment in all
countries. The intolerable burden of

John Coombs is out of the hospital.
Coombs’ case has been one of the great
tragedies of baseball in recent years, and
the big leagues are freckled with traged-
ies, knowledge of which never reaches
the public. Few fans realize the battles
the older stars make to hang on when
they begin to realize they are slowing
up and that they have not the snap of
past years and are not covering the
ground they did formerly. Frequently
they kid even themselves and attempt
to conceal their failing ability by num-
erous tricks and artifices. Look at Dev-
lin and Steinfeldt and “Bill” * Dahlen
and even “Mike” Donlin. Hans Wag-
ner is a man who will die hard.

But' Coombs’ experience is even a
greater tragedy than those due ‘to age,
when a ball player is forced to quit be-
cause he is wearing out. The big twirler
of the Athletics had always lived as
¢lean as a ball player can and had ever
played the game for all it was worth,
and, through no fault of his own, he

as cut down in the prime of his base-

all days. Even if he does come back,
as he predicts he will, he will have lost
practically the two best years of his
pitching life through a little accident in
the world’s series of 1911. Men who
are familiar with Coombs’ case tell me
that they do not think he ever will be
fit to work again. Perhaps they are
not counting on the iron nerve of the

man.

As I recall the incident, it was in the
seventh inning of the fifth game for the
world’s championship in 1911, “when
some New York batter rapped a sharp
one to the pitcher’s box. Coombs made
a lunge for the ball. If he had missed
it, the damage would not have been
great, as the Giants won the game in
extra innings, anyway, and the Athletics
finally took the series. But Coombs
made the lunge, and that lunge put him
out of baseball for two years. It was
fmmediately after this lunge that the
Giants began to hit the great iron man
of the Athletics. His stuff was gone.
We did not know why then, but I re-
vall well the remark of McGraw that
day: “Mac” can size up a pitcher as
quickly as any man I ever saw.

“Go after him now,” ’said he. “We've

We did and won the game in extrad
innings. A certain player on the Ath-
letics has told me since that “Connie”
Mack was for taking Coombs out when
he saw that the great twirler was not
himself, but that the board of strategy
advised against it, and the Athletic lead-
er permitted himself to be overruled.|
Coombs pitched on, not to the end of
the battle, but for an inning-or so. I
don’t remember exactly how long, and
each pitch meant a knife thrust of pain
to him. But he would not quit under
fire, and he has paid for it. The next
day he was in a hospital and more than
two years later he left it. Of course, his
stay has not been continuous, but there
i no doubt in my mind that the strain
wore him out so that he was open for
the attack of typhoid which pulled him
down at the beginning of this season. At
that time John went in to pitch the
‘opening game for the Athletics against
Boston.

“I felt fine that day when I started.”
he said to an American League umpire,
who repeated the conversation to me.
“But after three or four innings I did
not have an ounce of strength, and my

wobbled under me.
felt so weak before.”

That night Coombs was down with a
raging fever which was burning him up.
He was not able to return to the club
until September, and he worked hard
to regain condition for the world’s ser-
ies, but he was still traveling on his
nerve. Once more he was forced back
into the hospital and suffered great pain
with his usual fortitude. Now he is out
again, weak in body, but the same iron
spirited player. His first announcement
after leaving the hospital was, that he
would be pitching next season. He says
he intends to hunt at his home in Maine
and get back his health this winter, but
right now he is far from the old iron
man who could go out and pitch a
double header without turning a hair.
In spite of his steel will, there are those
who say John Coombs will never work
again. His is, indeed, one of the traged-
fes of the game.

A big leaguer that I hated to see pass
was Arthur Devlin, an old Giant third
baseman, who came into his job because
Bresnahan developed sciatic rheumatism
after McGraw intended to play him on
the bag, and who held on to it for
Jnore than eight years. Devlin was one
of the best third basemen ever, and he
might have been a star yet except that
his legs went back on him prematurely
and he began to slow up. He was one
of the best friends of McGraw on the
club, but “Mac” never dallies on account
of friendship, when he sees that a play-

that the city would be relieved of legal
responsibility ' by the act under which
authority for such spurs can be granted.
