HUNDREDS OF MUD VOLCANOES
BURST INTO VIOLENT ERUP-
TION,

Tidal Waves 100 Feet High—Indians
Brln: Startiing News From the
eople Fiee for

'lhalr Lives.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Yuma, A.T.Aug. 11.—Reports continue
to come 1n from the earthquake region
at the head of the Guilf of California.
Two Cocopah . Indians, who live near
there, arrived here yesterday. They tell
a thrilling story. Early Thursday morn-
ing hundreds of mud- volcanoes thirty
miles off burst into & violent eruption.
The air grew denser and many infants
were suffocated. At last a violent thun-
der storm cleared the air, only to show
the tidal waves approaching with fright-
ful rapidity. The waters rose,swallowing
up cattle, horses, grain fields and driying
people for their livesto the top of the
mesas, 100 feet high above the river. The
earthquake shocks then began. The
fourth threw everyone down, seriously
injuring many. The dust darkened the
air. The rumble of the earthquake, the
sharp explogion of the distant volcano
and the bellowing of the crazed cattle
made unbearable the uproar and the
frightened Indians broke and fled wildly
up the river, Two only succeeded in
reaching here, who tell the story. The
others dropped exhausted along the

route. y
Joseph Perez, a cattleman from Lendo,
and five mep witnessed the scene from
the top of the hill to which they had
escaped.

Some
minor organs thereupon announced that
the grand cavalry manceuvres at Brom-
berg, in which the Emperor is especially
interested, would not be graced by his
presence.
Two surgeons, who are noted special-
ists in their profession, have been sent
to Kiel to await the arrival of the Em-
peror at that place, and make an exam-
ination of his foot, which he injured re-
cently by falling on the slippery deck of
the royal yacht Hohenzollern, while at
sea.

.|that the ipnjury to the limb is
so rapidly progressing to & cure
that he will probably be able to resume

the pakrtinl use of his leg and foot within
a week.

According to a Physician it is Purely
2 Imaginative,

“Many persons wonder,” said the
house doctor of a well known hospital,
“how physicians can watch unmoved
the death of persons whose dissolution is
seemingly accompanied by evidences of
great suffering, and - the remark
is & common one that doctors are
heartless and unfeeling. This harsh
criticism is founded on a wrong idea
of things. The factis that what is
know as the death agony is largely re-
stricted to the imagination of the watch-
er at the bedside of the dying person.
The visible spasms and distortions of
the facial muscles, which in many mark

the ending of life, are not only painless,
but take place unconsciously so far as
the dying person is concerned.

“«Even in cases of deathby hanging,
where the prolonged agony of the suffer-
er is feelingly described by witnesses, it
is reasonably certain in a few moments
the person becomes unconscious and
dies in that condition. Such has been
the experience of persons accidental-
ly or purposely hanged, but afterward
resuscitated. Itis a fact that people who
have been nearly drowned agree in the
statement that after a few moments of
painful struggle a feeling of tranquillity
ensues.

There is one feature of British
trade with the United States which at
once strikes the most :oasual observer of
the statistics, the great disproportion be-
tween the exports and the imports, the
latter being three times as great as the
former. Another important feature of
this trade is the fact that it does not in-
crease, but barely holds itsown. This

It
is clear that the British people will not
always go on, as they arenow doing, giv-
ing free entry to goods from the United
States while British goods are
subjected to a high rate of duty in that
country. Of the exports from the United
States {o Great Britain about one third
of the value consists of raw cotton,
while food products of various kinds
make up the remainder. It may be
that there is at present no other source
of cotton supply for British looms which
can takethe place of the TUnited
States, but thismay not be always so.
1n 1889 Great Britain imported £5,223,
808 worth of raw cotton from Indiaand

Justifying Suicide.

The question has frequently occarred
to those who have witnessed the suffer-
ings incident to some painful and incar-
able malady whether it ought not to be
as lawful a8 it would be mercifal to give
the victim his quietus, In a remarkable
discourse delivered by Professor Felix
Adler before the school of ethical culture
at Plymouth, Mass., he undertakes to
answer that question. The address we3
upon the subject of suicide. He main-
tained as a general proposition that it
was usually a form of selfishness and
that the reprobation of it by mankind
was justified. But there were exceptions
to the rule, and as one of these excep-
tions to the rule he mentioned the case
of the sufferer from a hopeless and tor-
turing illness.

He qualified his assertion as to in-
stances of this kind by saying that the
chronic invalid should hold out
as long as there is the slightest
chance of recovery and as long
as the pain is not so intense

APERILOUS VOYAGE.
s Coal
Fire for Ten Days.

New Yorg, Aug. 11.—Friday evening
the steamship Cachmere arrived with
160 Italian steerage passengers. For 10
of the 13- days of the Cachmere’s voyage
the vessel and all on board were in im-
minent and continuous danger.
