JAY GOULD IN TEARS.

FINANCIER BREAKS DOWN AT THE

New Yorg, Oct. 1.—So many reporis
have been circulated in the last few
years concerning the health of Mr. Jay
Gould that Wall street people are not in-
clined to accept any but the most auth-
entic statements regarding the matter.
There wes, consequently, the usual
scepticism down town today when it was
reported that, at the meeting of the Mis-
souri Pacific yesterday afternoon, Mr.1
Gould had broken down completely,and
thus acknowledged to his fellow-directors
that his health was badly impaired.

The facts, as learned from variou
trustworthy sources, are that Mr. Gould’s
nerves gave way when he attempted to
reply to Mr. Russell Sage’s speech, in
which Mr, Sage advocated the payment
by the M i Pacific direct ofa
dividend of 4 per cent.
Mr. Gould has always been consid-
ered a strong man in mskin’g speeches at
such meetings. He is usually prepared
as to the exact situation of the company
whose affairs he is to speak upon; so the
drrectors, on this occasion, expected to
hear sound wisdom from him.
But, instead, Mr. Gould is said to have
been almost incoherent in his utterances,
None of the directors could understand
bim, and finally he appreciated, appar-
ently, the unpleasant situation. and sud-
denly sat down, burst into tears, and
covered his face with his handkerchief.
The attack was of a hysterical charac-
ter. It was what his physician had al-
ways said, that Mr. Gould was particu-
larly disposed toward an intensely ner-
vous state, resulting from lifelong mental
tension and imperfect digestion.
All the directors were concerned about
the mishap to Mr. Gould and the meet-
ing at once adjourned.
Subsequently Mr. Gould explained
that he had been extremely nervous for
the last few weeks, and that, moreover,
his old stomach troubles were affecting
him, It was ascertained that Mr.
Gould was similarly overcome at a
meeting of the Union Pacific directors
about 10 days ago.

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PAYING IEIBEMF PARLIAMENT.

The National Federation League at
their meeting yesterday at Newcastle
adopted a resolution in favor of the prin-
ciple of paying members of parliament
a sum not to exceed three hundred
pounds a year. There has always been
a great deal of opposition among the
English Conservatives to. any proposal
to pay members of parliament, but as a
matter of fact the system of paying
members of parliament is the ancient
English system, the system of non-pay-
ment being a modern innovation due to
the attempt of the aristocracy and
wealthy men to-control the Jegislation of
the country. The ancient parliaments
which - were established centuries
ago, beginning inm  the time
of Henry I1I, provided for the
payment of members, the sum paid be-
ing, assessed on the shire or borough by
which the representatives were sent.
Therefore the excuse which is frequent-
ly set up that payment of members is
contrary to the English constitution is
one that will not bear examination. In-
deed a hundred reasons might be urged
in favor of the payment of members of
parliament to one that could be offered
against it. It is easy to see that so long
as members of parliament do not receive
any remuneration from the country
which they serve, especially as the ses-
sions of parliament are now protracted
to such an extraordinary length, the
only men ;who are eligable for mem-
bers are men in independent
circumstances who do mot  re-
quire any pay. In Eng-
land there is a large class of people who
live on property acquired by their an-
cestors, and who are not placed under
the necessity of working for a living. It
is into the hands of this class that the
legislation of England is at present con-
fided, and it follows naturally enough
that the legislation which suits them
must in many cages be of a character
not pleasing to the body of the people
who have to work for their living. In
Canada we have no leisure class as
they have in England, and therefore it
is absolutely necessary that the men
who attend to their duties as legislators
should receive a sessional indemnity.

In England the effect of giving a ses-
sional indemnity would be to place men
in the House of Commons Who could not
well afford to be there, working men and
men with small business interests,whose
time is valuable to them, yet who would
be able to give good service in the
interests of their country in the way of
legislation in consequence of their
knowledge of business affairs.
The sum suggested as an
indemnity by the National Liberal Fed-
eration, £300 pounds a year, corresponds
with the sum received this session by
our own members of parliament: and is
an allowance not unreasonable under
the circumstances, considering the costs
of elections and the difficulty of getting
into parliament. The payment of the
members of the house of commons
would, of course, add a consid-
erable sum to the expenditure of
the United Kingdom, but there are many
places in which judicious retrenchment
might be efected so that if the mem-
bers were paid and the pruning knife
applied in other directions the country
would hardly be the loser. It is satis-
factory to see that the English Liberals
have at last committed themselves to
this principle for it is one that has the
merit of appealing to common sense,
being based on unanswerable arguments.
The programme of the English liberals
is gradually being extended, and proba-
bly by the time the body now sitting
has completed its deliberations they will
have prepared a platform worthy for
good men to stand upon, and one upon
which they will fight a winning battle.

