RELINQUISHES POST OF
PROVISIONAL PRESIDENT

Insurrecto Leader Will Be En-
tertained on Journey to
Mexico City

Juarez, May 27.—Relieved of the dig-
nity’ of-office of provisional president,
Francisco I. Madero, jr., in the new
character of private citizen, walked
merrily in his spacious home last' night
at the first social function celebrated
since the revolution was commenced.
The ball was given by the women’s
club of the city in honor of the suecess-
ful’outcome of the insurrection and was
attended by Senor Madero, his military
staff and scores of his other officers.
From now on it is expected Senor Ma-
déro will. participate. in a .continuaus
round of festivities.

““Madero, in a manifesto to the people
of Mexico, last night resigned the posi-
tion' of provisional president conferred
upon him by a convention of revolu-
tionists at the city of San Luis Potosi
last October, and called upon all Mexi-
eans to support Senor De La Barra as
the sole executive of Mexico. Senor
Madero places his forces at the disposal
of Senor De La Barra, and pays a high
tribute to the character of the new
executive, pointing out that he may
well be considered “one of us.”

The manifesto was Senor Madero’s
last act as provisional president, and
he will now refer all inquiries of insur-
recto forces or thsurrecto civil authori-
ties to Senor De La Barra. The man-
ifesto is intended to pacify all ¢elements
in Mexico, and will be published broad-
cast.

Already messages have been received
by .Senor Madero from various points
in Mexico along his line of travel to
Mexico City asking what time he will
pass through certain towns, as prepar-
ations are being planned for a celebra~
tion, It is said he ‘will leave Wednes-
day night via San Antonio and Laredo.

An owner of a large railroad and
lumber syndicate in Chihuahua cabled
from London to-day to his agent here
to employ as many of the discharged
insurrectos as wanted jobs, whether
there wes work enough for all or not,
the syndicate owner pointing out the
necessity for getting -employment for
those who might create trouble if they
remained idle. He suggested, too, that
if the duty on corn.and heans were re-
moved by the government he would ar-
range to have the railroad transport it
to the interior and sell it to the inhab-
itants at cost.

Madero to-day received a long mes-
sage from President De La Barra urg-
Ling him to come to Mexico City as soon
as possible. He also inquired concern-
ing Dr. Gomez, who is already in Mex-
ico City.

Senor Madero was advised early to-
day that the legislature of Coahuila
still refused to name Carranza as gov-
ernor, the advices suggesting  Oscar
Garfza in his stead. Madero replie@ that
Carranza was his choice and demanded
that he. be named forthwith lest ‘dan
advance on the town of Saltillo, the
capital of the state, be ordered. ,Com-
pliance with the wishes of the president
and Senor Madero is now expected.

NEARLY TWO MILLIONS

AR RAGE FROM
PARIS 10 HUME

TWENTY-ONE BIRDMEN
HAVE ENTERED CONTEST

Distance is 1,300 Miles—Pre-
cautions Against Accidents
at Start of Flight

Paris; May 27.—In order to prevent
all possibility of a repetition of: the
fatality last Sunday at the start of the
Paris-to-Madrid race which caused the
death -of Minister of War Berteaux, no
spectators will be allowed on the avia-
tion grounds during the commence-
ment to-morrow of the great air race
from Paris to Rome and thence to
Turin.

The flight which has been organized
by the Paris Petit Parisien will mean
to thé winner prizes aggregating $100,-
000. The start will be made from the
aerodrome at Buc, two miles from Ver-
sailles. Officials were busy to-day ex-
amining and stamping the machines of
the competitors, of which there are 21.

First and foremost among the con-
testants is Pierre Vedrine, who dis-
tinguished himself yesterday by win-
ning the 721 mile Paris-to-Madrid race,
in the actual flying time of 12 hours, 18
minutes, or at the average rate of 60
miles an hour. The other entries in-
clude such flying experts as Jean Bie-
lovucci of Peru: Maurice ‘Labateau,
who won the Michelin cup for 19103
Henry Weymann, the American, and
Roland Garros, who after making
plucky efforts to finish in the Paris-to<
Madrid flight, was forced by a series of
mishaps to abandon the race. In addi-
tion to the actual participants of fo-
morrow’s flight, Lieut. Fequant and
eight other officers of the French army
are under orders from the ‘minister of
war to fly over-the first stage of: the
course from Paris to Nice.

The event, strictly speaking, is not a
race as the aviators have from May 28
until June 15 to accomplish the dis-
tance of 2,095 kilometers (1,300 miles.)
The airmen are at liberty to start when
they please and to land as often as they
deem it necessary, provided they report
at certain fixed points.

In the first stage, Paris to Nice, a
distance of 865 kilometers, (537 miles),
the recording stations are the cities of
Dijon, Lyons and Avignon. The regis-
tering stations in ‘the second  stage—
Nice to Rome—a distance ‘of 372 miles,
are Genoa and Pisl. In the last leg—
Rome to Turin—391 miles, the official
stopping places are Florence and
Bologna. B

ARRIVED IN CANADA

Western Provinces Got 300,-
- 000 More New Settlers
Than the East

Ottawa, May 27.—Duriné the past ten
years Canada has received nearly two
million jmmigrants, of whom 750,000
were from Great Britain and 700,000
from the United States. An immigra-
tion” bulletin just issued gives the ac-
tual figures up to the end of the fiscal
t| yvear, March 31, 1911, as 1,714,326 for the
decade. Since then nearly 200,000 more
have arrived, divided about equally
between British and American.

According to occupation, about 65 per
cent. yof' the immigrants arriving from
the ®nited States have been farmers or
farm laborers, who for the most part
- | have settled in the prairie provinges.
Thirty-eight per cent. of the total num-
ber now across the line made entry for
homesteads: in the west.

About 30 per cent. of the British and
Continental arrivals were farm or farm
t | laborers, while 25 per cent. were classed
as general laborers, and nearly the
same percentage were classed as me-
chanics.

The influx of negroes has totalled only
a little over 400, while 5,200 Hindus have
come.

