RICH GOLD STRIKE IN 
WASHINGTON PROPERTY London, March 8.—The British del­

egates to the International Tuberculo­
sis Congress held in Washington last 
fall issued a report to-day in which 
they pay a high tribute to the Amer­
ican preventitive method in this Held. 
They lay stress upon the completeness 
with which compulsory notification is 
carried out in New York and else­
where, and they insist upon the in­
dispensability of similar regulations in 
the United Kingdom, saying that when 
this is done equally good results can 
be expected here.

Kansas City, Me., March 8.—A not­
able decision in favor of the railroads 
was handed down to-day by Judge Mc­
Pherson, of the United States^ district 
court, in the two-cent fare and maxi­
mum freight rate cases involving eigh­
teen Missouri lines.

The railroads contended that the 
rates fixed by the statutes of the state 
were not remunerative but confisca­
tory, and that the enforcement of the 
statute be enjoined. The state brought 
proceedings to have them enforced.

“The question,” said Judge McPher­
son in his decision, “is whether the 
traffic wholly within the state of Mis­
souri generally referred to in the evi­
dence as local traffic, can be carried 
under the freight rate statute of 1907 
and the passenger fare statute of 1907 
at such profit as will give a reasonable 
return after paying expenses upon the 
investment, or whether such traffic is 
carried at a loss or less than such rea­
sonable profit. The court has reached 
the conclusion that upon this question, 
the statutory rates fixed by either and 
both statutes are not remunerative.”

Judge McPherson also says in the de­
cision that when the statutes in ques­
tion were enacted, it was believed by 
many that by reducing the fare there 
would be much more travel. For a 
month or so this proved to be true, but 
with the novelty gone the testimony 
showed that the increase has been less 
than three per cent and more nearly 
one per cent.

I hope to use 
the opportunities that I have in lec­
turing in various parts of the country 
to aid in this fight, and particularly 
to spread the knowledge of the fact 
that Nathan Straus has demonstrated, 
namely that milk can be separated 
from the list of causes of tuberculosis 
by Pasteurization.”

PREDICTS DIREFUL END 

FOR OLD MOTHER EARTH

Tramp Planet Will Collide With 
Sun—“We Shall Know 

No More.”

Boston, Mass., March 8.—Professor 
Percival Lowell, in a lecture on Cos­
mic Physics, gave a graphic descrip­
tion of the end of the world because 
of the collision of some dark star and 
the sun. The lecture at Huntington 
hall is the first in a series of six. Pro­
fessor Lowell stated that unseen bodies 
in the universe must be more numerous 
than the visible bodies. He described 
the approach of some dark star to the 
earth’s sun.

“It would of necessity be a dark one,” 
he said, “for none of the bright stars 
could do this in aeons of ages. Such a 
body might be coming to meet the sun 
at about the speed with which the sun 
is moving through space, the relative 
approach being then about twenty-two 
miles a second.

"If the stranger were caught at the 
eleventh magnitude, which is about the 
practical limit, it would then be about 
one hundred and fifty astronomical

London, March 5.—Startling allega­
tions concerning the diseased condi­
tion of some recent consignments of 
American meat are contained in a re­
port by Dr. Williams, medical officer 
of the port of London, presented to the 
city council.at the Guildhall yesterday.

In a shipment of meat that arrived 
on February 2nd, consisting of tongues, 
kidneys, liver, tripe, lamb plucks and 
sweetbreads. Dr. Williams reports that 
he found 528 sheep livers and 130 lungs 
diseased out of a total of 2,400. There
were also three hundred frozen hog 
carcases e» board this ship, of which 
15 were minus ' the lymphatic glands. 
One carcase was affected with tuber­
culosis.

“There is no necessity,” he declared, 
"of removing the lymphatic glands un­
less with some specific object, and pre­
sumably in the cases of the 15 carcases 
foupjl without glands they had been 
discovered, on inspection in the United 
States, to show some evidence of dis­
ease.”

Continuing, Dr. Williams pointed out 
that in the above consignment more 
than six hundred cases of tongues, 
livers, plucks, etc., bore an official tag 
that they had been inspected and pass­
ed as sound in the country of exporta­
tion.

The city council decided to forward 
Dr. Williams’ report to the local gov­
ernment board, with the idea that 
the statements therein be brought to 
the notice of United States Ambassa­
dor Reid and the sanitary authori­
ties, and that earnest representations 
be made to the board to give this mat­
ter attention in the interests of the 
public health. A number of members 
of the health committee commented 
on the conditions set forth in Dr. Wil­
liams' report.

“If such abominable filth as diseased
liver has been eaten by the poor,” they 
said, "it will lead to an increase of the 
terrible'- disease of cancer.’*

They declared the question to be one 
of national importance, affecting the 
health of the whole United Kingdom,

PROSPECTS OF 
BIG COAL STRIKE

OFFICIALS OF UNITED
MINE WORKERS MEET

Expiration of Agreement With 
Operators on March 31 

is Discussed.

Wilkesbarre, Pa„ March 5.—The an­
thracite district officers of the United 
Mine Works of America are in session 
here to-day with Thomas L. Lewis, the 
national president, and about half of 
the forty national organizers now in 
the hard coal fields, going over their 
demands and arranging to submit them 
to the operators. President Lewis ar­
rived here last night from Philadelphia 
and is making his headquarters in the 
same hotel from which John Mitchell 
directed the great strike of 1902.

Despite the denials made last night 
Mr. Lewis admitted that he had seen 
President Baer, of the Reading Com­
pany, In Philadelphia yesterday, but he 
declined to disclose what was discussed 
at the conference. It is understood, 
however, that his sole purpose In call­
ing on Mr. Baer wag to arrange for a 
conference with all the operators In 
New York, probably next week.

The conference took up the ques­
tions of an eight-hour day, the collec­
tions of dues for the unions by the 
companies known as the “check-off 
system,” the weighing of coal and the 
increase In pay for outside men. There 
are other demands, but these are the 
most Important ones.

Following their rule, the members of 
the conference decline to discuss the 
present situation for publication, but 
It is expected that President Lewis, 
with the consent of the others present, 
will make a statement this afternoon 
with regard to to-day’s conference.

After to-day’s meeting President 
Lewis will leave for Indianapolis to 
confer with the bituminous members of 
the general committee in charge of the 
anthracite miners' demands, after 
which It-is probable the scene will shift 
to New York.

Mr. Lewis said1, to-day he hoped to 
meet the operators In that city next 
week. There is much speculation as to 
what the outcome of the negotiations 
will be. The miners look for a suspen­
sion at the expiration of the present 
agreement on March 31st until negotia­
tions are concluded. They believe their 
demands will be declined at first, but 
hope at last to reach some compromise.

Ex-Prèsident Roosevelt Writes 
Hrs First Editorial in New 

York Outlook.

New York, March 5.—The first edi­
torial article from thé pen of former 
President Roosevélt, which appears in 
the March issue Of the Outlook, deals 
with thé subject of “Journalism.” It 
says, in part:

“Every owner, editor or reporter of a 
conscientious newspaper is an asset of 
real value to the community. We have 
many newspapers, big and little, of this 
kind. But we also have many that are 
emphatically not of this kind.

“During the last few years it has be­
come evident that certain newspapers 
are controlled by men who have gained 
wealth In evil fashion, who desired to 
stifle honest public opinion' and who 
find an Instrument In the purchased 
mendacity of those who edit and write

Mr. Roosevelt then pays his respects 
to “The Apostles of that hideous yel­
low journalism which defies the cult 
of the mendacious, the sensational and 
the insane.”

In conclusion he refers to another 
“type of temptation which has great 
fascination for men of cultivation and 
which Is quite as fatal to their use­
fulness as yellow Journalism.”

He says of these:
"A newspaper which avoids vulgar 

sensationalism, which appeals to peo­
ple of taste and intelligence, may 
nevertheless do them grave harm and 
be within Its own rather narrow 
limits an element of serious mischief; 
for it may habitually and consistently 
practice a malign and slanderous un­
truthfulness which, though more re­
fined, is as immoral as sensationalism.

“A -cultivated man of good Intelli­
gence who has acquired the knack of 
saying bitter things, but who lacks the 
robustness to fight alone among men is 
apt, If his nature has anything of 
meanness or untruthfulness, to sit in 
cloistered aloofness and to endeavor by 
an unceasing output of slander to bol­
ster up his own uneasy desire to be 
considered superior.

