RUSSIAN- MINISTER
OF RAILWAYS HOPEFUL.

London, July 7.—The Liao Yang cor­
respondent of the Londoft Daily Tele­
graph, in a dispatch dated July 7th, 1 
a. m., says:

"A battle is proceeding 25 miles from 
here.

Ottawa, July 5.—Under the order-in- 
councii passed at Ottawa on the 22nd 
nit., respecting “the importation into the 
Yukon Territory of malt and- spirituous 
or intoxicating liquors or other intoxi­
cants and traffic therein,” it is provided 
as follows:

“That no person excepting the holder 
of a wholesale or retail license issued' 
under the provisions of ‘The Liquor 
License Ordinance,’ chap. 76 of the con­
solidated ordinances of the Yukon Ter­
ritory, and excepted as otherwise provid­
ed in this ordinance, shall import or bring 
into the Yukon Territory any malt or 
spirituous or intoxicating liquors or in­
toxicants.

“Before any person brings into the said 
Territory any such liquors he must make 
application in writing to the commis­
sioner of the Yukon for permission so to 
do, specifying the number of gallons and 
description of liquors to be imported.

“Excepting as to ale, porter, beer and 
lager beer, which shall be admitted free, 
the following fees shall be paid1: Still 
wines; 50c. per.gallon; ail other malt, 
spirituous or intoxicating liquors, $2 per 
gallon.

“Upon payment of the fees, the com­
missioner will issue a permit in writing, 
and the commissioner is authorized to ap­
point and prescribe the duties of a chief 
preventive officer and assistants, for the 
purpose of enforcing the regulations.

“Any person bringing into the Terri­
tory any intoxicating liquors without a 
permit will be liable to a penalty of $500 
and costs, with forfeiture of his goods."

There are other provisions, but they 
refer to the enforcement of the ordin­
ance. It is therefore necessary for the 
importer of liquor into the Yukon to have 
either a wholesale or retail license for 
the Yukon, and also to secure a permit 
to import the liquor specified in said 
permit.

St. Petersburg, July 5.—Prince Khil- 
koff, minister of public works and rail­
ways, who has just returned from the 
Far East, is doing much to restore con­
fidence in official circles'.

a. m. on the 19th, entered the Fiji group 
on the 20th. The following day visited 
Hull Island at noon on the 23rd, and 
arrived at Honolulu on June 28th. Left 
again at 5 a. m. on the 29th; experienced 
light, variable winds with smooth seas 
and fine weather throughout.

“The voyage has been a ‘record 
breaker’ in every way. She lands two 
hundred' and eighty-seven (267) passen­
gers in Canada, the largest number ever 
carried, by this popular liner, evincing the 
popularity of the ‘Ail Red Route.’

“After embarking the New Zealand 
contingent at Suva, fhe really enjoy­
able part of the voyage began.

Press learns from a high British source 
that exchanges of views are taking 
place between Great Britain and Am­
erica with respect to Thibet^ Being à 
dependency of China, Thibet is of con­
siderable importance, especially to Am­
erica, not because Americans have any 
interests of value in that country, but 
because its acquisition by any power 
would mean a violation of the principle 
of the integrity of China, which is thé 
kneynote of Secretary of State Hay's 
Far Eastern policy, to which Great Bri­
tain has given adherence.

Mr. Hay, therefore, has watched with 
closest attention the British treatment 
of the Thibetan question, and it is be­
lieved that Ambassador Choate has 
delicately presented- the possible bear­
ing of the British military procedure on 
Chinese integrity.

It is understood that the British gov­
ernment frankly disavowed any ulterior 
purpose regarding Thibetan territory, re­
iterating that it has no intention- to per­
manently occupy Thibet, and that Great 
Britain’s motives are those already pro­
claimed to the whole world.

In view of this declaration the British 
government announces that Brigadier- 
General Macdonaid’s expedition is ex­
pected to retire so soon as the purposes 
for which it was organized have been 
achieved.

It is no uncommon thing for 
batsmen in a cricket match who have 
been mistakenly declared not out by an 
umpire to deliberately give away their 
wickets on the first opportunity. As a 
contrast to the etiquette of the cricket 
field, consider the spirit which animates 
the players in a game of baseball. 
“Everything goes.” Bump into the 
players; upset their nerves by making all 
the noise possible on the coaching lines 
or in the stand; wrangle with the umpire 
and if possible induce him to be partial 
in his judgment.

