reprobation of the Church and scorn of the 
community; besides a forfeit of at least ait 
amount equal to the-tax. This tax is suf­
ficiently onerous. It amount! td One tenth 
of all production and increase in all kindsJ 
of stock. As money is not one of the 
staples,' 'contributions have to be received 
id иЛАҐ' This necessitates the erection of 
large buildings in central localities which 
are denominated “ tithing offices.* When 
a large quantity of the various grains and 
vegetables are accumulated a contract is 
made with Uncle Sam for the supply of 
some outlying Fort and the whole turned 
into ready money. The immigrant, also, 
becomes a purchaser to a certain extent 
and, large sums were received from the 
overland Mail and Telegraph Companies. 
The surplus is disposed of to needy breth­
ren who' make a return when à crop is * 
secured or in labour at the time of receipt 
Brigham has full control of all this and, as 
he has only to render an account to the 
Lord, rio.other Auditor is required. Thii 
system of auditing, though generally ad­
mitted to be correct in principle, has not 
been found to work satisfactorily, or give 
that security for the proper nee of funds 
which the public imagine they should 
have. The reckoning is looked on as very 
far off (though it may come in a moment) 
and, as usual, in such cases, laxneee is the 
rule. It is not surprising, under these cir­
cumstances,that Mr. Young is" iff easy cir­
cumstances and his check good for a round 
amount in London or Amsterdam; that he 
is a large holder of property in all parts of 
the Territory and a heavy investor in 
bonds, which would be accepted a* col­
lateral by any banking institution in the 
civilised world. True,he sends out a heavy 
staff of Missionaries annually, ostensibly 
supported from this fond; the charge 
against it is, however, small. These 
Apostles have a particularly keen scent 
for the all-mighty dollar and though they 
da not reject the poor disciple, yet they 
have a sharp eye on the rich. Large some 
have reached the saintly treasury in these 
ways. In any case, while engaged in pro­
claiming the gospel among a people, they 
almost invariably manage to “sponge” 
their way. Again, Ohurch build tog* form 
a special chargé on the people With the 
exception of the huge Tabernacle, which 
was supplemented by a grant from the 
Tithing Office so it is no wondSj that 
Brigham has grown rich.

On this congenial text Brigham speedily 
grows eloquent. When enlarging on the 
privileges of the Saints he gestulates wild­
ly. When he tells them to beware of the 
Gentile in their midst he is stem and 
anthoritative. The ladies especially are 
warned against our fascinations, and are 
bluntly charged not even to show us their 
ankles as they walk the streets. This 
was going fast from the sublime to the 
ridiculous ; so that we found it impossi­
ble to restrain a smile. Losing sight of 
the text altogether a rambling and incohe­
rent discourse is the consequence. Every 
possible advantage of the female saint 
here and hereafter is duly enlarged on 
in order that we may not be able to im­
bue them with the leaven of dissatisfac­
tion. The Gentiles are warned that now 
is the accepted time and that to-morrow 
will be too late for them as it was for the 
inhabitinte of Sodom and Gomorrah. 
The good Bishops are charged to keep a 
vigilant eye on the members of their flock 
and to put down schism with a firm hand. 
The faithful are incited to habits of in­
dustry. The needs of the Church were 
many and increasing. Missionaries in all 
parts of the world were accomplishing 
wonders, but, to continue this, required 
money. Tithes were not aufficient to 
sustain the present staff but he was glad 
to say that the Lord had opened the hearts 
of many wealthy Saints and they/had 
given liberally. This course was Worthy 
of imitation. A man nex*er lostrânythmg 
by giving to the Lord. He could return 
it tenfold and he would too. We would 
remark that the worshippers of Baal and 
Aehtaroth thought so, also, and—and how 
many special offerings are misappropriat­
ed under this specious plea. We were

“Mr. Macdonnell rose and said: “I 
can give answer to the Assembly now, as 
well as on Monday morning. The reply I 
have sent in through the Presbytery is as 
categorical as the Assembly has a consti­
tutional right to require of a minister un­
der subscription to the confession of faith. 
Should this prove unsatisfactory to the 
Assembly, I ask that the Presbytery of 
Toronto be instructed to proceed by libel 
against me.”

Continued from last Week.

