CANNY INSECT WORIKERS.
weors For Strictly Utill-
iar + livusous.

A correnycndcnt writes: ““The theory
of the ctigin of ficv cvs by the gelection
Of inxccts is one which bas attracted
much attention Leth ia scientific cir-
cles and from the general public. Set
torth by Darvin in tha ‘Origin of Spe-
dies,’ it has lecn largely developed in a
serivs of intcresting publicatiouns by Sir
Jobn Lutt. k und Mr. Grant Allen.
{ome fresh and interesting light has
Bow been thrown on it by a series of
experiments recently carried out by
Professor Platcuu of the University of
Ghent. Professor Plateau hasarrived a¢
the oonclusion that insects are indiffer-
ent to the colors of the flowers they
visit, and that they are guided to them
in a very subordinate way by sight.
The experiments on which the Belgian
professor bases his farreaching conclu-
sions are briefly these: Having covered
the brightly colored flowers of single
dahlias in his garden with bits of green
leat, he found that they were still visit-
ed by insects. This seemed so much as
variance with the generally received
view that insects are attracted to flow-
ers chiefly by their color that Professor
Plateau ingtituted a prolonged series of
sxperiments and observations to put the
matter still further to the proof. The
result has been to confirm and strength-
en the couclusions drawn from the first
experiments. Cutting off the brightly
colored corollas of such flowers as lo-
belia, evening primrose, foxglove, ete.,
be found the remaining green parts
were still visited. Again there are sqme
brightly colered flowers which are sel-
dom or never visited by insects owing
to thoir lack of honey. Notable among
these is the scarlet geranium of our gar-
den. But when a little honey was placed
on geranium flowers bees came to them
at once, those blossoms which had not
received honey being passed over.

““Other conspicuous flowers were tried
in a similar way with like results. The
experiment uf removing the honey bear-
ing parts of a flower and leaving the
brightly colcred part, which was sup-
posed to bo attractive, was also tried
with the single dahlia, Its inner florets
were removed, leaving the gonspicuous
outer ones, a piece of ye}lovgolent being
placed in the center. No insects went’
to theso honeyless flowers. But as soon
a8 a drop of nectar was placed on them
they visited them as freely as before.
Again, Professor Plateau made artificial
flowers with pieces of green leaf, each
furnished with a little honey. Thewe
were freely visited by inseots. But arti-
ficial flowers made of colored materisl
were neglected, even when supplied
with houey.

““In further support of his views Pro-
fessor Plateau is able to bring forward
the following facts as to the habits of
fusects in visiting flowers: They will
pass freely and with apparent indiffer-
ence from one cgolor to another of va-
rieties of the snme species growing to.
gether in our gardens; they visit o great
number of green und greenish colored
flowers; there are many small and in-
conspicuous flowers which are also free-
ly visited. Suwch is a brief outline of
Professor Plateau’s observations and ex-
periments, from which he believes him-
self justified in drawing the conclusion
that sight plays a very subordinate part
in attracting insects to flowers. Their
bearing on the theory of the insect origin
of flowers isobviouns.’’—London Times.

Worked the Wrong Way.

Mr. Dooley, a Mobile ship carpenter,
relates an amusing incident connected
with the blockade of Mobile harbor dur-
ing the civil war. Some ship carpenters
had been put to work by the govern-
ment to manufacture floating mines and
had taken a number of heavy pieces of
square timber and placed them in the
form of a triangle, three pieces being
used to each. At the end of each of the
sticks—that is, on the three points—-was
placed & torpedo. A few days after this
the wind came out strong from the north,
and the torpedoes were taken and placed
in position in the bay so that they
would be driven by the wind against
the United States gunboats.

The plan was apparently to be suc-
cessful, the torpedoes being driven rap-
idly in the direction of the enemy’s gun-
boats, and great damage might have re-
sulted to Uncle Sam’s ships had not the
wind suddenly changéd, and the torpe-
does were brought k and carried in
s bunch to the bay opposite Frascati.
Here the torpedo mines met in an eddy,
and there was suddenly a great explo-
sion, followed by another, and yet an-
other; completely tearing the rafts to
pieces and producing at the same time
a panic among the people resident on
the shore, who went to Mobile city and
reported that the enemy was bombard-
ing Frascati.

They Fertilize 1

The Naval Captain In Battle.

Writing of the perils of naval warfare,
Park Benjamin in The Independent says:

Nobody now believes that a captain
who finds his vision through the slits
of the conning tower cut off by smoke
will stay thus shut up. It is extremely
doubtful if it will be physically possible
for him to remain there after the shells
commence to hammer its sides and burst
against it, and in any event the intense
anxiety to see and know clearly what
the enemy is doing will inevitably lead
him to take his chances in the open.
Conning tower or no conning tower, his
duty is to place himself at whatever
point he can manage his ships to the
best advantage, and this he will cer-
tainly do. Lord Charles Bercsford, with
grim humor, has suggested that the
captain’s safest place is not in but be-
hind his conning tower, ‘‘because then
he has two thicknesses of steel between
himself and the enemy, don’t you see?’’
But while conning tower armor may re-
sist penetration it is by no means cer-
tain that the whole structure will not
be swept away by the first heavy pro-
jectile which squarely hits it.

Electric Propulsion of Ships.

Up to the present electricity bas
scarcely been thought suitable as the
principal motive or propelling power
for the larger type of vessels. This is
undoubtedly owing to the fact that for
a given horsepower a friple or quadruple
expansion steam engine would take up
less space and probably weigh less than
an electrical installation of equal power.
Storage batteries are out of the guestion

for such nses, although persons not well |

up in electrical subjects frequently won-

der why our ocean greyhounds are not

propelled by some such method. It may
interest some of our readers to know
that a vessel requiring an average of
10,000 horsepower to propel it across
the Atlantic, and displacing 5,000 tons,
would be obliged to carry, were storage
batteries alone made use of, 824,480,-
000 pounds of such batteries, or, in
other words, the motive power alone

would weigh 162,240 tous, or 30 times

a8 much as the ship.—Electricity.

Need of Covering During Sleep.
The reason it is necessary to be well

oovered while sleeping is that when the

body lies down it is the intention of na-
ture that it should rest, and the heart
especially should be relieved of its regu-
lar work temporarily. So that organ
makes ten strckes & minute less than
when the body is in an upright posture.
This means 600 strokes in 60 minutes.
Therefore in the cight hours that a man
usually spendsin taking his night’s rest
the heart is saved nearly 5,000 strokes.
As it pumps six onnces of blood with
each stroke, it lifts 80,000 ounces less
of blood in this night’s session than it
would during the day, when a man is
usually in an upright position. Now,
the body is dependent for its warmth on
the vigor of the circulation, and as the
blood flows 8o much more slowly through
the veins when one is lying down the
warmth lost in the reduced circulation
