THE DUKEDOM OF SUSSEX.
( Prom the Liverpool Mail )

Tho judges have decided that the claim of Sir 
Augustus D'Este to tlm dukedom of Sussex ought 
not to be allowed, and the House of lairds, having 
concurred in this opinion, have finally disposed of 
the case.
