The arguments In the case of Smith vs. 
Gerow were continued yesterday after­
noon. Mr. Palmer contended against 
Mr. Thomson’s altering bis declarations, 
while Mr. Thomson argued In favor of 
his right to do it under the act. Just be­
fore the adjournment the judge decided 
to allow Mr. Thomson to alter and amend 
his pleading. The Jury were, therefore, 
dismissed, and each party ordered to 
pay his own costs. The case will have 
to be returned for trial.

The next case before the court was 
that of Owen and Lavinia Kennay vs. 
Michael and John Bradley. I. Allen 
Jack, Esq., for plaintiff, S. B. Thomson, 
Esq., for defendants. It is an.action for 
injuries received by an assault 
said to have been committed by 
the defendants on Lavinia Ken­
nay at Blue Rock, in the Parish of 
Slmonds, on the 24th April, 1872. The 
plaintiff claims that she was ejected for­
cibly from a house by the defendants, and 
that the defendants (as set forth in the 
declaration), “ beat, bruised, pushed, 
dragged, pulled about wounded 4nd Ill- 
treated her. whereby she became and was 
sick, sore, lame and disordered, and so 
continued for a long time, to wit, one 
month following, during which she suf­
fered great pain and other wrongs.” The 
plaintiff, therefore, claims #1000 damages 
for the assault on Mr*. Kennay. The de­
fence claims that the house from which 
the plaintiff was ejected was theirs, and 
that Mrs. Kennay was taken out without 
any force or violence, that her property 
was carefully removed, and that the state­
ments of Mrs. Kennay are entirely false 
The case for the plaintiff was 
finished this morning, and the defence 
opened but not finished when the Court 
closed at 12.80 p.m.,1n order to allow J udge 
Fisher time to get to Fredericton. The 
Court will re-open, Tuesday morning, at 
10 o'clock.
