WHERE ARE THE )

There is a maggot eating at the

UNDER DISCUSSION

Lack of Proper Service on This
Road Broug t to the Attention
of the Department

(From Hansard)

Mr. MICHAUD: I understand that
the Department of Railways and Can-
als is operating the International rail-
way, a railway in the province of New
Brunswick, between Campbellton and
St. Leonard’s. Before this Govern-
ment took hold of this line, the road
had a very nice service. There was a
nice little express running which gave
satisfaction to the public, and also a
freight service. The freight traffic
offering is practically the same as be-
fore, and as to the passenger traffic,
I am informed that it has not decreas-
ed as much as on other lines of rail-
way, for instance the Canadian Paci-
fic railway or the Temiscouata. But
since the Government took hold of the
railway they have changed the time-
table and have cancelled the express
entirely and have given us what they
call a mixed freight. I hope the Min-
ister of Railways has travelled on mix-
ed freights in his younger days.

Mr. COCHRANE: Lots of them, and
glad of the chance,

Mr. MICHAUD: I am sorry he has
forgotten what th : kind of travelling
means, 1 have here the time-table
that was formerly in operation, and al-
80 the time-table since the Govern-
ment took hold. Formerly there were
two traing a day leaving St. Leonard’s.,
One of these left at 5 p. m. for Camp-
bellton, connecting with the Bangor
and Aristook and Canadian Pacific
railway. Then there was a mixed
train leaving at 8.30 a. m., and con-
necting with the Transcontinental at
Fdmundston. This would give the
best possible accommodation to people
travelling from St. Leonard’s to Camp-
bellton or from  points north on the
New Brunswick railway. The express
would leave Campbellton at 8.30 a.m.,
connecting with the Canadian Pacific
railway at St. Leonard’s, while the
mixed train would leave at 8.00 a.m.
