Telegrams from the 
east have arrived in rapid succession, 
and the Marquis of Salisbury 
had special interviews with the 
Russian, Austrian and German am­
bassadors. The importance of these 
conferences may be guaged by the 
fact that Count Von Hatzfeldt, the 
German ambassador, went to the 
Foreign Office, although he was in 
such feeble health that he was unable 
to meet the ex-Empreas Frederick on 
her arrival in London Friday, and 
iiad to be carried upstairs at the 
Foreign Office.
VIRTUAL DECLARATION OF WAR.

The Greek n-ote to the powers justi­
fying the attitude of Greece toward 
Crete is couched in. such strong terms 
as to be regarded in official circles 
here as almost tantamount to a de­
claration of war against Turkey. The 
note accused the Turkish troops of 
Siding with the Mussulmans, and 
that the Turkish reinforcements meant 
a renewal of atrocities against the 
Cretan Cihristians, and concluded in 
saying that it was therefore incum­
bent upon Greece to prevent, at all 
costs, the landing of reinforcements, 
not only out of sympathy with, but as 
a duty to the Greek population, 
“which has just solemnly declared its 
determination to acvept nothing out­
standing but union with the mother- i 
land.”

The menacing attitude towards Tur- I 
key is quite a volte face upon the pant 
of King George, who has hitherto 
shown a moderate, .pacific disposition, . 
and there is considerable speculation 
for the reason thereof. The opinion is 
expressed that Greece must be able to 
count upon the support of some influ­
ential persons, and the tolerance of 
others, and indications point to Russia 
as iher backer. It is contended that the 
close kinship betweein the two reigning 
families must count for something in 
the present crisis, and people are ask­
ing what passed at the conference be­
tween the Czar and King George of 
Greece at Copenhagen last autumn.

is a very serious and common form of 
heart disease. The accompanying sketch, 
reproduced from Dr. Thompson’s photo­
graph, shows how clearly the aneurism 
is seen.

This experiment is considered to be of 
great importance by physicians. Hitherto 
they have had to rely chiefly on the ear 
In inquiring into the condition of the 
heart. A certain kind of murmur was 
one of the principal symptoms indicating 
an aneurism, but while it was sometimes 
unmistakable it was often of a character 
to leave the physician in doubt. He 
could not tell the patient whether his 
heart was in a condition which would 
probably last a fair lifetime,or whether it 
was in a dangerously diseased condition. 
Now, thanks to the X rays, this fearful 
state of suspense may be ended. If the 
patient learns that his heart is sound he 
is happy, but if he learns that he has an 
aneurism, he can take the precautions 
best calculated to prolong life with such 
a disease. The history of the case de­
scribed by Dr. Thompson shows what the 
former difficulties were. A man, aged 
forty years, was first seen in June, 1696, 
bv Dr. A. Wheeler. He then complained 
of pain in the left side andmlso occasion­
ally in the back, which he had had since 

rendering i March. Shortly afterward he was seen by 
No bones 1 Dr. Sidney Coupland, who agreed with 

Dr. Wheeler in suspecting the possibility 
of an aneurism. At this time the physi­
cal signs consisted of some impairment 
of resonance in the interscapular region, 
and a blowing, systolic murmur was to 
be heard all over this region, but with 
its point of maximum intensity to the 
right of the vertebral column. The pa­
tient was informed of the probability of 
the presence of a deep-seated aneurism, 
but, wishing for further corroboration, 
he consulted another physician, who did 
not think the evidence sufficient to war­
rant such a diagnosis being made.

The case was in this doubtful position 
when Dr. Coupland sent him to Dr. 
Thompson, and together they examined 
him by the X rays. From the front it 
was noticed that the heart was a little 
enlarged, and just above the point of 
junction of the left border with the ster­
num a faint, indefinite shadow was seen, 
from which, however, nothing decided 
could be made out. On looking at the 
back they were more successful. The sha­
dow of the heart appeared as usual, but

Just above it was a very definite shadow, 
seen on both sides of the spinal column, 
and about on a level with the fourth 
dorsal vertebra. On the right side the 
border was convex, and could be distinct­
ly seen to pulsate, while its intensity 
was about equal to that of the heart, but, 
on the whole, a littlo lighter. On the left 
side the shadow was only faint, and its 
margins could not so definitely be made 
out. This, then, was an important piece 
of evidence, which, added to the physical 
signs already obtained, removed the case 
from a doubtful one to one the nature of 
which is practically certain, for it can 
scarcely be doubted that it is a case of 
aneurism of the aorta, the tumor probab­
ly springing from the descending part of 
the arch.

