-Luke 4, 16-80.

Golden Text—"Hs came unto His 
own and His own received Him not.”

We find Jesus in this lesson in the 
very town where Hi had grown up, 
in favor with God and man, until he 
was 30. One of the devout customs 
of thia holy Jewish carpenter was to 
attend the place of prayer every 
Sabbath and to unite in the public 
worship of God and the reading of 
His word, and not attracted by elo­
quence or sweet song. He reads from 
the scroll of Isaiah, written 700 years 
before, and applies it to Him elf and 
His mission, as a servant of men— 
not as a ruler. The grace of His 
speech caused his townsmen to won­
der, but not to repent or believe. He 
knew “no prophet is accepted in his 
own country,” therefore they would 
reject Him; our unblief and impeni­
tence can frustrate grace, but can­
not escape the day of vengeance of 
our God.

I wish that I were powerful enough 
to stop the mad rush, “that by up­
lifted hand I could hold both parties 
in calm silence for a few moments,” 
that they could be brought together, 
not as foes, but as friends, convening 
for the good of all.

I am not against trade unions, on 
the contrary I am with them, but I 
am also with the business man.

Let us first look at the word 
UNION. What is the meaning of 
this mighty word? Taking recourse 
to Webster we obtain this defini­
tion: A union is a combination of 
forces banded together for some spe­
cific purpose and for the good of all. 
Now, is this what the various unions 
are doing? Are they not on the con­
trary joining their hands and at­
tempting to force their employer to 
run his business to suit themselves. 
It is one thing to lead a horse to 
water but it is another to make him 
drink, especially if his natural in­
stincts warn him that the water is 
impure. Just so with the business 
man, in his clearness of vision he may 
be able to see that higher wages and 
shorter hours would prove beneficial 
to all concerned, but if in signing this 
agreement he is also forced to sign 
away his rights as an employer, “to 
hire those he desires” and to conduct 
his business as he sees fit, it is then 
the pill is too bitter to swallow, and 
in natural pride he openly avows 
warfare against such injustice. No 
one concerned is so far sighted as a 
man who has worked his way up 
from the first rung, who has studied 
every detail and knows the require­
ments of his fellow workmen. (1

Let those who belong to unions 
study carefully the meaning of their 
organization, let them draft meas­
ures that are needed but that are 
synonyms of this meaning and then 
present this petition in due form to 
their employer and I will readily 
wager that they will never stand be- 
fore a more appreciative audience.

Mr. Cobden was absolutely sure 
he had got a foundation to build up- 
on, but it is clear now that he had 
not Therefore, if it is necessary, 
and I, for one, think it is, that we 
should come to some permanent un­
derstanding as to the way in which 
imperial affairs are to be run. I do 
not think we should be wise to try 
and lay the foundations of such an 
edifice in the shifting sands of trade 
conditions. On the contrary, I be- 
Heve that it would be absolutely un- 
wise to do so, and yet, strange as it 
may seem, I claim that this position 
is quite consistent with Mr. Cham­
berlain’s campaign. To put it short- 
ly, that each part of the empire 
should in adjusting its tariff from 
time to time, as it may think advis­
able in its own interests, declare it 
to be its policy that, so far as may be 
desirable (as a nation, as a whole, 
and not with regard to any section), 
to admit outside competition, that, 
in admitting such competition, a pre­
ference will be given to British com- 
petition. I only desire to add upon 
this branch of the case that in my 
view the true policy of Canada for 
the Canadians lies between erecting 
a tariff which will exclude all com­
petition, and a low tariff, whion 
will kill our own industries. I look 
for a protective tariff that will not 
merely protect the Canadian manu- 
facturer, but will at the same time 
protect the Canadian people against 
the Canadian manufacturer. Should 
that be necessary, I believe, as Prof. 
Short said not long ago, that, whilst 
it is possible that 5,000,000 Canadians, 
at a dollar apiece, may make five 
millionaires without feeling it, it is 
not at all necessary to do so.

