Boston, Aug. 7.—The disabled North Ger­
man Lloyd steamer Werra, from Bremen, has 
arrived below in tow of a steamer. The 
Werra brings 170 cabin and 860 steerage 
passengers, who will be transferred to New 
York by rail. One of the passengers gives 
the following account of die accident : “ The 
accident happened about 11 o’clock at night, 
when we were 1060 miles from New York. 
The ladies had nearly all retired, as had most 
of the gentlemen. There were only a few 
persons on deck. I happened to be on deck 
and suddenly felt as if something was going 
wrong with the machinery—Ml indewribable 
feeling, as if the screw had given way 
and the engine was going like lightning with­
out any resistance in the water. The sea was 
rather rough. The shaft was broken, but it 
was not known at first whether it had run a 
hole in the bottom of the ship or not, and the 
•mail boats were all prepared in case of need. 
We drifted around from 11 o’clock that night 
all through the next day. During that day a 
fog prevailed until abouti» pim., when it lifted 
for about half an hour. During that time we 
•aw a steamer off on the horizon. We fired a 
gun and put bp signals, and the steamer alter­
ed her course and bore right down-on us. The 
vessel proved to be the. Venetian. Without 
any delay whatever the. Venetian turned 
around, and our second officer’s bodt carried a 
very thin line to her and gradually a thicker 
line, until the vessels were connected by a

Sarnia, Ont. Aug, St—For some tims past 

the more extreme parts of Western Ontario 
have hern flooded with SI and 92 American 
bank-notes raised to “tens.” Three or four 
arreats'have been made, but the parties were 
speedily discharged as being entirely innocent 
of the nature of the poles. The “raiser»’’ of 
the notes have just been discovered, quite ac­
cidentally. On the night of July 29 last the 
general store of M. Parkinson, in the Small 
village of Wilkeeport, in the county of Lamb- 
ton, yaa bufglarized, and.a large quantity of 
twee*, boots, revolvers, etc., carried off. In 
answer to a request from the county authorities 
Government Detective Joseph Rogers came on 
to Wilkesport and began an investigation. 
Suspicion at once fell on two brothers named 
Joseph and Justice Wetherall, eons of a 
farmer. These young men woke good clothes, 
and the only labor they were ever known to 
do was aa occasional day’s work on their 
father’s farm.

To-day Detective Rogers and a constable 
went to the farm to arrest the boys. They 
wçré at work ina field near » patch of woods 
The detective proceeded to the field alone, 
thinking the boys would not recognize him as 
an officer. When within 40 yards of them 
they became alarmed and made for the woods 
The officer waa unable to re-capture them. 
Manne City, Mich., » but four miles from 
the. woods and they made for that point, 
which they reached in safety.

When the officers searched the house for 
Parkinson's goods- they made quite an unex­
pected discovery.

4, when the Orangemen, greatly outnumber­
ing the navvies overpowered and beat them, 
and drove them into the water, when one waa 
drowned. A number of men on both tides 
were so badly injured in to-day’s fighting that 
they had to be removed to hospitals 

To-night the conflicts were resumed. The 
fighting Was the most desperate that has taken 
place during the recent troubles The mob 
was infuriated and fought with aavaga.enetgy. 
Fifty persons were injured, some of them, it is 
thought, fatally. Terrible struggles occurred 
on the Shank Hill-road. Thepolice quartered 
in McKenna's tavern on the Old Lodge road 
were attacked by the mob with stones and 
revolvers, and were compelled to fire from the 
windows of the beleaguered house. During 
this attack eighteen persons were injured, and 
were subsequently taken to the hospitals A 
youth named Jackson is said to be dying from 
hie injuries.
