LITERATURE AND DOGMA.*

BY PROF. GEORGE PRENTICE.

Here comes Matthew Arnold, anxious to do
something for the Bible. It seems that his
aoxiety is natural enough, tor the dear old
Book has long been ina bad way. It was
written by a simple, uncriiical folk, who, by a
sort of genius they had that way, feund out the
nature of religion. Other nations had their
gift—the Greek for science and the fine arts,
the Romans for war; but the Jew was born for
piety. Other nations learned morality—the
surrender of pleasure or advantage to obliga-
tion; nay, Mr. Arnold can show that they
sometimes attained religion, which is morality
kindled into a glow of emotion. Stll, this was
a Jewish speciality, as a thousand passages of
the Old Testament show. The Jews as a peo-
ple and the Bible as a book, bave educated the
modern civilized world in religion.

But as I said, things bave got into such shape
with the Bible as to awaken great anxiety in
Mr. Arnold, lest it should no loiger do this
work for the race. This be thinks, very justly,
would be a sericus loss. This evil state of
things came about simply eaough. It appears
that the Book was never meant by its writers
to contain any abstruse dogmras about a pei-
sonal God, who thinks and loves—a trinity, and
all that perilous metaphysic. These notions
bave been mostly interpreted into it by hard.
beaded Aryans like the present Bishop of Win-
chester. Indeed, it could bardly bave fallen
out otherwise, for there was -no Arnold about,
with that correcive culture of his,whereby one
get the power, through reading, to estimate the

such a cultured Arnold put in an early appear-
ance among the Jews, and raised up anin-
fluential school, all the trouble bad been saved.

Beecher being its Apostle. Beecher took
up the Drs. statements in public address.

The man of pouderous logic deals
steruly with the garniture and fallacy of the
great Brooklynite,

Very noatural is this conflict of great
men.  Possessed of fine talents and wield-
ing poteut iufluence,—euch in his sphere—
they are quite dissimilar in those churac-
teristics which place public meu iu the first
ravk. Dr. Curry is a bern editor. Couduct-
ed with signal ability as are all the Advo-

ing illustration he captivates a certain class
of bearers ; but a strong mind,fairly equipped,
is scldom brought under subjection to bim.
As a theologian, his discourses are inCcoD~ist-
ent with each other.  To-day he is standing
firmly by the doctrines of his early education, ‘
to-morrow he abandons them with a soeer.
He mercilessly denounces immorality on the |
Sabbath ; and wends bis way on Monday to
aid Frothingham in marrying a pair of polish-
ed adulterers. There is a perpetual war be-
tween Beecher's imagination and Beecher’s
understanding, between bis sense of propriety
and Lis large benevolence. When bis imagi-
nation obtains a free license, there are scarce-
ly any bounds to his extravagance.

Dr. Curry deserves a vote of thanks from
the Churches of this continent. How many
sacred desks bave reflected the light of Piym-
outh Pulpit, but few can judge. If s;.eakersl
confincd themselves to Beecher's prettiest
and soundest thoughts, the evil wight be noth-
ing more scrious than a seotimental plagiar-
ism, but there is every probability that error
and ornament are alike adopted by young ad-
venturers in public life. They might be safe
in following Beccher's example ; for he is self
reliant always,—gleaning thoughts from the
Bible, the stars, the clouds, the trees, the
wide race of mankind, —ia short from all cre-
ation ; but he would scorn to imitate any man
though be sccms greatly in danger of drawing
weak micds into imitation of himself.

the obligations and methods of the christian
pastorate. The young brethren have also
been required to preach before each other
in the lecture room of the College and to
criticize the sermon so delivered.

Dr, Stewart said that the feelings of the
Eastern British American Conference to-
wards the British Conference were most
loyal and hearty. They remembered the
gddly add eminent men who had been sent
to them from time to time, such as Dr.
Beecham, Mr, Thoruton, Mr. Boyce, their
esteemed Presideot of five years ago, Dr.
Puoshoun, and Dr. Scott, who had so faith-
fully and efficiently served them as repre-
seatative for the last six years. Dr. Seott
had dove them very admirable service in-
deed, especially in sending to their help a
npumber of young men who were giving
proof amoug them that they were called
of God to the work of saving souls. The
Kastern Conference, though comparatively
small, yet enclosed within its oversight a
very lurge tract of country, including
Newtoundland, Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick, and Bermuda. The tide of emigra-
tion had as yet, to a large extent passed
them by, but they would have more settlers
amongst them by and bye. The population
at present included u large number of
French people,-a remnant of the aboriginal
native tribes, and not a few of the des-
cendants of the African race, many of whom
sought an asylum i those proyinces during
the existence of slavery in the West Indies.
Methodism did not occupy a position there
equal to that which it occupied in Cavada,
but it was only fair to say that it stood
second among Protestant derominations,
and third if they included all denominations.
They were trying to maintaio the old spirit ;
to preach the old doctrines of repentauce,
faith, and holiness ; and to preach from ex-
perieace. He thanked God they had no
neologians among them, and no tendency to
Popery. (Hear, hear.) They rejoiced at

ceived no increase of help from the Mission-
aryCommittee to carry out their woik : they
had been thrown more upon their own re-
sources. Bat they had been teaching their
people the important duty of Christian liber-
slity, and their Home Mission arrange-
ments had developed wondertully. During
the preseut year they had raised 10,000
dols. for carrying on their home work. On
«he Island ot Newfoundland, especially,
those Home Missionary operations were re-
quired. Popery and semi-Popery prevail-
ed there, and there were scarcely any Pro-
testauts in the island except the Methodists.
Newfoundlaud was ‘generally supposed to
be a land of utter poverty aud destitution,
but that was a mistake. There was a great
deal of arable land there, and” mines were
being opened. They had some noble lay-
men there. Their people in that island
knew how to pray, aud to pray with power ;
they kuew how to give and how to labour;
and it was their duty to assist them as far
as possible. During the year God had
been blessing them in Nova Srotia and New
Brunswick. His esteemed associate Di.
Pickard had been labouring with great suc-
cess in conuection with their educational
work for twenty-six years, and had Jjust
been succeeded by two eminent laymen.

inconvenience from the withdrawal of the
Government grant, but owing in a greal
measure to the zeal of their younger miuis-
ters, who bad taken the matter up with
great spirit, a larger sum had been raised
by voluntary contributions than some of
them had ventured to hope for.

CORNS ON HORSES' FEET.

Corns are not a disease, but result from io-
juries to the sole of the foot. When the sule
is pared thin, a blow trom a stone which strikes
it injures the sensitive portion of the foot which
sbould be protected by the sole, and an effusion
of blood or serum occurs, which presses upon
the bruised part and caunses lameuness. A red
or discolored spot is seen. 'T'his is suppos ed
to be a corn, and is pared away until it bleeds,
and instead of good heing done there is much
evil. If the shoe is also improperly put on, so
that the bearing is unequal, parts of the sole
become bruised with the same result. A rem-
edy is to foment the sole with hot water, or to
stuff the toot with tow, which should be soaked
in hot watee repeatedly. 1t a badly-fitting
shoe is the cause, it should be removed before
the fomentations are applied, and refitted with
an even bearing all round, but especially at
the heel, when the lameness will soon disap

To Prevest Lice oN Serrine Huins —

freshly gathered, they will not be infested by
lice. Old nest boxes should be treated to a
bath of scalding lye before they are again used.
Grease must not be used on the hens, or the
eggs will not hatch. Lime is not ot any use.
We have known a nest ina barrel of lime,
where the eggs lay on the lime, completely in-
fested with lice.
