I am enabled
to inform you, that Her Majesty’s Ministers are
prepared to surrender to the Provincial Authoritics,
the control of that Department, so soon as by concert
between the several Legislatures, arrangements shall
be matured for securing to British North America the
advantages of an cfficient and uniform Post Office
gystem.

By a Statute passed during the last Session of the
Imperial Parliament, the Colonial Legislatures are
empowered to repeal differentisl duties heretofore
imposed in the Colonies in favor of British Produce.
It 13 probable that by exercising this power you may
be enabled to Lenefit the consumer without injury to
the Revenue. I cotnmend the subject to your con-
sideration, and I shall lay before you certain commu-
nications relating to it, which I have received from
Her Majesty’s Secretary of State for the Colonics,
and from the Lieutenant Governors of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick.

Measures will be submitted to you for more gene-
rally extending Warchousing facilities to Inland
Ports, and for cffecting other improvements in our
commercial system, all of which will, I am sure, en-
gage your attention,

in pursuance of an Address presented by the House
of Assembly during the course of last Session, in-

administration of the affairs of this great Province.

That we are much gratificd to learn that the ve-
presentations which have proceeded from this and the
neighbouring Provinces on the subject of the Post
Office have engaged the anxious consideration of the

. Imperial Government, and that His Excellency is
cnabled to inform us, that Her Majesty’s Ministers
arc prepared to surrender to the Provincial Authori-
ties, the control of that Department, so soon as, by
concert between the several Legislatures, arrange-
ments shall be matured for sccuring to British North
America the advantages of an cfficient and uniform
Post Office System.

That we assure His Ixecllency of our great satis-
faction that the Colonial Legislatures, by a Statute
passed during the last Session of the Imperial Parlia-
ment, are cmpowered to repeal differential duties
heretofore imposed in the Colonies in favor of British
Produce. ;

That we will give our most attentive consideration
»to this important subject, and to the communications
relating to it, which Iis Exccllency has rcceived
from Her Majesty’s Sceretary of State for the Colo-
nies, and from the Licutcnant Governors of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick,

That His Excellency may rely on our attention
being directed to such measures us may be submitted
for the purpose of cxtending more generally Ware-
housing facilitics to Inland Ports, and for effecting
other improvements in our Commercial System.

We arc gratified to learn that inquiries have been
instituted with the view of ascertaining the practica-
bility and probable cost of the construction of a Rail-
way between Quebec and IHalifur, and that a Survey
of the proposed line has been undertaken by the Im-

erial Government, and is still in progress.

‘We ghall be happy to receive from THis Excellency
the communication of the Despatch from the Secre-
tary of State, describing the course which Her Ma-
jesty’s Governnent propose to take in order to re-
medy the inconvenience which the Provinces of Bri-
tish North America have sustained from the operation
of the Imperial Statute for the protection of Copy-
rights,

The expectation of a large Emigration has, we are
prepared to find, rendered prudent measures for pro-
viding additional accommogation and medical atten-
dance for the sick, and for increasing the means of
forwarding the destitute to places where their labour
may be required, and arc gratified to Icarn that an
increased grant has becn made by the Imperial Par-
liament in aid of this service; and while we regret
the too great probability of much want and suffering
among certain classes of Emigrants, we trust that
the favorable anticipations of His Exccllency of the
character of a large portion of the Emigration may
be happily realized.

That we will give our best consideration to the
Accounts of the past year and Estimates of the cur-
rent year, which will be laid before us by His Excel-
leney; and we learn with the highest satisfaction that
'there is an increase in the revenue derived from

Public Works.

That His Excellency may fully rely upon our
making such provision for the maintenance of the
establishments and credit of the Province as may be
necessary to support the high character for probity
and good faith which Canada has won for herself,
and, we firmly believe, will ever continue to maintain,

That we acknowledge our gratitude to Providence
for our exemption from. the calamity of famine, with
which another part of the Empire has been so severely
afflicted, and we thank His Excellency for his con-
gratulations on the liberality which the inhabitants
of this Colony of all classes and origins, including
our Indian Brethren, have evinced in contributing to
the relief of their suffering fellow subjects.

That we concur with His Excellency that the oc-
currences of the past year, though, in some measure,
exceptional, indicate that there is a growing demand
in Europe for the produce of this Continent, and ren-
der it highly important for the inhabitants of Canada
to improve to the utmost its natural advantages, and
those which attach to it, as an integral part of an
Empire abounding in wealth and population.

