MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:

I have the honor to present to Your Excellency the accompanying Returns prepared
for the year ended SOth September, 1862, to be submitted, in accordance with the Post
Office Act, to the Legislature at the approaching Session, and constituting, with the obser-
vations which I shall proceed to offer, the Eleventh Annual Report on the Canadian Post
Office.

The operations of the Department, as stated and described in these Returns, have con-
tinued to show a satisfactory rate ofprogress throughout the business of the Post Office.
The transmission of letters and other matter through the mails has materially increased,
with a corresponding augmentation in the revenue, enabling the Department to defray all
the expenses of the establishment for the year fEom the ordinary sources of pàstal Income.

EXTENSION OF POST OFFICE SERVICE.

During the past year 92 new Post Offices were established, and 9 ofices were olosed.
The number-of Post Offices in operation on 30th September 1862, was 1858.

319 miles of new post route and 137,462 miles of annual mail travel were added to
the service during the year

The Inspectorial Divisions have been-recast, and the six Districts marked out in 1861

have been reduced to five, which will, it is considered, sufficiently provide for the duties of
this branch of the service, and at the same time lessen expenditure.

$723,052.97, the financial transactions of the year 1862 shew a net surplus of $27,538.81
For the year 1861, the surplus was $13,979.00

The postage on the foreign mails carried by the Canadian Ocean Steamers is not in-
cluded in these statements of revenue, the amount accruing to Canada upon those mails
being payable direct to the Provincial Treasury, without entering into the ordinary accounts
of the Department.

For the December Quarter the account bas not yet been received from Washington,
but when added to the other periods, the total earnings of the year upon the Foreign Mails
will probably amount to $80,000. Payment bas been tendered by the United States Post
Office in the ordinary United States Government paper, but as this medium of payment
cannot be realized in Canada save at a heavy rate of discount, it has not been accepted,
and the claims of the year remain therefore unliquidated.

The correspondence between Canada and Europe by the Canadian Steamers cotinues
largely to increase, the number of letters carried in the year 1862 having been 800,000-
shewing a comparative advance of nearly 20 per cent.

Negotiations are in progress.for the performance of the Ocean Mail Service at a greatly
reduced rate of charge, founded upon offers meriting consideration.

A return of the passages made, and freight &o. carried by the Canadian Mail Steam
ships for the season of 1862, is appended.

CORRESPONDENCE WITH THE UNITED STATES.

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MONEY ORDERS.

The amount of local Money Order transactions has been less in 1862 than in 1861
but, on the other hand, the interchange of money orders with the United Kingdom has
continued to increase.

A number of additional Money Order Offices will shortly be opened at points likely to
be suitable for public convenience.

Steps have been taken to invite arrangements with Australia and Nova Scotia for the
interchange of Money Orders with Canada.

No loss, by fraud or otherwise, has been incurred in the Money Ordcr operations of
the year.

In order to reduce the expenditure on this branch of the service, the Inspector speci
ally allotted to the Money Order business has been discontinued ; and the duties of inspec-
tion, in connexion with Money Order Offices, are now, as heretofore, discharged by the
ordinary Inspectors.

For the current year there is every reason to expect that, whilst the Revenue to be
derived from Money Orders will augment to at least e12,500, the Expenditure will, in con
sequence of the reductions intimated, be restricted to a sum nàot exceeding thatamount.

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NOTE.-On the 18th September, 185S, the Commissions on-Money Ordurs were altered by ebarging au
incrcased rate of one quarter of one per cent. on Orders for sums over $30, and as the business of some of tho
Omices consisted mainly in the payment of Orders, to equalize the compensation, all Postmasters were allowed
one-cighth of one per cent. on the amount of thoir payments.

This arrangement occasions a seeming discrepancy in the abovo statement, viz.: that some Postmaster
receive more Commission than accrues to the Department, which, however, is only in appearance, since the
Department bas already received the usual Commission upon these Orders from the Issuing Omices.

Of this increase 82,130,054 is due to imports of military and naval stores and cloth
ing, $679,105 to unmanufactured tobacco, and $2,886,571 to the increased importation of
cereals.

The increased values of the free goods on the one hand, and the reduced values of the
dutiable goods on the other, may be, in some degree, ascribed to the fact, that during the
latter half of the year considerable deductions were authorised from American invoices
subject to duty, whilst the frec goods werc entered and officially returned, at. the invoice
values, without deduction.

