Hot Throughout Province

TORONTO, Tine 89 —One of e
hottest political campaigns ever
waged.in the province of Ontario has
just closed and to-day the voters are
registering their views as to whether
Sir  James Whitney’s Government
shall be returned to power or N. W,
Rowell shall be given an opportunity
to make good his pledge to wipe out
every bar and every club license in
Ontario, Old campaigners say it is
a hard election to forecast. On both
sides there is a feeling that there will
either be a landslide that will carry
the Liberals into power or that there
will be little change.

The battle has been fought largely
on one issue ‘the abolition of the bar’
with the result that there have been
defections from both parties and it
is impossible to tell which side will
benefit the most. The bilingual
school question: has also been a fac-
tor, but more in the canvass than
from the platform.

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BYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

NY PERSON wno 18 tne sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a .quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan' or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for. the District,
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,

intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence mpon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on & farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, scn,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 1n
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon

. the homestead or pre-emption six months

in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead pateni), and cultivate
60 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot gbtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth. $300.00.
