WAL HAVE WIDE POWERS

Will Sit Practically Permanently, and
Decide All Questions Relating to the
War— Joffre to Take a Place in the

Meetings

By Courler Leased Wire,

Paris, Dec. 13.—The official an-
nouncement of the constitution of
the new cabinet was made last night
when Premier Briand submitted to
President Poincare decrees naming
the new members. Soon afterward
the Préiier presented his mew col-
leagues to the President.

The number of members’in the re-
formed minigtry is ten beside whom
there are three.upder-secretaries of
state. - The cabinet is thus consider-
ably restricted compared with the old
formation, while certain branches of
the government, formerly separate,
fave now been fused. Premier Bri-
and, who, since the adoption in the
chamber of deputies last Thursday
of the resolution demanding the re-
organization of the conduct of the
war, has been indefatigably at work
oft the new ministerial cobination,
will appear before parliament on
Thursday to present the list of mem-
bers.

_The so-called War Committee,
which is part of the reformed min-
tstry is composed of five meémbers.
It will have wide powers, will sit
practically permanently and will take
all decisions regarding the war. Gen.
Joffre, as technical military adviser
of the government, has been author-
ized to participate in the meetings of
this eofnmittee.

One of the principal changes in
the cabinet is that in the war depart-
ment. The head of this section is

1 to General Hubert Lyautey,
who has long been reagrded as com-
pining high political capacity with
uficommon military ability. General
Lyautey has been employed in Mor-

occo isnce the war began, where he
procured the adherence to the
French cause of a number of the
great Moorish chiefs. Some of these,
at their own expense have equipped
from five to ten thousand men for the
French army. Alexandre Ribot, who
has ably guided France’s financial af-
fairs since the outbreak of the war,
retains his old portfolio and Albert
Thomas, who was a member of the
old ministry, has been included in
the new war committee.

Among the new names are those
of M. Herriot and M. Loucheur. M.
Herriot is one of the most striking
among the new cabinet members. He
is a, senator from Lyons and also
mayor of that town. He organized
the Lyons Exposition in 1914, and
was influential in procuring a French
appropriation for the Panama Fair
at San Francisco. Senator Herriot
gives the impression of extraordinarv
mental and physical energy.

M. Loucheur is one of the young-
est members of the new administra-
tion, being forty four Yyears old.
Within a few months after the war
began he constructed for the govern-
ment one of the largest shell factor-
jes in France and an equaly exten-
sive establishment for making asphy-
xiating gas and explosives. At pre-
sent he is establishing two immens?
factories. for the construetion of
large guns. Prior to the war he took
a prominent part in development
of French water powér and has con-
structed roads in the Far Bast. He
recently returned from an important
government mission to Russia.

Early in his career he was engag-
ed in railway work.

TANKS OF THE ENEMY ARE

REPORTED T0 BE VERY SWIFT

Germany Claims Spepd of 25 Miles

' Per Hour—Cars

Used With Great

Effect in Roumanian Campaign

At General von Falkenhayn’s
Headquarters in Roumania, Dec. 13.
—One of the most interesting fea-
tures of the Roumanian campaign
from a German standpoint, has been
the spectacular work of the new ar-
moured automobiles evolved soon af-
ter the advent of the British “‘tanks”
on the Somme front. :

Even in the brief tests it has had
since the Germans crossed the moun-
tains into the Roumanian plains, the
new German armored car has shown
itself an efficient auxiliary to the
cavalry in patrol work, as it fre-
quently can inflict infinitely more
damage than a whole squadron, and
is far more difficult to destroy than
the English car. Its achievements
so far include-an attack .on Rouman-
‘ian infantry, i which 300 men were
killed:

Never Before Was There a Time When
Women Workers Should be More
Active Than at the Present |

Qir William Peterson, president-
of McGill university, Montreal, who
recently visited France, describes
some of his experiences in the Uni-
versity Magazine. Speaking of the
Canadian Red Cross headgquarters
in ‘Boulogne,” France, Sir William
says:

«Here are stored all the munlti-
farious supplies which reach Boul-
ogne, both from Canada and from
London. What an amount of lov-
ing: care and foresight on the part
of the workers and contributors
throughout the world is represent-
ed in these stores. Nothing ‘seems
to be lacking, either in the way of
medical and surgical supplies or
creature comforts. The need is s0
great that in the month of July the
contents represented a value of
half a million dollars. And no mat-
ter how” full the warehouses may
be, their whole consignment is clear-
ed on an average once a month.
Let ‘the workers in Canada and elsc-
where continue their angelic  ef-
torts in the full confidence that ev-
ery ounce of the goods they supply
reaches its mark, and that here, a3
in everything else I was privileged
to witness, the work of administra-
tion is above criticism.

