washimk can be given, it necessary,
at least two wecks pervious to the
show. Lambg that are kept up and
fed in covered pens will show a bet-

ter fleece than if they hud been run

ning out on pasture up to the last
minute, The flecce should be neatly
trimmed one week or more after

washing, if washing is practiced, and

care taken to keep the flecee frec of
chaff and dust until the exhibition
is over. In feeding for exhibition,

variety in feeding stuffs should be
sought in order to keep up the lamb's
appetite, using oats, corn w at

bran, eracked peas, barley meoeal and

oil eake meal for the grain portion
of the ration and good alfalta or
red clover hay, and 3wede turnips
as roughage. These feeds if mixed
to glve a ration with a nutritive
ratio of 1 to 6 or 1 to 7 will take

care of the growth demands and fat-
ten the lambs. Should it be desired
to feed the lambs while running on
pasture, the grain ration given can
be used. The lambs should be han-
dled sufficiently to make them tame
enough to stand well when being ex-
hibited. If mor¢ than one lamb is
called for in a class, all individuals
should be uniform in size, type, con-

I'his is not gas true now in any sec-
tion as formerly, and Is not true at
all in some sec¢tions. Vietory bonds

attracted large sums of money from
rural Outario and moreover develop-

ed an understanding of bonds and
their advantages for Investment
which did not previously exist. Con-

sequently many applicants for loans

have stated that there was now little
or no money available in their com-
munity for farm mortgages

Then the rate of interest at six per
cent. is regarded as reasonable for a
long term loan. It is, of course, two
or three per cent. less than prevall-

ing rates in New Ontario, and there

is reason to believe that in old On-

tario it has a stabilizing influence
But the feature which appears to

appeal to many is the basis of re-
payment When the repayment is
divided into annnal instalments of
prineipal and interest and spread

over a period of twenty years it gives
o sense of permanence and enables a
man to make his plans accordingly
A payment of 87.17 per thousand dol-

lars borrowed, will discharge the
entire loan in 20 years, and this is
not much more than the interest

nts whieh would be asked in
ses otherwise. Most morrow-
looking forward to having the
entire loan discharged long before
the maximum period, but when they
are told they ecan pay as much as they
like on due date after the third year
they are quite satistied

As to Red Tape

for Instance, where the property Nas
been loft to the oldest son, with in-
structions to pay off obligations to
other members of the tamily.

In Old Outario naturally the ap-
plications for louns to ereet bulldings
have not been numerous, but a num-
ber of such applications have been
passed. Here is & case of a hundred
acre farm with bulldings, put down
as worth $7,600, free of debt. Yet
the house is only valued at $300.
Hence the owner secures a loan of
$2,600 to bulld a new house and
spreading the payments over a period
of years will enjoy the additional
comfcrt while it is being pald for.
In other cases it has been a new
tarn or Improvements to some of the
existing buildings. Not many loans
have been granted an small holdings,

Repayments.

Repayments are probably the
final test of the success of any
loaning scheme,  No repayments are
due under this scheme until next

fall, ana hence no evidence on this
point is available. Every precaution
has been taken, however, to assure
repayment, and every borrower |s
given to understand that a loan I8 a
business proposition and must be
treated on a strictly business basis.

Most farmers,
however, think the use of corn itself
with the ears removed and with pro-
per tramping 1s more economical than
the use of paper.

In filling the silo the usual re-
commendation is to keep the surface
higher at the sides than in the center
and to do most of the tramping near
the wall. The last two feet had best
be kept about level with the same
amount of tramping in all parts of
the silo

SHORT .TERM CREDITS

How the Government Co-operates
With-Local Associations,

Individual Farmers, the Township
Council and the Government Pool
Subscriptions — Managed by
Loeal Board — Ten Associations
Already Doing Business,

(Contributed by Orterio Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

There s one distinetive differcnce
between the system of long-term
loans gnd the system of short-term
loans recently maugurated in this
Province. Those who have followed
the preceding-artlcles -will have ob-
served that long-term loans are made
direct by the Agricultural Develop-
ment Bouard, 5 Queen's Park, To-
ronto. In contrast to this, no short-
term loans are made by the Board,
but are made solely through local
assoclations organized for this
purpose.

Short Time Credits Described,

The rtason for this difference in
method of operation lies in the differ-
ence in the nature of the security
and the nature of the loan. In the
matter of long-term loans, the secur-
ity is a firgt mortgage on land, and
the personality of the borrower,
while important, is secondary. In
the short-term loans, the security is
a note or lien on chd¥els, and the
personality of the botrower, and his
reputation in. the communit is one
of the big determining factors. Then,
too, the loan is usually a small one
With §2,000 as the maximum, the
average loan will no doubt be a good
deal under $1,0000 It would, there
fore, be physically impossible for any
central office to grant and supervise
loans in all the different sections of
the Province Yor small amounts. No
other system of granting short-term
loans on personal or chattel security
by a central office for a whole Pro-
vince is in existence. Such loans may,
however, be granted with reasonable
sufety by local committecs familiar
with all the circumstances
Not So Diflicult.

Accordingly, a plan of organiz-
ation of local farm loan associations
has been devised, and this is not
8o difficult as might at first appear.
A membership of thirty is required,
and ecach myember must take one
share of stock, value $100, and make
a payment of 10 per cent.,, or $10.
This stock represemts capital, and is
held in reserve. There is little like-
lihood of any farther payment ever
being required on capital account.
After the necessary membership is
signed up, the township council and
the Government are each asked to
appoint two directors, and subscribe
for one-half the amount of stock
subscribed by loeal members; this to
be added to the reserve. When these
directors have beeu appointed, the

assoclation elects a president, vice-
president and ohe direetor. These
officers, with the two Government

directors and the two township di-
rectors, constitute a board of seven,
which, thereafter, looky after the
business 81 the association. A sec
retary-treasurer is appointea, and he
is the only paid officer permitted
When the association is thus formed
it continues from year to year with
the usual annual election of officers,
and applications for loans can then
be made from time to time to the
secretary-treasurer, who will arrange
to have them considered by the di-
rectors

In practice, it will probably be
found 'desirable to have meetings at
stated periods for the consideration
of the loans. In this way, loans may
be passed without any inconvenlence
either to the borrower or to the
directors. »
Associations Already Formed,

Although this plan nas veen be-
fore the tarmers of the Province for

only a few montn, tef® associations
have been formed, and are doing
business, while two others have been

formed, but have not yet passed on
loans Loans granted range from
$125 to $1,800, in individual cascs,
and are for all manner of purposes
in connection with farm work. They
are repayable at the end of the year
with interest at 6 % per cent., but, of
course, may be renewed for another
year if the directors feel that such
renewal is justified.

Each applicant submits to the as-
sociation a detailed statement of his
assets and liabilities, and also slgns
a promissory note. The application
is then endorsed by the president
and secretary of the association and
sent in to the Board for approval
and for issuing of cheque to cover
the total amount loaned to an asso
ciation. While, therefore, the sub
Ject is approached from the stand-
point of Lelping the man on the land
in carrying out his farming opera-
fions, it will be seen that due regard
is paid to the question of seeurity,
and if reasonable discretion Is exer-
cised there is no reason why any of

the money 80 loaned should go astray. |