—_—
PARTY GOVERNMENT,

We frequently hear of party govern-
ment being on its trial when some
undue strain seems to be placed on the
constitution by the acts of politicians,
Mr. Goldwin Smith whose great ability
is freely admitted, is always referring to
the evils of parly government, and
pointing out the injurious results which
flow from it. It is unfortunate that
while party government certainly is at-
tended with disadvantages there is no
other system of government which seewns
likely to take its place. The Ins will
call themselves by  one set of names,
while the Outs will call themselves an-
other, and the struggle between the Ins
and the Outs make up & party govern-
ment. Formerly names of parties had a
distinctive meaning, both in England

Wl it s

and Canada. The}Tory in England once
meant a person who was wedded to the
old order of things, and who did not
believe in any change. The Liberal was a
man who was supposed to be progressive
and who was in favor of reform. No one
can say that these names have any ap-
plication at the present time to the
parties on whom they are bestowed. It
does the Grit press in Canada & great
deal of good todesignate the party in
power as Tories, although as & matter of
fact, the Tories or Conservatives of
Canada are not one whit more Con-
servatives than the Liberals and there is
no reform which they have shown any
disposition to -resist. The sole subject
of difference between the two parties at
the present time seems to be the tariff
question, and the policy of the present
government in regard to that is mnot
many years old, and has only been
forced upon the Liberal Conservative
ministry by motives of self defence and
the necessity of protecting our own
industries from the slaughtering process
to which they were exposed by the
manufacturers of the United States.
That is why party government in
Canada at the present time is less satis-
factory than it would otherwise
be. The old names have no longer any
meaning and are indeed in a large
measure misleading, especially in New
Brunswick, where the men who are now

Liberals, and where many of those who
now call themselves Liberals were the
most violent of Tories. Perhaps it will
be possible for the party leaders in Can-
ada to effect such a readjustment of their
pariy names as will make the names
express the policy of the party which is
not the case at the present. We fear,
however, that it will be necessary for us
to hold on to our present system of party
government until we have something
better to substitute for it.

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ART AT TH_E_E_XHIBITIOI.

Visitors to the exhibition which has
just closed have remarked the throngs
with which the space devoted to the art
department was constantly thronged,
both day and evening. That this de-
partment should be especially attractive
to the general public is indicative of a
growing appreciation of the beautiful
among us, which has its origin in a more
general differsion of knowledge than
formerly prevailed, for without the ele-
vating and softening influences which
come from a knowledge of books, there
can be little in an art - exposition
to gratify the eye or appeal to
the heart. We question if ever
there was a thoroughly bad man who
could be trusted to sit in judgment on a
painting, a piece of statuary, a musical
composition or & poem. The true paint-
er, sculptor, musical composer and poet,
is never uneducated, and always carries
within him, if nothing more, the geeds of
goodness as well as greatness.
The exhibit of the pupils of the
St. John Academy of Art was the
largest and probably the best ever
made in St. John. This included
some 250 pieces in oil and water
colors and crayon, pencil and mechan-
jcal drawing by 45 different Lands.
Most of these were by no means without
merit, and all of them were creditable to
pupils and instructors. Itis gratifying the
that among us so much attention should
be paid to this, one of the most ennobl-
ing of all the arts, but it is hoped that
none of the pupils who propose to make
its study and practice the business of
their lives, will forget, as is too often the
case with youth, that a lifetime is none
too long for its mastery.
With the loan department the GAZETTE
has some fault to find, nothwithstanding
the fact that the show was the best ever
made in the city. It appears that the
committee, instead of passing judgment
on the paintings offered for exhibition
and rejecting those that were not of
sufficient merit to entitle them to a
place on the walls, left the matter en-
tirely in the hands of the superintendent
and his assistant, who had no authority
to reject any picture that
might be placed before them. Conse-
quently several mere daubs were ex-
hibited that might better have remained
in some dark and sunless garret. Again,
very many pictures of the highest value,
teachers in themselves, that are saved
in St John, were not brought out at all.
In exhibitions of this kind the commit-
tee should consist of men and swoman
who have & knowledge of and a taste
for art and who will exert themselves
to secure the loan of the best and who
will not hesitate to reject any which are
not of a considerable merit, Among
the pictures shown, however, were
many works that are of high value, to
study which for a single hour were as
a revelation.

In the next cellar was a man and his
wife. Every room is tenanted. The
rooms are rented to the poorest class.
We declared the houses too far gone to
repair, and have notified the owner (a
woman) to close them up. The two cel-
lars are said to rent for $10 a month, the