Of the British immigrants, approxi-
mately 560,000 have been English and
Welsh, 150,000 Scotch, and about 45,009
Irish. Figures for other nationalities
include the following: Austria-Hun-
gary, 121,000; Italians, 63,810; Hebrews,
48,675; Russians, 38,950; Swedes, 19,349;
Germans, 21,145; French, 16,236; Nor-
wegians, 13,798; Syrians, 5,223.

The distribution of immigrants by
provinces gives a good idea of the lat-
ter’s respective population and growth.
Saskatchewan and Alberta got a little
over half a millien during the decade,
Ontario came next with 403,897, Mani-
toba got 309,623, Quebec 258,829, Britigh
Columbia and the Yukon 188,599, the
Maritime Provinces only 73,802 West-
ern Canada, therefore, got 300,000 more
new settlers than Eastern €anada.

OSCAR S. STRAUSS ON
DUTY OF NEUTRALS

Cutting Off of Money and Arms
Will Be Step Toward
Peace

Mohonk Lake, N. Y. May 26.—The
representatives of fifty-one commercial
organizations attending the seven-
teenth annual meeting of the Lake Mo-
ronk conference on international arbi-
tration, to-day sent telegrams to Presi-
dent Taft and Senator Cullom, chair-
man of the senate committee of foreign
relations, sayving they “heartily endorse
treaties of unlimited arbitration with
Great Britain, France and other. coun-
tries and wish speedy success with
such treaties.” Oscar S. Straus, mem-
ber of the Hague court and former am-
bassador to Turkey, addressed the con-
ference on “business and international
arbitration.”

Mr. Strauss said that American di-
rlomacy had always encouraged  un-
hampered commerce and effective neu-
trality and urged that that policy be
strictly adhered to.

A great step forward, he declared,
wwould be to-make it unlawful for neu-
tral nations or their subjeets to isSue
war loans or to sell munitions of war to
pbelligerent countries. Declaring that
now it is entirely lawful for the sub-
jects of neutrals to supply belligerents
with arms and money, Mr. Strauss
said: ;
“The fact that such loans can be le-
gally contracted makes war possible
when otherwise either or both bellig-
erents would be prevented by economic
necessities from beginning a war or
when begun, from prolonging it.

“It requires no argument to prove
such acts are against the fundamental
principles of real neutrality and no
more practical work can be undertaken
in the promotion of  peace than  to
hasten the day when such contraband
commerce and loans will ne longer be
considered lawful.”

Coke -for -Smelter at Grand
Forks is Being Brought

Phoenix, . B. C.,, May 26.—With the
shutting down .of the Granby mine on
account of a shortage of coke at the
company’s smelter at Grand Forks,
comes the announcement that coke is
on the way from the: east, and that the
mines will resume operations about
June 15.

The
Granby .mine.is the largest individual
mine in Canada, and in its operation 600
men. find employment, whose salaries
are the main support of Phoenix.

Madrid, May 26.—Pierre Vedrine, the
French aviator;, arrived at the Spanish
capital from Burgos at 8.06 o’clock this
morning, bei‘ng'the first contestant to
ecomplete the third stage of the Paris-to-
Madrid aviation race. He covered the
distance of 140 miles between Madrid
and Burgos, where he landed ycstérday
from- San Sebastian, in two hours and *
45 minutes.

Gibert and Garros are still stalled in
the mountain fastnesses, and it is not
probable they will be able to finish
within the time limit. ;

Vedrine, upon landing at the aero-
drome, jumped from his aeroplane a.n(l'

fiung himself on the ground to rest. A
frantic crowd soon rushed up, however,
and bore the victorious aviator on their
shoulders to the tribunal. On reaching
the judge’s platform he was showered -
with .roses and kissed repeatedly. by
women. Later omn, complaining that he
was still numh from his flight, he was
removed to an infirmary, where he re-
ceived medical ‘attention, and a short
but muech needed rest. »

On reappearing at the aerodrome the
Frenchman smilingly delivered the mes-
sages which he had brought with him
from Paris, and was congratulated on’
his magnificent flight by the civil gov-
ernment of Madrid on behalf-.of ‘King
Alfonso. 7

Vedrine left the suburbs of Burgos,
flew over Arenda De Deuro, 48 miles
south of Burgos, at a good height and
great speed. At Boecaquellas, where the
man was greeied by a crowd of wildly
shouting peasants, Vedrine buckled
dosvn to the task of crossing the dread-
cd Sarno Sierra Pass, which 1s 4,900 feet
high. digher and higher he climbed un-
til he had attained an altitude of 6,500
feet. The aviator then, straight as an
arrow, flew over the crags'and show-
capped peaks until he reached the im-
menge plains of San Augustin.

Having léft the mountain ranges be-

hind him Vedrine dropped closer to the
earth and finally reached the aerodrome
at Gelafe, where he alighted with the
greatest ease.
. The Paris-to-Madrid race was begun
May 21 under the auspices of the Petit
Parisien, which offered a prize of $20,000.
In addition to this the Spanish Aero
Club gave prizes amounting to $10,000,~
and King Alfonso offered a special prize
for the fastést speed over the Spanish
section. The journey was divided into
three stages, Paris to Angouleme, An-
gouleme to San Sebastian and San Se-
bastian to Madrid, a total distance of
about 600_miles.

Twenty machines were entered for
the race, but as a result of tragic acci-
dent when the start was made from
the Issy Les Moulieneaux aviation field,
which resulted in the death of M.
Berteaux, the -French minjister of war,
and the serious injury to Premier
Monis, all but three of the aviators
withdrew.—

Of these three, Pierre Vedrine, who
reached the Spanish capital this morn-
ing, was the first. He covered the first
stage of the contest (279 miles) in three
hours and 39 minutes, breaking all rec-
ords for a long distance cross-country
flight. On the second stage Vedrine had
a narrow escape from death. One of the
planes of hiz machine grazed the peak
of a huge rock near the Spanish town
of Fuenterrabia. Although the plane
was bent Vedrine continued his flight
and ‘safely reached San Sebastian. The
distance of the second leg of the race
was about 200 miles. The third stage of
the journey, San Sebastian at Madrid,
was the most difficult of the entire voy-
agd.- The 266 miles of the route was al-
most entirely over desolate ranges, the
crags varying from 1,000 to 5,000 feet In
height. A fall meant certain death, and '
it was practically impossible to make a
fresh start in the mountainous country.