“Now, a paper edited by men of this 
stamp does not have much popular in­
fluence, but it may exert a real In­
fluence for evil by the way In which it 
teaches young men of good education 
that decent and upright men 
properly the subjects for foul attacks 
as the most debased corruptionist; that 
efficiency and wickedness are Inter­
changeable and that the correct atti­
tude to adopt in facing the problems of 
our time is one of sneering and sup­
ercilious untruthfulness.”

Daylight Saving Bill Passes 
Second Reading at West­

minster.

London, March 5.—The Daylight Sav­
ing bill passed Its second reading in 
the House of Commons to-day by 130 
votes to 94. This bill was drafted to 
promote the earlier use of daylight in 
certain months yearly, by putting for­
ward the clock twenty minutes on four 
successive Sundays in April, and by re­
versing the process on the four Sun­
days in September. The bill, It has 
been argued, would be of great ben­
efit to all classes by giving the people 
just so much more sunlight in which 
to have recreation, while the wage 
earners would retire earlier and 
thereby save the expense of light.

WIRELESS RECORD
ON PACIFIC OCEAN

Aki Maru Keeps in Touch With 
Shore Throughout 

Voyage.

With its wireless equipment the Nip­
pon Yusen Kaisha steamship Aki Maru 
has performed the feat of completing 
the passage of 4,240 miles from Yoko­
hama, Japan, to Victoria without be­
ing out of communication with either 
shore, says the Seattle Post-Intelligen- 
cer. A report of the achievement was 
made upon the arrival of the steam­
ship in Seattle at noon yesterday.

Capti J. Nagao, master of the Aki 
Maru, explains that the wireless ser­
vice was maintained by the aid of 
other vessels of his line and govern­
ment stations in Japan and British Co­
lumbia. To a point in the Pacific more 
than 1,000 miles off the Japanese coast 
the instruments were almost constant­
ly taking messages direct from the 
Japanese land station. As the Aki pro­
ceeded toward America she was passed 
by another steamship in the Nippon 
Yusen Kaisha fleet, bound for Japan. 
By relaying messages, communication 
with Japan was unbroken until a 
steamship was picked up proceeding 
out of Puget §ound, which was able to 
relay messages to stations on the west 
coast of Vancouver island.

The steamers of the Nippon Yusen 
Kaisha fleet were among the first 
trans-oceanic steamships to install 
wirelesa apparatus. The service was at

VICTORIA’S BUILDING
RECORD A HIGH ONE

Calgary Only Western City 
Which Leads in Permits 

Issued.

From statistics contained in Con­
struction, a Toronto building, journal, 
which is supplied monthly with the of­
ficial figures of the building taking 
place in most of the Canadian cities, 
Victoria is shown on the comparison of 
figures between the month of January, 
1908 and 1909 to be far ahead of Van­
couver, while both cities are ahead of 
Toronto, which has this year fallen 
back to a decrease. While Vancouver 
has only had an increase of 1.53 per 
cent., Victoria looms large beside it 
with an increase of 42.67 per cent. To­
ronto's decrease is 19.90, making Vic­
toria’s increase over Toronto 62.57 for 
the month.

The statistics show that twelve of 
fifteen cities sending figures have given 
comparative returns of which nine 
have shown increases and three losses. 
The opinion given by Construction is

•catifig prosperity throughout Canada, 
while the west is marked as entering 
on a banner year. Victoria is one of 
the leading western cities, Edmonton’s 
increase being but 7 per cent, on Janu­
ary of 1908, and Calgary alone surpass­
ing Victoria with 61.32 per cent. From 
the increased building permits issued in 
February this year in Victoria there »» 
every indication that Victoria will lead 
the other cities on increase again for 
last month, when the full returns are 
sent in.

FISHERY QUESTIONS
ARE CONSIDERED

E. G. Taylor Appeared Before 
Board of Trade To-day— 

Fishermen’s Complaint.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
At a meeting of the council of the 

Board of Trade held this morning, E. 
G. Taylor, inspector of fisheries for 
Vancouver island, was present at the 
invitation of the board. Mr. Taylor re­
ported that the proposed closed sea­
son for halibut during the month of 
March would not come Into effect at 
present.

A memorial to the board from the 
local fishermen was' also considered. 
The memorial was as follows:

“Re Japanese methods of marketing 
cod fish, etc. That by the system of 
keeping the fish alive in tanks or 
boxes great numbers die before they 
can be gotten to market, and are 
thrown away. The fish that remain 
alive are kept in perforated boxes in 
the harbors until required. Of these 
numbers die; others become.blind and 
are put in fish shops unfit for food.

“The sanitary officer in Nanaimo re­
cently ordered a great quantity of 
these boxed fish destroyed. In Victoria 
harbor quantities of this fish are kept 
in boxes from day to day until they 
can be sold.

“We therefore, as fishermen engaged 
for many years in pursuit of our call­
ing, enter our united protest against 
this method of marketing fish caught 
in these waters, as we firmly believe 
if this system is not stopped it will 
mean the ruin of the fishery industry 
as regards this particular species of 
fish.”

It was understood that Mr. Taylor 
would have the local fish guardian look 
into the matter in conjunction with the 
city sanitary inspector with a view to 
preventing either the waste of fish or 
the sale of any in a condition unfit for 
human food.

HINDU SENT TO JAIL.

Bootah Singh Will Have Opportunity 
to Cook His Own Food.

Boota Singh, a Hindu

WILL ERECT NEW OFFICES.

B. C. Electric Railway Comapny Will 
Soon Commence Work on Build­

ing in Vancouver.

Vancouver, M^rch 4.—The building at 
the corner of blastings and Carroll 
streets, at present occupied by the B.
C. Electric Company, is to be torn 
down, and a new four storey, fire­
proof, pressed brick structure Is to be 
erected there. The cost of the new 
building will approximate $750,000, and 
the expectation is that It will be com­
pleted in about eighteen months.

The work of removing the present 
building will be begun in about three 
weeks’ time. The new building in its 
completed form will have at 71-foot 
frontage on Hastings street, about 202 
feet on Carroll street, and 218 feet on 
the Canadian Pacific right-of-way. The 
width of the building In the rear will 
be about-200 feet. It Is proposed that 
the general offices of the company shall 
be accommodated on the lower floor 
which will also embrace a passenger 
station, waiting rooms, etc., with mod­
ern conveniences for taking care of 
passenger traffic. The station depart­
ment will have accommodation for 
three or four tracks and will be plant­
ed with a view of providing for the 
needs of a growing city. The three up­
per floors of the building will be given 
up to office room. The construction of 
the new station will begin so soon as 
the present structure Is out of the way.

VESSEL WHICH TRAVELS
44 MILES AN HOUR

H. M. S. Tartar is a Formidable 
Craft in Every 

•, Respect.

With the news that H. M. S. Tartar, 
some six or nine months after being 
taken into commission, attained a speed 
of 38.3 knots on one of her periodical 
full speed trials, the fact is again 
brought into prominence that this ves­
sel has, from its first trial run, very 
considerably exceeded all the anticipa­
tions that had been made with regard 
to her speed.

There have been rumors that on a 
trial in the North Sea, a few we^ks 
back, she actually exceeded 40 knots. 
This, however, cannot be confirmed, as 
trial results of vessels in commission 
are regarded by the British admiralty 
as secrets to be jealously guarded. The 
fact has, however, been officially noti­
fied that a speed of over 38 knots (say 
44 miles) has been attained by this 
marvellous example of modern warship 
construction, in fully loaded condition, 
with the full complement of men, guns, 
and stores. This places the Tartar 
well beyond the range of any other 
vessel afloat in the matter of speed, 
the next fastest speed recorded being 
just over 35 knots (nearly three kndts 
slower.)

The Tartar exceeded its guaranteed 
speed of 33 knots on its first prelimin­
ary trial by 1)4 knots. Its official trials 
were carried out and completed within 
two months of launching, when records 
were made that are even now un­
broken, and finally, to bring a brilliant 
career right up to date, the vessel 
shows herself the better for wear, in 
being able to improve her previous rec­
ord while handled by navy men. 
Special strains are set up in vessels of 
such high power and speed, both in 
hull, machinery, and boilers, but it is a 
roint worthy of notice that though 
tube* of boilers of the straight-tube 
type, which are now being generally 
adopted for destroyers and other war 
vessels, have had to be replaced within 
three months of commissioning, owing 
to distortion, the boilers of.the Tartar, 
which #re of the small tube Thomey- 
croft type, have given nearly twelve 
months’ service without causing any 
trouble.