In 
cases in which the players are evenly 
matched, the home nine will take four 
games out of five. And all this is con­
sidered perfectly legitimate.

The point of view is so different that 
to the average American a cricket match, 
be the fielding never so perfect nor the 
batting never so skilful, is a most de­
pressing affair. On the other hand, the 
conduct of a crowd at a baseball mat* 
fills a Briton with something akin to 
disgust. An American-, writing to the 
New York Times, says the Englishman 
“brought up on cricket” look upon base­
ball is something decidedly wild1 and 
woolly; that the game andl its accessor­
ies, compared with his own national 
sport, was as fireworks to candle flares, 
forty-rod whiskey to weak tea, pande­
monium to a monk’s cloister.

When the 
ship struck he learned the extent of the 
damage and went below to find his rela­
tions and told them and those nearby to 
go at once to the upper deck. He accom­
panied them to the boats and saw them 
safely on board. He was urged to join 
them, but said he must remain in the 
engine room and shouted a farewell to hia 
friends.

Some of the male passengers, without 
a thought of self, placed women and 
children in the boats, preferring to re­
main behind rather than take advan­
tage of their strength. The mate of 
the Noije who left the ship in the boat 
which arrived here, seeing that it was 
overcrowded, leaped into the water for 
the purpose of swimming to a second 
boat not far away. He had only gone a 
short" distance when, weighed down by 
his clothing, his strength gave out and 
he sank.

The crew of the Norje appear to have 
behaved well after the first panic, when 
it is said the officers were compelled to 
.drive them back from- the boats. But 
there, apparently, was no discipline, the 
orders which the captain shouted from 
the bridge being misinterpreted- or un­
heard. So. far as the survivors here re­
member, there was no systematic distri­
bution of people to the boats, which were 
not adequately manned. No attempt was 
made by any of the survivors to save 
property. There was no time to make 
preparation.

The 
proceedings in connection with the seven 
Japanese who were refused a landing 
from the steamer Shawmnt have been 
practically dropped in consequence of 
the six Japanese women and their male 
companion agreeing to waive all objec­
tions and return to Japan.

Mr. Morikawa, Japanese consul at 
Vancouver, who has been in the city in 
connection with the matter, reached an 
understanding with the party by which 
the latter consented to go back. The 
passage money was deposited by their 
friends with the provincial police, who 
will see that the women and their com­
panion take passage on the steamer this 
evening for Japan.

This proceeding does away with the 
testing of the validity of the act m 
court, the matter remaining just as it 
was before.

Ml What was known as the Northern 

t Pacific line of steamers in the Oriental 
trade has ceased to be, and for some 
months there has been but one Nippon 
Yusen Kaisha liner entering port, the 
entire fleet having, up to the arrival of 
the Kanagawa Maru, a few weeks ago, 
been temporarily withdrawn from ser­
vice. These facts should not he over­
looked in contrasting this year’s importa­
tions with those of last year. On the 
other hand Victoria’s trade with Europe 
has correspondingly increased1 since the 
establishment of a round-the-world1 line 
of ships. These vessels have supplant­
ed the Cape Horn fleet to a great 
tegt, but while doing away with the sail­
ing vessels which formerly brought cargo 
to these shores from Europe, they have 
had the effect of creating better trade 
conditions. The result is far reaching 
in its effect on local business. In one 
line of business alone—that of the ship­
building industry—local firms' are enabled 
to keep a constant supply of iron and 
other material continuously on hand.

The returns in detail are as follows:

The Time* is indebted to John C. New­
bury, acting collector, for the following 
table of statistics showing the customs 
returns for the fiscal year ending June 
30th. The figures compare favorably 
with those of the preceding year. As 
will he observed1 there has been a marked 
falling off of the Chinese revenue since 
the increase of the head tax, and the 
monthly sta/tement attached will show 
better than anything else just how effec­
tual has been the new law. Not one has 
paid the extra money, and none is likely 
to do so.