We cannot leave the subject of the 
Hatching Houses without earnestly 
pressing upon the notice of the Depart­
ment the necessity for remedying,—as 
far as it is possible to do it—what is 
and has been wrong at the Miramichi 
establishment. Whatever may have 
been the nature of Mr. Wilmot’s Report 
concerning the deception charged upon 
the Inspector for this Province in April 
last in corfnectijn with the eggs there, 
dozens of persons living in and near the 
vicinity of that establishment, as well 
as ourselves, know from their own 
observation that the reports have, from 
the first, been based on untruths of a 
very glaring character. Mr. Wilmot 
admitted that he found not more than 
one half the quantity of ova stated by 
Inspector Venning in the troughs at the 
Hatching House whenhe visited it, and 
he also expressed liis conviction that it 
had never been laid down. Semi-official 
statements, to the effect that some 320.- 
000 young salmon fry were hatched out 
in and distributed from that establish­
ment this season, have also been made, 
and will, we presume, be repeated in 
the next Report of the Commissioner, 
as equally questionable statements have 
appeared in that Report heretofore. 
If the Commissioner is to be ob- 
obliged to give such a statement 

to the public next year, those who are 
familiar with the facts will feel doubts 
in reference to other matters set forth 
in the Report and, to a certain extent, 
public confidence in the figures present­
ed will be shaken. We have now evi­
dence in our possession (and it was of­
fered to Mr. Wilmot) to show that up 
to and including the summer of 1876 
the Miramichi Hatching House had not 
turned out 20,000 salmon fry, although 
the Government Blue Books represent 
the number at hundreds of thousands. 
It is a matter of very grave concern to 
those who take an enlightened interest 
in our salmon fishery that the Depart­
ment not only neglects to investigate 
these matters, but accepts and gives to the 
public the continued fraudulent state-

The people living along the South­
west Miramichi River, and especially 
thoee who are interested in its free 
navigation, will soon be forced to the 
conclusion that it ia, henceforth and 
for ever, to be used only aa a log- 
pond and rafting-ground for the South 
West Boom Company and its lessee, 
unless they invoke the aid of the law 
in the protection of their rights. The 
position is simply this, that the lessee, 
without asking anybody’s leave, deli­
berately swung a boom across the 
channel of the river, about half a mile 
down fromthe head of the Southwest 
Boom, ancTentirely outside of it, and 
allowed all the channel above it to 
fill with logs, which have now accu­
mulated far above the limits of the 
Boom, as constructed, blocking out 
the public from the use of the river. 
When the Company failed to induce 
him to make a reasonable effort to 
open the navigation and employed 
Mr. McLaughlin, as any citizen has a 
right to do, to raft ont the logs—not 
from the boom, but from the channel 
of the river—the lessee went before 
one of the Supreme Court Judges and 
actually swore that those logs were 
within the boom, in order to restrain 
those who were laboring to open navi­
gation from accomplishing their pur-

terian Church in Canada began its sessions 
for the present year in St Matthew’s 
Church, Halifax, on the evening of the 
13th inst. at half-past 7 o’clock. This an­
nual meeting is the third since the union 
of the Presbyterian churches in the Do­
minion in Montreal, on the 15th June, 
1875. It differs, in respect of membership, 
from the two previous meetings. They in­
cluded all ministers and elders being mem­
bers of Presbyteries ; this is to be a repre­
sentative Assembly, consisting of one- 
fourth of the whole number of ministers 
on the rolls of the several Presbyteries 
with an equal number of acting elders. 
There are some 300 delegates. The pro­
ceedings opened with prayer. A sermon 
w'as preached by the Very Rev. Alexander 
Todd, D. D., Minister of Knox Church, 
Toronto, his theme being “The peculiar 
obligations and responsibilities of the 
Church.” After'the roll had been called, 
the election of Moderator for the ensuing 
year was proceeded with.

The goods 
in Mr. Noonan’s warehouse next to the 
burning building were removed to the 
wharf and several persons living in the 
neighborhood were prepared to take a simi­
lar course with their furniture, etc. until 
the splendid working of the firemen re­
stored confidence.

Mr. Brennan estimates his loss in furni­
ture and money at about $500; two pocket 
books, one containing $140 and the other 
$40 were, he says, lost in the bar-room, 
but the stock of liquors was saved. Arch. 
McEachren, son of Mr. McEachren, Pilot, 
found $7.00 on the bar rooom floor, which 
he returned to Mr. Brennan. The chief 
damage done to the building by fire is in 
the roof and attic storey, the lower por­
tion being much damaged by water. The 
property is owned by F. J. Letson. Esq., 
and is insured for $750 in the North Bri­
tish and Mercantile, which, it is hoped, 
will cover the damage.

Had this fire not been as effectively 
handled as it was, we might have had a 
very serious conflagration in the town. 
The Steamer again proved a valuable safe­
guard and there is no good reason why an­
other Іікз her should not be procured to 
be used in place of No. 1 hand engine, 
whose Company are good workers and de­
serve better facilities than are provided 
for them.

Mr. Letson desires us to express his 
thauks to the firemen and other citizens 
for their exertions in saving his property.

-4 young men of New York he was a 
atant attendant, and rumors of his vary­
ing success at play, and of the large 
amounts which he always staked found 
their way into some of the less scrupul­
ous of the newspapers.