Describing his experiment, Dr. Thomp­
son says:—

“When the focus tube is placed behind 
a person so that the rays pass through 
the thorax, a striking effect is produced. 
The bones are very clearly depicted, wtiile 
the heart is seen as a definite shadow in 
contradistinction to the light area around. 
The shadow of the heart is not uniform 
in intensity, being lighter of the margins 
than toward the center, but the outline 
can be clearly seen and its pulsating 
movements detected. The lower limit of 
the thorax is bounded by a dark shadow 
Which corresponds to the diaphragm 
with the liver beneath it, and the ascent 
and descent of the diaphragm with each 
respiration can be clearly seen. On taking 
a deep inspiration, so that the dia­
phragm descends to its full extent, the 
lower margin of the heart can be differ­
entiated from the liver, the descent of 
the latter causing an interval between 
the two organs, which at once shows up 
as a bright line. This is in itself an im­
portant point for clinical purposes, as 
by ordinary methods it is very difficult to 
map out this line, owing to the one 
merging directly into that of the other.

‘ ' ' From a front view, then, the whole 
outline of the heart can be made out, and 
after a little experience anything abnor­
mal in shape or size can readily be de­
tected. The back view is, if anything, 
more interesting than the front, since it 
is more difficult to investigate by the 
usual means. The ribs and vertebrae 
show up as they do in front, but of the 
heart itself much less is seen. Une reason 
for this is that part of the heart is situ­
ated directly in front of the spinal column, 
and so is necessarily obscured from 
view, and another reason is on account 
of the oblique position which the heart 
takes up in the thorax, the base, being 
directed slightly upward and backward, 
while the apex points downward and for­
ward. On the left of the spine a definite 
shadow is seen with a well-marked ex­
ternal border; this corresponds to the left 
ventricle. To the right of the middle line 
a smaller shadow of less intensity appears, 
which chiefly corresponds to the right 
auricle. Any peculiarity of the heart is 
seen with distinctness. ’ ’

BREEDING OF -HORSES.
Col. D. McCrae. of Guelph, gave 

ma-ny va-luable pointers on the breed­
ing of horses, emphasizing -the- ne­
cessity of breeding for a purpose, such 
as for heavy draft, the saddle, or car­
riage. He said he expected shortly 
a -great demand foe- heavy draft, and 
in the breeding of this class every 
IK>und over 1,600 pounds was worth 50 
cents—1 tha-c is, a 1,700-pound horse was 
wortih $50 -more than a l.u'OO-pound 
horse. The first requisite of a heavy 
liorse was good feet, -a sipping pastern 
ami good borne.

CULTIVATING GROWING CROPS.

Mr. R. Thompson was the last of the 
afternoon speakers. -His remarks were 
on "The benefits of cultivation to the 
growing crops." This he gives as one 
of the first secrets of a good hoed 
crop, which he proved by unquestion­
able proofs. He would, for instance, 
cultivate his corn until he was in 
danger of breaking orf the ears.

Question—Do you piant your corn in 
drills or bills? Answer—In hills, leav­
ing th-ree or four stalks to the hill.

He wondered farmers did not grow

to their brother farmers ideas gained 
from their own experience. Enterprise, 
push and well-doing in a section can 
well be judged from the interest taken 
in -these meetings. Farmers who neg­
lect their business and largely spend 
their time around a neighboring gro­
cery, take very little interest in ag­
ricultural meetings.

SHEEP AND WOOL.
The first on the programme was Col. 