may unite for mutual support and co- 
operation. Several years ago—in 1884 
-T addressed to the members of the 
old Imperial Federation League in 
Canada a circular letter, in which I 
discussed to some extent the grounds 
upon which. in my view, it was, ex- 
pedient and possible that the parts of 
the emoire should meet and co-oper­
ate The whole subject seemed to me 
to roughly be divided into three main

' considerations:
1. Federation tor trade purposes.
2. Federation for defense.
3. As growing out of the last fed-

It would seem that there is an un­
due fear in Canada lest the English 
should be misled into thinking that 
Canadian loyalty depended upon their 
getting a preference in the markets 
of the Mother Country. I think 
this anxiety is quite unnecessary on 
the part of Canadians, and I have 
read and re-read Mr. Chamberlain’s 
speeches to see it there is any ground 
for charging him with haying given 
expression to such a view. Mr. 
Chamberlain believes that unless 
Great Britain responds to the re­
peated requests which have come to 
her in one way or another from the 
colonies, and notably from the Do­
minion of Canada, to consider the 
practicability of establishing prefer­
ential trade throughout the empire 
she will, by her disregard of her ex­
pressed wishes forfeit all right to 
complain it the disintegration of the 
empire should follow as a result. Of 
course, I believe in sentimental loy­
alty, and I do not for one moment 
desire to throw cold water on the 
after-dinner orators who lay so much 
stress upon the abiding love of the 
colonies for the motherland, and so 
forth. I was myself personally de- 
lighted with its expression at the 
time of the Boer war, but I cannot 
help thinking that those who insist 
so much upon this aspect of the case 
are at the same time diverting the 
attention of people from the more 
practical and cold-blooded business 
issues which are involved. I think 
we may give the Englishman credit 
for being fully able to look after his 
own interests. We ourselves would 
be very quick to resent any advice 
from him on our internal affairs, 
however well intended it might be.

If then, you will allow mc, I will 
take it for granted that the bond of 
affection is as strong as the most 
ardent would wish it to be, and, that

Let us now turn to the question of 
imperial defence. The word defence 
is in itself objectionable, because, as 
pointed out by the First Lord of the 
Admiralty, in his memorials to the 
Premiers at the coronation, it is apt 
to incline the mind to think of local 
defence. This is mischievous, be- 
cause, having regard to our maritime 
empire, we know that should our 
communications at sea be cut by the 
defeat of the navy, we should be un­
done. It is the function of that navy 
to seek out and destroy its enemies, 
no matter where they may be on the 
face of the earth. We must act up­
on the principle that defence, so far 
as the British empire is concerned, 
is offence. We must take the offen­
sive, and hence must not tie our 
fleets up to any locality, because to 
do so would be to play the enemy’s 
game. This, however, is a digression. 
To return to imperial defence, if I 
had time at my disposal I could from 
the experience of other nations in the 
past demonstrate to you beyond a 
doubt, - first, that the due develop- 
ment’ of a comprehensive maritime 
policy .for the Dominion of Canada is 
absolutely essential to her national 
development, and, secondly, that our 
government, as a government, are 
almost, and I might well say, entire­
ly reflecting that phase of Canadian 
national life. When we speak of sea 
power, we do not at all confine our­
selves to the armed strength of a 
nation on the sea; that is merely an 
incident of sea power." Why is Great 
Britain so great a sea power ? It is 
because her government has always 
put in the first place for considera­

Despite these statements and prom- 
ises, however, neither of the two es- 
essential conditions of the contract re­
specting the deposit has been com­
plied with.

NORTH OXFORD appointments to Ministers at Tor­
onto, while the timely "destruction

THE DIVINE FLAME.

WARNING AGAINST QUENCHING MO 
TIVE POWER OF SPIRITUAL LIFE.

PAUL MIGHTY PHRASE MAKER.
.

His "Quench" in the Text "Quench Nov 
the Spirit” Has a Superlative Mean 
ing—Question Is a Practical One, and 
Must Be Answered By Everyone Who 
Has Ever Felt the Flames of Divins 
Love,

Entered according to Act of Parliament of Can- 
ada, in the year 1904, by William Baily, of To- 
ronto. at the Dep't of Agriculture. Ottawa.