That we duly appreciate the responsibility which
rests on Parliament at this conjuncture, and that we
will endeavour, by wise legislation, to afford all prac-
ticable extension and developement to the trade and
productive capabilities of the Province, and to give
its Institutions that hold on the affections of the
people, which is the foundation of public and private
credit, and the best sccurity for social progress.

Mujesty has been graciously pleased to nominate as
Her Representative in the North American Colonies,
a Governor whose previous official career in another
Colony of the Butish Empire, offers the happiest
promise, under His Excellency’s guidance, of a pros-
perous administration of the affairs of this great Pro-
vinee.

That we are much gratified to learn that the re-
presentations which have proceeded from this and the
neighbouring Provinces on the subject of the Post
Office have engaged the anxious consideration of the
Imperial Governinenty and that His Excellency is
cnabled to inform us, that Her Majesty’s Ministers
are preparcd to surrender to the Provincial Authori-
ties, the control of that Department, so soon as, by
concert between the several Legislatures, arrange-
ments shall be matured for securing to British North
America the advantages of an cfficient and uniform
Post Office System.

That we assure [lis Excellency of our great satis-
faction that the Colonial Legislatures, by a Statute
passed during the last Session of the Imperial Parlia-
ment, arc empowered to repeal differential duties
heretofore imposed in the Colonics in favor of British
Produce.

That we will give our mast attentive consideration
to this important subject, and to the communications
relating to it, which His Excellency has received
from Her Maujesty’s Secretary of State for the Colo-
nics, and from the Lieutenant Governors of Nova
Secotia and New Brunswick.

That Iis Excellency may rely on our attention
being directed to such measures s may be submitted
for the purposc of extending more generally Ware-
housing facilities to Inland Ports, and for effecting
other improvements in our Commercial System.

We are gratified to learn that inquiries have been
instituted with the view of ascertaining the practica-
bility and probable cost of the construction of a Rail-
way between Quebec and Halifuz, and that a Survey
of the proposed line has been undertaken by the Im-
perial Government, and is still in progress.

We shall be happy to receive from His Excellency
the communication of the Despatch from the Secre-
tary of State, describing the course which Her Ma-
jesty’s Government propose to take in order to re-
medy the inconvenience which the Provinces of Bri-
tish North America have sustained from the operation
of :he Twaperial Statute for the protection of Copy-
rights,

g’l‘he expectation of a large Emigration has, we are
prepared to find, rendered prudent measures for pro-
viding additional accommodation and medical atten-
dance for the sick, aud for incrcasing the menns of
forwarding the destitute to places where their labour
may be required, and ar® gratified to learn that an
increased grant has been made by the Imperial Par-
liament in aid of this service; and while we regret
the too great probability of much want and sufiiring
among certain classes of Emigrants, we trust that
the favourable anticipations of XHis Excellency of the
character of a large portion of the JEmigration may
be happily realized.

That we concur with His Excellency that the oc-
currences of the past year, though, in some measure,
exceptional, indicate that there is a growing demand
in Europe for the produce of this Continent, and ren-
der it highly important for the inhabitants of Cenada
to improve to the utmost its natural advantages, and
those which attach to it, as an integral part of an
Empire abounding in wealth and population.

Her Majesty’s Government conceive that the pro-
tection principle cannot, with justice, be described as
the universal basis either of the gencral connection
between the United Kingdom and- its Colonies, or
even of their commercial connection. There is a large
and important group of the Colonies of this Country
having a very extended commerce, and onc of a pe~
culim'Ty British character, in rclation to which the
protection system has at no time cxercised a power-
ful influence, and in relation to which at present it
has little more than o nominal existence. I speak of
the Australian Colonies; and it cannot fail to be re-
marked that while these are the most distant, and,
therefore, according to the suppositions of many, the
most in need of commercial preference, they huve also
i mnade the most rapid progress, and have thus most
cffectunlly belied thet o cessity. It is true, indeed,
that a part of theirr weerial prosperity may be ascriba-
ble to the supply of penal labour: but this is far
{ from affording an explanation of the case, since, per-
haps the most remarkable instances of vigorous and
rapid growth among the Australian Possessions
of Iler Majesty, have been instances in which
penal labour has been altdgether unknown. The
cnergy of the Colonists has, without doubt, under
Divine Providence, been the main cause of their
singular advancement, stimulated but not over-
bourne by distance, and aided, not rc;)resscd, by the
enjoyment of commercial freedom. The same ener-
gies, with less disadvantage of distance to contend
{against, will, it may be confidently predicted, have a
similar eftect in developing the resources of British
North America, and not with less but rather with the
more signal success, when capital, industry, and skill
shall be left to take their own spontancous direction,
land to turn to nccount, as individual prudence shall
suggest, the abundant materials and instruments of
wealth which the bounty of Heaven has bestowed.