With respect to the excise, it will appear by thc returns that the revenue from that
source has largely inereased. The duty collected on spirits and malt liquors amounted in

This, as well as the inercased revenue obtained from Customs in the last half of the
year, shew the result of the measures adopted during the last session of Parliament.

The exports in 1862 fall short of those of 1861 by $3,018,070, the amounts for each
of those years standing respectively as 833,596,125 and 836,614,195.. Of this decrease
the falling off in the exports of four represents 8770,581, and of wheat 82,119,519, while
the total decreàse in the exports of agricultural products amounts to 83,195,474. Tfiis d-
crease, witb the increased imports of cereals previously referred to, gives some guide tp
tie deficiency of our harvest in 1862 as compared with the harvest of 1861.

The mnovement on the Welland Canal bas therefore increased in 1861 by 74 per cent.
over 1860, and in 1862 by 15 per cent. over 1861. Whilst on the St. Lawrence Canals the
movement of tonnage has increased in 1861 by 22 per cent. over 1860, and in 1862 by 6
per cent. over.1861.

In this connection I propose to consider the effect which the removal ofthe tolls from
the St. Lawrence Canals and the reduction of those on the Welland bas had on the move-
ment of property through those works.

That the movement of property by the St. Lawrence route has been greatly augmented
during the past three years is sufficiently apparent from the figures above given, and we
may congratulate the country thereon; but that this increase bas been due to the remission
of the tolls is not to be assumed without taking. into account other circumstances which have
mainly influenced the direction of trade.

First among these circumstances may be stated the greatly increased production of
cereais in the Western States, and the figures presently introduced will shew that in pro-

portion to that incrcase, and to the whole volume ofagricultural produee moved from Lakes
Erie and Michigan to Tide Water, we have not obtained so large a traic since the removal
of the tolls as we obtained prior to the adoption ofthat policy.

These are the principal commodities which have heretofore passed tbrough the St.
Lawrence canals. If we include with them the Indian Corn which Ugures so largely in
the Welland and Erie Canal returns, the per centage will becomie still less favourable to
us ; and the proportions will be still further reduced by bringing into the comparison the
cereal products of the Western States which are carried to tide water by the several rail-
ways converging on the Atlantic ports.

Among the circunmstances which have influenced the direction of trade, may also be
reckoned the improged facilit'es aow available at Kingston and Montreal for the tranship-
ment of grain. These facilities have been created within the past four years, a-d there is
little doubt but the advantages they afford have a money value to ship-owncrs greater than
the tolls now imposed.

h is also known that the owners of western produce have been induced to direct their
property to Canadian ports, by considerations connected with the derangement of the cur-
rency Of the United States.

W hile we have failed to obtain so large a proportion of the western trade, since the
removal of the tollé, as we 'btained in 1859 and in preceding years, the tolls levied on
property passing through that canal, which is the chief competitor with the St. Lawrence
route, have been materially increased, as the foilowing comparison of tolls on the three
principal articles will show

Whatever else may be urged in favour of free canais, it certainly cannot be said that

greater competition at that Port than is to be found at Quebec.or Montreal.

It is gratifying to know that the Canadian forwarder has been able to obtain the ad.
vanced rates above quoted, but we cannot find therein a justificatiin of tbat policy 'which,
in addition to other advantages, would give him the free use of costly works which completé
the grandest system of Inland Navigation in the world, and have not been constructed
without imposing heavy burthens on the country.

If it could be shown that the tolls remitted hads gone in mitigation of the compara-
tively high rate of ocean freight to which our trade is subject, we might find in that fact

some reason for making Our canals absolutely frce. But .it has been shown that this has
not been the result. They tolls have gone to enhance the profits of the forwarder whoso
freight tariff bas been regulated, not by the cost of doing hie work, but by the competition
with which he has had to contend.

There is but one course open for securing that quota of the western trade which the
advantages of the St. Lawrence route gives us reason to anticipate. If we can give tothe
owners of the largest vessels now profitably engaged in the trade of Lake Michigan, the
option of trading to Kingston and the St. Lawrence, or to Buffalo, as may be found
most profitable, we shall have thrown down the barrier which now force the main current
of trade into the Erie canal. We shall have more than balanced the greater insurance ad
freights charged from our sea ports to Europe over the corresponding ch rge froi New
York, and we "may thereafter expect- Qebec and Montreal to take rank amongst the greatest
grain marts of this continent.