This attitide of “I won’t pla¥ if
you don’t let me play what I like”
i might be amusing did it not result
in unnecessary sufferings and priv-
ations to brave men.

There is absolutely no.excuse for
not knowing what is wanted. The’
isociety issues War Work for the
{Winter, Red Cross Needs : and the
Bulletin, all free of charge, be-
sides giving branches information
| by letter and telegram. The press
thas also given wide publicity to Red
i Cross needs.

Yet, fiom time to time, come 'in
sucht reports as ‘“Our women are
I not working very well. They like
'lmaking bandages, and don’t care
for other work. How can I make
them enthusiastic?’”’ Or, again: We
had a very good Red Cross speaker
here last week, but I am sorry to
say she had only a very small aud-
jience. Perhaps, when the golf
!tournament is over, our ladies wiil
[settle down to wosk, and then we
hope they will come back again.”

The Great Need

Is it not lucky: for such people
that our men did not wait to decide
whether they would enjoy life “n
dapger and filth and_ vermin of
the trenches before they -enlisted?
They thought it worth while to give
jup net only their play, but their
lifework, to defend their homes and
principles? Cannot the- women
measure up to the men?

Possibly  the present slackness
among many women is due to those
self-appointed censors who visited
the English warehouses and seeing
thousands of cases in store and not
seeing millions of wounded . men
waiting for their contents, decided
the Red Cross had more goods than
would ever be used, and advised
Canadian women not to work for
the Red Cross. These persons must
take a large share of the blame if
our stores are not equal to the He-
mands for they discourage the work-
ers.

In making these remarks| it is
hoped to strengthen the hands of
the faithful workers in local branch-
es and chapters of the I.O.D.E.; the
Women’s Institutes, the W. C. T. U.
and patriotic leagues. If Canada is
to do her share in accordance with
her prosperity, the burden must bYe
borne by all the women, and not
only a few faithful ones. The so-
ciety implores its workers, rank
and file, as well as officers, not to
be blown by every wind. of report
which reaches them, but to accept
those statements. of Red Cross
needs and how to meet them, which
are based, not on guesses, but- on
experience and knowledge of
conditiong from day to day. The
question still awaits an answer:
‘“Are we to reduce our committ-
ments to France®’ The : answer
must be given, not only by the ex-
e?iutive, but by the women of Can-
ada.

Auspicious Opening of Pa-
triotic Fund’s Campaign
to Raise $6,000,?00

— —

Ottawa, Dec. 13.—The officers of

the - Canadian Patriotic Fund are
greatly elated over the enqouraging
outlook for the fund in Ontario n
1917 owing to the generous action of
the county councils of: Simeoe, Vic-
toria and Dufferin at the fall sessions
recently held, The decisions of these
councils marks the real beginning of
the campaign, which will reach its
climax in January and February to

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raise at least six millions in this pro-
vince in 1914. As this is a million
dollars more than was subscribed for
1916, it has been felt by the fund au-
thorities that much of the success of
the campign would depend on the
increase of the grants made by the
county councils.

The three counties which have al-
ready acted have done S0 well and
shown 80 generous an example that
the ,chances of attaining the desired
sum are now considered greatly im-
proved. &

Simeoe, which in the past, has left
the support of the fund largely to the
township and town, councils, has de-
cided to make a general levy on the
whole county for the purposes of the
fund. This implies 'taxing not oniy
the rural districts, but such import-
ant centres as Orillia, Collingwood,
Barrie and Midland. The sum to be
given is $10,000 a month, ~making
the fine aggregate of $120,000 in the
year. This is a large increase over
1916, and the county council}ors by
unanimously supporting the grant,
have shown not only their apprecia-
tion of the fund. but their political
ctoyrage, for naturally the majority
of them will be offering for re-elec-
tion in January and will have to jus-
tify their action before their con-
stituents. But more than this, the
Simcoe councillors expressed the
hope that the .voluntary grants by
individuals and organizations would
be continued. The county grant re-
presents two and one half miles on
the dollar.

Victoria, a county much smaller in
wealth and population, has also ex-
celled itself, and has raised its con-
tribution from $2,500 a month to
$5,000, or a total of $60,000 in a
year. This means a tax of three mills
on the dollar. It is a noble grant and
places Victoria well up in the front
rank of Ontario counties for gener-
ous giving, as it is for recruiting.

Dufferin in 1916 "gave- $500 a
month. It has decided to quadruple
this for 1917, and will give $2,000 a
month—a splendid increase.

The fund’s campaign has certainly

started with a bang!

Macedonian front, when there would
be an immediate declaration on the
side of the Central Powers.. Diplo-
matic negotiations have reached
their limit, in fact they never had
any value in connection with such
a treacherous monarch, and the
arbitrament of arms would seem to
be the only solution.