It is the one method by whieh spola-
tion may be prevented, and the pro-
vinces which have adopted such pro-
tective measures are to be commended
in so far as they have carried the ap-
plication of that method. Granted
that Canada has a wealth of raw
material which is necessary to the
manufacturing industries of the United
States, granted that Canada has
some things which the United “States
must buy in Canada in order to main-
tain her place among competing man-
ufacturers, then Canada has the situ-
ation completely within her own right
and power without in any way affect-
ing the question of reciprocity in
natural resources. She can compel
the Americans to pay tribute to any
reasonable amount for what Ameri-
cans must buy or else force the estab-
lishment of manufactories in _this

that will accrue from home manu-
facture. The reciprocity agreement
makes provision for reciprocity only
in such materials or natural products
upon which no export - tax is levied.
The case stands just where it did be-
fore reciprocity was broached.

But. while we are discussing the
question of raw materials and natural
resources, let us look at a few pages
of the. history of our own province in;
view of the magnificent commercial
strides it has made during the' last
seven years. Millions of acres of our
timber lands have passed out of our
possession by a sysiem of leases ad-
ministered by the provincial govern-
ment. Who owns the leases? Ameri-
cans almost to a man. Who have
corralled cur magnificent agricultural
areas? American speculators who have
bought up large sections at the lowest
nominal price and are holding them
for rise in values by the progress of
the country. Where are we shipping
cur iron ores for smelting and treat-
ing purposes? To the United States,
and it may be further added in this
latter connection that we impose no
tax on these exports.

It is but five or six years since Mr.
John Oliver endeavored in the legis-
lature af this province to induce the
government to put such a tax on iron
ores exported from the country when
it was attempted by the government
to encourage smelters and reduction

What we wish to point out is that
these questions are not wrapped up
in the question of reciprocity.

They may be enhanced anyway, and
new taxes applying to other raw
materials than are now involved may
be levied. It is but foresight on the
part of the Americans to see that Can-
ada -can take care :of her resources
if her provinces will to do so. It may
even bhe surmised that reciproeity
might avoid the enactment of such
legislation in_cases where such a tax
would be rendered unnecessary, but
the close student of political economy
will not be frightened by a bugﬁear

nor will he be deceived into rejecting
reciprocity on a plea which is baseless
vet none the less base.

NEW INCINERATOR
FOR CITY GARBAGE

The report of the committee appoint-
ed to investigate the necessity of hav-

ing a new incinerator plant for the pur-
pose of effectively and speedily dispus-
ing of the city garbage was brought
into the city council’s deliberations on
Friday night when the suggestions re-
ported in the Times that " afternoon
were adopted. The report was in the fol-
lowing terms:

“The - city of Victoria is admirably
situated in respect to the disposal of its
garbage, Taking this into consideration
with the unusual amount of combusti-
ble material thrown off by the city, .a
standard incinerator plant could be op-
erated without buying any fuel for the
consuming of the garbage and refuse.
The proximity of the city to desirable
deep sea points for the depositing’ of in-
ammable refuse enables the city to dis-
card the idea of an expensive incinera-
tor. It is -estimated that the probable
amount of refuse dalily discharged | by
the city is forty tons. An incinerator
that will dispose of this amount would
cost approximately $40,000 to install,
nd the cost per ton for consuming wonid
be approximately 50 cents. It is esti-
mated that for the amount of $6,000" a
furnace can be built beside the present
one: that will have a capacity to dis-
Dose of all the combustible material for
the next five years. It was recommend-
ed. that the methed of disposal of the

incombustible material at present in
vogue be continued, namely, towing out
to deep sea.”

The report also called attention to
the apparent necessity of securing
wharfs at different points in the city
so that the refuse can be taken out
to sea. At present all the garbage 1is
collected at one point at Telegraph
street. This means that all the gar-
bage from the different points in the
city is taken to this point which in
time will become objectionable. The
report also recommends that twe ad-
ditional sites be secured where wharfs
could be constructed for the purpose
of scowing the refuse out to sea, one
in the vicinity of Victoria West and
the other in James Bay.

nominations were made by this loeal
at the special request of Hawthorn-
thwaite, and therefore his accusations
against the committee, Place, McIntosh
and Hodgkinson, are, in the estimation
of this local, without foundation in fact,
which is- more than can be said of
Hawthornthwaite's relations. This lo-
cal is run in a thorough democratic
manner. One man’s voice is just as
good as -another’s providing he has the
ability to demonstrate his contentions.
Should he lack this ability, however, he
can still vote according to his own con-
victions of what is in the best interests
of the party, and, such being the case,
it ought to be easy for a man of Haw-
thornthwaite’s “ability’”’ to point out to
the local that two coal miners “actuat-
ed by personal feelings of malice” were
exerting their influence against the
best interests of the local in criticising
his actiops. - Instead of his fighting the
matter out in the méeting, which a
man of his “ability”’ should have done,
hé simply resigned, and never showed
his face in this local again, giving as
his leasons that two disgruntled job-
seekers were attacking him. His action
proves the truth of the following
couplet:

“*He who does not fight, but runs away
“Will do ‘the same some other.day.”

He has made the statement in this
local that “he would lose no skin in
this fight,”” referring to the workers’
fight for emancipation from class dom-
inance. In the latter part of state-
ment the following paragraph appears:

“In this instance, however, any fair-
minded person must see that even if
all ‘the alleged ‘charges’ are true, 1
have not, more particularly after twelve
yvears of faithful service in the cause
warkers, deserves the harsh.
treatment accorded.”

This from the great fighting cham-
pion of the cause of the werkers, J. H.
Hawthornthwaite, who on the floor of
the legislature boldly beards forty cap-
italist lions, versed in all the intrica-
cies of politics and oratoery, in their
den. Yet in a local, composed mostly
of simple coal miners, he has to run
away when discussing questions of vi-
tal importance to the workers. This is
the great versatile champion of labor,
who by his energetic attack and “ap-
peal” to the minister of mines, wrests
such Dbeneficial measures from ' our
ruthless masters. On the 26th Fébru-
ary, 1911, he resigned his membership
in this local and was no longer a mem-
ber of the S. P. of C. Wishing to make
this known to the other locals through-
out the Dominion, this local sent an
offjcial intimation of same to the execu-
tive for publication and they refused
to publish it in the official organ of
the party. This explains why Nanaimo
local was forced to deal with the mat-
ter through the capitalist press.