The general assumption that because 
a vessel has such a high speed she must 
be unsea worthy or flimsily constructed 
is not by any means correct In the 
case of the Tartar. Her displacement 
is between 800 and 900 tons, and her 
fuel capacity is sufficient for a run of 
about 1,700 miles, 
pounder guns and two torpedo tubes, 
and is therefore a formidable craft In 
every respect.

Prescription Blanks.

BRITISH COLUMBIA HAS 
NOW A MODEL MEASURE

Public Are Protected and All 
Medical Schools Get 

Fair Play.

Legislative Press Gallery, March 4.
In the bill respecting the profession 

of medicine and surgery, the considera­
tion of which in committee was practi­
cally finished this afternoon, the pro­
vince will have an act by which the 
practice of medicine will be raised to 
a standard equal to that obtaining in 
every other province.

The measure has been carefully 
drawn by Dr. J. H. King, member for 
Cranbrook, who has been in charge of 
it throughout, and with scene amend­
ments which he has made and others 
suggested to him to-day, it protects 
the public fully from the irregular 
practice of quacks and so-caiied heal­
ers, while it gives generous equitable 
treatment to all the recognized schools 
of medical science. Every conceivable 
contingency has been provided for, and 
the public can rest assured that the 
general good of the community is be­
ing served as well as that of the mem­
bers of the noblest of professions. 
While the act provides that all practi­
tioners must be registered members of 
the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons of British Columbia, it cannot be 
said to create what is often, and loose­
ly, described as a close corporation.

In getting the bill through committee 
Dr. King was assisted by the other 
medical men in the House—Hon. Dr. 
Young, Dr. Hall (Nelson), and Dr. Ker- 
gin (Skeena.)

The minister of agriculture this after­
noon Introduced, by message, a bill "to 
provide for the establishment of depots 
and facilities for the preparation for 
marketing and shipment of provincial- 
grown fruit.”

The attorney-general brought In a 
bill amending the special act passed in 
1907, which dealt, among other things, 
with the Victoria West arbitration. The 
bill corrects clerical errors pointed out 
in the recent litigation, and specifically 
empowers the arbitrator to determine 
the bounds of lots.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved that it 
should be deemed unprofessional con­
duct for a member of the college to hold 
an interest in any drug store or asso­
ciation, or to place the name of any 
drug store or association on any pre­
scription issued by him.

Dr. King pointed out that this would 
work an injustice In some cases, how­
ever desirable it was on general 
grounds that physicians should not 
have an interest in drug concerns.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite struck out this 
part of his amendment, and the provi­
sion as to not placing the name of any 
drug store on prescriptions was accept­
ed by the committee and placed in the 
bill

Mr. Jardine’s toamendments as 
nurses were not considered, as Hon. 
Dr. Young showed that they would in­
volve public expenditure. His amend­
ment calling for the establishment by 
the government of public dispensaries, 
in charge of a certificated druggist, for 
sale by prescription, had to be dropped 
for the same reason.

The burden of proof as to registration 
is placed on the person charged with 
any breach of the act.

In passing section 61, defining the 
practice of medicine, the committee so 
amended it as to protect dentists, 
pharmacists, opticians, optometrists, 
vendors of instruments, apparatus and 
appliances, ordinary nurses, chiropo­
dists and ordinary bath attendants. .

Section 62 was amended so as to per­
mit private individuals to give neces­
sary medical or surgical aid in times of 
urgent need even if they are paid for 
their services.

Subjects for Dissecting Table.
On the closing sections, dealing with 

the gruesome topic of subjects for an­
atomy, there was some discussion. The 
sections were made permissive, instead 
of mandatory, and set forth that the 
bodies of persons found dead or who 
have been objects of public charity 
may be handed over for dissection un­
less the person has otherwise directed 
or the body is claimed by bona fide 
friends or relatives. The hospital au­
thorities or coroner so handing over a' 
body is to receive $10 from the person 
receiving it, the money to be applied 
In every case to hospital maintenance. 
A practitioner is obliged to give secur­
ity before a justice of the peace in the 
sum of $100 and two sureties in $50 each 
that he will givp decent interment to 
the bodies after they have served the 
purposes required.

Parker Williams looked on this as a 
most cruel section. Persons falling by 
the way were to suffer the horrid jien- 
aity of being handed over to amateur 
saw-bones for practice in cutting up 
the human body.

Hon., Dr. Young pointed out to the 
House that subjects for anatomical dis­
section were necessary in medical 
schools. In days gone by the demand 
had been supplied by grave-robbing, 
until this scandal became so great that 
legislatures had to step in and end it 
by providing that unclaimed bodies 
should be handed over. Dr. Young as­
sured the House that subjects were not 
exploited as heartlessly as Mr. Wil­
liams imagined, and pointed to the sec­
tion which made decent sepulchre for 
the lemains imperative.

“Why not make some profit out of 
these bodies by selling them and turn­
ing the money over to the medical as­
sociation?” was Mr. Williams’ grim 
query on the section regarding the pay­
ment of $10.

John Jardine considered it very un - 
fortunate indeed that the poor, because 
poor, were the class to furnish subjects 
for the operating table. He thought it 
a question whether a body picked up,

Mr. Oliver moved for the appointment 
of a select committee of five, to con­
sist of Messrs. Garden, Grant, Ross, 
Henderson and the mover, to inquire 
into the truth, or otherwise, of the al­
legations sent out in the petition of 
John McLarty, presented to the House 
on February 17th.

I THE COAL COMBINE.

What a bugbear the Tory press 
would like to make the public believe 
the Ottawa government to: be. We 

told that If the McBride govern­
ment were to undertake to enforce the 
Statute law against combines, such 
action might lead to all sorts of com­
plications. Whenever an excuse is de­
sired for the Attomey-Genèral refusing 
to do dis duty as the “chief law officer 
qf the Crown" in the provincè, the 
bogy is set up that the federal govern­
ment might question the powers and 
the Jurisdiction of this adroit official.

It is the conviction of every individ­
ual consumer of coal that the prices 
charged for that commodity are out­
rageous, all the circumstances of pro­
duction considered. There is abso­
lutely no doubt In the minds of the 
people that the exorbitant prices 
çjiarged for coal are the result of a 
combine,.notwithstanding the conven­
ient belief of the Socialist members of 
the Legislature that the result in 
question is brought about by the op­
erations of the economic law of sup­
ply. and demand. Every one who has 
given any thought to the, question 
knows that thefie is no coal produced 
in the western part of this continent 
that can compete in the open market 
with the coal of British Columbia. The 
cost of production is certainly not 
greater here than it is in the state of 
Washington. The operators in that- 
state claim the cost is lower. The 
quality of the coal Is very much infer­
ior, while there is a duty charged, which 
adds to the disabilities of the Wash­
ington miners undertaking to do, busi­
ness in this province. Therefore the 
task of creating a, domestic monopoly 
has not been -difficult. • *

In discussing this matter the other 
day, we pointed out that not only were 
the consumers of the province com­
pelled to pay the tax the MfiBrldq gov­
ernment claims .it collects , froiy the 
mihç operators . upon all coal, sold 
Within the province, but that the .local 
consumers were a tee forced to pay 
the tax upon coal sold in foreign 
countries. That is a fact. There is 
no question whatever about it. We 
might have gone farther, however, and 
said that the individual consumers 
also paid the tax upon the coal used 
by large consumers, such as steamship 
companies. If the government had 
consented,, as requested by the oppo­
sition, to institute an investigation, 
the fact, would have been established 
also.- But the government preferred 
to keep the facts dark, hence It or­
dered 1 ta obedient supporters to vote 
for the shelving of the resolution.