In tile imports will be found the best 
criterion of the year’s business. With 
the Chinese collections added it will be 
seen that the total revenue of the port 
reached the very substantial sum of- 
$1,107,614. In considering the sources 
from which a large amount of this 
money is obtained, it might be stated 
that the past year has witnessed some 
interesting changes.

Company’s steamer City of Nanaimo was 
Monday fined $500 by the- collector at 
Port Angeles on a charge of a violation' 
of the Customs Inspection Act. The 
steamer was yesterday engaged in the 
excursion business between this city and' 
Port Angeles, and officials on the Ameri­
can side maintain that she should have 
first passed American inspection before 
carrying passengers to the Canadian 
side.

The habeas corpus proceedings relative 
to the refusal to allow seven Japanese 
a landing from the steamer Shawmut 
came-Rp before Chief Justice Hunter 
this morning. Again an adjournment 
has been taken, and the Full court will 
decide upon the. question of the right of 
the -province to pass the Immigration 
Act.

Upon the opening of the proceedings 
this morning W. Moresby, in his argu­
ment, held that the Immigration Act was 
ultra vires, on the ground) that it was 
repugnant to Dominion legislation. The 
Dominion had legislated with regard to 
immigration. In that enactment there 
was no educational test provided for.

The Chief Justice thought that this 
educational test would not clash, as it 
was additional to the other.

Mr. - Moresby proceeded to point out 
that the report of the minister of justice 
bore out his contention.

The Chief Justice interjected that he 
thought a matter of this consequence- 
should go before the Full court, other­
wise an application could toe made to one 
judge after another, and trouble might 
follow. He proposed that a case should 
be submitted.

Counsel were agreeable to this, and the 
question of procedure then came up.*

A. E. McPhillips, K. C., representing 
the Attorney-General, suggested- that a 
stated case might be taken to the Full 
court, after which the Chief Justice, be­
ing bound by the decision of the Full 
court, would1 take up this application.

This was agreed to, and the hearing 
before the Full court was set for Thurs­
day at 10.30.

Thé question of allowing the Japanese 
women held in the case out on bail came 
up. Mr. McPhillips pointed out that or­
dinarily the Japanese authorities object­
ed to any barriers being put in the way 
of their immigrants landing in this coun­
try.

Gentlemen:—I bave been informed1 on 
good authority' that the contractor of the 
Carnegie ’ibrary building is not carrying 
out his contract according to the plans and 
specifications, andi I think it right to let 
you know the fact in order tihat you may 
ascertain 'how far such is the case.

I will mention some of the particulars 
given to me wherein tiie (building, so far 
as it is at present erected, varies from the 
plans and specifications:

1. The bases to the main entrance should! 
be in one stone, showing no joints. They 
are not so in the buttldtng.

2. The dlas above bases to main entrance 
are also shown to be in one stone. They 
are in two or more in the building.

3. The cape at the same place are also 
to be in one stone; but they are not so In 
the building.

4. The caps to the first story windows 
should be clean-faced between mouldings, 
whereas they are simply rock-faced;

5. One course of ashlar over first story 
lintels should be tooled; Instead of which It 
is rock-faced.

6. In the cornice over main entrance, un­
der : the columns, each stone should run 
clear through under sill in one piece; in­
stead of so doing, the stones only run a 
small part of the way. The balance iwitt' 
probably be covered) with tin or copper.

7. The wall of the stock room should 
have alternate courses clean cut; but in­
stead all courses are rock-faced.

8. The moulded coping of the stock room, 
has been dispensed with entirely, and a 
simple plain course has been substituted! 
therefor.

9. In the basement walls, concrete has 
(I believe with your consent and approval) 
been substituted for the rubble walls, and 
that (if proper concrete is made) Is pos­
sibly an improvement; but I am Informed 
that the concrete was filled in with large 
pieces of trap rock, instead of small rock 
and gravel. Moreover, this etas® of work 
(concrete) has been carried up to the high» 
est grade line on à level, leaving the same 
height of gravel all tound. 
show that there should be about 2 feet 3 
inches of granite In front and increas’ng 
as the wall runs back to the rear to about 
four feet. And this amount Is shown to 
be built in two and thrée courses, whereas 
in the building there is simply one course 
of granite of about two feet.