D. McCrae, on “Sheep Breeding and 
the Wool Trade.” He finds the keep­
ing of sheep profitable -and. advises 
-the selection of sheep to suit the sur­
roundings. For mutton nearly always 
half-bred lambs give the largest car­
cass. To raise these lambs, buy a 
un-form lot of shear,ling ewes of com­
mon sheep, and for the first two sea­
sons use say a pure-bred Southdown 
ram, and -tlhe next two use a different 
breed, perhaps a Shropshire raru. then 
sell the lot. This change of sire is found 
to give larger lambs. Two joints of 
special importance in sheep raising 
are the securing of a uniform flock, 
and -the use of a pure-bred male. He 
believes too few sheep are kept and 
that every farmer ought to keep 
some. He finds early lambs for the 
butcher profitable, often receiving $6 
or $8 for lambs seven or eight weeks 
of age. He does not feed roots large­
ly to ewes beforp lambing, and pre- 
lers to clip his sheep unwashed, since 
by so doing he is able to shear his 
sheep a month earlier; and he notices 
Chat immediately the cheep will im­
prove.

What do you use for ticks? Answer 
—McDougal s sheep dtp, ami it is bet­
ter to apply twice, as no dip will kill 
the eggs; in winter, if necessary, apply 
with a teapot.

What causes catted fleeces? Answer 
—1 think the feeding of too many 
oats or -allowing -the sheep to become 
costive.

Following this was Mr. R. Thomp­
son, o.f St. Catharines, on “Swine 
Breeding and Feeding,” giving many 
useful points and bringing out a profit­
able discussion.

PASTURE LAND.
“Pasture Land,” by John Legg, was 

well listened to. Orchard grass and 
meadow fesque are two new grasses 
that -are gaining in popular favor, and 
should be in ali seeding mixtures for 
grass land. Although white clover is 
natural to most soils, he advocates the 
sowing of a ‘little of this in the mix­
tures of seed. He recommends the 
application of a slight dressing of land 
-plaster for the clovers. He considers 
that in no way can you receive more 
benefit from manure than by apply­
ing it on pasture, as the roots of 
plants are there present to hold all 
liquids.

GROWING AND SAVING CORN. 
Nelson Monteitti followed with a 

thoughtful address on "Growing and 
Saving Corn,” giving many useful 
hintfe re selecting seeds, 'his methods of 
cultivation, sowing and harvesting, and 
experience w'ith the soil.

What do yo-u do to prevent smut on 
corn? Answer—We have found that 
steeping the seed over night in -a solu­
tion of copperas, one tablespoonful 
to water enough to cover one-half 
bushel of corn, is effective.

OTHER PAPERS.
The evening meeting opened at 7:45 

p.m., the president, R. H. Harding, in 
the chair. Mr. R. Thompson address­
ed the large audience present on 
“City vs. Country Life," and Col. D. 
McCrae on “Farming as a Profes­
sion.”

Mr. Hopkins, a neighboring cheese- 
maker. read an excellent uane-r on 
"Dairy Farming,” showing what was 
not imaginary but possible in that 
line, giving as an instance the suc­
cess of Mr. Tillson, of Tilsonburg. He 
iiad one cow that gave 15,001) pounds 
of milk in twelve months, and his 
herd averaged nearly 9,000 -pounds of 
milk in that time.

The light and the heat are the two 
things that most impress one on first 
coining to this land.

FLUCTUAT IONS IN WHEAT.
The London Floating Cargo Lia» 

says: “Holders who held wheat for a 
rise became weary of their load amcl 
■became liberal sellers. Both they and 
the American speculator sold new win­
ter wheat crop futures, thus natural­
ly depressing wheat for July delivery 
several cents below old wheat for May 
delivery.”

European countries that have an ear­
ly or June harvest naturally began 
“hedging,” thus depressing wheat aind 
wheat futures all over the world, espe­
cially for delivery after the coming 
harvest.

The Mark Lane Express thinks the 
English wheat acreage has increased 
ten per cent, and looks for an In­
creased seeding of spring wheat the 
next sixty days.

We are led to believe European 
jwheat crops equal an average, and ag­
gregate shipments do not promise to 
exceed those of last year. Many sam­
ples are reported poor in quality.
The Review of the River Platte claim­

ed 40,000,000 bushels for export. Re­
cently they have reduced their esti­
mate to 8,000,000 bushels.