Los Angeles, Cal., Jan. 17.—How 
to kindle and keep alive in the heart 
the divine flame which energizes and 
spiritualizes the whole life is the 
preacher's theme in this discourse, 
which deals with a practical religion 
for everyday people. The text is 
I. Thessalonians v, xix., “Quench not 
the Spirit."

The mighty phrase maker Paul is a 
coiner of many superlatives. He is no 
stupid platitudinarian. Everyday 
commonplace, insipid, tasteless, com­
parisons have for him no attraction. 
His forge is always redhot; his arms 
are cranes, his hammers pile drivers, 
his doors floodgates; his streams are 
fathomless, onrushing rivers of mol 
ten iron; his sparks are stars, and 
his seconds millenniums.

We would, for our present lesson, 
use one of Paul's impressive, signifi­
cant words. His "quench" has a 
superlative meaning. “To quench" 
means to smother, as a mother would 
extinguish the flames consuming the 
dre of her burning child by wrap- 

about the flimsy garments a 
heavy, wet blanket, jerked from off 
the clothesline. “To quen-h" means 
to deluge, to submerge, as the 
Johnstown fires were put out when 
the Conemaugh dam broke and 
houses and stores and factories were 
floating about in the flood like chips 
tossed in an eddy. In that word

eastern law no blind prince is al­
lowed to sit upon the throne of 
Persia. By a divine law no Chris­
tian can reach that stage of enlight­
enment fitting him to occupy one of 
God’s spiritual thrones without earn­
est and prayerful study of the Bible.

My friends, how are you going to 
find out what is the law of Goh and 
the will of God unless you read his 
holy word? In Isaiah he distinctly 
says, "My thoughts are not your 
thoughts, neither are your ways my 
ways." Are you and 1 trying to find 
out by studying the Scriptures what 
are God's thoughts and to harmonize 
our lives with his life? Are we try­
ing to find out what is the deeper, 
richer meaning of the Saviour’s 
name? Are we seeking to understand 
what is the mission of the Holy 
Spirit and how God with the weak 
things of this world is going to con­
found the mighty? Or are wo going 
around day after day singing a sense-‘ 
less, silly, siren song: "Jesus will 
save! Jesus will save! Oh, I am so 
happy, Jesus will save!” when some 
of us merely look upon the name of 
Jesus as an amulet, because we do 
not know or cure who Jesus is or 
take the trouble to read the words 
which he has spoken for us? Are we 
going to look upon the closed lids of 
the Bible in a superstitious way, as 
did the peasants of Europe during 
the dark ages, as though they were 
something they had no right to 
touch? Or are you going to look 
upon the Holy Scriptures as a di­
vine letter written by the Heavenly

to tie my ship to a wharf than to 
anchor it out in midstream, to be 
floated around in the tides. By bit­
ter experience I have also found out 
that no young Christian is safe un­
less he is bound up in Christian fel­
lowship with other Christians in Sun­
day service and in the week night 
prayer meetings.” The old sea cap­
tain’s experience has been mine. I 
never saw in my life a church mem­
ber go astray unless you could first 
trace his spiritual degeneracy in 
growing absence from the prayer 
meeting and Sunday services. If you 
want to keep close to God you must 
keep close to his praying disciples. 
Never neglect, unless compelled, a 
church service. For your spiritual 
welfare especially, never neglect your 
week night prayer meeting.

How may the new convert in ano­

as declared by the king’s 

bench

A person found a w
allet containing

oney on

shop floor.

e 
returned them to the shopkeeper to 
be delivered to the ow

ner. 
A

fter 
three years, during w

hich the ow
ner 

did not call for his property, the f nd- 
er dem

anded the w
allet 

and 
m

oney 
from the shopkeeper. 

The latter re- 
fused to deliver them 

up on 
the 

the ground that they w
ere found on 

his prem
ises. 

The 
fonder 

then sued 
the shopkeeper, and it w

as held 
as 

above set forth, that "against all the 
w

orld but the true ow
ner, the title of 

the finder is perfect."