Her Majesty’s Government have been glad to find
that the Assembly has viewed with an unwmingled
satisfation the prosperity of Canada under the mode-
rate system of protection which has hitherto prevailed:
but the Assembly cannot fail to rccollect that all the
progressive rclaxations of that system which, for a
geries of years past, have been introduced into the
Law, have been met and resisted by predictions ‘of
the ruin that it was honestly but crroncously con-
ceived would follow them, and that those predictions
have with a remarkable uniformity been disappointed.
Experience cannot but suggest that a similar insecu-
rity attaches to the renewal of the same expectations
founded on the same arguments.

It is not for the sake of controversial or purely ar-
gumentative advantage that Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment refer to former apprehensions, and to the man-
ner in which they have been dissipated by the event.
A retrospect of this kind is ealculated to throw clear
and abundant light upon the real merits of the ques-
The fears which are now entertained have
reference to the circumstance that it is proposed to
remove all differential duty between Canadian and
{ Foreign Corn. Is it then to be shewn, that the
i Canadian Corn Trade has prospered heretofore in
i preportion to the amount of such differential duty?
! Far otherwise; the Law of 1828 diminished the dif-

erence in favour of Canada. The Law of 1842

i farther and grenﬂ'y diminished the difference in fa-
'vor of Cunada. The Law of 1843, which reduced
the duty on Canadian Wheat to onc shilling per
quarter, still Ieft a much smaller difference in its
favor as against Foreign Wheat, than existed under
cither of the former Corn Laws,  And yet the Corn
Trade of Canada has grown and prospered, and its
cxtension has doubtless contributed in no small degree
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to the happiness and prosperity of the peaple of the Co-
luny which the Aszembly, shaving in the unmingled
atisfuction of Her Majesty and the British Parliunent,
has seon advancing in steady and suceessful progres-
gion.  But this extension hing taken place not under
protection secured from change, nor under protection
fortificd by successive inerements, but conteraporn-
neously with a series of changes involving its great
diminution.

It appears to be the impression of the Assembly
that some great revolution of prices is likely to oceur,
as the consequence of the pending changes in the

Law, which will deprive the Canadian Farnier of all -

hope of remuncration for his surplus produce.  But
the Canadian Farmer is advancing from year to year
in capital and in seienee s and, to sy nothing of the
great advantages he cannot fail to derive from im-
proved communicaiions, it would surely be rash to

assert, nor probably do the Assembly in their Ad-
dress intend to imbly, that his industry must be
paralysed unless e shall continue to reecive the

mend or dissuade it on the ground of any great re-
volution in permanent prices to be vperated by it:
and their expectations of advantage, sanguine as these
expectations are, have reference in a greater degree
to the inereased steadiness ot the market, and to the
vigor which genceral trade will derive fram the re-
moval of restraints upon the exchange of” commuili-
ties, and agriculture from the cessation of all artifi-
cidd influence disturbing the halunce of its several
pursuits, and frow the wholesome stimulus that com-
petition, which in farming pursuits can searecly be-
come overwroitght, varely fuls to impart to industry.

Iler Majesty's Government therefure, cannot, on
. the part of the Imperial Exchequer, share in the fear
that increased Freedom of Trade will have the effect
“of erippling the resources of those important Public
Works which are designed to facilitate the transit of
“the Produce of Canada by the St Lawrence to the
Sea. They can by no means subseribe to the opinion
that the comparative dearness of this route is an cs-
tablished fact 3 and they likewise fecl that if they did
subscribe to that opinion, although it might corrubo-
rate the propricty of the course they bave pursued
i sugrgesting to Parliament—the interposition of an
interval before entire freedom shall he given to the
Corn Trade, it could do no more: it could not in-
dyee them to ask, nor Parlizment to grant,—nor, they
are certain, coulid it induce the people of Cunada to
desire that the market of their Farm produce should
be muintained by means of a perpetual tax upon the
people of Englund.

In referring to the unchecked competition which,
o fur ax British Law i concerned, will be established
between Colonial and Foreign Corn by the repeal of
the Corn Law, it perhaps may not have oceurred to
the Assembly. that Dritish Law alone cannot suffice
to cstabli=h this canpetition.

aftord ITer Majesty the most sincere satisfaction if
any communication which may hereafter be held for
this purpose, shall have the cffect which is desired by
Ier fuithful Commons of Canada.