In Wallachia the Russo-Rouman-
jan troops are evidently developing
a strong resistance and in addition
snow has intervened to help check
the invader. In the Carpathians the
troops of the Czar continue to ad-
vance.

It is not surprising to hear that
the German peace proposals have re-
ceived a cool reception in Londen.
The feeling there is that peace can
only come when the enemy has
evacuated all conquered territories,
with compensation for the havoc
wrought and the surrender of Al-
sace and Lorraine. The Allies must
also decide upon other terms in ac-
cordance with their own determin-

ed program.

GERMANY'S PEACE OFFER.

“Peace with honor,” Wwere the
historic words which D’Israeli used
after he and Lord Salisbury had re-
turned from the Berlin conferenge.

Peace with dishonor js what the
Huns are now offering the Allies.

The whole tone of the Gérman
Chancellor’s speech and of the prof-
fered proposals is that of a blataat
conqueror, willing to end matters
on his own terms. These include
the restoration of Belgium, but that
country to remain practically under
Hun dictatorship. The domination of
Mesopotamia, in order fo break John
Bull's gateway to India and Egypt.
The award of Serbia to Bulgaria as
far south as the Nish.: The relin-
gquishment of French territory,/nut
a hold on the natura’ Tesources.
These be it noted are only the
preliminary propesals. Turkish and
Austrian desires have yet to b2
made known.

Von Bethmann Hollweg in his
speech declared: “Qur aim is not
to shatter nor annihilate our en-
emies.”” Very thoughtful of them
to be sure. Also “The gpiritual and
material progress, which were the
pride of Europe at the beginning of
the twentieth century, are threaten-
ed with vuin.”

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Balkans, Nov. 15.—This is no at-
tempt on my part to become 2
minor prophet. ‘It is merely an ef-
fort -to shew what may happen in
the Balkans this winter, and why it
may happen. It is also an explana-
tioh of what ill-informed critics in
Burope and America have called the
deltzs of the Saloniki expedition.

The capture of ., Monastir and
Prillip by the Serbian army means
the next move will be on Uskub.

The British forces may break
through the Bulgar-German resist-
ance on the Struma. The final ob-
jective of the two forces in Nish.

Nish recaptured means Serbia re-
gained, iand the Serbian army is
working like mad to that end. 1If
the.allied forces -go through the tu-
pographical and ‘'man-power defenses
on to what may be ealled the Serbian
plain, the Berlin-Constantinople rail-
way is immediately endangered.

if that line is cut both Bulgaria
and Turkey are isolated from their
allies of the Central Powers. Tre-
mendous importance is attached to
this fact here.

Here it is believed that Turkey
and Bulgaria would immediately sue
for peace if this is accomplished;
With. Germany debarred from draw-
ing fresh supplies from her eastern
allies, and with the road to and
from Russia open to the Allies for
corn apd munitions, the end of the
war would seem at last definitely in
sight.

A combination of the Roumanian,
Serbian and French and English
forées would then strike across the
Huhgarian plains, *im ° conjunction
with one of the Russian armies. The
position of -Austria-Hungary may
ihen be guessed at.

Active Winter in Balkans

All this would seem to indicate a
tremendonsly dramatic and active
winter in-the Balkans. This is not
neeessarily true. The two gates
Ahrough which Serbia can best be en-
tered—the Mogiene range and on the
Strgma—may be held by the Bulgars
until the advance of winter renders
further operations inadvisable. This

may come in a few weeks on the ,

Serbian. front.

The small Serbian army was com-
plimented by  General Sarrail by
beipg given the stiffest sector on
tiie Allied front. The craggy peaks
and pretipitous gorges of the Mog-
fene range can best be compared (0
the Trentino sector on the Italian
Austrian front. = The first consider-
able fall of snow will make it im-
possible to stir a foot.

This is not the€ case én the Brit-
ish front on the Stiruma, nor is it

— the case to thé same éxtént ‘on” "the
sectors held by the French, the
Russian or the Italian troops. 1t is
considered doubtful, however, if e
really important advance can
be.made during the winter, because
of the difficulties of transport. It
may be assumed that the fighting
will be of the most desperate char-
acter possible until ice bars the door
to Serbia. The capture of Monastir
before snow stops the roads means
the advance-of the Allies will not be
checked during the winter, unless—

“The Bulgar-Germans are fighting
desperately for time,” said one Ser-
bian officer: “They are relying on
winter to help them out. If we make
5 considerable advance I fully believe
the repeated stories that Germany
will shorten her western front in or-

the Allies at any point then means
that thd fighting will in all prob-
ability be hard and continuous, Tt
may well be that neither side can
make great progress because of na-
tural conditions; but once the Allies
are across the Moglene range into
Serbia it becomes desperately essen-
tial to both sides to hold every foot
of ground.