On the other hand, Hawthornth-
waite who had not been a': member
of the party for two months, was ac-
corded the:: privilege of: its columns
to publish his excuses. When Haw-
thornthwaite. found that. he could
not’ run. this local to suit his pur-
pose, he sneaks over to the Execu-
tive and deals with them in regard
to his resignation after promising
to be guided by the instructions . of
this lcecal in the matter, which was
acting under the by-laws of .the
constitution of the party, section 7
of which he states: ‘‘Locals shall have
jurisdiction over their - own mem-
bers.” After he resigned his mem-
bership of the party, according to
the constitution he was not entitled
to thé privileges and protection = of
the  party, and any charges made
against him, were made after he had
resigned and the executive commit-
tee far exceéded thelr duty to this
party in extending its privileges to
a noan-member, and further have no
constitutional., authority to revoke
the charter of Nanaimo Local No. 3
because it wishes to expose to the
working class the actions of a man
who was no longer a member of, the
party. This high-handed method of
the executive has been the main
cause of 1200 Socialists in Ontario
forming a new - Socialist organiza-
tion, .thereby dividing our forces
and making o propaganda less -ef-
fective, - so that:thls: Nanaimo affair
is not a  new 'departure in the: an-
ties of that despotic and high-hand-
ed clique' entrusted “with' the affairs
of 'the 8.

KIDNAPPED BY GYPSIES.

After Two Years of Nomadic Life Boy
Goes Insane.

Broken in mind and health as a re-
sult of treatment recetved in two years |
of captivity by a band of gyps&ea,
I.eonard Allen, the sixteen-year-old son-
of Mrs. Mary Allen, died at Middleton,
N. Y., after three years of illness and
sufferin'g.

In August, 1906, when the boy was
twelve years old, he went to a pond
with four companions. - The other boys
went for a swim, and while young
Allen was waliting for them to come out
of the water he wandered off into the
woods looking for berries. His com-
panions did not miss him until they left
the water, and even then thought-he
had gone home without them.

That was the last seen of the little
fellow for two years, and although In
all that time his mother spared neither
money nor effort in searching for him,
not a single clew was found. .

It was not until March, 1909, that the
police of Fall River, Mass., acting on
a.mere chance bit of evidence, discov-
ered the lad with gypsies camping near
that city.

A passenger in a trolly car on the
outskirts of the  city heard & child
screaming, and looking to see where
the sound came from, caught a glimpse
of a hollow-eyed, frightened boy run-
ning from a man. He left the ear and
tried to follow them, arriving. at . the
gypsy camp. He immediately reported
to the police that a boy was being mis-
treated. Police bearing in mind the
disappearance of Allen, made a raid
and rescued the boy. Two gypsies were
arrested and convicted.

~His mother,  happy almost to the
point of breaking down, took him home
and began to build up the little fellow’s
health. Two months after he was re-
turned to his mother the little fellow
became & raving maniac. While - he
was in the kitchen watching his mother
at work he suddenly snatched a large
carving knife and threatened to kill her,
So weak was he that she was able to

take it from him. He ‘was sent to an{

asylum.

PLENTY OF RICE
BUT NOT FOR POOR

e

Bishop  Says Wealthy Chinese
Are Indifferent to Sufferings
of Fellow Countrymen

Seattle, Wash.,, May . 26.—Bishop
Walter A. Sellow, of the Free Methodist
church of Jamestown, N. Y., who has
arrived here from the famine district
of China, gives a shocking descripiion
of the indifference of the prosperous
classes of China, who are quite indif-
ferent to the suffering and death of tens
of thousands of their penniless country-
men. The bishop said:

‘“There Is food in plenty within easy
reach of the famine district,  but it is
just as impossible for a' starving man
to obtain a handful of rice as it would
be for a pauper to borrow money with~
aut security from'a Seattle’ bank.

“In the famine district there is rice
in plenty, but the upper classes have
it, and have it to sell, not to give away
ar tend. They regard rice just asa bank
regards its money.

“The man with rice will ‘allow hls
poorer neighbor to starve n his vear
yvard without so much-as 1fting' a hand’
to ‘help him, and until the attitude:of
the  Chinaman. - towards - his
changes. there will be periods of suffer-
ing and death from starvation.

“The well-to-do natives are doiﬁg
considerable in the way of relief work.

But it is principally out of shame and!

a desire not to be outdoné by thé mis-

‘| sionaries and other foreigners. The rich

also fear looting of their granaries:by
the starving men and have instituted a
system of money giving, whieh no doubt
prevented bloody rioting.

“The country roads are"filled ‘with.
wandering troupes of Dbeggars from
morning until night, and district where
no famine exists are invaded by hmks

of the hungry. And in most caseés, m-j

stead of feeding them, the authorities
calmly ship them back to the land of
starvation.” . -

MUniCipal Cl;uses Act Puts the
Stopper on the Money Guar-
antee Scheme

The defeat of the Parks and Library

by-laws at*the polls on Monday has as-
sumed a more serious aspect than was
at first anticipated. It.was thought
tha.t all the: requirément necessary: . to
bring them before the-public agam on
a petition was ten or fifteen per gent.
guarantee of the value of thé bylaws.
InvestigatiOn proves, however, that this
iy not the case.-Instead of ten or fif-
teen per cent. of the value being.guar-
snteed It is necessary to obtain the sig-
natures of fifteen per cent. of the vot-
ing population. Clause 77 6f the muni-
cipal clauses act, which. governs the
#ransaction, is in. the following terms:
* “If any byl&w which requires the as-
sent of the electorsis rejected by them
na other bylaw for the same purpose
shall be submitted to the electors dur-
ing the same year unless at least one-
fifteenth in number of the electors who
are qualified to vote on the bylaw peti-
tion the council at an interval of not
less than sixty days after the defeat of
the bylaw and requests that it may be
again submitted to the ratepayers,
binding themselves in such a manner
as the council may decide and approve
of to defray the cost of placing the by-
law agaln before the electors in the
event of it not receiving the necessary
assent to become law.”