In the' meantime, what is the situa­
tion? The coal measures of the 
province, ostensibly, are the property 
ot all the people, and the public ought 
to at least share In the benefits which, 
under a -fair system of administration 
of natural resources of such great po­
tential value às coal, would naturally 
flow theteffom. But the coal lands are 
being, gradually absorbed by private 
companies and are being exploited ex­
clusively for private gain. The results 
of this policy can be seen in circum­
stances plain to every observer who 
makes a proper use of his faculties. 
The government will not give the 
protection to consumers which It is its 
duty' to give. In some of the other 
provinces of the Dominion, notably in 
the province of Ontaria, as soon as the 
fact became Apparent that combines 
had been formed and were in oper­
ation to the hurt of the people, action 
Was taken against such monopolies by 
the law officers of the Crown, heavy 
fines were inflicted and other meas­
ures taken -in the interests of the con­
sumers. It is only necessary for At­
torney-General Bowser to proceed 
against this alleged coal combine and 
the fact will speedily be demonstrated 
whether It is a. combine exacting exor­
bitant . prices or merely a benevolent 
monopoly operating for the good of the 
community. That is all the public asks, 
and It Is something the public has 
a right to expect. An obvious disregard 
of this expectation the government 
ought to be held responsible for.

GAME AND ITS PRESERVATION.

The government is showing some In­
terest in the important question of the 
preservation of the wild game of the 
province, for which it is to be com­
mended. There Is not a province in 
the Dominion, nor a state In the Amer­
ican union, that is not displaying a 
similar disposition. It is only within 
recent years that the governing pow­
ers in various parts of this continent 
have become seized of the idea that 
game is of any particular value. In 
some of the provinces of Canada and 
many states of the union the consti­
tuted authorities realised too late the 
truth In regard to this metier. They 
began to take measures far game pre­

age of the earth being but a few thou­
sand years, instead of tens of thou­
sands of years, was no longer enter­
tained by the majority of preachers in 
private, however timid they might be 
In giving public expression to their 
opinions.

The Vancouver Province thinks the 
Liberal press of Canada is making an 
unjustifiable use of the forged telegram 
which was handed tq Mr. G. H. Bar­
nard on the Saturday evening preced­
ing the Dominion general election by 
an "emissary of the Victoria Colonist," 
read at a meeting then being held, and 
subsequently printed in the Colonist 
as a “fac simile" of an actual telegram 
received by it from the leader of the 
Dominion opposition. All that the Lit­
eral press asks is that the matter shall 
be cleared up and the responsibility for 
the crime placed upon the proper 
shoulders. Mr. Borden is in a position 
to lend some assistance in this mat­
ter, and, As he declines to perform in 
obvious duty, he, as an accessory after 
the fact, must bear his share of the 
odium of the dirty transaction. The 
sins of the leader and the organ are 
of course visited upon the heads ci the 
party at large, and this it is that re­
putable Conservative newspaper? ob­
ject to. They all concede that tbs al­
leged confession made to the Bishop of 
Columbia was a fake calling for severer 
condemnation than the original trans­
gression.

The opinion of the Province conveyed 
in an article published in Thursday's 
edition indicates that the Conserva­
tive party is now quite as fully deter­
mined as the Liberal party that the 
scandalous affair must be inquired into 
and cleared up. Our Vancouver con­
temporary says:

“It seems impossible for the Liberal 
press of eastern Canada to get over 
the incident of the forged telegram 
which was published by the Victoria 
Colonist and used, It may be, with 
some effect, at a meeting In Mr. Bar­
nard’s interest at the last federal elec­
tion campaign. The Toronto Globe Is 
especially Indignant that such a po­
litical atrocity should have been com­
mitted and devotes generous space in 
its precious editorial columns to re­
viewing the occurrence in every possi­
ble light. But the Globe is inclined to 
make use of the matter in a way which 
is almost as unjustifiable as the act of 
the Colonist in giving publicity to the 
forgery. The Toronto paper directs all 
its anger against Mr. R. L. Borden, the 
Conservative leader, whose message—a 
perfectly frank and honest one—was 
so distorted without his knowledge or 
consent. The intention of the Globe, 
of course, is so easily apparent and its 
attempt so disingenuous that it will 
carry little weight either with its own 
party or with the unattached public.

“But there are many papers besides 
the Globe which are considering the 
explanation of the matter given to the 
public by Bishop Perrin, and these pa­
pers while not doubting the bishop’s 
bona tides are disinclined to place 
much trust in the version he has given. 
They are disposed' to the opinion that 
the bishop is, without his knowledge, 
being ‘used.’

“It is really interesting to read the 
comments of these papers on the con­
fession which the unknown reprobate 
made to his spiritual guide and in 
which he took upon himself all the 
burden of infamy attaching to the for­
gery. They point out that the state­
ments of the confessed culprit do not 
sound truthful to one who understands 
the reutine of newspaper work, and 

-especially of that part of newspaper 
work connected with the reception of 
telegraphic messages. They point out, 
too, the discrepancies between the 
count of the Colonist and that given 
in the letter signed by Bishop Benin 
as to details. In fact, all the newspa­
pers in the East which have so far 
given any attention to the matter at 
all, appear to reject the story as In­
credulous and as calculated only to de­

certain ing the facts, 
duty and enacted a farce of passing 
the responsibility on to the govern­
ment at Ottawa. The Dominion au­
thorities have nothing whatever to do 
with the administration of justice. 
That is matter which under the con­
stitution is reserved for the various 
provinces. It is the prerogative of the 
Crown as represented In the provinces 
to carry out the law of thè land and 
to punish persons or concerns break­
ing the law. If the Dominion gov­
ernment were to invade the rights of 
the province of—British Columbia in 
this or any othi& matter, there would 
be a loud howl from Attorney-General 
Bowser about the arrogance of the fed­
eral authorities^ The operations of 
combines in other provinces, and par­
ticularly In the province of Ontario, 
have been Investigated by the provin­
cial government, and where charges 
have been proved punishment has been 
inflicted. If it be true, as ' apologists 
for the McBride government maintain 
in this matter of vital import to the 
people, that the price of coal Is a re­
sult of the economic law of supply and 
demand, neither the combination nor 
the government had anything to fear 
front an investigation. The govern­
ment evidently ha*' something to fear 
or it would have acceded to the wish 
of the opposition. The passage of the 
memorial as amended can have no re­
sult, because the Dominion govern­
ment will be particularly careful in 
this matter, as in all other matters, 
not to infringe upon the domain of 
the province. The consumers of the 
province must continue to pay not 
only a monopolistic price for their 
fuel, but also the tax which the gov­
ernment collects, ostensibly from the 
companies, upon all coal produced, in­
cluding the coal sold to fortunate con­
sumers outside of the province.

Ottawa, March 8.—In the Commons 

this afternoon Hon. W. S. Felding in­
troduced a new- insurance bill with im­
portant amendments to the original 
draft of the bill of last session. The 
main changes made are in respect to 
provisions regarding investments with 
the view of meeting the objections rais­
ed by the companies that the restric­
tions in the first bill were too drastic. 
The new bill gives greater latitude re­
specting the class legal securities. T*.e 
clause regarding publicity and the de­
tails of returns to the government are 
little changed. Directors are ta be 
elected proportionately by policyhold­
ers and shareholders, two of each class 
to retire annually.

The clause in the first bill limiting 
the expenses of getting new business 
is changed to refer to expenses gener­
ally without specifying new business. 
The British life officers actuarial tables 
have been adopted as a standard in 
the new bill. In the investment clause 
the principal changes are: Funds may­
be invested, (1) in bonds of any com­
pany secured by a -trust company 
mortgage, provided this company be 
established for five years; (2) in a com­
pany’s debentures of five years' stand­
ing instead of seven years as in the 
old bill; (3) in common stocks of au­
thorized companies which x have paid 
dividends Tor five years. The old bill 
specified the rate of dividend must be 
at least 4 per cent; (4) in bonds of au­
thorized companies as well as in 20 
per cent of the stock. In the old bill 
investments were limited to 20 per cent 
of the total of the stock of the com­
panies.

The old bill provided that securities, 
not legally held under the amended 
investment clauses, must be disposed of 
within five years. The new bill re­
moved the time limit, enabling com­
panies to hold all the securities held 
now. The bill was referred to the 
banking and commerce committee for 
consideration,

byThere can be no doubt of the health­
iness of Victoria. The Registrar-Gen­
eral’s statistics for last year prove it, 
showing a falling off in the number of 
deaths registered in the city in 1908 
as compared with the previous year.

In the twelve months of last year 
there passed away 279 males and 166 
females, a total of 435, the number for 
1907 being 439. There is a greater per­
centage of deaths among people well 
up in years than in other cities, more 
people attaining an old age in this cli­
mate. There were 73 deaths under 
three years old, 14 under ten, 21 under 
twenty-one years, 88 under forty, 97 
under sixty, 62 under seventy, 46 un­
der eighty, 14 under ninety, and 7 over 
ninety, at least one being a centenar­
ian. Tubercular diseases account for 
180 of the deaths.