The Russian winter wheat crop is 
officially reported as forty millions less 
than in 1805. San Francisco stocks 
Feb. 1 were 1.937,000 bushels, against 
4,581,200 bushels a year previous.

Traveling some years 
ago across the hot billowy plain of the 
great basin of the Columbia with a 
camping party looking up a route for 
a railroad, we came to a huge colum­
nar rock of black basalt. The day was 
intensely hot. We stopped the teams, 
and, throwing ourselves down on the 
shady side of the rock, we recalled the 
phrase in the Bible about "the shadow 
of a great rock in -a weary land,” and 
realized that a little shade meant as 
much to the people of arid Palestine 
as to the tired travelers in arid Am­
erica.

The hottest place in the United 
States is unquestionably Death Valley, 
in Southern California. It is about 200 
feet below the sea level, and is rimmed 
around with black, bare mountains. 
Birds flying across this valley in the 
heated seasons often drop dead. Borax 
is found here, but the mining pro­
cesses cease in the heats of midsum­
mer. I read somewhere of a party of 
men who entered the valley in July,

ventor, H. D. Layman, descrio.-s the 
boat in detail. He says: “This boat is 
made of rubbered cloth, with continu­
ous air chambers, made in two sepa­
rate compartments, extending around 
the top of the boat, on which oar locks 
are buckled, as shown in the illustra­
tion. It also has an air tube running 
lengthwise under the centre of the 
boat, which serves as a rudder and 
bumper. The boats are capable of 
being deflated and packed into a small 
case oc trunk with the-ir seats and 
jointed oars, and may be carried un­
der the seat of a buggy, or by hand 
if needs be, as an outfit. The boat 
complete, capable of carrying comfort­
ably three or tour persons, would not 
weigh more than 50 pounds. The boats 
are made in four separate compart­
ments, are simple, durable, and abso­
lutely safe against either capsizing or 
sinking, but if filled with water would 
then float several hundred pounds. 
They have been thoroughly tested 
both in rough and calm waters and are 
entirely seaworthy; at least this is 
the verdict of experienced boat build­
ers, sea captains, life-savers, and. other 
competent judges.”

Peculiar Phase of Life in Bengal 

and Central India»

The Ancient System of Child Betrothals ] 

Still in Vogue—Self-Inflicted Tortures of [ 

the Yogi—The Kver-fJseful Elephant.

Among East Indian women, especially 
of the higher classes, it is the custom to 1 
contract marriages between children. It 
is a disgrace for a high-caste girl to ; 
attain the marriageable age without be- ! 
ing married, and so child marriage has 
become the custom. In a Brahmin family 
the father of a girl 18 hionths old begins 
to look for a husband for her. To make 
a match he picks out a boy in a family 
of equal social standing and calls to offer 
his daughter's hand in marriage. If the 
father is willing he states how much of a 
dowry lie wants for his son’s hand, and 
such preliminaries being arranged the 
marriage is fixed, although the young 
couple may both be infants at the time.
If the chosen groom should die before the 
couple begin to live together the girl be- i 
comes a widow, and may never marry : 
again. (This rule applies only to the | 
higher castes, and is not observed by the 
common people.) On the other hand, the 
young man, whenever he is left a widow­
er, may marry again as often as he 
wishes. This custom of chiId-betrothals 
a very cruel one, and a great effort is be­
ing made to abolish it. The only plea in 
favor of it is that there is hardly ever a 
case of divorce among the Brahmins, for, 
naturally enough, a woman will put up 
with a great deal from her husband when ; 
she knows that she will never be able to 
get another one.

A queer result of these child marriages 
happens when the parents of one of the 
children make a second betrothal for 
their child. Such a case came up in the 
Burhamore criminal session two or three 
years ago. A little girl, six years old,was 
placed on trial for bigamy with a gentle­
man aged nine, her first husband being 
still living. The prisoner was married 
when two years old, and so couldn't 
plead the lawful seven years of absence 

I from the first husband to justify her 
crime. Of course, she could not plead at 
all, the parents being the chief offenders.

: After a trial of three days the jm-y re- 
! turned a verdict of “not guilty,’’ and 

the two children walked out of court 
hand in hand, wondering, no doubt, what 
all the fuss and talk signified.