Her Majesty’s (overnment have, as may be known
to the Assembly, on several oceasions cendeavoured |
to make arrangements with Ioreign Powers for the
mutual relaxation of Tarifts; and similur attempts
have taken place nmong Forcign powers, one with
the other: but almost uniformly with ill success.
Whatever arguments may be used to shew the great
inerense of benefit that would acerue on both sides,
if the United States could have been induced to act
simultancously for the purpose, experience has suffi-
ciently shewn the difficulty of effecting these com-
bined operations upon matters which are properly of |
domestic concern ; and has suggested the wisdom of'i
securing the incomplete advantage which depends!
upon our own free agency alone, rather than of fore-
going it in the vain cndeavour to realize benefits, i
larger indeed, but not within our reach.

Should the Government of the United States con-
tinue to maintain the scale of import dutics now in
force upon its frontier, Her Majesty’s Government
will view with regret a policy injurions to Canada :
but they will reflect \vit}n satisfuction on the preva-
lence of laws more favourable to commerce on the
Canadian side, and will anticipate from those laws

It is necessary for me here to offer an explanation
with regard to an cxpression of mine which appears
to have given rise to misapprehension. X have stated
to Your Lordship in a previous Despatch that Her
Majesty’s Government desire that the Trade of Canada
should in all respects appronch as near to perfect free-
dom as the dispositions of its inhabitants and the
cxidgencics of the Public Revenue there may permit;
and from this it is inferred that the amount of ls.
per quarter, which hias been adopted for a long period
in this country as the standard of a nominal duty
upon Corn, ought to be removed. DBut the language
which I employed had reference to the Trade of Ca-
nada a3 affected by laws applicable in her own nar-
kets and on her own waters,  Indeed, if the allusion
had been to a rigid and perfect equality of trade in
the ports and markets of this country, its first and
most important bearing would, I apprehend, have
been, not upon the nominal duty of a shilling which
it i3 proposed to retain upon Coloninl in common
. with Forcign Corn, but rather upon the very con-
siderable dutics of fifteen and cighteen shillings res-
pectively, which, as against nominal duties of onc or
two shillings on Canadian Timber and Deals, it is
proposed to continue to charge on the corresponding
toreign articles,

Her Majesty’s Government in the discharge of
their duty to the Crown and to the people of this
countrly, and likowise to the Empire at lurge, have
not felt themf:lvee to be at liberty to adviee Her

|

Assembly with o brief or merely formal answer, al-
though the advaneed stage at which the deliberations
of Parliament have now arrived might have afforded
at least a technical justification for such a course.
They have thought a more frank and full exposition
of their views of this great question in its bearings
uli,on Canaila, wos due to the important body from
which the Address proceeds, and from which they are
well assured may be anticipated the most candid con-
sideration cven of arguments opposed to their own.
1t is due especially on account of the importance of
that body and of the Province of Canada; but even
in the casc of the smallest portion of Her subjects,
' I have it in command to say that it would cquall
have been the desire of Her Majesty that suc
a frank cxposition of the policy of Her Government
should be made. Her Majesty does not recognize
the distinction Letween Her nearer and Her more
remote subjects with reference to a matter go nearly
touching Her relation towards them, and the duties
and the sentiments of consideration and affection
which it involves. Nor can She recognizein this view
any distinction between the more and the less power-
ful, particularly at o time when Her Parliament
is engaged in the discussion of measures which are
rccommended to its notice, especially upon the
ground that they tend to improve the condition of
the most numerous and the I};u.st opulent classes of
ITer people. It would indeed be o source of the
greatest pain to Her Majesty's Government, if they
could share in the impression that the connection
between this country and Canada derived its vitality
from no other source than from the exchange of
commercial prefercnces. If it were so it might
appesr to be a relation consisting in the exchange,
not of benefits, but of burthens; if it were 8o, it
would suggest the idea that the connection itself had
reached or was about to reach the legitimate term of
its existence. But Her Majesty’s (rovernment still
auﬁur for it a long duration, founded upon a larger
and firmer basis,—upon protection rendered from the
one side, and allegiance frecly and loyally returned
from the other,— })on common traditions of the past
and hopes of the future,~—upon resemblances in ori-
gin, in laws.end in manncrs, in what invariably
binds men and communities of men together, as well
as in the close association of these material interests
which, as Her Majesty’s Government are convinced,
are destined not to recede but to advance, not to be
severed but to be more closely and healthfully com-
bined under the quickening influences of increased
commercial freedom.