“On the other hand, a failure to

‘break through will in all likelihood

p_oint to another winter of prepara-
th!l., in order that operations may
begin at the earliest possible mo-
ment in the spring.

By this circultous route I am ap-
proaching the reasons for the ap-

oniki expedition has moved from its
inception. I say ‘“apparent” slow-
ness. As a matter of fact, I believe
this expedition will one - day be
shown to be one of the great feats
of the war.. General Sarrail has ac-
complished miracles of organization
and replacement and has combated
difficulties of which the outside
world has been permitted to know
nothing. In a minor way he has
gone through the same work of pre-
paration that the British army did
in the west. Everything had to be
made ready before anything could be
done.
Purpose of Expedition.

It was impossible for the British
leaders to take the world into their
confidence as to their reasons for
apparent delays. Consequently they
were bitterly criticized by ill-inform-
ed writers and by a great part of the
neutral peoples. General Sarrail has
had the same experience.

My belief is that just as the
British leaders were praised when
the world was finally permitted to
know what they had done, so will
General Sarrail win commendation
when the manner in which he has
performed his task shall be made
paublic. g

The objeet of the Saloniki ex-
pedition was, of course, the cutting
of the Berlin-Constantinople Rall-
way. Certain political comsidera-
tions entéred into count at the time.
Bulgaria was to be teased or fright-
ened into taking sides with the Al-
lies for example. But considered on-
1y as a military expedition, the rail-
road was its true objective. The
cutting of the railroad involved the
winning back of Serbia. The Allies
have always held their honor bound
up in this.

In preparing a forward movement,
General Sarrail was placed face to
face _with. three major difficulties.

Heé was foreed to land troops and
munitions through a single port, in
which all ocean-going ships must dis-
charge cargo by lighters.

He found no roads fit for troops
transport in the coumtry in the rear
of Saloniki.

He was called on to fight and
move troops through one of the
most unhealthy countries in the
world. The Macedonian malaria is
a type peculiar to itself.

Those arm-chair eritics who think
that in such a movement as this of
the Allies it is only necessary to land
troops and then go whooping ahead
should examine these difficulties in
detail.

SPEAK LOUDER

Technical Discovery. To Re-
volutionize Undersea
Telegraph Cables

Washington, Dec. 12.—A techni-
cal discovery expected to revolution-
ize international communication by-
subanirine telegraph cables was an-
nounced by the War Department to-
day.

It said: “The improvement ¢on-
sists’ essentially in the adaptation of
the ‘ticker’ and Audion .types of in-
strument used for receiving the sig-
nals in radio-telegraphy.

“The test have been nrade on the
government Signal Corps cable from
Sitka, Alaska, to Seattle, Wash., and
the reeeiving apparatus wad install-
ed in the ‘Seattle office. This cable is

1,086 miles in length and has a K.
R. appmximately equivalent to one
of the Atlantic cables. *

Do Away With Cable Readers.

“Up to the present time all ocean
cables have been operated with visu-
al records, using the siphon recorder
instrument. invented by Lerd Kelvin
a half eentury ago. The new method
permits for the first time the recep-:
tion of the regular Morse signals by
ear as in radio-telegraphy, and com-
pletely does away therefore with the
present highly-trained cable readers.
The receiver is an ordinary tele-

Sweep Onward, Toward
Buzeu—Russians Gain in
Carpathians.

London, Dec. 12. — Mackensen’s
troops are sweeping rapidty on Bu-
zeu, the last important point in Wal-
lachia_l held by the Roumanians, from
two sides. The left wing of the Teu-
tonic army has pushed along the
railroad from Phoechtiand captured
the town of Mihil, twenty miles
southwest of Buzeu. The right wing,
having -crossed the Jablonitz. River,
has seized Urzicent, thirty miles
south of the goal. The two ecolumns
are ,moving steadily  forward to a
junction ' before Buzeu, which con-
trols the ' importani railroads rtun-
ning ngrt‘n int6 Moldovia and east-

to the Danube a,nd,Seteth lines.

By the capture of TUrziceni' the
Teutons have won .command .of the
railrogd running -sout! t. from
Ploéchti for a streteh of forty.miles.
This line may permit them to carry
out a movement toward the Danube
that will cut off%the Russian and
Roumanian forces east of Bucharest
and give Mackensen control of the
whole railroad system of eastern
wallachia.

In the last three days, owing part-
ly to their attempts to wrest the of-
fensive from the enemy east of
Ploechti, and party to the swiftness
of the Teuton advance, the Rouman-
jans have lost 10,000 men in prison-
ers to the Ninth German Army.

Russians Make Gains.

The Russian attacks in the wood-
ed Carpathians and in the valleys of
eastern Transylvania continued dur-
ing yesterday, but the general situa-
tion underwent little change. The
capture of three heights in the
mountains by the Czar’s troops is' re-
ported by Petrograd.