The Parks bylaw called for the rais-
ing of the sum of $210,000 and it was
the inmtention of Alderman Humber,
who was responsible for bringing it be-
fore the peopie, ‘to have the matter
brought up on a petition after obtain-
ing the fifteen per cent. guarantee of
the value of the bylaw. He felt confi-
cent that a visit to a few of the prom-
inent citizens would satisfy the per-
centage end of the project, and that on
a second vote being taken the bylaw
would pass easily. Had this course
been possible there can be little doubt

that the bylaw would have obtained.the.

recessary assent, but in view of the
Muniecipal Clayses Act as quoted ahove
this course is ruled out of court.

TAFTS MESSAGE
ON' ARBITRATION

Read at General Assembly of
Church of Scotland at
Edinl;urgh

Edinburgh, Scotland, May 26.—Long
applause welcomed the message re-
ceived yesterday from President Taft
on the subject of Anglo-American arbi-
tration which was delivered to the gen-
eral assembly of the Church of Scotland
here by Dr. J. A. Macdonald, of Toron-
to.

President Taft’s messa,ge voiced his
well-known enthusiasm in favor of ‘a
principally unlimited arbitration treaty,
and added, “Say to the assembly that
it is my one sincere desire that Canada
shall continue ‘to prosper, flying the
British flag and sharing with us the
responsibility for North American civili-
zation.”

STANDARD OIL CASE.
Justice: Harlan <Still Opposed to Ma-
= jority Opinion of United States

Supreme Court.

Washington, D, €., May 26.—Still as
épposed to the nfajority opinion of the
supreme court -of the United States in
the Standard Oil case as he was on.the
éay that opinion was announced, As-
sociate Justice Harlan vesterday filed
in court his formal dissenting opinion
irn . that suit. His . oral attack on the

,j ¢ourt for holding--that only unreason-

able- or undue restraints of interstate
commerce are violations of the law,
furnished the outline: for yesterday's
broadside against the opinien.
' .He went further, however, and criti-
¢ised the court for modifying the de-
c¢ree of the lower court.so as te permit
ihe subsidiary companies to enter into
sgreements among themselves, and ex-
pressed a conviction that instead of
the opinion giving quiet to the business
of the country, it would throw it into
confusion and incite widely extended
and harassing litigation, the injurious
effect of which will be felt for many
vears to come.

Ever since the case was qzcided on
fay 15, Justice Harlan has been pre-
paring his dissenting " opinion, and it
was not completed until to-day, One
oi the last changes made, it is said,
was to insert a quotation from the de-
cision of Judge (now President) Taft,
in the -Addison” Pipe case, in which
Judge Taft held that according to ‘the
decision of the supreme court ''of the
United States, all restraints, whether
1casonable or unreasonable, under the
common law, were forbidden 'by the
statute.

MORGAN’S GIFT TO FRANCE.

Paris, May 26.—The French government
yvesterday sent to England Paul Leon,
chief of ihe division of architecture, and
Frantz Marcou, inspector general of his-
torical mernuments, to bring back the re-
ligious relics known as St. Martin’s head,
wiich J.- P. Morgan togk to the French
embassy at Londen on Saturday and com-
mitted to the care of Ambassador Cabon.

M. Dujardin-Beaumetz, the under-secre-
tary for fine arts, called en Mr. Morgan
in"Paris yesterday and thankad him for
the gift. The under-secretary declared it
would be placed in the Louvre.

'/ THE DORIMER CASE.

Spent in Illinois Eleection.

‘Washington, D. C., May 26.—After
four hours’ caucus yesterday the Dem-
ocratic senators voted 24 to 1 to sup-
port the resolution offere@ by Senator
Marfin of Virginia on behalf of the
Demoeratic steering committee, provid-
ing for a re-investigation of the bribery
charges In connection with the election
of Senator Lorimer of Illinois. A per-
sonal coloquy between Senators Bailey
of Texas, and Martin of New Jersey
featured the caucus. The Martin res-
clution proposes an inquiry by the
committee on privileges and elections.

Instead of $100,000 alleged to have
Leen used to secure the eleetion of
William Lorimer of Illinois to the Unit-
ed States senate, more than twice. that
sum will be disclosed, Senator La Fol-
ictte told his colleagues, if the senate
re-opens its investigation into Lori-
mer’s right to hold his seat. Mr. La
Follette -declared that President Taft’'s
name had been used in Lorimer’'s be-
half, and reiterated that Lorimer had
personal cognizance of the use of the
money. 3

Mr. La Follette quoted from the tes-

cago humberman, before the Lorimer
investigating committee of the Illinois
legislature regarding Mr. Hines' inter-
views with United States Senators Al-
drich and Penrose, in which Hines said
Mr. Aldrich repeatedly had impressed
upon him the importance of Lorimer's
election, and- had told him that the
president was - especially concerned in
Mr. Lorimer’s behalf.

Dr. Butler Outlines Plans—In=
ternational Court of Ar-
bitral Justice

Lake Mohonk, N. Y., May 25.—The
first announcement of the plan and:
scope of the Carnegie endowment for
international peace, with the appoint-
ments of directors of two of the divi-
sions, was made here by Dr. Nicholas
Murray Butler in his address as pre-
siding officer of the Lake Mohonk con-
ference on international arbitration.
Dr. Butler also predicted with “au--
thority,” the establishment of an inter=
national court of "arbitral justice be-
fore the time of the third Hague peace
conference. Dr. Butler sald:

‘“The trustees of the endowment
have taken a broad and statcsmanlike
view of its aims and purposes. While
they do not overlook the value of the
work of propaganda and intend to aid
in carrying it on, they believe that the
time has come when the resources of
modern scientific methods and of mod-
ern scholarship should be brought te
bear on the problem of international
relations. They believe that the lead-
ing }urists and economists of the world
should be set at work in the service
of humanity to ascertain just what
have been and are the legal and eco-
nomic incidents of war, and just what
ere the legal and economic advantages
to follow on the organization of the
world into a single groupn of friendly
and co-operative nations bound to-
gether by the tie of -the judicial system
resting on the moral consciousness of "
mankind, from whose findings there
can be no successful appeal. The plans
of the trustees have been formulated
with these ends in view.