In the province as a whole there were 
2,537 deaths as compared with 2,396 in 
1907, an increase of 6 per cent, 
deaths of males were as two to one to 
females, 1,731 of the former and 801 
of the latter. In five cases, three of 
them from Vancouver, the sex was not 
given. There was a noticeably larger 
death-rate among young children in 
the terminal city, 192 under three years 
old out of 851 in all.

The birth-rate is increasing in the 
province. There were 3,684 children 
born in 1908, as against 3,047 in 1907, 
an increase of 21 per cent. In Victoria 
there were 374 males and 356 females 
born, or 730 in all. The figure in 1907 
was 525. Vancouver had an increase of 
only 118 by births during the year to 
205 in Victoria.

Of marriages there were 2,142 regis­
tered during the year, as compared 
with 2,025 in the previous twelve 
months, of which 531 were registered in 
this city, an increase of 21 over 1907.

Kokovsoff, “the stability of our fin­
ances is as great as before the war and 
the internal disturbances. Our reserve 
exceeds the colossal amount of L200,- 
000,000 roubles (about $600,000,000), our 
gold surplus ensuring our right to issue 
currency amounts to $42,000,000. It is 
often pointed out that our budget is 
founded entirely upon indirect taxes, 
Which impose hardships on the mass 
of the population. If this is really true, 
the income tax must be instituted so 
that we may show that our budget is 
based on the taxation not of the poor 
but of the richer element.”

The association acted as a great em­
ployment agency and the miners in 
turn were able to make living wages 
during the winter instead of leaving to 
come out as was done in other years. 
In some instances more than a living 
wage was earned.

To the merchants the benefits were 
indirect. The men remaining in the 
country had to purchase supplies so 
that the stores reaped the benefits from 
the sale of goods.

Mr. Pinkiert says the commissioner, 
Alex. Henderson, is very popular. He 
is filling the position with the highest 
credit to himself and is liked by all 
sections of the community. During the 
past winter he delivered a series of 
public lectures upon popular subjects 
that were very much enjoyed.

Major Wood at the head of the 
Mounted Police there, is conducting the 
affairs with which he is connected in a 
highly creditable manner and the ad* 
ministration of justice is excellent.

Suffering From Cramp, White 
Drops Out at Twentieth 

Mile. INFANT COMES TO LIFE
WHEN IN COFFIN

New York, March 6.—Matt Maloney, 
of Yonkers, who on December 26th] won 
the Rye to Manhattan Marathon, race 
in the fast time of 2:36:26 1-6 and the 
amateur indoor Marathon at Madison 
Square. Garden two weeks later, eas­
ily defeated Paddy White, the Irish 
champion Marathon runner, in a Mar­
athon race last night in the Sixty- 
ninth Regiment armory. Maloney fin­
ished the 26 miles 385 yards in 2:57:23.

White was obliged to quit in the 
twentieth mile, Maloney at that stage 
being three-quarters of a mile in the 
iead. White was taken to his dress­
ing room suffering from contracted 
muscles of his left leg. He said that 
this was caused by his continual turn­
ing to the left side. He is not used 
to running on an oval track, all his 
previous work having been done in the 
open. The prize for last night’s race 
was $1,500 to the winner and $500 to the 
loser.

The men were sent away at 10:04 
o’clock. Senator T. P. Sullivan handled 
the starting gun. Maloney led during 
the first mile with White about three 
yards away, both running in easy 
strides. Time of first mile—5:05.

Maloney continued in the lead for 
three miles, but a few yards below the 
three-mile mark White forged ahead 
of him and at the five miles was ten 
yards ahead. During the seventh mile 
White spurted and gained a lap. This 
lead he continued to increase until at 
the tenth mile he was a lap and a half 
in front of his rival. Time for ten 
miles—69:03.

Up to and after the fifteenth mile 
White maintained his lead, but then 
he faltered a trifle and Maloney went 
after him and gradually cut down his 
lead.

At the end of the eighteenth mile 
Maloney was only thirty yards behind 
White, whom he soon passed. Another 
mile saw Maloney two laps in the lead, 
the little Dublin runner having stopped 
almost to a walk. During the twentieth 
mile Maloney went farther ahead, 
that when the twetrty miles 
pleted he was eight laps ahead. White 
quit at this stage of he race, having 
run to the limit of his endurance. The 
time for the twenty miles was 2:05:30.

Comox, March 5.—The second meeting the day. 
of the Comox Branch of the Vancouver 
Island Development League was held 
on Tuesday, 2nd inet., at the Courtenay 
Agricultural hall. The following were 
present: 1 Messrs. Duncan, (in the 
chair), Mr. Halliday, H. Morrison,
Holmes, Robt. Llewellen-Wood, A. Ur- 
quhart, J. McPhee, Mason, Grieves,
Johnson, J. McKenzie, I. Halltçlay,
Hanigan, W. Urquhart and S. Plercy.

The president opened the discussion 
by reference to the letter asking the 
government for $26,666 for the construc­
tion of new trails. No action had as 
yet been taken. Mr. McPhee urged that 
steps be taken to Induce settlers to 
com# into the district.

Mr. Shopland hoped the work of the 
league was not to go along the lines of 
advertisement only. Efforts must be 
made to make the district attractive by 
showing signs of progress. He favored 
a central office where strangers could 
go and get information about the dis­
trict

Residents of the district, he said, 
should co-operate to get machinery for 
clearing land and he thought the gov­
ernment should loan money for tills ob­
ject without Interest..

A committee was appointed to draw 
up a joint resolution advocating rail­
way development.

"Whereas the board of trade of Vic­
toria city has undertaken to propagate 
a vigorous publicity movement having 
for its object the advertising of the 
great undeveloped natural resources of 
Vancouver Island; and whereas the 
movefent has already resulted In the 
organization of a league In Victoria, 
known as the Vancouver Island Devel­
opment League of Victoria, with branch 
leagues in every city and settled dis­
trict of the Island; and' whereas that 
portion of Comox valley lying between 
Comox harbor and Campbell river, a 
distance of thirty miles, and in breadth 
ten to twenty miles, has no means of 
Ingress or egress other than through 
the ports of Comox and Campbell river;

"Therefore be It resolved, that this, 
a joint meeting of the Vancouver Isl­
and Development Leagues of Cumber­
land city and Comox valley, Is of the 
opinion that the building of a railroad 
through the valley Is the only feasable 
means of opening It up for the profit­
able development of Its great wealth 
of minerals, timber and agricultural re­
sources;

"Therefore, the secretary of this joint 
meeting is instructed to send a copy 
of this resolution to the central league 
at Victoria, and a copy to every branch 
league on the Island, together with a 
letter more fully explaining our position 
and asking their assistance In urging 
the completion of the Island railway, 
which has already been surveyed, to 
Campbell river; also assuring them of 
our assistance In any good work which 
has for its object the steady and prof­
itable development of the latent re­
sources of Vancouver Island;

"Also that a copy of this resolution 
with explanatory letters, be sent to the 
Hon. William Templeman, minister of 
mines and inland revenue, at Ottawa, 
and to William Sloan, our late mem­
ber, also to Mr. Robert Grant, mem­
ber of the local legislature, and to Mr.
Marpole, urging them to use their ut­
most endeavor to have the work of ex­
tending the railroad to Campbell river been selected: 
commenced without delay and speedily 
carried to completion.”

Mr. McPhee said the object of the 
resolution was to - let the public know 
in what direction the efforts of the 
league were directed.

Considerable discussion followed. Mr.
Hanigan maintained that the govern­
ment should give the C. N. R. their 
guarantee, and favored Mackenzie and 
Mann being asked what they are pre­
pared to do In the way of railway build­
ing. Mr. Holmes said a railway was 
undoubtedly needed and all efforts 
should be directed toward securing a 
line to the valley.

Mr. Hanigan introduced the question 
of settlers’ rights, read extracts from 
the act. The rights of bona fide set­
tlers, he said, must be safeguarded.

On motion It was decided the league, 
should take up the question of settlerr 
rights.

A discussion then followed on mem­
bership fees and meetings. The mem­
bership was fixed at $5 per three 
months, and meetings are to be held 
fortnightly.