The young married people live with 
their respective parents until they are of 
marriageable age. and at the wedding 
the groom sees the face of his wife for 
the first time. There are very few divorce 
cases among the Brahmins, not one in a 
million, although for good cause the wife 
will leave her husband and return to her 
childhood’s home. As a rule, however, 
the Hindoo home is a happy one, the wife 
gentle, obedient to her lord and master 
(as was Sarah, the patriarch’s wife) and 
fond of her children.

A curious phase of Hindoo life is the 
religious hermit, or “Sunyasee.” Now 
and then a man of prominence decides to 
forsake the world, its pomps and vani­
ties,and to embrace the life of an ascetic, 
a life of contemplation. While this deter­
mination sometimes comes to the wor­
ried, anxious merchant, who takes th*

of Hindoo devotees at Jaggernath, where 
ths piously inclined throw themselves 
under the ponderous wheels of the pro­
cessional car of the god Krishna, and has 
also prohibited the suicide of the widow 
on her dead husband's funeral pile, it 
does not interfere with the self-inflicted 
torture practiced on themselves by the 
“yogi” and the “fakir." These religious 
men punish themselves in strange and 
barbarous fashion to propitiate the god­
dess Kalee. Hook-swinging is a favorite 
method. A six-inch iron or brass hook is 
inserted into the muscles of the back 
and the victim is swung around a pole 
by the temple attaches, while his shrieks 
of agony are drowned by the blowing of 
conches and the beating of tom-toms. 
Less violent but longer torture is resorted 
to by other seekers after immortal happi­
ness. Some pass years holding an arm 
upright above the head until it becomes 
impossible to lower it, other remain 
standing against a tree until they are un­
able to bend their legs. While these shoek-

ing exhibits are becoming less common 
with the advance of civilization one 
doesn’t have to live long in Bengal or 
central India without seeing specimens 
of the tortured “yogee. ” Oftentimes 
within 100 yards of the Christian church 
may be seen the poor little Hindoo tem­
ple whoso shrine is blackened by the soot 
from the hundreds of votive lamps.

If you live near any “sacred” city like 
Benares, for instance, you will be shocked 
by the spectacle of dozens of vogees, j 
rivaling each other In the hideousness of 
their dress and the ingenious unpleasant- j 
ness of their self-imposed penances, walk­
ing, crawling or rolling along the road or 
prowling about your servants’ quarters 
in search of alms.

No stories or sketches of life in India 
are complete without a story about that 
strange resident, the elephant. The 
pachyderm is very much in evidence, 
sometimes as a beast of burden, used in 
the lumber yards, where he handles huge 
sticks of lumber as if he rather enjoyed 
pulling and hauling, while, In lighter 
work, he is employed to carry his native 
masters, to be gayly caparisoned for holi­
day processions and to be used by the 
dominant British instead of the horse to 
bring the heavy artillery to the parade 
ground, or assist in moving the tents and 
other military goods when the regiment 
is on the march. The elephant is very 
like a child in some respects. He can be 
coaxed by petf ing, by pieces of sugar,and 
even by promises of future reward. The 
Hindoo mahout is accustomed to get 
extra effort from Hooshiar Hatti (the

isé elephant) by promising it “back­
sheesh” (reward), and the beast will look 
for larger and sweeter “chupati” (cakes) 
at supper time for his backsheesh. Woe 
betide the, mahout if he fails to keep his 
promise, and forgets the largo chupati. 
The elephant never forgets !—J. Irving 
Crabbe.

Itefusal to bee the Signal of Recall 
From Admiral Farter.