“It has been determined by the trus-
tees of the Carnegie endowment to or-
ganize the undertaking in three parts
or divisions—a division of internation-
al law, a division of economics and
history and a division of intercourse
and education.

‘“The division of international law
will be under the direction of Pref.
James Brown Scott. The division will
aim constantly to inculcate the belief
that intercourse - between nations
should be based on a correct and defi-
nite idea of international justice. The
endowment will assoclate with Dr.
Scott a consultative board composed
of some of the most distinguished in-
ternational lawyers in the world.

“The second division will be the di-
vision of economics and history. It
will be under the direction of Pref.

GASOLINE SCHOONER
WILL BE TOTAL LOSS

Craft Which Was in the Coast-
ing Trade Struck a
Sunken Rock

Seattle, May 27.—The first definite
information to be received from the
wreck of the gasoline schooner Wash-
calore was. brought to port yesterday
by the steam . schooner -Bee, which ar-
rived from ‘San Francisco. s

The Washcalore went ashore on Hun-
ter Head last Saturday after striking
a sunken rock off Rogue river. 8Six
members of her crew were rescued from
Island : Rock, . where = she afterwards
drifted: Owing. to the position of the
wreck, nothing was learned from it af-
ter the crew was taken off, but it ap-
peared at the time as though -the ves-
sel would be-a total loss.

On Tuesday those on board the Bee
sighted the Washcalore on the rocks off
Cape Sebastian or Hunter Head. The
day was elear and- fine and the Bee
passed within a mile of the grounded
vessel. According to the officers of the
Bee the Washcalere was in bad shape
and although a light sea was running
she appeared to be breaking up.

“It is extremely doubtful,” said one
of the Bee's officers, “if there will be
anything :left to indicate the location
of the Washcalore when we pass her
southbound, as she was badly broken
when we sighted her and was going
to pieces.”

The Washcalore was one of the larg-
est gasoline vessels on the coast, being
323 gross and 174 net tons register, She
was 140 feet long, 32 feet foot-beam,
and had a depth of 10 feet.

She.was in excellent condition.at the
time of her disaster, as she was only
a little more than four years old. She
was built at Marshfield, Oregon,-and
since she was launched has been in the
coasting trade. Those on the Bee re-
port that they did not sight the can-
nery  ship, Reuge, reported in distress
off Race Racks last Tuesday.,

DEAL IN WHEAT

St. Louis Operator Calls for
Delivery of Over Million
Bushels This Month

St. Louis, May 27.—William Lanyon
is engineering one of the biggest wheat
deals ever attempted here. More than
one million bushels of May wheat,
valued at nearly $1,000,000, are involved
in the transaction.

He is on the bull side and insists that
every bushel of wheat which he has
bought’ on option shall be delivered to
him at Chicago market price, which is
99 cents a bushel. Lanyon said yester-
day he expected his deliveries before
the last of May would exceed 1,000,000
bushels and that he is prepared to pay
cash for it all.

If the deliveries are not made -the
‘shorts” will have to pay Lanyon the
difference between the pricesat which
he bought.it and the Chicago market
price. Lanyon is now credited with
holding all the No. 2 red wheat for May
delivery that is in sight in St. Louis.

SCHOONER MARSTON
ABANDONED AT SEA

Shortly After Crew Left Her
She Was Towed by Steamer
to San Francisco

Advises from San Francisco state
that the schoner W. H. Marston, which
was abandoned at sea off the California
coast on the night of May 19 and later

picked up and towed to Port Harford
has been towed from the latter port to
San Francisco.

The San Francisco Commercial News
gives the following details concerning
1{the mishap to the schooner, which will
be of interest in local marine circles:

“The Matson Navigation Company’s
fine schooner W. H. Marston, - which

was abandoned at sea in a waterlogged
condition at 11 p. m. May 19, the British
steamer Trinculo, bound to this port
from Ancon, taking the crew off after
having tried for four hours to: get a
hauser aboard the schooner to tow her
back to port, and having in the mean-
time one of her small boats smashed
and another badly damaged as the re-
sult of the rough sea.

‘“The schooner was Sunday’ noon
picked up by the steamer George W.
Fenwick and towed into Port Harford
and beached to prevent sinking, the

“Some surprise is expressed among
shipping men at the fact that the
schooner should have been picked up so
soon and successfully gotten into. port,
as from the report of Captain Henry it
was thought she would founder very
soon, and why she remained afloat so
long is somewhat of a mystery, especi-
ally as the quantity of lumber she had
on board was small—only 117,229 feet—
and that had been jettisoned before she
was abandoned.

“The W. H. Marston was built at this
port in 1901, is 219 feet long, 42 feet
wide, 17 feet deep and 1,110 tons net
register.”

Council Advised to Instal New
~ Plant of Double Capacity -
: of Present One

The city council of Vietoria will meet
to-night to discuss d@nd dispose of the
business that has accumulated during
the week. Not the least important work
that will be handled by the council at
to-night’s session will be the report of
the special committee appointed to in-
vestigate the need of a new and im-
proved method of dealing with the city
garbage at the wharf at the foot of
Telegraph street, allotted for that pur-
pose.
< The committee will recommend that
a new incinerator plant of double. the
capaeity of the present plant be pur-
chased and operated alongside of it. For
some considerable time past it has been
evident that the incinerator in use has
outlived its utility. It simply . cannot
cope with the immense amount of gar-
bage that i{s now being deposited at the
wharf. In connection with the new plant
a  cement base and a retiining wall
will be required, and these of course
will figure in the estimated cost which
will be furnished by the city engineer,

When Dr. G. A. B. Hall made his iso-
lation hospital report some time ago he
suggested that the city should discon-
tinue its present practice of paying &
Jump sum to-the institutfon for the year
and adopt the system of paying so
mueh per’ capita. The suggestion was
referred to the health and morals com-
mittee of the council, which, after con-|
sidering the question fully, recommend-
ed its adoption te the council. That
matter may also be brought up at to-
night's meeting.