Mr. Grieves reopened the discussion 
on the B. C. Telephone Co.’s proposed 
new lines. He considered the charge 
of $1.56 to $3 per month for a three- 
mile radius absurd. Farmers should 
combine and form their own system, 
by which means they could reduce in­
dividual fees to 25 cents, or àt most 
$1 per month, as was done in Eastern 
Canada.

H. Morrison objected to this scheme 
on the ground of the B. C. Telephone 
Co. having an option covering four 
years.

Mr. McPhee stated that when the 
question came up at Cumberland, the 
meeting was not in favor of the tele­
phone unless It could be made to 
reach the whole district.

The meeting then adjourned to meet 
on March 16th.

The planking has all been removed 

from the Fruhling dredge which is tied 
np at the Hudson’s Bay wharf, and 
now she looks more like a dredge than 
when she arrived In port a few days 
ago. Her tanks can now be seen, three 
on each side, with air compartments 
on either side. Each tank has a clap 
board at the bottom, through which 
the mud or sand is discharged.

The dredge Is fitted with four en­
gines, two for the propeller and two 
tor the pumps, but when needed either 
on the pumps or the prdpeller all the 
power can be concentred on the one 
work. With the pumps she is able to 
raise seven tons every minute, and the 
mud can be driven through pipes about 
1,560 yards. She is fitted with search­
lights tor working at night.

The dredge is not absolutely new, in 
that the owners undertook a contract 
at Hull previous to her coming to this 
coast. She was engaged for the River 
Humber port for six months, but 
proved so effective that at the end of 
two and a half months the work wae 
completed and she was allowed to re­
main idle for the remainder of the 
term.

issued under the great seal of the pro­
vince, appoint commissioners or a sole 
commissioner to inquire into such mat­
ter.”

Prohibition, whether local or gen­
eral, was no remedy. Wherever it was 
in force it was found that as a whole 
it had not been an entire success. In 
Maine, the boasted home of prohibi­
tion, he had only to quote from the 
Pioneer, there was two million dollars’ 
worth of liquor sold in a year. Ifi 
other cases it was the same and noth­
ing was clearer than that prohibition 
did not prohibit. From the standpoint 
of human liberty, also, prohibition was 
objectionable. If democracy meant 
that 51 per cent of the people could 
“siwash” the other 49 per cent he 
wanted none of It. But that was what 
either ppehibltion or local option 
■would mean. It would mean that the 
policeman’s club, the bars of jail, or 
even the militiamen’s bayonet might 
be called in for the purpose of com­
pelling a large minority of the world 
to embrace their doétrines.

Since 1865 what was known as the 
Gothenburg system had been In oper­
ation in Scandinavia, and had resulted 
in a lessening of drunkenness and the 
consumption of liquor. The profit to 
the state was not allowed to be more 
than 6 per cent, in Sweden and 5 per 
cgnt in Norway, the managers of the 
saloons were paid a salary and had 
no interest in the sale, and food and 
other refreshments had to be sold also. 
In England something of the same 
kind was being done in the case of 
some 114 public houses. It was possi­
ble something in that line might be 
adopted here and so do away with 
many of the evils of the liquor traffic 
while at the same time avoiding the 
evils which would be experienced were 
the attempt made to enforce a prohibi­
tory law.

It was advisable, before the people 
were asked to vote in a local option 
plebiscite that they should have some 
accurate, and unbiassed information in 
regard to the many phases of the traf­
fic in British Columbia and also as to 
the Gothenburg system, and to get 
that information the governor should 
be asked to appoint a royal commis­
sion.

The question was at once put to a 
vote and was decided in the affirmative 
as follows:

Once more the Conservative party in 

British Columbia has placed itself on 
record as opposed to any inquiry into 
the exorbitant price of coal in a pro­
vince which is such a large producer of 
that mineral, although in the resolu­
tion upon which it voted the House de­
clared its conviction that progress and 
industry are being retarded because of 
this condition.

At the same time that this is done a 
double purpose is served in evading the 
issue and trying to saddle the duty of 
bolding an inquiry on the Dominion 
government; on the one hand the pro­
vincial government is enabled to make 
a play with the unthinking that it is 
interesting itself in cheaper coal for the 
people, while on the other it manu­
factures another fictitious grievance 
upon which to attempt to arouse feel­
ing against Ottawa,

It was clearly and concisely shown 
by John Oliver in the course of the de­
bate this afternoon that the federal au­
thorities have not a shadow of excuse 
for holding such an inquiry as Dr. Mc­
Guire’s resolution last year and his 
amendment to Mr. Oliver’s resolution 
this session calls for. In the Public 
Inquiries Act is all the power neces­
sary to enable the government to ap­
point a commission, and if any coal op­
erators or dealers are found to be vio­
lating the law as to combines( it be­
comes the duty of the attorney-general 
and not of any federal power, to set 
the machinery of the criminal law in 
operation.

In fact, if the attorney-general had 
the case worked up, without any pre­
vious inquiry by commission, in the or­
dinary way he would be but following 
the excellent example set by his fellow- 
Conservative and attorney-general in 
the Ontario government, who has or­
dered proceedings in several instances 
within the past three years against 
combines which were overcharging the 
public, and secured convictions. 

Resolution and Amendment.
Mr. Oliver’s resolution, which was 

called for final disposition at the open­
ing of the sitting, was in the following 
words:

“Whereas it would appear that the 
cost of coal to the consumer in tlje pro­
vince of British Columbia is out of all 
proportion to the cost of production ;

“Whereas, owipg to the abundance of 
the coal deposits in this province and 
the proximity of the sources of supply 
to the market, the cost of coal to the 
consumer in British Columbia should 
be less than at present is the case; and 

“Whereas the excessive price of coal 
in British Columbia has the effect of 
retarding and preventing the establish­
ment in this province of industries de­
pending upon a fuel supply; and 

“Whereas much of the product of the 
coal mines of the province is being ex­
ported to foreign markets and sold at 
a price that enables it to compete with 
coal from other countries in such for­
eign markets; and 

“Whereas a belief exists that an un­
derstanding exists between tne persons 
or corporations controlling or owning 
such coal mines to maintain the high 
prices now being charged to consumers 
in this province;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that an 
humble address be presented to his 
honor the lieutenant-governor by this 
House praying him to appoint a royal 
commission to inquire into the follow­
ing questions:

“1. Whether or not a combine 
derstanding exists amongst the coal 
producers, or any of them, of this pro­
vince to establish and maintain prices 
charged for coal.

“2. Whether or not coal is being sold 
by producers, or any of them, for 
sumption outside British Columbia for 
a less price than that sold for consump­
tion in the province.

"3. Whether or not the prices charg­
ed by the producers, or any of them, 
for coal consumed in British Columbia 
is excessive.

”4. Whether or not the prices charg­
ed by the producers, or any of them, 
of coal in British Columbia bears a 
reasonable proportion to the cost of 
production.”

Dr. McGuire (Vancouver), moved as 
an amendment that all the words after 
“province” in the recital be struck out 
and the following substituted:

or two years’ imprisonment for individ­
uals, or a fine of from $1,000 to $10,000 
for corporations,

the resolution were proved it was the 
provincial attorney-general who had 
the duty of prosecuting those who were 
guilty in any form of a breach of this 
section of the Code.

These things being so it was idle for 
the House to again refer to the Do­
minion government a matter regarding 
which it had no jurisdiction in this or 
any other province. As had been point­
ed out by the Speaker, for whose legal 
talents and impartiality in the chair 
he had every respect, when deciding 
the point of order raised in regard to 
this resolution: 
for a commission to inquire into cer­
tain matters of fact which, if true, 
would be breaches of the criminal law 
and therefore comes under the adminis­
tration of justice and tfie good govern­
ment of the province.”'

The member for Delta, summing up, 
asked the junior member for Vancou­
ver to withdraw his amendment in or­
der that the matter might be dealt 
with where it properly belonged, in the 
piovince and by a commission appoints 
ed by the provincial government.

theBetter progress was made on 

Water Act this afternoon, twenty- 
seven of the thirty-four sections taken 
up being disposed of. The portions of 
the act dealt with the special powers 
and privileges of municipalities using 
water for domestic purposes, and with 
the powers of power companies.

Op the expropriation clauses Mr. 
Macdonald pointed out that it would 
not be open to a municipality to ex­
propriate any company's license if the 
company was supplying water to a 
municipality, even though that supply 
might only be a matter of a few 
inches, although the municipality 
seeking to expropirate might have 
urgent need of that particular stream.