Captain. Alfred T. Mahan, the great 
naval tactician, has an article on “Nelson 
in the Battle of Copenhagen' in Century. 
As to the demeanor of Lord Nelson, Cap­
tain Maham, quoting from Colonel Stew­
art, gives the following description : 
“When the signal from the London, No. 
39, was made the signal lieutenant re­
ported it to him. He continued his walk, 
and did not appear to take notice of it. 
The lieutenant, meeting his lordship at 
the next turn, asked whether he should 
repeat It (by which, if done, the squadron 
engaged would retire to the northward). 
Lord Nelson answered, ‘No; acknowledge 
it.’ On the officer returning to the poop, 
his lordship called after him, ‘Is No. 16 
(for close action) still hoisted?’ The lieu­
tenant answering in the affirmative,Lord 
Nelson said. ‘ Mind you keep it so.’ He 
now walked the deck considerably agitat­
ed, which was always known by his mov­
ing the stump of his right arm. After a 
turn or two he said to me in a quick 
manner, ‘Do you know what’s shown on 
board the commander-in-chief—No. 39?’ 
On asking what that meant, he answer­
ed, ‘Why, to leave off action. Leave of! 
action, ’ he repeated; and then added with 
a shrug, ‘Now, damn me if I do!’ He 
also observed, I believe, to Captain Foley, 
‘You know, Foley. I have only one eye 
—I have a right to be blind sometimes;’ 
and then, with an archness peculiar to 
his character, putting the glass to his 
blind eye, he exclaimed, ‘I really do not 
see the signal.’ ”

Professor Laughton, whose authority 
on matters relating to Nelson is second 
to that of no one living, lias lately told 
us in bis “Life of Nelson” that this lit­
tle display was but a joke, Nelson having 
received a message from Parker that he 
was to use his own discretion as to obey­
ing the signal. If so, it is not Improbable 
that he had in view the effect of his 
manner upon the many bystanders who 
must have witnessed the scene in the 
nudst of a yet doubtful and desperate 
battle. It is the converse of the outward 
bearing which he reprehended in the 
lieutenant. The moral effect of such self- 
possession is indescribable. The Mon­
arch's midshipman already quoted speaks 
thus of a wounded and disabled officer 
on board of hc-r: “When the carnage was 
greatest he encouraged his men by ap­
plauding their conduct and frequently 
began a hhzza, which is of more import­
ance than might generally be imagined ; 
for the men have no other communica­
tion throughout the ship, bxit when a 
shont is set up it runs from deck to deck, 
and they know that their comrades are, 
some of them, alive and in good spirits.”

As Parker's messenger, Captain Otway, 
did not reach Nelson until after the sig­
nal, was hoisted, it is possible the scene 
witnessed by Stewart occurred before 
Nelson knew Parker’s purpose. Parker's 
private secretary, who afterward served 
in the same capacity with Nelson for two 
years, has also affirmed that there was a 
previous understanding between the two 
admirals. The matter is of less conse­
quence than appears, for the supreme 
merit of Lord Nelson was not the disre­
garding of the signal, hut the sound 
judgment and tenacity with which he 
refused to incur the risk of giving ground 
at that moment. This was wholly his.

Turtle Soup Made Him.
The first person in London who made 

turtle soup for sale was Samuel Birch. 
He flourished during the latter portion of 
the last and the early years of the pres» 
ent century. He was not only a purveyor, 
but a dramatist, author, a colonel of 
militia and finally lord mayor of London. ! 
Birch inherited the business from his 
father, who was a confectioner, or pastry 
cook. The son much enlarged the scope 
of the business and added to it the mak­
ing of turtle soup of such superior excel­
lence that all the famous bons vivants of 
London met at his establishment to en- j 
joy the concoction. He did not alone ex­
cel in this dish. He was also noted for 
the quality of Is venison as well as that 
of numerous other aliments which ha 
supplied. Tlie principal attraction, how­
ever, was the turtle soup, with its accom­
paniment of lemon, cayenne pepper and 
toasted bread.

After his appointment as colonel of a 
militia regiment, in allusion to his call­
ing, he was known as “Marshal Tureen.” 
This sobriquet he took in good part. He 
retorted,however, upon one of his officers, 
who was a dealer in corn and flour by 
conferring on him the nickname of 
“Marshal Sacks.” Birch rose successively 
from common councilor and alderman to 
lord mayor of London. During his tenure 
of office the turtle soup served at the 
Mansion House gave his banquets a vogue 
that aroused fierce competition to secure 
invitations.