A number of local improvement . by-
laws will also be under. consideration.
The following are among those on the
bulletin board: Sidewalks, curbs and
boulevards on both sides of Oliver
street, between May street and George
street; on Bushby street and Eberts
street; on the east side of Moss street
from Fort street to Richardson street,
and on the west side from Rockland
avenue to Richardsen street; on both
sides of Joseph street from Bushby
street to May street, and on both sides
of George street.

Another matter that will receive the
attention of the council is a report re-
garding the intention of the Esquimalit
Waterworks Company to immediately
commence installing the mains on those
streets in Victoria West which have
recently been passed by the city for
paving. All the \necessary connections
will be made so that the work of pav-
ing the streets can be undertaken with-
out unnecessary delay. 'The supply of
water for sprinkling the ~ streéts has
also been brought before the notice qf
the company and suitable arrangements
come to between them and 'the city.

OLYMPIC GAMES.

Will Not be Held in Sam Francisco in
the Year 1915.

New York, May 26.—San Prancisco
will not get the Olympic games for her
exposition in 1915. Instead the meet
will be held the following year in Ger-
many. This was made known yester-
day in a cablegram received by James
E. Sullivan, secretary of the Amateur
Athletic Union and of the Olympic
games commission, from Professor
Wm. M. Slean and Allison V. Armour,
representatives of the QOlympic com-
mission in session at Budapest.

Mr. Sullivan had wired to them at the
request of Charles C. Moore, president,
and R. J. Taussig, secretary of the Pan-
ama exposition, bespeaking for San
Francisco the honor of holding the
competitions in 1915, This reply was
received: ‘“‘Commission pledged Berlin,
1916. Inform San Francisco. Progress
favorable and meeting most amicable.
Any reports to contrary false.”

DARROW AT LOS ANGELES.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, May 26.-—Clarence 3.
Darrow, the Chicago atterney who will
conduct the defence of the McNamara
brothers, charged with ~dynamiting, ar-
rived here yesterday from San Francisco,
accompanied by Ed.

NO CRIMINAL CASES
AT FERNIE. ASSIZES

Mr. Justice Morrison Presented
With White Gloves—Three
Givil Actions

Fernie, May 25.—The first session of
the Supreme court held in the new pro-
vincial court house, opened ' here with
Mr. Justice Morrison presiding. It was
a record making day in more than ene
particular.

When His Lordship made his appear-
ance in the room Deputy Sheriff M. A,
Kastner made the usual formal announce-
ment, and before the regular proceedings
began, Mr. Kastner, addressing His Lord-
ship, presented him with a pair of white
kid gloves, in accordance with a time
honored custom. when there are no crim-
inal cases upon t.iie docket for trial.

The deputy sheriff's speech was brief,
but in receiving them His Lordship taok
occasion, after thanking the donor for
the gloves and congratulating the officers
of the law whose duty it is to preserve
the peace of the commaunity, upon so re-
markable a record; he cast his eyes about
the elegantly finished court room and
spoke of the excellent appointments and
conveniences of the new -building, ~and
said that so far as his experience went
it was the finest building for the pur-
poses for which it had been erected that
he had held court in at any place in this
province.

It. was the first time in the history of
tne assize court in Fernie that there were
no criminal cases to try; it was the first
time the assize court had been held in the
new building, and Mr. Justice .forrison
happened to have been the first justice
to preside upon a former occasion, at the
first session of sueh a court held in
Fernie.

T HELP INMIGRANTS
WITH INFORMATION

Mayor Morley Recommends
the Government to Inaugurate
a Bureau of Information

The need of a provincial information
bureau for the benefit of immigrants
to British Coluinbia generally, and Vic-
toria particularly, has beemn brought
before the notice of the government by
Mayor Morley in a communication to
Hon. Dr. Young, the acting premier.

The letter illustrates the difficulties
of immigrants in obtaining the infor-
mation that might be helpful to them
on coming to a new e¢ountry where new
conditions and altered circumstances
prevail. To quote one or two of the
clauses, his worship says:

“Daily evidence of a growing nature
assures 'me that the time has arrived
when some government wmeasure Is
necessary on the lines of a bureau of
information and of labor, whereby
new arrivals can be registered and
brought into touch as quickly as pos-
sible with employment, with as little
expense as need be to employer and
employed. There are bprivate employ-
ment bureaus in Vancouver ahd in Vic-
toria, but they attack the situation
from a self-interest standpoint natur-
ally, and not from the necessarily
parential standpoints that should sur-
round newcomers unacquainted with
provincial conditions. Almost daily
cases wait upon me as their last resort,
seeking work.

“I do not anticipate any great sur-
plus of labor for the summer, but, if
the private -immigration continues at
its present pressure, and there should
later come a depression in labor em-
ployment, every city in the province
and the provinee at large would be
called upon to meet a difficult condi-
tion.

“I trust you will forgive me for thus
directing vour attention to this im-
portant matter, and for suggesting that
the government lose no time in creat-
ing and maintaining a system whereby
a continual oversight may be kept of
all newcomers, from the time they are
reportéd as leaving the Mother Coun-
try down to their obtaining employ-
ment in British Columbia. I presume
this might be done through existing
government agents throughout the
province, with the exception of the
cities, where a special government
bureau would have to be created. I
may say that so far those applying to
me for service are of a remarkably
good type of citizenship, the only criti-
cism that could fairly be made being
that, if anything, too many of them are
of the office and eity type for the de-
velopment of a new country.”

POPULATION OF
ENGLAND AND WALES

Provisional Returns Show an
Increase of 3,547,426
Over 1901

London, May 26.—Provisional figures
returned by the census officers give the
population of England and Wales this
yvear as 36,075,269, compared with 32,5627,-
843 in 1901. While most of the cities and
counties show an increase, there are
many cases, particularly in Wales,
where there has been an actual de-
crease.