“Be it, therefore, resolved, That an 
address be presented to his honor the 
lieutenant-governor, asking him to 
take Into consideration the advisabil­
ity of appointing a royal- commission 
Immediately, to inquire into all matters 
in relation to the manufacture and 
sale of intoxicating liquors In this 
province, with a view to ascertaining 
the amount of liquor manufactured, 
imported and sold in the province, the 
amount of capital invested, the num­
ber of wage-earners employed, the 
estimated profits obtained by such em­
ployment, and further to obtain such 
information in regard to the Gothen­
burg system as may enable the people 

xto intelligently comprehend its merits 
or demerits, with a view to the possible 
adoption and establishment of this sys­
tem, or a modification of it, in the 
province of British Columbia,”

In support of his resolution the mem­
ber for Nanaimo said it was neces­
sary to deal with this question now, 
as it was agitating the people of the 
province to a considerable extent. A 
campaign was being waged in favor 
of local option at present and repre 
sen tarions had been made to the gov 
ernment for legislation. Instead of 
this the government had decided to 
take a plebiscite, which he considered 
was a wise decision. The petition 
which had been presented to the gov­
ernment in support of the request had 
been largely signed, but only repre­
sented ten per cent of the electorate. 
It by no means proved that the mass 
of the people were ready for such a 
measure as was asked. Indeed, one 
could g‘et a petition signed for any­
thing: he had known miners to sign 
a petition against the eight-hour day, 
and petitions for clemency for mur­
derers were not uncommon. For him­
self, having no belief in petitions he 
never signed them.

It was not necessary in this day to 
discuss the evils flowing from the li­
quor traffic. All were familiar with 
them. But these evils did not neces­
sarily constitute an objection to the 
continuation of the traffic. Incident­
ally he might point out that one of 
the evils the traffic was responsible 
for was that many of its opponents 
were little short of fanatical. These 
avils were always spoken of by tem­
perance people as the result of over- 
indulgence, but It must be recognized 
that in some cases moderate indul­
gence brought evils in its train also. It 
was a popular error, however, that 
medical science had declared against 
the practice of drinking.

The minister of agriculture explained 
the nature of his bill to provide depots 
for handling fruit on the second read­
ing.

On the very lengthy section embody­

ing the powers of power companies, the 
leader of the opposition remarked that 
one of the defects of the old act. con­
tinued in this one which was intend­
ed to be an improvement upon it, was 
that all the powers the ingenuity of 
man could think of were conferred 
upon a company, and then an omnibus 
clause added at the end giving them 
all other powers not enumerated.

Kamloops, March 6.—Kamloops will 
be one hundred years old in August of 
next year and a monster centennial ex­
position is planned to mark the import­
ant event.

The plan involves the elimination of 
this year’s agricultural exhibition and- 
the concentration of all forces on the 
larger and more Important "enterprise.

The movement has been on foot for 
several dhys past and has‘now assumed 
definite shape. It was brought to the 
attention of the board of trade in a 
letter from Sheriff Wood, and the board 
is now rendering practical assistance.

Application will be made immediate­
ly to the Dominion government for the 
federal grant. The provincial govern­
ment will be asked for aid and the city 
council grant as well as private dona­
tions will assist the fund. The federal 
grant is $50,000.

Old Fort Kamloops was first called 
Fort Thompson and was located across 
the river on the present reserve some­
where near the confluence of the North 
and South rivers.

It wag founded in August, 1810 by 
David Thompson, astronomer, of the 
Northwest Fur Company, on his over­
land journey from Montreal to Astoria. 
The Northwest Company was one of 
the pioneer fur trading institutions of 
this district and afterwards amalgam­
ated with the Hudson’s Bay Company. 
Next Upon the ground after Thompson 
was Alexander Ross, who in 1812 con­
ducted operations there on behalf of 
Aster’s Pacific Fur Company. After 
the coalition of the Northwest Com­
pany and Hudson’s Bay Company in 
1821 the fur veteran, John McLeod, was 
in charge of this district from 1822 to 
1826. Ermatinger followed him. John 
Tod was one of the more prominent 
factors in charge of the fort and was 
remarkable for his ability to deal with 
the Indians. Kamloops was the capital 
of the Thompson river district proper. 
The fort was compact and well palis­
aded and within the stockades stand­
ing at a little distance, there was room 
enough for the largest horse brigades 
together with their accoutrements. A 
second fort was constructed near the 
first one a little later. The Indians 
were fairly troublesome at times arid 
many blood curdling tales are told of 
how some branch of the Shuswap fam­
ily scalped a poor wandering white.

He dis­
appeared a year later. His wife tried 
to find him, and was finally told by his 
sisters that he was dead. Later she 
visited the mining camp where he was 
supposed to have been killed and knelt 
beside his grave.

Crawled Into a Red-hot Kiln to 
Save His Com­

rade.
MIGHT MAKE MILLIONS

OF PROFIT YEARLY

London, March 6.—George Smith, of 
Woburn Sands, has been adjudged by 
the Royal Humane Society the bravest 
man of 1908, and has been presented 
with the society's Stanhope gold medal.

The deed which won Smith the covet­
ed award was a particularly heroic 
one. On October 24th a man named 
Griffin was engaged in clearing ballast 
from the top of a kiln at Woburn 
Sands brickworks, when part of. the 
roof gave way, and he fell into the 
kiln, being buried up to his waist in 
red-hot ballast.

The barrow which he was using 
blocked the entrance to the kiln, ' save 
for the space of about a foot across. 
Through this opening Smith made his 
way, and in the intense heat, sur­
rounded by choking dust and poisonous 
gases, with the Remainder of the roof 
liable to fall in at any moment, he 
succeeded in rescuing his fellow work­
man—in such a badly injured state, 
however, that he died some days later.

Gold From the Yukon Is Sug­
gested for New Dominion 

Coinage.

Ottawa, March 4.—There are people 
in Canada who do not know that the 
Dominion has a Royal Mint all of its 
own, a Mint which cost over half a 
million dollars, and could turn out 
20,000,000 coins a year. There are others 
who know that the Mint exists, but do 
not realize the infinite precautions that 
are taken with its product, the stamp­
ing and the cleaning and the weighing 
and the safeguarding, and the dozens 
of details which are involved.

Most people, for instance, would be 
rather inclined to deny that English 
sovereigns are coined in Canada. .

They would be skeptical, perhaps, if 
informed that Canadian silver coins go 
back to the melting-pot if they are one 
one-humjredth of a grain off-weight ■ 
when finished.

They might even be so rude as to 
Jeer at anyone who told them that 
there is only 19 cents’ wbrth of prue 
silver in a flfty-cent piece.

But these are facts, and it is a fact, 
too, that when a million dollars’ worth 
of silver coins are turned out, nearly 
half their value is clear profit to Can­
ada. Thus it follows that if the Do­
minion got rid of the $2,000,000 of Am­
erican silver within its borders, It 
could replace it with Canadian coins 
at a profit of almost a million dollars.

This is not quite the proverbial 
"shillings for farthings,” but it is a 
margin of profit so large as to leave 
absolutely no doubt as to the im­
portance of the Canadian Mint at Ot­
tawa, an institution, it is said, which 
could actually pay for itself in one 
year if running at full capacity.

Canadians Easy-Going.
Canadians, of late years, have shown 

less and less inclination to reject Am­
erican silver. It is, nevertheless, Im­
portant to note that every United 
States coin in circulation here is do­
ing duty for one which could be manu­
factured at Ottawa at a profit to the 
country of nearly 100 per cent. The 
government realizes this, and some 
years ago the banks were offered a 
trifling commission to export United 
States silver. Over half a million dol­
lars’ worth left the country In six 
months, and parliament has made an 
appropriation this year to renew the 
experiment.

The Ottawa Mint Is.already a magni­
ficent Institution, but there ie an esti­
mate for the. addition of a. refinery. 
With this equipment added, the Can­
adian parliament will undoubtedly be­
gin to consider the wisdom of a gold 
coinage for the Dominion.

Turning Out Gold Coin.
At present the Mint at Ottawa turns 

out gold pieces simply on commission. 
Canada has no gold coinage, but will 
have some day. In fact, a plan ia said 
to be now under consideration for get­
ting the requisite supply of gold from 
the Yukon, and it appears quite feas­
ible. Then the Dominion may have five 
and ten-dollar gold pieces, containing, 
It is likely, the same proportion of the 
precious metal as United States coins 
of the same denomination.