His fame as dramatist, and author lin­
gered for a considerable period after his 
death. The inscription that he wrote for 
a statue of George III. in the council 
chamber, Guildhall, will recall him to 
generations to whom he would otherwise 
be unknown. His daughter was the wife 
of the French post Lamartine. Probably 
England has not produced another mail 
who, from the humble position of maker 
of turtle soup, has attained to so much 
distinction in so many other walks of 
life.—New York Sun,

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HOW THE CHINOOK COMES.
Even the Cattle In Montana Recognize 

the First Breath of the Benign 
Wind.

United States Weather Review.
Picture to yourself a wild waste of 

snow, wind-beaten and blizzard-fur­
rowed until the vast expanse resembles 
a billowy white eea. The frigid air, 
blowing half a gale, is filled with 
needle-like snow and iue crystals which 
sting the llesh like the bites of poison­
ous insects, and sift through the finest 
crevices. The -sun, low down in the 
southern horizon, looks like a frozen 
globe, xvith -halves, crescents and 
bright prismatic bars encircling it.

Great herds of range cattle, which 
roam at xviil and thrive on the nutri­
tious grasses indigenous to the north- i 
ern slope, xx-andev aimlessly here and < 
there, or more frequently drift with " 
the wind, in vain attempts to find food 
and shelter, moaning in distress from 
cold and hunger, their noses hung 
xvitlt bloody icicles, their legs galled 
and bleeding from breaking the hard 
snow crust as they travel.—they appeal 
to the hardest heart for pity. It is 
sure death for human being-s to be 
caught out in one of these axvfu! bliz­
zards, xvith the temperature down to 
30 or 50 degrees beloxv zero, unless res­
cue is speedy. Y’et, such conditions 
frequently exist in this Latitude, as 
they did for fifteen days in November, 
1896, when it seemed as if the elements 
had conspired to bring about another 
ice age, and annihilate every living 
thing.

XXould the “chinook" never come? 
The wind x-eered and hacked, now 
howling as if in dersion, and anon 
becoming calm aS* if in contemplation 
of the desolation on the -face of nature, 
xx-hile .the poor dumb animals con­
tinued their ceaseless tramp, crying 
xvith pain and starvation. At last, oil 
Dec. 1, about the hour of sunset, there 
xx'as a change, xx-hich experienced 
plainsmen interpreted as favorable to 
the coming of the warm southwest 
xvind. At sunset the temperature was 
only 13 degrees, the air scarcely in 
motion, but occasionally seeming to 
descend from overhead. Over the 
mountains in the southwest -a great 
bank of black clouds hung, dark and 
awesome, whose xvide expanse xvas 
unbroken by line or break; only at the 
upper edge the curled and serrated 
cloud, blown into tatters by xvind, xx-as 
seen to be the adx ance courier of the 
long-prayed-for ‘‘chinook.’’ Hoxv eager­
ly xve watched its approach! How- we 
strained our hearing for the first xvel- 
come sigh of the gentle breath! But 
it x\as not until 11:35 p.m. that the 
first influence was felt. First, a puff 
of hetvt, summer-like in comparison 
with x»hat had existed for two xveeks,

- Mid we run to our instrument shelter

to observe the temperature. LTp goes 
the mercury, 34 degrees in seven min­
utes. Noxv the xxind has come xvith a 
25 mile velocity. Now the cattle stop 
traveiing, and with muzzles turned 
toward the xvind, low with satisfac­
tion. Weary xvith two weeks’ standing 
on their feet, they lie down in the 
snow, for they knew that their salva­
tion has come; that now their bodies 
xviil not freeze to the ground.

The wind increases in strength and 
xx-armth; it bloxvs noxv in one steady 
roar; the temperature has risen to 38 
degrees, the great expanse of snow, 
30 inches deep on a level, is becoming 
damp and honeycombed by the hot 
xx-ind, and we retire, satisfied that the 
“chinook" is a genuine and lasting 
one.

Tweix-e hours afterward there are 
bare brown hills everywhere; the 
plains are covered xvith floods of wa­
ter. In a fexv days the xvind xviil 
ex-anorate the moistnre. and the roads 
xviil be dry and hard. Were it not for 
the “chinook" xvinds the northern slope 
country would not be habitable, nor 
could domestic animate survive the 
winters.