Greater London’s population has in-
creased to 7,252,963 from 6,581,402 in 1901.
This increase is entirely im what ig
known as the outer ring, showing that
the péople are moving from the more
crowded -centres. In facét the' City of
London and the boroughs immeditely
about it sHows a decrease from 4,536,267
in 1901 to 4,522,96% in 1911

Paving. Schemes in the
City of Victoria = °

P

loan by-law on -Monday the city en=
gineer is at present engaged in arrang-
ing the order in which the work shall
be undertaken. It is assumed that the
sewerage and paving work throughout
the city will run concurrently: that is
to say, that immediately any- particu-
lar district has been sewered it will be
paved. ¢

The Canadian Mineral Rubber Com-
pany will follow ail the time in the
track of the seéwers, paving the stireets
as they leave the hands of the sewer
contractors. By this method a great
saving in time will be effected. Not
only so, for the convenience of confin-
ing all the street improvement opera-
tions to one particular locality at a
time will also save endless inconveni-
ence. For this purpose the city wjll be
divided into sections, and the facility

thus given to both phases of improve-
ment under way will be apparent to
everyone. :

At the present time there are many
streets ready for paving, and in ‘all
probability they will be handed over t¢
the paving company first. Then there
.are others-an which the sewerage sys-
tem has not been completed owing to
lack of funds. Now that the by-law
has passed, however, that difficulty js
removed and@ these streets will be ats
tended to-at an early date. The con-
struction of the main frunk seter
which it is proposed to run from a
point near Smith's Hill reservoir to Oak
Bay will be the moet costly individual
portion of the sewer contract, the sum
set aside for its execution being no less
than $112,000.

A most gratifying feature about these
great works which are.about teo start
is that they will furnish employment
for a large number of men, and will
keep them employed for a considerable
time to come.

The completion of the sewer system
should find a billet for any whom the
paving contractors might leave over.
In the specifications governing the con-
tract with the Canadian Mineral Rub-
ber Company +there is a clause en-
joining: the contractors to employ
Victorians wherever possible. For the
operation of its plant, and sundry other
positions, the company will of course
bring their own men to the city, but
in the general execution of the paving
work it is expected that they will not
harm the interests of the city workers
by bringing other laborers so long' as
men are available here. ;

EXENPTION OF
INPROVEMENTS

The New Westminster Council
Obeys Mandate of Peopie—
Land Tax Increased

New Westminster, May 25.—The
single tax jdea promulgated by Henry
George, in so far as it applies to the
cxemption of improvements from tax-
ation, was adopted by the city council
at its weekly meeting and will be en-
forced this year. This deecision will
result in an increased-tax on land in
order 10 meet the cstimated expendi-
tures for the year. As a conseguence
the tax rate was fixed at 30 mills gross
or 25 mills net on land only.

When a number of- meoney
were voted upon by the
recently a plebiscite was submitted
asking whether the ratepayers were
in favor of- excrupting improvements
from taxation. Thisz was decided in
the affirmative, and the action of
the council is & direct result of this
mandate of the people.

Last year, and for many years
previous, the tax rate of the city was
24 mills on the dollar gross and 20
mills ~ net. Improvements up to a
certain proportion were taxed, how-
ever. This year the rate will be 30
mills, but ' a discournt equal to 5 mills
on the deollar will' be given if . the
taxes are paid before August 1. The
exemption of improvements from tax-
is believed, stimulate
building in the city and discourage
the holding of unimproved property
for .speculation purposes.

Steamer Bureka Leaves San Fran-
cisco for Secret Destination.

San Francisco, May 26.—What 'is to
be the fate of the little steamer Eureka,
said to have departed from this port
with arms and ammunition, presum-
ably for the Mexican insurrectos, is a
much discussed topic along the water-
front. Shipping men were mildly in-
terested when the little wooden ves-
sel 'was taken from the mud flats in
Oakland creek and as hurriedly loaded,
ostensibly - for Amalpala, Honduras.

AWARDED SALVAGE IN

INVERNESSHIRE CASE

Falkland:Island Company Gets
£4,000 for Its Services
to Vessel

An interesting' aftermath to . the
abandonment of the British bargue
Invernesshire “off the Falkland 1Is-
lands .lagt June is an award recently
handed down by the British Admiralty
court, allowing the Falkland Island
Company, Ltd., -£4,000 salvage for
towing the abandoned hulk to port.
The - Invernesshire is now loading
Iumber at Vancouver for the United
Kingdom. Owing to the wide publ-
city given the vessel at the end of
her = sensational abandonment by
captain and erew the comment on the
decision of the Admiralty court given
by Fairplay will be of especial interest
to those who have been following the
adventures of the Invernesshire. It
is as follows:

The Falkland Island Company, Ltd.,
sought to- recover for salvage ser-
vices rendered to the barque Inver-
nesshire in June last. The value of
the Invernesshire was agreed on at
£3,800, of ‘her cargo £6,125 and of her
freight £850. The value of the plain-
tiff’s tug Samson was stated at £6,500.
On June 13, 1910, telephone informa-
tion was received from Darwin har-
bor,s East Falkland Island, that a large
vessel in distress had been seen from
North Arm, drifting in from the south,
near Hill Point, and the Samson,
which _was about to tow a vessel to
sea, was at once instructed to pro-
ceed in search of the distressed ves-
seL TR

About 7:30. a. m. June 14 the tug
came . up with the Invernesshire at
anchor .off - Hull . Point, abandoned.
The Samson ohtained extra hands and
anchored in Hull Point to wait until
the heavy gale which was then blow-
ing had moderated, and .on the follow-
ing day, the Samson proceeded to the
Invernesshire and the master boarded
the' vessel. The cable was cut and
slipped and about 4:30 p. m. towage
commenced and the . wvessel was
brought to safe moorimgs at Port
Stanley Harbor 4 p.-m. June 16.

Subsequently the Samson brought
the master and crew of the Invernes-
shire from where they had landed,
after abandoning the vessel, to Port
Stanley. It was contended that the
vessel had been wholly abandoned by
her crew and in a very perilous con-
dition, where, being in the track of
navigation' and without lights, she ran
risk of -collision and menace, and if
the weather continued bad, she would
probably have become a floating dere-
lict in the south Atlantic, be blown
ashore and become a total loss.

It was also maintained that if the
services of the Samson had not been
available the cargo would have been
a total loss. The defendants alleged
that at the time the vessel was taken
in tow she was tight, staunch and
strong, had ridden out one gale, she
was exposed to no danger, and had
she not. been removed by the ‘tug her
own crew was ready and willing and
would have been able to return aboard
and bring her to port.

The court said there was no doubt
that the vessel had been abandoned
for. some extraordinary a,nd insuffi-
cient reason and awarded £4,000.