Nowadays the mint confines its oper­
ations in gold to the manufacturing of 
English sovereigns. This ia not under­
taken for the Old Land, but to supply 
any person who brings. a consignment 
of gold to the Canadian mint. The 
mint takes his gold and turns it into 
sovereigns for a commission of two 
cents an ounce for refining and three 
for coining, returning to him the sov­
ereigns, plus a cheque for any silver 
which may have been included In the 
consignment, 
which was supposed to be gold turned 
out to be 75 per cent, silver.

MOTHERS’ UNION IS
ORGANIZED IN CITY

Miss Townsend Outlines Its 
Aims—Girls’ Friendly So­

ciety Also Formed. DIRECTOR OF COLONIZATION.
%

London, Eng. It Is certain, however, 
that Mr. Sutherland will succeed Mr. 
Southworth as director of colonization 
for the province.

By the courtesy of- Mrs. Dunsmuir, a 
meeting was held at Government house 
yesterday afternoon for the purpose of 
organizing a mother’s/ union In Vic­
toria.

Upon being introduced by Bishop 
Perrin, Miss Townsend gave a most in­
teresting talk on the object and work 
of the Mother’s Union, the general ob­
jects of which are: First, to uphold 
the sancity of marriage; second, to 
awaken in mothers of all classes a 
sense of their great responsibility as 
mothers in the training of their boys 
and girls; third, to organize in every 
place a band of mothers who will unite 
in prayer, and seek by their own ex­
ample to lead their families in purity 
and holiness of life.

The society consists of members and 
associates, members being married 
women, who are mothers, in all ranks 
of life. All other women, whether 
married or unmarried, may be enroll­
ed as associates. The society at pres­
ent numbers 298,707 members and asso­
ciates, and is spread over the British 
Isles, Australia, New Zealand, South 
Africa and India. Ex-President Roose­
velt identified himself with the move­
ment in the United States.

Miss Townsend^ is making a tour 
Ihrotigh Canada in thé interests’ of the 
Mother's Union and the Girls’ Friend­
ly Society. She has visited most of the 
large cities in the Dominion. In Ot­
tawa she was a guest at Government 
house, and gave her lectures in that 
city under the patronage of the Earl 
and Countess Grey. Miss Townsend is 
at the head of the candidates’ depart­
ment of the Girls’ Friendly Society at 
its headquarters in London, England. 
These candidates are young girls from 
the age of eight to sixteen years, who 
are being prepared for membership, 
and taught the principles of the so­
ciety and to work in various ways for 
its interests. At present in England 
and Walds there are 78,000 girls in these 
classes. The Girls’ Friendly Society 
now numbers over 300,000 women and 
girls of all ranks and all occupations 
banded together to uphold purity of 
life and a high standard among girl­
hood and womanhood throughout the 
whole British Empire. By its organiz­
ation it is able to commend its mem­
bers as they go from place to place, 
thus providing many a lonely girl with 
kind friends. One of the latest and 
most encouraging developments in this 
great society is the way in which the 
members themselves 
workers, helping younger members, 
taking care of the sick, and taking 
interest in missions and in every side 
of social and Christian work. An ef­
fort is now being made in England to 
raise a central fund of £20,000 for the 
purpose of establishing lodges and 
homes of rest for the benefit of the 
members. The latter are summer resi­
dences at the seaside or in the hills 
where the girls may go for a summer 
outing. One such home of rest which 
has been established in Canada is 
Holiday House at Burlington Beach, 
Hamilton, which is open from June to 
September. The Dominion president is 
Mrs. Welch, of St. James’ Cathedral 
rectory, Toronto. The aim is to make 
the society an integral part of the work 
of the Canadian church but member­
ship is open -to girls of all denomina­
tions.

ages in having it made in the Domin­
ion, which has already proven itself to 
such advantage which might not read­
ily occur to the public mind is that 
demands for an increase in the coin­
age are often sudden.

CONTRABAND FOUND.

Cigaifj^ Seized on Both Lonsdale., and 
' A ' iftmgress.1"’ ' "

Customs officers at Vancouver on 
Saturday searched the Canadlan-Mexi- 
can liner Lonsdale for Contraband, and 
as a result 4,200 cigars were confiscated 
after an hour's work. The crew ot the 
Lonsdale declared some thousands of 
cigars on arrival at Victoria, but 
thinking that the Chinese firemen 
might have concealed cigars the Van­
couver customs men boarded the 
steamer aa soon as she arrived. The 
Chinese firemen were mustered aft and 
the officers dived in the depths of the 
vessel, emerging every few minutes 
with boxes of cigars which they found 
stored in drawers and bunks. After 
thoroughly searching the. forward end 
they ransacked the quarters aft, and 
the total haul was 4,200 Mexican ci­
gars. These will be auctioned oft at the 
next customs sale.

This makes the second successful 
search at 'Vancouver within three 
weeks, for on February 23rd the cus­
toms men seized 2,000 cigars on the C. 
P. R. liner Empress of Japan after 
considerable obstruction on the part of 
the Chinese crew who threw a sheet 
over the head of Officer Cosgrove when 
he located the cigars.

Railway Land Not Taxed.

It was unfortunate that in too many 
instances newspapers lent themselves 
to the support for the sake of gain 
and not for principle. In Victoria they 
had a striking exception to that rule 
in the Times, which was run as a bus­
iness proposition, and always stood by 
principle. He advised subscribing for 
the Liberal papers.

False Representations.
By false representations the Conser­

vatives had won the last provincial 
election by announcing on the eve of 
the election falsely that Gotoh was 
bringing in a large body of Japanese 
for the G. T. P„ at the instigation of 
the Liberal party. At the last Do­
minion election Hon. W. Templeman 
was defeated by a forged telegram. 
From one end of the country to the 
other the forger was denounced. But 
the man who misrepresented the situa­
tion with respect to Gotoh was the 
attorney-general of the province, who 
took information he derived in his 
practice, and misrepresented the situa­
tion before the public. He was worse 
in coolly planning that, than the man 
who in the heat of the election cam­
paign forged a telegram.

STANDARD TIME AT NELSON.

Citizens Decided in Favor of a
Change.

Nelson, March 6.—The city of Nelson 
is to revert to standard time in place 
of the city system which has prevailed 
since last summer. This was the de­
cision of the people as shown by a 
plebiscite. The vote was taken by bal­
lot and resulted in a much heavier 
total than had been anticipated, no 
less than 734 persons recording their 
opinions on this which has been the 
burning question of the city for the 
past two weeks. The majority in fa­
vor of standard time was 312, there be­
ing 523 for it and 211 for city time.

The result of the plebiscite will 
before the council for ratification on 
Monday night, and until that time the 
present system of mountain time will 
not be officially altered.

On the question of local option, Mr. 
Oliver said that the position taken by 
the government was not a consistent 
one. He (Mr. Oliver), held no brief 
for- the local option people. The pre­
mier declared that the subject should 
be submitted to a plebescite. The prin­
ciple of a plebescite was exactly con­
trary to the principle of local option.

' Hawthornthwaite was, he felt sure, in­
troduced with the consent of the pre­
mier. All but four of the Conserva­
tive members voted for this. It had, 
he believed, been canvassed for by the 
premier. The resolution set forth that 
local option was not effective. A 
royal commission was to collect infor­
mation as to the capital invested in 
the liquor business, and all facts 
nected with it. This information in 
fact was to be gathered which would

John Oliver, addressing the meeting, 

congratulated those present on the 
large attendance. He was glad to see 
so many young men present. They 
were the future hope of the country. 
The local government, while it might 
not be the worst the province ever had, 
as was sometimes represented, was not 
as good as it ought to be. What had 
the government done for the material 
advancement of the province during Its 
term of office? The government had 
multiplied civil servants. One could 
hardly get through the buildings in 
Victoria for civil servants. There had 
been no economy shown.

In the borrowing of money the gov­
ernment had proved its inability to deal 
with financial conditions, as a result of 
which the province had suffered. On 
assuming power the government had 
borrowed money. The opposition advis­
ed at the time borrowing for a short 
term, forecasting that 
would change and the province’s credit 
would be all right. The government 
would not do it, but had borrowed for 
ten years. The results had shown the 
wisdom of the opposition’s advice, for 
within

The government had not been able 
to estimate its revenue. It had failed 
to do so during the past year by 80 per 
cent.
